FIRST AID

Mining Town Is 
'Safety-Wise'
All the Year

ROCK SPRINGS, Wyo.—Three 
boys are walking down the main 
street. School is out and the pros­
pect of the long summer recess 
makes spirits soar. Playfully, one 
youngster shoves another. He stum­
bles, falls against the large plate 
glass window of a department 
store and crashes through It.

An instant later, a red fountain 
spurts from his right arm where a 
razor-edged piece of glass has 
slashed through the artery. For a 
second he stares dumbly at the 
fast-flowing blood, then runs down 
the street, crying hysterically.

Springs Into Action
One of his two companions 

springs Into action. He chases his 
panicked friend, catches him and 
knocks him to the pavement. 
Skilled fingers probe the armpit 
above the wound and the flow of 
blood stops.

With his finger on the pressure 
point, the quick-witted youth orders 
the third boy to summon an am­
bulance. Had the youngster been 
ignorant of first aid, his friend 
could have bled to death in a min­
ute and a half.

This Is just one of several ex­
amples showing how knowledge of 
first aid has paid off in Rock 
Springs, a coal mining town in 
southwestern Wyoming.

The coal company has the na­
tion’s top mine safety record. Rec­
ognizing that first aid training is 
an essential part of any safety pro­
gram, Union Pacific coal spon­
sors an annual first aid rally and 
contest.

This Year’s Contest
This year’s contest was held in 

the coal company’s Old Timers’ 
association building. The com­
peting teams worked in ten-foot 
squares, laid out in a circle In the 
middle of the auditorium floor. At 
a given signal, each team captain 
was handed a first aid problem in 
a sealed envelope.

Interest In the contest is keen, 
and the awards ceremony late in 
the afternoon is attended by 
squeals from the girls and loud 
cheers from the boys. Wrist watch­
es went to the winning junior girls, 
matched luggage to the senior 
girls, portable radios to the boys 
and $40 to each member of the 
winning men’s team. Lesser prizes 
want to all other competitors.

Siamese Twins to Be 
Separated in Chicago

BURNSIDE, 111. — The Siamese 
twins of Mr. and Mrs. Royt Brodie 
of this small community were to be 
taken to Chicago for separation by 
surgery. They are joined at the 
skull. The twins were born Sept. 
16, 1951, at St. Anthony’s hospital, 
Rock Island, 111.

In announcing the plans to sep­
arate the twins, physicians pointed 
out that only two such operations 
have ever before been attempted 
and both have resulted in death. 
Tests, however, have made doc­
tors decide that the operation is 
feasible.

Some plastic surgery procedures 
that already have been accom­
plished include the preparing of 
the scalp for skin flaps to insure 
that there will be an adequate and 
natural covering for the scalp of 
each twin following the separa­
tion.

Neurosurgical procedures that 
have been undertaken have shown 
that there are two separate dura 
maters (covering for the brain), at 
least in part.

Mental development in the twins 
has been normal for their age 
and, doctors report, they are at 
tempting to crawl around their 
crib by alternately pushing one 
another.

Tests given during the last 10 
months by specialists in the field 
of pediatrics, neurosurgery and 
plastic surgery have shown that 
the twins have separate function­
ing nervous systems, as shown by 
the fact that they have indepen­
dent movements, periods of sleep 
and general dispositions. Tests also 
have shown that there are two 
brains.

Opportunity Knocks 
Right in Home Town

LINDEN, Ala.—Teen-agers who 
feel.like leaving their'home towns 
to seek better fields of opportunity 
should consider* how Buddy Perry 
planted a few tomato seeds and 
harvested opportunity in his own 
backyard.

The tomato seeds cost him 80 
cents. The hotbed cost him- nothing 
but a little labor—he built it of 
materials salvaged from dumps 
and heated it with manure ob­
tained for the asking.

The tomato plants that the hot­
bed yielded he sold as fast as he 
could pick them. With the ^proceeds 
from the seeds he bought calves. 
From a small beginning, he has 
built a herd of four steer*, three 
heifers and one cow.
