CALLING ALL 2r.YEAR OLDS!
Something new has been added!
Formerly young people attaining
their majority were required  to
obtain their exemption certificates
before the last day of January, in
order to qualify for voting. The
law has been changed., Now “‘any
citizen who is exempt from the

tpayment -of a poll_tax by reason

of the fa¢t that he or she has
not reached the age o* twenty-
January preceding its levy, but
who shall have since become eli-
gible to vote by reason of age,
ghall not Jater than 30 days be.
fqre any election at which he or
she wishes to vote obtain from
the Assessor and Collector of tax-
es for the county of his or her
residence a certificate of exemption
from the payment of a poll tax.”
1The quotation is from the  Téxas
Election Laws, 1052 edition.
The same procedure is applicable
to citizens who were not residents
one yeArs on the first day of
January preceding the levy of the
poll tax, but who have since be-
come eligible to vote by reason of
length of residence; one year next
preceding an electisn in the State
and 6 months within the county.
