Leaving the weekly White House
legislative conference, Martin said
the talk on_ ‘“‘unfreezing” Civil
Service jobs covered only those al
policy-making levels.

F ree Trade.

A strong trend of U. S. business opinion toword freer
trade is reported by Fortune magazine.

Fortune notes the recent free-trade declaration of
the Detroit Board of Commons, and says it may .some-
day “be reckoned os a consuderoble event in American
history.

“The board came out flatly for free trade. It recom-
mended the elimination of import quotas, the repeal of
the so-called Buy American Act, the enactment of a new,
expanded, long-term trade act to supplant the present
inadequate Trade Agreements Act.’

The Detroit board contended that to give away U. S.
products gbroad, while refusing to buy from other coun-
tries, "'will serve only to improvise .our peoples, lower
our standard of living, and deplete our natural resourc-
es.”

More and more U. S. businessmen are finding them-
selves in agreement with the. Detroit board, Fortune re-
ports, noting that after the board had initially sent out

240,000 more in response to requests

The anti- -protectionist . tyrend of business opinion
serves to back up the views of the Eisenhower adminis-
tration team, which is “almost unanimously sympathetic
to a greater fiqw of imports into the U, S.”

On the other+hand, .”th ood of Congress, one of
district-minded pvotecnoms'yncn'ce again trails behind
public opinion. President Eisenhower will almost surely
have to fight hard to get a liberalized customs act and
a new and better Trade Agreements Act,

“What the Administration should do, of course, is go
to the people. It should wrap up freer trade in an ap-
pealing package that will include a program for Europe
as well as the U. S, that will answer questions and spike
fears, that will clarify and dramatize the real benefits of
freer trade to consumer and taxpayer.’

One traditional objection to freer trade has been that
“cheap’’ foreion labor will drive down American living
standards. This fear was derided by the Detroit Board
of Commerce, Fortune- observes:

“Actually foreign labor is often expensive, not cheap,
because it is much less productive; and on balance De-
troit-productivity is so great that many foreign produc-
ers would fmd it hard to compete even if we had no
tariffs at all.’

The business mfovement in favor of freer trade is com-
pored by Fortune with the British anti-tariff drive of
a century ago, led by two Manchester businessmen, Rich-
ard Cobden and John Bright, who arqued that the self-
interest of the nation as a whole was no lonqer served
by protective tariffs

”So Britain adopted free trade — and free trode made
Britain great. Some such movement has been long over-
due in the U. S.., whose self-interest, ds Congress has
yet to understand, lies overwhelmingly in maintaining
or increasing exports rather than stifling imports,”’

Encouraging Words

Secretary of Agriculture Ezra Taft Benson informed
members of the Central Livestock assoeiation at St,
Paul that government farm price supports should be
considered ‘'disaster insurance.”’ He said

“Price supports ‘which tend to prevent production
shifts toward a balanced supply in terms of demand and
whieh encourages un-economic production and result in
continuing heavy surpluses ond subsidies should be
avoided.”’

He said that farmers should not be placed in a po-
sition of working for a government bounty, but should
produce for a free market. Inefficjency in agriculture, he
odded, should be subsidized no more than any other
segment of the economy. Relief programs should be op-
erated as such and not as.an aid to the entire agricyltural
industry

It is a long time since a Secretary of Agriculture

has talked like that, for the New Deal ploan was to
lavish favors on farmers whether they wanted them
or not, Agricuiture was considered on area for prac-

ticing vote buying. What makes Mr. Benson’s speech
the more noteworthy is that farm prices, ond livestock
prices in particular, have been declining

Benson, of course, is committed under law to com-
pulsory supports at 90 per cent of parity this year
'and next, but the whole tenor of his address showed
that he is a convinced believer in the free market.
He did not indicate the slightest disposition to promise
any emergency action to halt the price slide, as numer-
ous anxious Congressmen have proposed. He said in=
stead that lower prices would bring more beef to con-
sumers and help stabilize the ‘market.

The secretory’s approoch is o great deal different
from that .taken by Eisenhower during the campaign
in' his form policy speech at Kasson, Minn, There the
 President pledaed to work for 100 per cent parity. He .
spoke of the "exceptional risk' the farmer takes anhd

_said it was only fair that the government underwrite it.

In on
enterprise economy, everyone is exposed to risk. The
seCretary sees no necessity to guargntée the farmer
against all hazards, any more than he recognizes on
pbligation to do so for any other enterpriser.
