sold to private investors

Before .denouncing these men together with us as
crackpots, let's listen to some of their reasons and de-
cide without prejudice whether or not the post office
could be operated privately =

In the first place, some post offices are ooerated pri-
vately now, and in our own country everything except
letters is tarried privately,

Pockages, telearoms, and teletyped messages are sent
privately,

The only reason letters are not carried by private post-
al agencies is because the government has outlowed this
practice, thereby insuring itself a .monopoly in the letter
carrying field”

Most people don’t realize that we had a private postal
system once in this country. In “One Is a Crowd,” Frank’
Chodorov reports

“It is interesting to note that during the early years
of the post office system, even up to comparatively re=
cent times, competition from private operators forced the
officials to reduce their rates and i nprove the service,
the myth (of the post office) could not have been foist-
ed on the public otherwise

“Intercontinental communication during the: Revolu-
tion was kept going by patriotic ride-for-pay men with
hardly any interruption. Paul Revere is reputed to have
been one of them. The Continental (private) Post Office
came _into existence by the enterprise of o Baltimore
newspaper publisher by the usual entreprensurial Tech-
nique: he solicited contributions from the public for the
venture and organized from among the subscribers local
committees to Carry. 6n the service.. Thot is, the need
was met by social, not political action.’

The argument has Been made: Look what the. three-
cent stamp does for you, private enterprise could never
duplicate the service given by the post office

But private enterprise has long since surpassed the
post office for service: pneumatic tubes used in Paris
to carry letters as we use them for chonge in denartment
stores; the teleqraph; the means of transoortation used
by the post office, cars, trains, planes, ships; machine
posting, innovations such as automatic mmlnng mozhines
ond stamping mochines; all were invented ‘ond con-
tributed to the post office by private enterprise

What, then, haos the government contributed?

100 million dollars per
year, inefficient service, one delivery per day instead of
ond the use of
the post office as a vardstick for socialism when taking
over other industries’ '

When private industry chooses the president of a great
corporation, they choose the most efficient monev-maker
who con compéte and give qood service to the public
The post office reqularly gives its top managerial job
to a politicion, the national committee man of one of
the big political parfies

Private industry, by introducing economy, efficiency
ond innovations could give better and cheaoer service
to the public in the long mun, than the tax-supported,
deficit-financed post office which now monopolizes the
letter carrying business

With private enterprise we would see qreat progress
in a business which gets worse each vear under govern-
ment ownership. The only thing which has prevented
total stagnation in o6ur. government-owned post
is the many innovations contributed from the outside bv
progress:minded free enterprisers
