Congressman Charles W. 
S tenholm  has in troduced a 
b ill w h ich  he feels w ill make 
farm  programs simpler, 
more predictable and fairer.

The legislation s im plities 
and standardizes the w ay 
acreage bases and yields are 
assigned to  producers. 
S tenholm  has been w ork ing  
on the pro ject a lm ost a year, 
a long  w ith  th e  Texas 
A g r ic u ltu ra l F o ru m , a 
coa lition  o f farm ers and 
agribusinessmen in the 
state.

An acreage base, or 
num ber o f acres to  be 
planted, is assigned to  
tarm ers w ho  w ish  to  take 
p a r t  in  fe d e r a l fa rm  
programs. A yield measures 
ho w  m any bushe ls  or 
pounds per acre the farm er 
is assumed to  produce. 
Both bases and yields are 
im pro tan t when farm ers 
d e c i d e  w h e t h e r  t o  
partic ipate in the programs.

"R ig h t now, our system 
of bases and yields is a 
m ess,"S tenho lm  said. " I t 's  
not fa ir to  many farmers; it's  
unpredictable fo r the rest; 
and it leaves too  much 
d i s c r e t i o n  t o
USDA'sbureaucratic 
w him s. It needs to  be 
changed  and p u t in to  
perm anent la w .''

Bases and yields are now 
set by fou-year farm  bills, 
S tnholm  said, w hich makes 
them subject to  the politica l 
w inds every four years. If 
the base and yield form ulas 
were in permanent law, they 
w ould stay there unless 
repealed, andfarm ers w ould  
have a better idea how  many 
acres they can plant.

"W hen u n p re d ic ta b le  
programs keep farm ers from  
planning ahead," S tenholm

STENHOLM

said, " th e y  o ften  decide not 
to  bother w ith  the programs 
a ta ll. But th is  usually means 
more p toduction  and tha t 
lowers prices, w h ich  drives 
up taxpayer costs fo r the 
farm  p rog ram ."

S te n h o lm 's  p ro p o sa l 
assigns bases fo r both 
overall fa rm  acreage and 
individual crops. T it bases 
yields on actual records, and 
g i v e s  f a r m e r s  m o r e  
flex ib ility  than they now  
hav e  in d e c i d i n g  f o r  
them selves how  m uch o f a 
given crop they w ill plant.

Reserve (ACR).

"O u r goal in 19 8 4  is to  encourage farm ers to  continue the  very im portant 
conservation practice o f p lacing the ir m ore erosive land in to  an acreage conservation 
reserve, w h ile  balancing supply w ith  dem and,"

This is a w ay in  w h ich  farm ers can contro l over-abundant supply s itua tjO Q u j j j^ g j^ ^  
w ha t they have ju s t faced. The programs w ill also provide a d e g re ^ o fm s u ra S ^ m r 
farm ers against price flu c tua tions  and adverse w eather conditions.

The 1984  acreage reduction programs w ill require farm ers to  reduce the ir w heat 
planted acreage by 30  percent and the ir feed grain acres by 10 percent o f the established 
base to  qua lify  fo r defic iency payments and crop loans. W heat program  partic ipants w ho 
d ivert an additional 10 to  20  percent o f the ir w hea t base w ill be elig ib le fo r 
paym ent-in-k ind (PIK).

Farmers w ho  partic ipate  in the  1984  w heat program  m ust lim it the ir p lanted acreage 
to  no more than 70  percent p f the  fa rm 's  w heat base and devote to  ACR elig ib le cropland 
equal to  the PIK acreage plus 4 2 .8 6  percent o f the ir to ta l planted and PIK acreages. Feed 
grain program partic ipants m ust lim it corn, sorghum , oats and barley acreage planted fo r 
harvest to  no t m ore than  90 percent o f the fa rm 's  feed grain base and devote elig ib le 
cropland equal to  11.11 percent o f the 1984  planted acreage to  ACR.

Land designated fo r the acreage conservation reserve m ust have been devoted to  row  
crops or small grains in tw o  o f the last three years except fo r a sum m er fa llo w  farm . 
"U nder summ er fa llo w  rules, the land m ust be acreage th a t w ou ld  have been planted to  a 
small grain or row  crop in 1984  in the absence o f the feed grain and w heat p rogram s."

Haying w ill no t be perm itted  on ACR acres. However, the acreage m ay be grazed 
except during the  six principal g row ing months.

Farmers w ill have the  oppo rtun ity  to  sign up fo r  the 1984  feed grain and w heat acreage 
reduction program fro m  January 16 th  th rough  Fevruary.24th._

But, as The Day 
A fte r shows, when the 
Balance tips, te rro r reigns.

The f i l m ' s  d e e p e r  
message is thus clear: M AD  
is not only im m oral, it  is 
ineffective. Members o f the 
Soviet leadership are no 
bourgeois m oralists, but 
they have nonetheless never 
accepted M AD  as strategic 
doctrine.

The Soviets te ll Western 
peace groups nuclear w a r is 
u n th in k a b le , b u t th e ir  
actions clearly dem onstrate 
not only th a t they th ink  long 
and hard about such a war,?

They have passed the 
po in t o f parity w ith  the 
United States. The ICBMs

they 're  build ing now  a t a 
phenomenal rate are m eant 
not fo r reta lia tion bu t fo r a 
firs t-s trike  at our silos tha t 
w o u l d  p r e v e n t  o u r  
retaliation.

The Day A fte r provides a 
clear moral im perative to 
end  t h i s  d o c t r i n e  o f  
d e te rre n ce  by m u tu a l 
assured d e s tru c tio n . 
L o g i c a l l y  s p e a k i n g ,  
however, this can not be 
done through a nuclear 
freeze.

its proponents te ll us 
exp lic itly  we already have 
enough nuclear weapons to  

make the rubble bounce 
many times ove r." In tha t 
case, a freeze w o n 't  change 
m uch ; th e  th re a t o f 
annihilation w ill s till loom . 
We m u s t go to  f i r s t  
principles, and end our 
s tra te g ic  d is ta s te  fo r  
building a defense against 
nuclear missiles.
