Borden County 4-H food show

Dawson held Highland 
scoreless the first time the 
Hornets had the ball, but 
some nine possessions and 
eight touchdowns later, the 
Dragons fell prey to the 
same fate that had claimed 
12 previous victims.

Highland,  virtual ly  
untested so far in six-man 
play, racked up an 
incredibly easy 54-6 state 
semifinal win here Friday 
night. The game was 
stopped at 3:U6 in the third 
quarter after the Hornets 
had amasked a 45-point 
lead.

Highland, now 13-0, will 
face Mullins, a 68-45 winner 
over Christoval nextP'riday 
in the state title game.

The Hornets struck for a 
couple of quick touchdowns 
in the first quarter, working 
the muscles that had 
carried them so far. After a 
72-yard touchdown run hy 
Duane Hyde had been 
nullified by a motion 
penalty, Highland came 
right back with a 78-yard 
s c o r i n g  pass  f rom 
quarterback Royce Petty to 
Jimmy Jones. The kick was 
blocked, but Highland had 
a 6-0 lead with 4:17 
remaining.

Two minutes later, Hyde 
swept left for 55 yards and 
another Hornet touch do wn. 
The kick again failed.

The Dragons '  only 
scoring of the evening came 
on a 14-yard pass from 
quarterback Martie Sires to 
end Todd Howard with 7:02 
left before halftime.

After that, it was all 
Highland. The Hornets
would score four more times 
before the half and on six of 
their last seven possessions.

Halfback M o n te
Richburg began the
onslaught with a 7-yard run 
up the middle with 6:15 left 
in the first half. The score 
was set up by a 56-yard run 
by Hyde. The kick once 
again failed, but the 
Hornets were on top 18-6.

With 3:03 remaining, 
Petty spotted halfback 
Everett Wilson in the end 
zone and hit him with a 
21-yard pass to make the 
score 24-6.

The Hornets then broke 
loose with a 52-yard, 
twoplay drive, started by 
the running of Hyde and 
fullback Harold Light. 
Light broke Up the middle 
for 23 yards before Hyde 
went the final 20 for a 
touchdown with 1:36 left. 
This time W ilson's kick was 
good, and Highland led 
32-6.

The Hornets scored on the 
final play of the first half 
when Petty hit Wilson once 
again on a 45-yard 
thouchdown pass. W ilson's 
kick spotted the Hornets a 
4U-6 halftime lead.

After intermission, the 
Hornets scored twice in 
three plays to end the game.

Ron Swann gin rambled 
54 yards around right end 
with 4:35 left. W ilson's kick 
made it 46-6. Then, Light 
broke right for 30 yards and 
the final touchdown with 
3:116 left in the third quarter.

The Borden County Lady 
Coyotes seemed to be on a 
roller coaster this weekend 
as the ups and downs hit at 
extreme points. In the first 
game against Tahoka, the 
Coyotes could only manage 
11 of 47 from the field for 23 
percent in a low scoring 
35-25 win. Kelly Williams 
led the slow motion attack 
with 10 points followed by 
Shana Bradshaw with 9. 
Roxie Wolf was third in 
scoring with 6 points 
fo l lowed by Shawna
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Vaughn with 5, Stephanie 
Herring with 3, and Becky 
Massingill with 2. Borden’s 
only bright spot came the 
second quarter as they 
outscored the Bulldogs 16-7.

Then in the semi-finals 
against the host team, the 
Coyotes nearly doubled 
their percentage as they 
connected on 22 of 49 from 
the field for 45 percent and 
11 of 19 free throws for 58 
percent. Roxie proved to be 
almost unstoppable as she 
hit 11 of 15 from the field 
and 4 of 7 free shots for a 
total of 26 points, 20 more 
than the previous night. 
Kelly Williams also hit in 
double figures with . 10 
points followed by Shawna 
Vaughn with 8, Shana 
Bradshaw with 6, Shellie 
Peterson with 3 (including a 
half court shot at end of the 
3rd quarter), and Stephanie 
Herring with 2. The 
Coyotes increased the 
margin of victory in the 2nd 
half by outscoring their 
opponents 27-7, holding 
New Home to 2 points the 
last quarter.

Then in the finals against 
Ralls, the Lady Coyotes 
were victimized by a very 
quick press from beginning 
to end and repeatedly 
turned the ball over to the 
t a l l e r  and  q u ick e r  
jackrabbits. Borden also! 
felt the effects of the wh istle 
as Ralls stepped up to the 
free throw line 32 times 
compared to 8 for Borden. 
After falling behind the 
first half by 19, Borden 
played even the 3rd quarter 
as each team scored 18 
points. Then in the last 
quarter, too many key 
players fouled out and Ralls

repeatedly forced turnovers 
and connected on free 
throws for 23-6 point spread 
the last quarter. Kelly 
Williams was the leading 
scorer for Borden with 20 
points followed by Roxie 
Wolf with 8, Shana 
Bradshaw and Shawna 
Baughn with 4 each and 
Becky Massingill with 2. 
For their 2nd place effort, 
each girl received an 
i n d i v i d u a l  t r o p h y .  
Congratulations to the 
Lady Coyotes for their 
accomplishments  and 
better luck in the upcoming 
Highland Tournament.

After  defeating an 
outmanned New Home 
Junior Varsity Thursday 
60-34, the Coyotes suffered 
back to back losses to New 
Home (69-47) and Wilson 
(76-44).

Junior Varsity, Keith 
Martin led all scorers with 
14 and Mark Rice and 
Phillip Benavidez added 10. 
Others scoring were Doug

A b o u t  100,00
1 Texas-grown Christmas 

trees should be available 
this year in retail lots and 
on a ’choose-and-cut’ basis,' 
s a y s  Dr. Mike 
Walterscheidt, forester with 
the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, Texas 
A&M University System. 
'Sales of these trees should 
total $1.2 million to 
growers. Texas currently 
boasts about 3,200 acres of 
Christmas trees, mainly in 
eastern areas, with some 
1,000 trees per acre.

'Texas-grown Christmas 
trees offer a number of 
advantages, they are 
fresher, more fragrant and 
usually less expensive than 
those shipped in from other 
states.'

More than five million 
Christmas trees are sold in 
Texas each year, imported 
mainly from northern and 
western states. So the 
growth potential of the 
Texas Christmas tree 
industry looks good.

Texas growers have 
planted about a million 
seedlings each of the past 
several years. Most of these 
are Virginia pines native to 
the Appalachian area of the 
southeastern U.S. Another 
species, the Afghan or 
Elderica pine, is now being 
grown in central, western 
and southern areas of

Texas. The trees are 
generally ready to harvest 
in about four years.

'While the availability of 
T e x a s - g r o w n  trees 
continues to increase, most 
shoppers will likely have to 
go to the larger cities in 
Texas or to smaller 
communities in eastern 
areas where most of them 
are grown,' says the 
forester.

'C h o o s e  -an d - cu t '  
operations- in which the 
shopper selects the tree he 
wants, cuts it himself and 
takes it home-are popular 
because this restores the 
old-fashioned idea of 
making the selection of a 
Christmas tree an outing 
Itite entire family can enjoy.

2 tablespoons margarine or butter, softened 
2 teaspoons prepared mustard

10-oz. can Hungry Jack refrigerated flaky biscuits 
5 (4x4-inch) slices Swiss cheese

Heat oven to  375°F . Combine ham, onion, poppy 
seed, margarine and mustard; reserve about 1/3 cup. Sepa­
rate dough into 10 biscuits; press 5 biscuits to 3 1 /2 -inch 
circles on ungreased cookie sheet. Spoon scant 1/4 cup 
meat mixture onto each flattened biscuit. Fold cheese 
slices into quarters; place on meat mixture, pressing slight­
ly.

Press remaining 5 biscuits to 4 -inch circles; slightly stretch 
each over meat mixture. Do not seal edges. Sprinkle tops 
with poppy seed. Bake at 375°F . for 10 to  15 minutes or 
until golden brown. 5 sandwiches.

CARING FOR QUIETS
With fall at hand and 

winter on the way, quilts 
and comforters will be in the 
limelight as they are taken 
from storage and put to use.

Before using a quilt, check 
its condition, fiber content 
and age. An heirloom quilt, 
for example, should not be 
used on the bed where 
people will sit or pull on it.

Start with the least 
complicated and damaging 
method when cleaning 
quilts. Airing will remove 
any musty smell acquired 
during storage. To remove 
dust or surface soil, vacuum 
with an upholstery tool. 
Cover the quilt with 
fiberglass screening-but 
don’t vacuum directly on 
the quilt.

Stain removal is unwise 
on older quilts because it 
weakens the fibers. Dry 
cleaning solvents remove 
oily stains but are usually 
too harsh for older quilting 
fabrics.

Wet cleaning must be 
done carefully. Do not 
machine-wash or dry or line 
hang a quilt. Soak in a 
bathtub using a very dilute 
? j~ - — f ----- 1—w

detergent solution. Rinse 
several times to remove 
detergent. Then support the 
weight of the wet quilt to 
prevent strain on fabric and 
stitches. Dry on a bed sheet 
outside.

Repair any damaged 
areas to prevent further 
deterioration.

Store quilts fiat or rolled. 
To protect from dust and 
light, use a dust cover of 
well-washed cotton muslin, 
percale or new tissue paper. 
Do not store quilts in 
plastic, cardboard boxes 
and unsealed wooden 
boxes, such as cedar chests.

Folding a quilt for flat 
storage causes stress on 
fabric, stitches and batting 
placement. Fold as few 
times as possible, placing, 
tissue paper between folds. 
Fold off-center and in a 
different place each time to 
relieve stress on the fabric. 
Don’t stack heavy quilts on 
top of each other and don’t 
hang quilts to store.

Quilts-new as well as 
old--require special care and 
thoughtful use in order to 
increase their usability and 
heirloom quality.

The Texas Crop and 
L i v e s t o c k  R e po r t in g  
Service are now contacting 
farmers and ranchers 
across the state for final 
1982 crop acreage, yield and 
production totals and 
end-of-vear livestock and

/ lie Borden Star, 
poultry inventories.

State Statistician Doug 
Murfield reported that with

for women who hate to clean !

Dunk dishes, pots, silver­
ware in sudsy water right 
after they’re used—food  
particles w on ’t have time 
to harden and a swish o f 
the dishcloth should get 
everything sparkling.

Stove cleaning is al­
most easy when you soak 
burners, grill, drip pan, 
racks — everything that 
isn’t plastic— in a solu­
tion o f  one cup j^gptoil 
to  one quart hot water.

The drive to con­
serve energy has attracted the 
interest not only o f cost- 
conscious consumers but also 
of manufacturers and sellers 
of home insulation products.

While most are honest, there 
are a few who reportedly are 
trying to earn a fast dollar 
through deceptive trade prac­
tices. Not only can this cost 
the consumer money and fail 
to produce energy savings, 
but fire safety officials report 
that inefficient or faulty in­
sulating materials being used 
by some unscrupulous in­
stallers can result in serious 
fire hazards to users.

Our Consumer Protection 
Division attorneys point out 
that many conflicting claims 
are being made about various 
ty p es  o f  in su la tion . Our 
law yers cau tion  that no 
responsible seller of insulation 
can make a flat claim of sav­
ings applicable to all homes.

Some sellers are also exag­
gerating the efficiency of their 
product, its price, and warran­
ty coverage.

M ost experts agree that 
when insulating the home the 
least expensive and most effi­
cient approach is to make cer­
tain attic insulation is suffi­
cient to insure maximum 
retention of both heat and 
cold.

Until recently most homes 
were insulated with an "R ” 
(for resistance) fa ctor  of 
15. Some electric utility com­
panies now recommend the 
equivalent of six inches of 
“ R-30”  value insulation. In 
most homes, this would mean

a substantial increase in in­
sulation.

When deciding on insulation 
material, you should beware 
that the “ R” factor is the most 
e ffe ct iv e  way to com pare 
types o f  in su la tion  and 
prices. If you pay more for 
one particular brand of attic 
insulation, you should get 
more “ R "  value for your 
m oney a cco rd in g  to the 
amount of square feet you 
have in your attic.

Remember, too, to get at 
least three bids on insulation 
jobs, since insulation usually 
is a major consumer purchase 
that can run into hundreds of 
dollars. You should also com­
pare w arranties on both  
material and labor.

One controversial device 
often installed in combination 
with insulation is the power at­
tic fan. Theoretically, it draws 
hot air out and cool air into the 
attic, but some homebuilders 
say power ventilators can con­
sume more energy than they 
save. Check with persons who 
have attic fans to learn if they 
are satisfied.

It pays to be cautious if 
som eone o ffers  you an 
unusually low cost insulation 
program that is supposed to 
“ dramatically reduce your 
energy cost.” You could end 
up spending alot more money 
and still have high heating and 
cooling bills.
