WASHINGTON (AP)
I'he House on Friday
impeached a federal judge
imprisoned for lying about
sexual assaults of two
women in the first such
vote since impeaching for-
mer President Bill Clinton
a decade ago

l'he impeachment of

U.S. District Judge Samuel
Kent of Texas sets up a
trial in the Senate. Kent
is the first federal judge
impeached in 20 years.

I'he House approved
four articles of impeach-
ment against Kent accus-
ing him of sexually assault-
ing two female employ-
ees and lying to judicial
investigators and Justice
Department officials. All
four articles passed unani-
mously

“The conduct at issue
here is both shocking
and shameful,” Michigan
Democratic Rep. John
Conyers, chairman of
the  House Judiciary
Committee, said at the start
of the debate.

Kent, 59, entered a feder-
al prison in Massachusetts
on Monday to serve a
33-month  sentence. He
pleaded guilty last month
to lying to judicial investi-
gators about sexual assaults
of two female employees

Kent is refusing to
resign until next year so
he can continue to draw
his $174,000 a year sal-
ary. If he is convicted of
the impeachment charges
in the Senate, he will be
forced off the bench.

Kent was nominated
to the bench by President
George H.W. Bush and has
served since 1990.

cials. He said the new
state law, similar to one in
New Mexico, was drafted
to protect the state’s legal
interests in the case.

Among other things, the
law says no out-of-state
water permit can prevent
the state from meeting its
obligations under interstate
compacts with other states.

The Oklahoma Water
Resources Board must con-
sider in-state water short-
ages or needs when con-
sidering applications for
water sales to out-of-state
entities. The law allows
conditional permits to enti-
ties outside Oklahoma and
is to be applied to pend-
ing and future water permit
applications.

The Tarrant water district
is seeking 460,000 acre
feet of water, or 150 bil-
lion gallons annually. An
acre foot is a measurement
of about 325,000 gallons,
or roughly enough water to
take care of a household’s
needs for a year.

The district’s service area
is expected to grow from
about 1.7 million people
today to 3.5 million in 50
years, he said.

In the large
metros, they’re out-earning
us by thousands of dollars.

We're seeing our income
stall or decline - even men
with college degrees are
falling behind.

TYLER, Texas (AP) —
Emi Applequist had blue
lips, blue fingers and seeds
on her chin as she dog-
gedly toddled among the
blueberry bushes in search
of the low-hanging fat, ripe
fruit.

The consumption  of
a fallen dirt-level berry
brought a light scold-
ing from the 2-year-old
girl’s grandmother, Sandra
Adair, 59, a Tyler native
now living in Arlington.

The berry scavenging for
the family and other bas-
ket-toting pickers marked
a typical late-spring morn-
ing recently for the Tyler
Berry Farm just northwest
of Tyler off a pastoral
county road.

Former aerospace engi-
neer Larry Reynolds and
his wife, Felicitas, bought
the farm, 9628 County
Road 429, nine years ago
after retiring from Bell
Helicopter in Fort Worth,

Reynolds, who grew up
in Massachusetts, said a
romantic notion planted
in his berry-picking child-
hood inspired him to take
up farming in his golden
years.

The previous owner
launched Tyler Berry Farm
in 1980, he said. The farm
sits on 26 acres, with 3%
acres of it for blueberries
and 2 acres dedicated to
blackberries.

“I thought I'd find some-
thing nice to do,” Reynolds,
75, said while sitting in
the shade of his farm shed
while his wife, working
nearby, packed blueber-
ries into wicker baskets.
“I remember going up to
Maine and picking berries
with my dad.

“But I work harder now
than I ever did. It’s very
challenging.”

He cited proper man-
agement of the three W’s
as the key foundations to
farming: weeds, water and
weather.

Reynolds said he can

control two out of three,
but weather this year has
been problematic for fruit
ripening, for both blueber-
ries and blackberries.

Unseasonably cool
weather has pushed back
ripening for weeks, while
warmer annual temper-
atures have also had an
effect, he said.

“It’s getting warmer and
warmer and warmer every
year,” Reynolds said. “That
makes for mediocre fruit.”

Prime blueberry-pick-
ing season runs from late
May to early August, with
blackberries lagging about
two weeks behind, he said,

adding that blackberries as
of last week weren’t quite
ready for plucking.

Tyler Berry Farm also
produces figs and pecans,
he said.

While the farm primar-
ily is “a you-pick opera-
tion,” blueberries are sold
in bulk to retailers such
as Brookshire’s grocers,
Reynolds said.

He prides himself on the
operation’s simplicity.

“We do everything by
hand,” he said. “There are
no machines here.”

Machines can damage
fruit, deteriorate freshness
and minimize yield, he

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said.

Reynolds works the
plants while his wife, 59,
handles packaging opera-
tions.

“I'm here to fill in the
blanks and take care of the
field stuff,” he said.

Felicitas Reynolds
laughed when asked about

the transition from wife of

an aerospace engineer to
blueberry farmer.

She serves as the opera-
tion’s front line.

“I like meeting the peo-
ple,” she said about what
she enjoys most about the
work.

Like many of her cus-
tomers, Felicitas Reynolds
spends much of her day
being blue. She uses her
blue fingers to pop berries
past her blue teeth through-
out the day at her packag-
ing station.

Charles and Elsie Barnes
of Neches visited the blue-
berry patch recently.

“I haven’t picked any in
a couple of years, but we
were determined to come
up here today,” said Elsie
Barnes, 70, a retired teach-
er.

She recalled a family tra-
dition of grabbing a bag
full of McDonald’s sau-
sage biscuits and taking her
two granddaughters out to
Tyler Berry Farm.

“They’d have breakfast
in the sand and pick blue-
berries,” she said.

The granddaughters are
grown and have their own
children, and Elsie Barnes
plans to take the great-
grandchildren to the farm

sausage biscuits and all.

For Sandra Adair, a first-
grade teacher, last week
marked her granddaughter
Emi’s first blueberry-pick-
ing experience, although

the girl has picked fruit
near her home city.

Emi and her family were
visiting from Washington,
D.C., and Adair’s parents
are longtime Tyler resi-
dents.

“This is my first time,
but my mommy and daddy
have been coming for
many years,” she said.

We've all heard the grim
news about hard times,
recession and high unem-
ployment across the nation,
but the news is much bet-
ter here in the Lone Star
State.

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Bass Survey, a voluntary
program in which anglers
report their catches of tro-
phy largemouth bass on
Lake Fork, has been col-
lecting valuable informa-
tion for Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department fish-
eries managers for more
than six years. This sur-
vey, which is a cooperative
project of the Lake Fork
Chamber of Commerce,
the Lake Fork Sportsman’s
Association and TPWD,
provides invaluable details
on Lake Fork's world-
renowned trophy bass
fishery; information which
cannot be obtained through
standard fisheries surveys.

The Lake Fork Trophy
Bass Survey gives anglers
an opportunity to record
their catches of fish
7 pounds and greater.
Anglers are asked to pro-
vide information at partici-
pating marinas on weights

and lengths of these trophy
fish. Each month, TPWD
personnel collect the sur-
vey ledgers and produce
a summary of the results.
Not only does the survey
generate good publicity for
the lake, but it also allows
fisheries managers and
stakeholders a chance to
cooperate in a successful
project.

During its history, the
Lake Fork Trophy Bass
Survey has recorded
10,127 fish over 7 pounds.
Fisheries managers have
estimated through their
angler creel surveys that
through May 2009, 8.1%
of trophy fish reportedly
caught by interviewed
anglers were reported to
the Trophy Bass Survey. If
the numbers are expanded,
that would indicate a catch
of in excess of 125,025 fish
over 7 pounds since March
2003!
