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Officials urge caution during heat wave

Health officials are urg-
ing area residents to take
steps to prevent heat
exhaustion and heat stroke
during this hot spell.

Excel energy has report-
ed power outages as is ask-
ing customers to cut use
during peak hours in the
afternoon.

Cathy Land, director
of emergency services at

Pampa Regional Medical
Center said the hospital
is experiencing a rise in
those being treated for heat
related illness.

“We are seeing roughly
one patient a day, which
is odd,” Land said Friday
morning. “Usually we only
see one a month.”

Land explained that those
who work out of doors are
the most likely victims of
heat exhaustion and heat
stroke.

Sometimes they do not
realize what is causing
their symptoms. According
to Land, a person suffer-
ing heat exhaustion will
be pale, have moist skin,
will be sweating profusely
and sometimes have severe
muscle cramping and pain.
Some patients feel like
they are going to faint, are
dizzy and/ or complain of
headaches.

They may also be tired
and weak, thirsty and expe-

riencing nausea. Usually
their body temperature is
around 100, and their heart
rate is greater than 100.
With heat stroke, Land
said, most victims have
lost so much fluid they
are not sweating, some are
not conscious, some very
confused and can be hal-
lucinating. Skin can be red
hot and dry. Their blood
pressure can be elevated
slightly and they could be
hyperventilating. Some

could have a body tem-
perature of 105 or more.

If you must be outside,
Land suggests taking
breaks to rest in cool shad-
ed area. Drink cool, but not
icy water and sports drinks.

“Someone like a roof-
er should be drinking a
10-ounce bottle of water
every hours to stay hydrat-
ed,” Land explained.

It is also important to

Riverstone new
owner of old
Celanese plant

A New York-based pri-
vate equity firm is taking
over the old Celanese plant
in Pampa.

Riverstone Holdings
LLC, which bought Titan,
has joined the North
America Energy Group
management team of
Babcock & Brown LP
to acquire Babcock &
Brown’s renewable energy
portfolio.

Babcock & Brown went
bankrupt earlier this year.
In June, they were del-
isted from the Australian

and New Zealand stock
exchanges.

Riverstone confirmed
late last week that they
and the Babcock & Brown
energy group bought the
firm’s wind energy devel-
opment portfolio. They
have formed Pattern
Energy as an independent
energy company to devel-
op, construct, own and
operate renewable energy
and transmission assets in
North America and part of
Latin America.

According to com-
pany officials, Riverstone
is committing $400 mil-

New GI benefits vary widely by state

When the new GI Bill
kicks in Aug. 1, the gov-
ernment’s  best-known
education program for
veterans will get the big-
gest boost since its World
War Il-era creation. But
the benefit is hardly the
“Government Issue,” one-
size-fits-all standard the
name implies.

In fact, depending on
where service members
and veterans decide to
attend college, they could
receive a full ride, or very
little.

An Associated Press
review of state-by-state
benefits under the new bill
shows huge discrepancies
in the amount veterans can
receive.

For example:

* Veterans attending
New Hampshire colleges
like Dartmouth might get
$25,000 from the govern-
ment each year, and in
Dartmouth’s case essen-
tially a free ride, thanks
to an additional grant
from the Ivy League
school. But in neighboring
Massachusetts, it is a dif-
ferent story. At that state’s

numerous private schools,
many just as expensive as
Dartmouth, the govern-

ment’s baseline tuition
benefit is omnly about
$2,200 a year.

* Veterans who choose
a private school in Texas
could get close to $20,000
a semester from the gov-
emmment for a typical
course load. Those picking
schools in California will
get nothing for tuition.

The explanation stems
from the formula the gov-
emment created, as well
as a much-criticized deci-
sion by the Department of

Veterans Affairs on how to
implement the law.

The new GI Bill covers
full in-state undergradu-
ate tuition and fees at any
public college. That’s far
more generous than the old
GI Bill, which provides a
monthly stipend that is the
same from state to state.

But Congress also
wanted to help veterans
attend often pricier pri-
vate schools. So the new
bill offers them an amount
equal to the tuition at the
most expensive public col-
lege in the same state.

That penalizes veterans

going to private colleges in
states that have kept their
public university tuition
low.

As a result, the new GI
Bill is a great deal for such
vets in states like New
Hampshire, New York and
Texas; a pretty good one
in states like Ohio; and
hardly any deal at all in
Massachusetts and espe-
cially California, where the
state constitution prohibits
public universities from
charging tuition. Instead,
California’s public uni-

If you believe some is

- suffering from heat stroke,

the victim should be moved
person into cool environ-
ment immediately. If they
can take cool beverages
by mouth, they may have
water. Call 911 or get them
to the hospital as soon as
possible.

Do not rub patient with
alcohol, that can make
them dry out more.

Land said most victims
‘of heat-related illness are
healthy adults who work
out of doors and elderly
persons who don’t drink
enough water.

She said during extreme

heat conditions, from noon
to five p.m., nobody should
really be working outside.

By the time you are
thirsty, you are already
becoming dehydrated.

If you are without power,
open windows for breeze
dress very lightly. The
lighter the clothing the bet-
ter.

Keep pets indoors too, if
possible. If not, make sure
they have shade and fresh,
cool water several times a
day. Do not leave your pet
in a vehicle.

Wes' Reeves, of Xcel’s
Energy Media Relations
department reported Friday
morning, “We had some
outages related to high heat
yesterday (Thursday, July
9), so we’re encouraging
customers to use energy
wisely between the hours
of 4 and 7 p.m.

“This is the time when
we sometimes experience

outages because of over-
loaded transformers.”

The best tips to pre
these types of outages
to gradually turn downy air
conditioning thermosfats,
use box and ceiling
and put off chores
high-energy
until it gets a bit cooler
outside.

Tips for keeping your
energy cost down dur-
ing hot summer months
include:

* Clean or replace your
central air conditioner’s
filter menthly during the
cooling season to improve
the efficiency and extend
the life of the unit.

* Keep the coils of your
central air conditioner and/
or window air condition-
er unit free of dust and
dirt to increase efficiency
and extend the life of the
equipment.

*Use ceiling fans to cool

your house. The most effi-
cient ceiling fans cost as
little as 30 cents a month if
used eight hours a day. A
window air conditioner can
cost 50 times as much as a
fan. Ceiling fans will keep
the air moving and allow
you to keep the thermo-
stat setting higher because
moving air feels cooler.

*You can save $25 or
more each month during
the summer by raising your
thermostat’s temperature
from 72 to 78 degrees.

* Use a programmable
thermostat. This device
can Save as much as 12
percent on cooling costs
by automatically turning
your cooling system up or
down to coincide with your
daily routine. For example,
set your temperature to 85
degrees when you’re away.

field expansion in Roberts
County and expected to be

‘laying pipe by the first of

August.

John Kelly with Parkhill,
Smith and Cooper, engi-
neers on the project, told
the board the initial well
should be complete next
year.

That would increase the
amount of water avail-
able from the well field
to keep water flowing to
the 11-member communi-
ties, including Pampa, even
without the lake.

As part of the project,
the water authority is
amending its production
permit with the Panhandle
Groundwater Conservation
District later this month.

“It doesn’t change the
amount we can produce,”
Satterwhite said. “It chang-
es the number of pumps.”

Both the water authority
and the groundwater dis-

trict said that broadening
the pumping out over a
larger area in the well field
is a good strategy.

The board approved
the purchase of $490,000
of pumps that would be
installed at the Sanford
Dam in case the water level
in the lake falls too low and
the water has to be pumped
up to the aqueduct intakes.

“If we buy the pumps,”
quipped Jerry Carlson, one
of Pampa’s representatives
on the board, “it might
rain.”

The board also approved
a resolution granting
Satterwhite the authority
to institute condemnation
proceedings against an
Oldham County rancher in
connection with the water
authority’s salt cedar eradi-
cation program along the
Canadian River upstream
from Lake ‘Meredith.

Each' summer the water

authority has been spraying
the invasive plant along the
river in an effort to keep the
thirsty shrubs from soaking
up water. Most ranchers
along the river have joined
in the effort, but one ranch-
er who lives in Mississippi
and fears that eradicating
the salt cedar will eliminate
cover for white-tailed deer
has not agreed to the pro-
gram despite assurances
from the Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department.

After more than a year
of negotiations, the water
authority is using its power
of eminent domain to gain
an easement over about
7,000 acres on the ranch
for 60 days at a cost of
$17,500 to spray for salt
cedar.

The board also approved
a water tap on the aqueduct
for the City of O’Donnell,

grams we would account
for,” said Keith Wilson,
the department’s director
of educational services.

Congress passed the
Post 9/11 GI Bill last
year, offering veterans the
most significant expansion
of educational benefits
since the original GI Bill
in 1944, The VA expects
nearly half a million vet-
erans to participate in the
coming year.

The benefits, including
new, separate stipends for
housing and books, kick in
after three years of active
duty, and some of them
are transferable to family
members.

Rep. Howard “Buck”
McKeon, R-Calif,, has
introduced legislation that
would correct the discrep-
ancy in California.

“California’s generos-
ity on state tuition was
intended to keep college
costs down, not inadver-
tently increase costs for
the state’s veterans,” said
Lindsey Mask, a spokes-
woman for McKeon.

In the meantime, educa-
tion and veterans groups
are fielding calls from vet-
erans confused over how
much they can get.

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Global warming accord
spells lifestyle changes

Leaders of the world’s
biggest and dirtiest
economies have agreed for
the first time to limit the
warming of the earth to a
relatively safe 2 degrees
Celsius (3.6 Fahrenheit)

an important target in
fighting climate change.

It sounds simple, but it
implies a dramatic shift in
the way we generate elec-
tricity, fuel our cars and
build our homes and sky-
scrapers.

It means diverting
investments in new power
stations from fossil fuels
to wind, solar and other
renewables which is a
politically tricky task in the
United States.

It also means wealthy
countries need to raise
tens of billions of dollars a
year to help poor countries
develop in cleaner ways
than the industrial world
did over the last 150 years.

Because the implica-
tions are so sweeping, the
United States has until
now avoided embracing
the 2 degree C goal. On
Wednesday it agreed to
sign on to the target at the
Group of Eight summit in
L’Aquila, Italy

The temperature
increase is measured
against the planet’s average
before the industrial age. In

the last few decades, the
global average has risen
0.8 degrees C (1.5 F)and is
certain to go up a bit more
no matter what happens.

U.N. scientists say
that to keep temperature
increases low enough, the
world’s emissions of car-
bon and other heat-trap-
ping gases must peak with-
in 10-15 years and then
rapidly drop by 50 percent
by mid-century. Anything
beyond 2 degrees increases
the risk of weather-related
disasters, disruptions in
agriculture and the spread
of diseases, they said in a
seminal 2007 report.

The shift in U.S. policy
is a signal to developing
countries that President
Barack Obama intends for
the U.S. to play its part
in cutting carbon emis-
sions as part of a new U.N.
climate accord due to be
completed in December in
Copenhagen.

But countries like China
and India the next
generation of big pollut-
ers believe it doesn’t
go far enough. They want
the industrial countries to
commit to reducing carbon
emissions by 40 percent
over the next decade.

Lacking that mid-term
commitment, the develop-
ing countries rejected a
draft statement calling for
halving emissions by 2050

even though the G-8

Nonetheless, the devel-
oping countries responded
with movement on their
own, agreeing in a draft
statement to more specific
language than they have
used in the past to curb the
increase of their emissions
from their normal growth
path.

If they receive substan-
tial help with funds and
technology, they said, they
would take actions “whose
projected effects on emis-
sions represent a meaning-
ful deviation from business
as usual.”

Despite these steps for-
ward on both sides, an
impasse remains in the
negotiations leading to
the U.N. conference in
Copenhagen between the
competing demands of the
industrial and developing
countries

The G-8’s acceptance of
the 2 degree limit is “a sign
they have woken up from
a long phase of denial.
But they have complete-
ly failed to outline what
immediate action they will
take to achieve this goal,”

overtaxed. Why aren’t we
speaking out more about
this outrage? Cuts in health
benefits to the needy and
insurance taxes are ridicu-
lous. Why did the giving
away of all our money get
started? It’s time we stop
this nonsense before we
cease being a nation.

Why has the media, with
one exception, become so
tolerant and blind sight-
ed to the reality of the
situation and continues to
hero-worship all the enter-
tainers— from the White

the WWF environmental
group said in a statement.
“Without a clear path for
emission reductions, the 2
degree statement will just

join a long list of broken

promises,” it said.

In fact, accepting the
temperature limit amounts
to the same as embracing
the 50 percent mid-century
goal, except it says nothing
about how to achieve that
goal.

“For many countries, 2
degrees C is a little bit
squishier than the world
cutting emissions by 50
percent,” said Jake Schmidt
of the Natural Resources
Defense  Council in
Washington. “You have to
have a pathway.”

The draft statements far
may look disappointing,
but the summit isn’t over
yet.

On Thursday Obama
will chair a 17-nation meet-
ing that brings together the
presidents and prime min-
isters of the rich nations
with leaders of emerging
powerhouses like India,
Brazil, Mexico, and South
Africa. The absence of
China’s President Hu
Jintao, who left to attend
an emergency at home,
will make his job more
difficult, but Obama could
still swing things around.

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Happy State Bank expands into
2 more panhandle communities

In a joint statement,
Happy Bancshares, Inc.,
Canyon, Texas, President
and CEO, J. Pat Hickman
and First Canadian
Bancorp, Inc., President
and CEO, George Briant
announced that on June 30,
2009 they signed a defini-
tive agreement wherein
Happy Bancshares, Inc.
has agreed to acquire First
Canadian Bancorp, Inc.

Happy Bancshares, Inc.
owns Happy State Bank
with 20 offices in 12 com-
munities in the Texas
Panhandle. First Canadian
Bancorp, Inc. owns First
National Bank of Canadian
with branches in Canadian,
Canyon and Higgins. This
transaction is expected to
close in the third quarter,
following bank regulatory
and First Canadian Bancorp
shareholder approvals.

With this acquisition,
Happy State Bank will
acquire approximately $28
million in loans and about
$120 million in deposits.
Total assets of the com-
bined organization will be
over $1.2 billion. Happy
State Bank reached one
billion dollar in assets in
January of this year, only
the second bank in the

Texas Panhandle to reach
this milestone.

First National Bank of

Canadian, established in
1892, has been a pillar in
the community for over
100 years. The current
office was built in 1920
and was recorded as a
Texas Historic Landmark
in 1970. In 1990, First
National Bank of Canadian
purchased the Higgins
bank and opened its third
office in Canyon in 2003.
While Happy State Bank
already has a significant
presence in the Texas
Panhandle, this transac-
tion moves the bank into
Canadian and Higgins for
the first time. Mr. Briant
stated that, “After months
of discussion and negotia-
tions, our Board came to
the conclusion that selling
to Happy State Bank was
in the best interest of our
shareholders, our custom-
ers and our communities.
We are pleased and excited
to be a part of the Happy
operation. It is a much
larger institution, but it
has continued to maintain
a culture dedicated to the
communities its serves.

Bell Helicopter, union
remain at odds after talks

FORT WORTH, Texas
(AP) Bell Helicopter
and union representatives
said they planned another
day of negotiations Friday
after Thursday’s talks left
them at an impasse a month
after nearly 2,500 manu-
facturing workers went on
strike

“We continue to work
toward a resolution that
meets the needs of Local
218 members and allows
Bell Helicopter to remain
competitive,” company
spokesman Tom Dolney
said in a statement
lhursday afternoon.

[om Wells, the negoti-
ating chairman for United
Auto Workers Local 218,
said Thursday’s meetings
lasted about six hours and
called the company “obsti-
nate” in a message on the
union’s Web site. Union
officials did not immedi-
ately return a call from The
Associated Press seeking
comment

Union members voted
to strike June 14 after
rejecting a three-year con-
tract because of proposed
increases in medical costs
and plans to outsource
janitors’ work. Negotiators
met once last week without
reaching a resolution.

Bell Helicopter has
brought in about 1,000 tem-
porary workers at plants
in the Dallas-Fort Worth
area, Dolney said. Parts are
made at those plants, but

the helicopters are assem-
bled at nonunion plants in
Amarillo and Canada, he
said.

Dolney said Bell has con-
tinued delivering compo-
nents and aircraft on time
to its customers, includ-
ing the military. He said
the union’s claims that the
company was losing money
and having problems inside
the plants were “rumors.”

“It’s still business as
usual as far as getting air-
craft built,” Dolney said.

Meanwhile, striking
workers have been march-
ing with signs outside the
nine plants as temperatures
have reached 100 degrees
or higher for nine days
since mid-June.

Paul Martinez, vice presi-
dent for UAW Local 218,
said some drivers have
thrown Bibles and cursed
at picketers but no one has
been injured.

“We’re doing OK pick-
eting. We have strong
morale,” Martinez said.

Messages on the union’s
Web site urged members
to “stay strong” and “don’t
give in to the company’s
mind games.”

Another union, United
Auto Workers Local 317,
approved its three-year
contract with Bell last
month. It represents 340
office and clerical workers
at Bell Helicopter plants in
the Dallas-Fort Worth area.

Inmate’s family files suit

AMARILLO, Texas
(AP) — A lawsuit accuses
Potter County, several jail-
ers and medical staff of
being responsible for the
death of a jail inmate.

Michael Dick, 33, was
arrested in July 2008 in
Amarillo on a probation
violation. He resisted arrest
and suffered injuries. He

died in his jail cell 10
days later from peritonitis,
according to the suit.

Dick’s parents claim in
a federal lawsuit that their
son was denied proper
medical care.

Potter County officials
told the Amarillo Globe-
News that they had no
immediate comment.
