FOCUS ON BREAKFAST
HOW CORN FLAKES BEGAN

The size of the morning 
meal has seen its ups and 
downs. History has recorded 
breakfast menus that sound 
more like banquet fare, 
requiring a leisurely pace 
to eat all the food that 
was served. Whether light 
or heavy, fried or baked, 
breakfast foods have always 
played an important part in 
providing valuable nutrients 
for a healthful diet.

Near the turn of the 
20th century, something 
happened that would change 
breakfast history. A ready- 
to-eat, nourishing cereal, the 
wheat flake, was developed 
by Will Keith Kellogg and 
his brother, Dr. John Har­
vey Kellogg at the Battle 
Creek, Michigan Sanitarium.

PRODUCERS TO VOTE 
ON P R O M O T I O N  
PROGRAM EXTENSION

Lamb and  wool producers 
will have an  opportunity 
during an  A ugust 16-27 
referendum to vote on 
w hether they w ant the 
Am erican Sheep Producers 
Council, Inc., to continue its 
m a rk e t p ro m o tio n  a n d  
im provem ent program  on 
their behalf by entering  a 
new agreem ent with the 
U . S .  D e p a r t m e n t  
ofp Agriculture.

The agreem ent to be voted 
on is -s im ila r to one 
approved in 1978, except it 
would authorize larger 
deductions from producer 
incentive paym ents. By 
approving it, producers 
would authorize deduction 
of up to 4 cents per pound on 
shorn wool and  20 cents per 
hundred weight on unshorn 
lam bs m arketed in 1982. 
Deduction rates from 1978 
through 1981 were 2 1/-> cents 
and 11 V2 cents, respectively, 
he said.

T he new  a g r e e me n t  
would provide for USD A to 
withhold p a rt of any wool 
incentive paym ents th a t 
m ight be m ade to producers 
on 1983-85 m arketings to 
f i nance  t he  c o u n c il’s

promotion activities.
Deductions would be used 

by the council to finance 
a d v e r tis in g  a n d  sa le s  
promotion program s for 
wool  a n d  l a m b ,  a n d  
program s to develop and 
dissem inate inform ation on 
product quality, production 
m a n a g e m e n t  a n d
m arketing im provem ent for 
wool and  sheep.

Copies of the Agreem ent 
and  Ballots were m ailed to 
B o r d e n  C o u n t y  Wool  
P ro d u cers  on F r id a y , 
A ugust 13,1982. Producers 
m ay cast the ir ballots by 
m ailing or delivering them  
in  person to county ASCS 
offices by the cpose of the 
referendum.

The agreem ent requires 
approval by two th irds of 
th e  t o t a l  v o l u m e  of  
producers, or two th ird  of 
th e  t o t a l  v o l u m e  of  
production represented in 
the referendum.

The N ational Wool Act of 
1954 provides the authority  
for deductions and  for 
promotion activities. Sheep 
producers have approved 
the program  in eahc of the 
seven referendum s held 
since 1954. In  the m ost 
recent referendum  of 1978, 
75 percent of the producers 
approved of the program .

On June 15. 1982. The 
Supreme Court ruled. 5-4. 
that Texas and other states 
must provide free public edu­
cation for the children of un­
documented workers— 
people in this country 
illegally.

Mr. Hobby, was happy with 
the decision, praising it as 
the “only rational decision" 
the court could have made.

On the contrary. 1 think it 
was a wrong decision that 
defied both law and logic.

One of the principal un­
derpinnings of an orderly so­
ciety is that one should not 
benefit from breaking the 
law. All around the world, 
thousands of people stand 
patiently in line at our em­
bassies. waiting for legal en­
try into this country. By its 
recent ruling, the Supreme 
Court told these people that, 
if they are smart, they will 
ignore our immigration laws, 
find some other way to enter, 
and then there's a good 
likelihood all manner of 
taxpayer-supported benefits

will be open to them and 
their families.

We can all feel sympathy 
for people driven to emigrate 
by desperate economic con­
ditions. And I believe we 
should be compassionate to­
ward the children of undocu­
mented workers who are here 
through no fault of their 
own. We have been told we 
must educate these children 
and we will: it is our duty.

But I am deeply concerned 
about the effect this will have 
on our school systems and 
the quality of education. We 
have only a certain amount 
of desks and dollars with 
which to address the prob­
lems of educating Texas' 
children.

The court was essentially 
establishing social policy un­
der the guise of ruling on a 
constitutional question. The 
result was bad law and bad 
social policy. It should now 
be up to the Federal Govern­
ment to help pay for the 
mess they have created by 
not properly policing our 
borders.
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
