Cocaine seized at border

EAGLE PASS (AP) — Agents have seized nearly $2
million worth of cocaine after discovering nearly 60
pounds of the drug in a vehicle at an international cross-
ing on the Texas-Mexico border.

U.S. Customs and Border Protection said Monday the
Dodge Durango driven by a 25-year-old San Antonio
man was stopped for further inspection on Saturday at
the Eagle Pass Port of Entry after officers saw discrep-
ancies in the vehicle.

Authorities say they discovered 30 packages contain-
ing nearly 60 pounds of cocaine in the vehicle with an
estimated street value of $1.9 million.

Customs officers at the Eagle Pass Port of Entry
turned the driver over to immigration authorities for
further investigation.

Airline founder faces porn rap

BROWNSVILLE (AP) — Federal agents have arrest-
ed the founder of a South Texas-based cargo airline on
charges of distributing child pornography.

The U.S. Attorney’s Office says 60-year-old Robert
L. Hedrick shared multiple images of child pornog-
raphy with undercover officers from Louisiana and
Wisconsin in online chat rooms from September to
November 2010

Hedrick was arrested Monday at his home in
Brownsville.

Hedrick garnered attention last fall when he
announced the opening of Pan American Airways,
an air cargo carrier that would operate 70 flights per
month between Brownsville and Latin American cit-
ies.

The company website says offices are located in the
old Pan American Airways building at Brownsville-
South Padre Island International Airport.

A call to Pan American’s offices seeking comment
was not immediately returned.

Burn bans in 247 counties

COLLEGE STATION (AP) The Texas Forest
Service says the record number of counties with outdoor
burn bans has reached 247 as the drought lingers.

An agency map Monday afternoon showed scattered
areas in northern and southern parts of 254-county Texas
as the only areas without burn bans during the hot, dry
weather.

The Texas Forest Service says the previous record,
before this year’s drought, was set in January 2006 with
221 counties having outdoor burn bans. That mark was
passed last month.

GOP recruiting Hispanics

WASHINGTON (AP) — Republicans hope to recruit
100 Hispanic candidates for legislative seats across the
nation in 2012, looking to rebuild its bench of GOP
officeholders.

The Republican State Leadership Committee says it
plans to spend at least $3 million in hopes of sending
more Republican Hispanic leaders to statehouses. It
also hopes to make inroads with women voters and
voters under age 30 next year and beyond.

In 2010, Republicans helped elect several high-pro-
file Hispanic candidates, including Sen. Marco Rubio
of Florida, Gov. Brian Sandoval of Nevada and Gov.
Susana Martinez of New Mexico.

Hispanics accounted for more than half of the
U.S. population increase over the last decade and
Republicans say they need to adapt to the changing
demographics to help the party in the future.

Toddler death under probe

GREENVILLE (AP) A 2-year-old boy has been
found dead in North Texas after two people caring for the
toddler called 911 to report he had stop breathing

The Hunt County Sheriff’s Office is holding a news
conference Monday afternoon in Greenville to provide
further details

Undersheriff Joe Knight told WBAP Radio that the
caregivers called for help Sunday moming. Investigators
say the boy was found to have suffered massive blunt
force trauma.

No information was immediately released on whether
anyone has been charged.

Knight says the death was reported in the Campbell
area, about 50 miles northeast of Dallas.

There is one manufacturing
business in America that doesn’t
worry too much about competition
from Chinese imports. Makers of
American Flags know their cus-
tomers are patriotic enough to look
for the “Made in America” label on
their products. And business has
been booming.

Janice Christiansen, president and
CEO of J.C. Schultz Enterprises/
The FlagSource, says there has
been a mini-boom in American
flags this year — perhaps in antici-
pation of the 10th anniversary of
the Sept. 11 terrorist attacks, or
perhaps as part of the rebound in
consumer spending.

Christiansen notes that patriotism
is good for her business. After the
9/11 attacks, her company went
full-time to making American
flags, setting aside its custom flag
and banner business for two years
to keep up with demand. Then
business settled back a bit, but has
grown steadily.

Her company, which is privately
held and does not disclose sales, is
one of the largest U.S. flag manu-
facturers. Headquartered in west
suburban Batavia, Ill., it employs
85 workers on a full-time basis
despite the fact that new machines
do sophisticated sewing and assem
bly

While competition from imports

is not a huge factor, the flag busi-’

ness is definitely impacted by
the global economic situation
Currently, the cost of all raw mate
rials has been rising steadily. Flags
are made of either cotton, nylon or
polyester. Cotton prices have hit
new all-time highs, while mate
rial needed for synthetic flags is
derived from petroleum. Thus,
while volume has increased. profits
have been squeezed

The company is a manufactur
er and sells only to distributors
But you can view their products
online at flagsource.com. They

on money

range from flags in all to
bunting and other decorative and
patriotic themes. Many are used
by the military, which buys not
only American flags but also flags
denoting pride in units.

Not so obvious is the “custom
flag” business used by cor-
porations and associations. Think
about the number of flags flown in
front of corporate headquarters and
hotels, for example. In its 90-year
history, this company has had a lot
of “firsts,” including creation of the
first McDonald's corporate flag,
now flown around the world

FlagSource stocks flags ranging
in size from 2 feet by 3 feet to 30
feet by 60 feet. But the most popu
lar is the 3-by-5-foot flag in nylon,
with embroidered stars and sewn
stripes. It typically sells at retail
for under $25. Summertime is the
big flag-selling season, as flags are
needed to commemorate Memorial
Day, Flag Day in June, the Fourth
of July and Labor Day

I'he flag draped over the Wrigley
Building in Chicago for the Fourth
of July measures 50 feet by 100
feet. Each star is 3 feet in diameter!

Although making American
flags may give some immunity
from global competition, they are
still a manufacturing business
Christiansen serves as chair of the
[llinois Manufacturers Association
the first woman in the organiza
tion's 116-year history. How do
these companies, based in the
heartland, view our economic pros
pects?

“There’s guarded optimism,”
says Christiansen. “We're not sure
if the uptick in business earlier this
year was inventory restocking or a
response to real end-user demand
All Illinois manufacturers are con
cerned about the recent tax increas

es. They got all that new money,
and our state is still heavily in
, with the most underfunded
public pension system.”

But Christiansen says manu-
facturers have another worry:
finding qualified workers. That
cuts across the board, she says,
from manufacturing and the steel
business to banking and other
services that require an educated
worker. The Illinois Manufacturers
Association is involved in helping
schools create trained and creden-
tialed workers, noting that most
young people don’t realize manu-
facturing and other good jobs are
all high-tech

As you fly your American flag
this summer, think about the fact
that 40 years ago overt patrio-
tism was definitely out of style
In fact, flag burning was in
as an expression of free speech,
defined by the courts. Now that
many flags are made out of nylon,
Christiansen notes, flag burnings
aren’t so dramatic: “Nylon doesn’t
bum. It melts!”

You can’t make millions of
American flags without feeling
proud and patriotic emotions
Christiansen says hit her every
day she walks into her factory
“An ocean of red, white and blue
makes you feel patriotic | want
my grandchildren to feel safe in
America The flag is a great
symbol of all we stand for, and
everyone in our company shares
that feeling of pride.”

Wave our flag this summer on
holidays and every day. Amidst all
the discussion of debt defaults and
economic woes, we have plenty of
reason to be proud. And that’s The

No end to heat wave in sight, say experts

OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) As temperatures
climbed into the 90s Sunday in Steele, N.D., a small
window air conditioner in Paul and Betty Smokov's
ranch home just couldn’t keep up

“It’s 82 in the house,” Betty Smokov said. “The heat
is really oppressive and sticky.”

That observation could be made anywhere in the cen-
tral U.S. Heat advisories and warnings were in place
in 17 states, from Texas to Michigan, as temperatures
and humidity combined to make being outside uncom-
fortable for millions. One National Weather Service
forecaster called the heat wave “unrelenting” and said
sweaty residents shouldn’t expect any relief soon: A
so-called “heat dome” over the region isn't moving
much

“The trend is not our friend right now,” said Daryl
Williams, a forecaster in Norman

In Oklahoma City, forecasters expected another day
of 100-degree heat Sunday, which would be the 27th
day this year the city has reached 100 or above. The
city is on pace to break its record for such days 50
set in 1980 with triple-digit heat possible through
September

It’s even worse in western Oklahoma, where tem
peratures at 110 or above have been common in recent
weeks. In Enid, asphalt at a major intersection along
U.S. Highway 412 buckled Saturday night from the

Protect the kids — pass

T'he moment Casey Anthony
walked out of jail in Flonda,
America will be a poorer place
l'his woman’s negligence and apa-
thy toward her precious 2-year-old
daughter, Caylee, eliminate her as
a responsible citizen. She's simply
another barbarian who couldn’t even
be bothered to protect her baby

Debate Anthony’s acquittal on
murder charges all you want, the
woman is not innocent. She should
not be walking free.

At this point, |8 states are pursu
ing new laws that would make it a
felony not to report a missing child
within a couple of days.

A few years
ago, 9-year-old
Jessica Lunsford
" was murdered
BILL by convicted
O’REILLY child sex offend-
er John Couey,
who never
should have been walking free. After
that horrible crime, 44 states passed
a version of Jessica's Law mandat-
ing long prison terms for convicted
child rapists. The result: No longer
is much of America plagued by mis-
guided judges giving heinous child
predators light sentences
You have to wonder why Hawaii,
[llinois, New Jersey, Vermont,
Idaho and Colorado have failed to
pass Jessica's law. You also have to
question why anyone would oppose
Caylee's Law. There is simply no
excuse for any parent or guardian
not to alert authorities when a child
under the age of 12 goes missing.
And 12 is the age most states are
targeting for the new law

Caylee’s law

With the Supreme Court legalizing
virtual child pornography, and the
Internet providing child predators
with the most powerful, perverse
tool they’ve ever had, society must
come to grips with the danger pre-
sented to all children.

Anthony is a narcissistic sociopath
who got away with the death of her
daughter. Whatever happened, she
bears an enormous responsibility
There is no way this woman should
be walking free, and all Americans
should shun her.

T'he larger question of protecting
kids remains frustrating. This week,
8-year-old Leiby Kletzky was walk-
ing home from day camp in a secure
Brooklyn neighborhood. Authorities
later found the little boy’s dismem-

. bered body. Police believe the man
responsible will be convicted of
murder.

But that’s what many of us
believed about Casey Anthony. It
didn’t happen. So we must provide
even more protection for the chil-
dren of this country. Pass Caylee’s
Law now.

Violence Against Women Act needs rewrite

I'he Violence Against Women Act
(VAWA), now up for reauthoriza
tion, 1s in major need of revision. Its
billion-dollar-a-year price tag spent
by the radical feminists to pursue
their 1ideology and goals (known as
feminist pork) make it an embarrass-
ment to members of Congress who
voted for it

For 30 years, the feminists have
been pretending that their goal is
to abolish all sex discrimination,
eliminating all gender differences
When 1t
comes to domestic violence., how

no matter how reasonabl¢

ever, feminist dogma preaches that
there 1s an innate gender differ-
ence: Men are naturally batterers,
and women are naturally victims
(1.e., gender profiling)

Starting with its title, VAWA is
just about as sex discriminatory as
legislation can get. It vritten and
implemented to oppose the abuse of
women and to punish men

Ignoring the mountain of evi-
dence that women initiate |\||\\|c;||
violence nearly as often as men,
VAWA has more than 60 passages
in its lengthy text that exclude men
from its benefits. For starters, the
law’s title should be changed to
Partner Violence Reduction Act, and
the words “and men” should be
added to those 60 sections

I'he law should be rewritten to
deal with the tremendous problem
of false accusations so that its prior-
ity can be to help real victims. A
Centers for Disease Control survey
found that half of all partner vio-
lence was mutual, and 282 schol-
arly studies reported that women are
as physically aggressive, or more
aggressive, than men

Currently used definitions of

domestic violence that are unac-
ceptably trivial include calling your
partner a naughty word, raisi

your voice, causing “-"r:l‘ﬁ
or “emotional distress,” or just not
doing what your partner wants. The

law’s revision should use an accu-
rate definition of domestic violence

that includes
violence, such
as: “"any act or
threatened act of
violence, includ-
ing any force-
ful detention of
an individual,
which results
or threatens to
result in physi-
cal injury.”

Women who
make domes-
tic violence accusations are not
required to produce evidence and are
never prosecuted for perjury if they
lie. Accused men are not accorded
fundamental protections of due pro-
cess, not considered innocent until
proven guilty and in many cases are
not afforded the right to confront
their accusers

Legal assistance is customarily
provided to women but not to men.
Men ought to be entitled to equal
protection of the law because many
charges are felonies and could result
in prison and loss of money, job and
reputation.

Feminist recipients of VAWA
handouts lobby legislators, judges
and prosecutors on the taxpayers’
dime (which is contrary to Section
1913 of Title 18, U.S. Code), and
the results are generally harmful to
all concerned. This lobbying has
resulted in laws calling for manda-
tory arrest (i.e., the police must
arrest someone -- guess who) of the
predominant aggressor (i.e., ignore
the facts and assume the man is the
aggressor) and no-drop prosecution
(i.e., prosecute the man even if the
woman has withdrawn her accusa-
tion or refuses to testify).

This letter orders colleges to use
a “preponderance of the evidence”
standard of proof in sexual harass-
ment and sexual assault cases,
replacing the traditionally accepted
“clear and convincing” standard of
proof. The new rule means that the
feminist academics sitting in judg-
ment on male college students need
to be only 50.01 percent confident
a woman is telling the truth (i.e.,
that the woman must be believed
whether or not she has any credible
evidence).
