U.S. Rep. Phil Gramm, 
R-College Station, ended 
the speculation concerning 
h i s  c a n d i d a c y  b y  
announcing for the United 
States Senate in 21 Texas 
Cities during a four-day 
cam paign kickoff.

T h e  C o n g r e s s m a n  
an n o u n ce d  in C o lle ge  
Station, his home town, 
Thursday, Septem ber 22, 
traveled to the State Capitol 
in Austin  for a traditional 
press conference.Ha'nd then 
begin a four-day cam paign 
sw ing across the state.

" In  the four weeks since 
our Senator, John  Towef, 
decided to retire at the end 
of a 2-Vi decade career of 
distinguished service, I have 
visited with hundreds of 
business, civic and political 
leaders in private meetings 
across our state. I have been 
encouraged to seek the 

'ate seat in letters, 
i  ./grams, telephone calls 
and personal conversations 
by state and national leaders 
and by ordinary citizens, by 
people I have know n all m y 
life and by people that I have 
never met before," Gram m  
said.

A f t e r  t h e  T o w e r

an n o u n ce m e n t G ram m  
returned to Texas for 10  
days to "a s k  personally for 
the advice and counsel of 
those w ho  w ould have to 
put up their time, talent and 
m oney to make a successful 
cam paign for the United 
States Senate possib le ."

L a s t  w e e k  G r a m m  
announced a 37-m em ber 
e x p l o r a t o r y  f i n a n c e  
committee made up of 
individuals w ho  have played 
major roles in the cam paigns 

,-.of Senator Joh n  Tower, 
Governor Bill C lem ents and 
Republican i a n d

con servative Dem ocratic 
candidates in recent years. 
This list includes leaders in a 
^variety o f i n d u s t r i e s  
including agriculture, oil, 
law ,  a u t o m o b i l e  and  
banking. The impressive 
ro ste r nam ed: J o h n
Arm strong, rancher; Eddie 
Chiles, Oil; Ray  Hunt, 
agriculture and oil; Sam  
Kane, Beef Processors, Inc; 
and A lan Shivers, Jr., 
investor. These were am ong 
a list of 3 7Texan s serving on 
G r a m m ' s  E x p l o r a t o r y  
F i n a n c e  C o m m i t t e e .  
Gram m  received telegrams 
from 15 incum bent U.S. 
Senators urging him to run. 
The telegram from  Senators 
A rm st ro n g .  G o ldw ate r, 
Hatch, Warner and others 
said, "W e  need your 
courage and know -how  in 
the Senate. W e especially 
need your expertise in 
bu dge t and e co n o m ic  
issue s."

G r a m m ,  a P h . D .  
economist, w a s for 12  years 
Professor of Econom ics at 
Texas A & M  University until 
first elected to the House in 
1978. He w as co-author of 
the Gramm-Latta budgets 
which implemented the 
Reagan econom ic program. 
A s  the ranking Texan on the 
E n e rgy  and C o m m e rce  
C o m m i t t e e ,  he  h a s  
represented the Sta te 's  
interest on vital oil and gas 
m atters and authored  
legislation related to energy, 
health and veterans affairs.

MONTFORD 
NAMED TO 
WATER 
BOARD

S ta te  Sen . J o h n  T. 
M ontford of Lubbock has 
been appointed to the 
W e ste rn  S ta te s  W ater 
Council, succeeding former 
House Speaker Bill Clayton 
o f S p r i n g l a k e  in  t he  
policy-m aking post. Gov. 
M ark  White announced.

The Sa lt Lake C ity-based 
organization m akes policy 
fo r w ater p lan n in g  in 
western and southwestern 
states, and M ontford  is one 
of three Texas m em bers on 
the nine-member board.

The appointment will run 
"du rin g  the term of service 
of this governor," the 
governor said in advising the 
council of the replacement 
of Clayton, w ho  w ent out of 
office last year.

"There  are a lot of mutual 
reservoirs and tributaries 
that the states share and 
need to cooperate on to 
e n s u r e  o p t i m u m
development of the water 
potential in those reservoirs 
and tributaries." M ontford  
said.

"W e  also need to establish 
diplomatic relations with 
out neighboring states, and 
we stand a better chance of 
getting federal assistance 
w i t h  a m u l t i - s t a t e  
endeavor."

M ontford  led efforts in the 
state Legislature early this 
year to get a statewide 
package of water-related 
legislation passed and to 
have  severa l p ro p o se d  
constitutional am endm ents 
that were part o f the 
package placed before the 
voters. The packaged 
passed unanim ously in the 
Senate but bogged dow n in 
the House.

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TEACHERS ASSOCIATION 
UP REQUIREMENTS

Austin--The Texas State 
Teachers Association wants 
to make '.it tougher to 
become a teacher by beefing 
up course requirements in 
Texas colleges of education 
and extending preparation 
for teaching to a five-year 
degree program.

T S T A  Pre s iden t  Da le  
Young told memftters of the 
Select Com m ittee on Public 
E duca tion , m eetin g  in 
Austin  this week, that m any 
Texas universities offer 
instruction to prospective 
teache rs w h ich  is’ not 
necessarily relevant to daily 
c l a s s r o o m  t e a c h i n g  
experiences.

The 9 5 , 0 0 0  m em ber 
t eache rs '  o rgan iza t i on  
proposes that colieges of 
education revamp^teacher 
educa tion  p r o g r a m s  to 
improve academic training 
and provide more time for 
p r o f e s s i o n a l  t e a c h i n g  
p reparation  th ro u g h  a 
five-year study program 
with longer experiences in 
stu d e n t te ach ing  and 
internship.

The T S T A  plan would 
place student teachers in 
school districts under the 
supervision of a master 
teacher for one year prior to 
ce rtification. S tu d e n t  
teachers would be salaried 
during the internship.

Other suggested course 
requirements would include 
more academic classes in 
the major and minor fields 
plus instruction in critical 
thinking, problem solving

and creativity, hum an  
growth and development, 
l e a r n i n g  t h e o r i e s ,  
d e c i s i o n - m a k i n g  and  
com m unication skills.

In other testimony, a 
Brow nw ood principal, Don 
Martin, also speaking for 
T STA , said he believed m ost 
Texas superintendents and 
c oache s  are ready to 
support higher academic 
standards for students and 
would be w illingtotiestiffer 
m in im um  ach ie vem en t 
levels to participation in 
extracurricular activities.

Speaking to the merit pay 
i s s u e ,  J a m e s  , Bu t l e r ,  
executive
s e c r e t a r y - t r e a s u r e r  o f 
T STA , cautioned against 
hasty implementation of 
this type of com pensation 
plan.

"T S T A  will support a plan 
that is directed tov^prd the 
goal of attracting and 
r e t a i n i n g  e x c e l l e n t  
teachers," Butler said, "B u t  
w e see no reason for 
optim ism  in any of the merit 
pay schem es currently being 
tried or proposed in Texas."

Meliss.a Ludecke, Borden 
County Treasurer along w ith 
som e 1 75  other Texas 
county treasurers attended 
the 35th Annual Texas 
C o u n t y  T r e a s u r e r s '  
Conference in .San  Angelo, 
Septem ber .20-22, 1983. 
The ^Conference w as the 
conclusion of a highly 
productive year for Texas 
county treasurers under the 
leadership of President Bill 
M e lton , Da l la s  C o u n ty  
Treasurer. The agenda 
included headline speeches 
from  State Treasurer Ann  
Richards, Attorney General 
Jim  Mattox, Secretary of 
State John Fainter, and 
H o u s e  C o u n ty  A ffa ir s  
Chairm an Gary Thom pson, 
as well as financial and 
educational d iscussions and 
workshops.

The County Treasurers' 
A s s o c i a t i o n  w a s
instrumental in the passage 
of four bills during the 68th 
S e s s io n  o f the  Texas 
Legislature, including H B  
570, the county treasurers' 
continuing education bill 
which requires 2 0  hours of 
classroom  training in the 
duties of county treasurer 
each 2 4  months. The

organization also published 
the new Texas County 
T re a su re rs ' P ro ce du re s  
Manual in cooperation with 
the V.G. Young Institute for 
County Government, a part 
of the Texas A & M  System . 
The Manual, w hich w as 
reviewed by the assem bly in 
a special session of the 
C o n f e r e n c e ,  c o n t a i n s  
guidelines to the operation 
of the office and has been 
p l a c e d  a s  p e r m a n e n t  
vo lu m e  in each Texas 
County.

County treasurers are 
striving to become more 
knowledgedblè of finance, 
management,
governmental accounting, 
and computerization, and to 
become an even more vital 
part of county governm ent 
by providing the proper 
check and balance system  
for county finance. They 
anticipate 1 00  percent 
attendance at^ their Texas 
A & M  Sem inar in April to 
m eet the educationa l 
requirements of H B  5 7 0  
which will assist county 
treasurers in operating their 
offices to the maximum 
benefit of the citizens of 
their counties.

B u t l e r  s a i d  h i s  
organization w as willing to 
discuss the possibility of 
using som e kind of merit pay 
plan which would eliminate 
opportunities for abuse, 
favoritism, dissention and 
which would not be offered 
in lieu of competitive entry 
level salaries.

He said a good merit pay 
system  m ust provide the 
oppo rtun ity  fo r career 
development for all teachers 
t h roug h  a pr ogres s ive  
"career ladder" concept.

"A l l  teachers should be 
able to vo lunteer the 
evidence of advanced level 
teaching skills that would 
enable them to m ove up in 
the teaching profession 
hierarchy," he said. "T h is  is 
opposed to a pyramid 
approach whereby only an 
arbitrary and predetermined 
s m a l l  p e r c e n t a g e  of 
teache rs can  ever be 
d e s i g n a t e d  ' m a s t e r  
teachers '."

Other T S T A  proposals 
1 called for improvements in 
teacher and administrator 
evaluations and in-service 
training, restoration of 
grade integrity and teacher 
authority, and stric te r 
d i s c i p l i n e  p o l i c i e s  
statewide.

D A W S O N  C O U N T Y
DECLARED DISASTER

The U.S. Departm ent of 
Agriculture has declared 
Daw son  County a natural 
disaster area eligible for 
federal assistance. The 
declaration includes cotton 
losses as well as pasture, 
range and feed crop losses.

it M arty Clayton, a Borden 
County native serving as an 
aide in Senator Bentsen 's 
W ashington office, siad a 
letter dated Tuesday from 
Block to Governor M ark 
White reads, in part, "B a se d  
upon information provided 
in the Disaster A ssissm ent 
Report and other supporting 

„ i n f o rm a t i on  r e c e n t l y  
r e c e i v e d ,  w e  h a v e  
determined that production 
losses sustained in Daw son  
County are sufficient to 
warrant a secretarial natural 
disaster determination. By 
copy of this letter we are 
n o t i f y i n g  F H A
a d m i n i s t r a t o r s  to  
immidiately make E M  loan 
a ss is ta n ce  to e lig ib le  
f a r m e r s  in  D a w s o n  
C oun ty."

Clayton said the cotton 
declaration w ould allow 
farmers w ho  anticipate at 
least a 3 0  percent loss to 
complete the necessary 
paperwork before harvest 
but the actual application 
could not be filed until after 
the harvest is complete at 
the actual loss computed.

If such is the case, Clayton . 
sa id  fa rm ers w h o  can 
receive loans from  private 
banking institutions would 
also be eligible for F H A  
loans at a floating interest 
rate based on the cost of 
money. Those unable to 
obtain other loans would be

eligible to apply for FH A  
emergency loans at an eight 
percent interest rate.

The Bentsen aide added, 
"The  only advantage is they 
can get the paperwork out of 
the way. It doesn 't actually 
make any m oney available 
right now ."

He said the declaration no 
longer  mak es  farmers  
automatically eligible for 
loans to assist with future 
crops, as that portion of the 
program has been delited. 
"They can still apply,” he 
said, "b u t it w o n 't  be 
automatic.

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U.S. SENATOR for TEXAS
WASHINGTON. D.C. 20510

As most of you undoubtedly have heard, I have decid­
ed not to seek another term in the Senate. This was an ex­
tremely difficult decision for me to make, because repre­
senting Texas in the Senate is the highest hono; and the most 
satisfying experience 1 can imagine. I will be eternally 
grateful to have had the opportunity to have served you for 
nearly a quarter of a century.

However, 1 beiieve I should leave office at the end of 
this term. 1 am still enthusiastic about my job and at the 
height of my productivity. In my view, it is fitting for me 
to step aside while this is the case.

I look forward to the opportunity to come home to 
Texas — the best place on this earth.

Let me also emphasize that I have much work to do 
before I leave office in January 1985. Texas faces many 
problems, and I intend to work as vigorously as ever to help 
find solutions for them.

The South Texas area still needs federal assistance to 
help it recover from the severe economic problems caused 
by Mexico’s financial crisis. Farmers in West Texas need 
more help for the problems caused by severe drought. Our 
cities face mass transportation problems which will require 
federal help in solving.

PROPOSITION NO. 1 
ON THE BALLOT
House Jo in t Resolution

91 proposes a constitu tion­
al am endm ent which re ­
quires a county w ith a pop­
ulation of 30,000 or more 
to be divided into not less 
than  fo u r nor more than  
e igh t justice of the peace 
precincts. A county w ith  a 
population of 18,000 or 
m ore bu t less than  than 
30,000-shall be divided into 
not less than  two nor more 
than  five justice of the 
peace precincts. A county 
w ith a  population of less 
than  18,000 shall be des­
ignated  as a  single justice 
of the peace precinct or, 
upon a  find ing  of neces­
sity  by the commissioners 
court, shall be divided into 
m ore than  one justice of 
the peace precinct bu t not 
m ore than  four. The 
am endm ent provides fu r­
ther, th a t in any precinct 
in which there  is a city 
w ith a population of 18,000 
or more, two justices of 
the peace shall be elected. 
The am endm ent allows a 
justice of the peace, con­
stable o r com m issioner to 
continue in office until the 
expiration  of his term , a l­
though a  change in p re­
cinct boundaries resu lts  in 
the officer no longer being 
a  residen t o f the precinct 
fo r which he w as elected 
o r appointed and allows a 
justice of the peace or con­
stable to  continue in office 
until the  expiration  of his 
term  even though a change 
in precinct boundaries re ­
su lts in the abolishm ent of 
the precinct o r more than  
one, ju stice  of the peace or 
constable serv ing  the p re­
cinct.

stables, and county 
commissioners when pre­
cinct boundaries are 
changed.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2 
ON THE BALLOT
House Join t Resolution

105 proposes a constitu- 
ional am endm ent which 

would lim it a  homestead in 
a  city, town or village to a 
lo t o r lo ts am ounting to 
no t more than  one acre of 
land, together w ith any 
im provem ents on the land.

The constitutional require­
m ent th a t, a t  the tim e of 
designation, an urban 
hom estead not exceed ten 
thousand dollars in value 
w ithout reference to the 
value of any im provem ents 
on the land would be elim ­
inated.

The proposed am end­
m ent will appear on the 
ballot as follows: “The 
constitu tional am end­
m ent replacing the lim i­
ta tion  on the value of an 
urban homestead, w ith a 
lim itation based on size.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3 
ON THE BALLOT
Senate Jo in t Resolution

1 proposes a constitutional 
am endm ent th a t authorizes 
the L egisla ture  to  enact 
legislation th a t perm its 
represen tative associations 
of ag ricu ltu ral producers 
to collect refundable a s­
sessm ents On th e ir product 
sales to be used solely 
to  finance program s of 
m arketing, prom otion, re ­
search and education re la t­
ing to those products. I t  
provides, fu r th e r, th a t 
adoption of the proposed 
constitutional am endm ent 
will bring  into effect Sen­
a te  Bill 607, A cts of the 
68th L egislature, R egular 
Session, 1983, w ith rejec­
tion of the am endm ent re ­
su lting  in Senate Bill 607 
having no effect.

30 proposes a constitution­
al am endm ent which au­
thorizes the L egislature to 
enact laws to provide fo r 
the succession of mem bers 
of the Legislature in the 
event of enemy a ttack  and 
allows the suspension of 
procedural rules imposed 
by the Constitution in the 
event of, o r im m ediate 
th re a t of, enemy attack . 
The am endm ent empowers 
the Governor, a f te r  con­
sultation  w ith the Speak­
er of the House and the 
L ieutenant Governor, to 
suspend the constitutional 
requirem ent th a t the Leg­
is la tu re  hold its  sessions 
in A ustin and allows the 
suspension of procedural 
rules by the Governor issu­
ing a proclam ation in' 
which the House of Rep­
resen tatives and Senate 
concur by resolution ap ­
proved by a m ajority  of 
the members present. Sus­
pension of the constitu­
tional rules may not 
exceed a period of two 
years under a single proc­
lam ation; however, thè

PROPOSITION NO. 5 
ON THE BALLOT
Senate Jo in t Resolution

12 proposes a constitu tion­
al am endm ent th a t autho­
rizes the L egislature to 
énact legislation providing 
fo r the use of the perm a­
nent school fund a n d . in­
come from  the perm anent 
school fund to guaran tee 
bonds issued by school dis­
tric ts . The am endm ent 
provides, fu rth e r, th a t the 
L egislature m ay appropri­
a te  p a r t of the available 
school fund fo r adm inis­
tra tio n  of the perm anent 
school fund or of a bond 
guaran tee  program  estab­
lished pursuan t to the 
amendm ent.

T he c o n s t i tu tio n a l 
am endm ent will appear 
on the ballot as follows: 
“ T he c o n s t i tu tio n a l 
am endm ent authorizing 
use of the perm anent 
school fund to  g u aran ­
tee bonds issued by 
school d is tric ts .”

1 proposes a constitutional 
am endm ent which would 
perm it the L egisla ture  to 
provide fo r the garn ish ­
m ent of w ages to enforce 
court-ordered child sup­
p o rt paym ents. The g a r­
nishm ent remedy would 
not be available fo r other 
purposes.
..The proposed amend­

m ent will appear on the 
ballot as follows: “The 
constitutional am end­
m ent allowing the Legis­
la tu re  to provide for 
additional rem edies to 
enforce court-ordered 
child support pay­
m ents.”

PROPOSITION NO. 7 
ON THE BALLOT
Senate Jo in t Resolution

14 proposes a  constitu tion­
al am endm ent th a t autho­
rizes the V eterans’ Land 
Board to provide for, issue, 
and sell general obligation 
bonds of the S tate  of 
Texas in an am ount not to 
exceed $800 million to pro­
vide financing to veterans 
of the sta te . The am end­
m ent requires th a t three 
hundred million dollars of 
the sta te  bonds be dedi­
cated to the V eterans’ 
Land Fund. The Fund is to 
be used to purchase land 
to be sold to veterans 
under such term s, rules 
and regulations as m ay be 
authorized by law. The 
am endm ent creates the 
V eterans’ H ousing A ssis­
tance Fund and requires 
th a t $500 million of the 
sta te  bonds authorized by 
the am endm ent be dedi­
cated to the Fund. The 
V eterans’ Housing A ssis­
tance Fund will be utilized 
by the V eterans’ Land 
Board fo r the purpose of 
m aking home m ortgage 
loans to veterans fo r hous­

ing w ithin the s ta te  and 
fo r the adm in istra tive 
costs of adm inistering  the 
fund and issuing the bonds. 
The am endm ent provides, 
fu rth e r, th a t if there is 
not money in e ither the 
V eterans’ Land Fund or 
the V eterans’ H ousing A s­
sistance Fund available for 
paym ent of principal and 
in te rest on the general ob­
ligation bonds issued p u r­
suan t to the am endm ent, 
then money coming into 
the T reasu ry  in each fiscal 
y ear is appropriated  in an 
am ount sufficient fo r pay ­
m ent of principal and in ­
te re s t due in th a t fiscal 
year.

The proposed constitu ­
tional am endm ent will 
appear on the ballot as 
follows: “The constitu­
tional am endm ent fo r f i­
nancial assistance to 
veterans and to au tho­
rize the issuance of $800 
million in bonds of the 
s ta te  to finance the V et­
e ran s’ Land Program  
and the V eterans’ H ous­
ing A ssistance P ro ­
gram .”

PROPOSITION NO. 8 
ON THE BALLOT
Senate Jo in t Resolution

1 proposes a constitutional 
am endm ent th a t authorizes 
political subdivisions to ex­
em pt ve te rans’ o rgan iza­
tions from  ad valorem  ta x ­
ation on th e ir property . 
The am endm ent requires 
th a t the ve te rans’ organ i­
zations be chartered  by the 
U nited S ta tes Congress, 
be composed of members 
or fo rm er mem bers of the 
U nited S tates Armed 
Forces, and be organized 
fo r patrio tic  and public 
service • purposes. The 
am endm ent provides, fu r ­
ther, th a t political subdi­
visions m ay exem pt f r a ­
ternal organizations from  
ad valorem taxation  on 
their property. The am end­
m ent requires th a t the 
fra te rn a l organizations be 
organized to perform and 
be prim arily  engaged in 
charitable or benevolent 
functions. The L egislature 
would be authorized to en­
act laws th a t prescribe eli­
gibility requirem ents for 
fra ternal organizations to 
benefit from the exem p­
tion and to pass legisla­
tion lim iting the types or 
am ount of p roperty  owned 
by a fra te rn a l o rgan iza­
tion which m ay be exem pt­
ed from ad valorem ta x a ­
tion.

The proposed constitu ­
tional am endm ent will 
appear on the ballot as 
follows: “The constitu ­
tional am endm ent to au ­
thorize tax ing  units to 
exem pt from  taxation  
property  of certain  v e t­
e ran s’ and fra te rn a l o r­
ganiza tions.”

PROPOSITION NO. 9 
ON THE BALLOT
House Jo in t Resolution

70 proposes a constitu tion­
al am endm ent to authorize 
the L egislature to provide, 
by local or general law, a 
method by which judges 
of s ta tu to ry  courts w ith 
probate jurisd iction  may 
be assigned to any o ther 
s ta tu to ry  court w ith pro­
bate jurisd iction  and to 
any constitu tional county 
court in any county in the 
sta te .

The proposed am end­
m ent will appear on the 
ballot as follows: “The 
constitu tional am end­
m ent providing fo r a s­
signm ent of judges of 
sta tu to ry  probate courts

to o ther s ta tu to ry  coun­
ty  courts w ith probate 
jurisd iction  and to coun­
ty  courts.”
PROPOSITION NO.

10 ON THE BALLOT
Senate Jo in t Resolution

17 proposes a constitu tion ­
al am endm ent th a t au tho ­
rizes th e  L eg isla tu re  to 
enact law s which would 
allow a city  o r tow n to ex­
pend public funds to relo­
cate o r replace san ita tion  
sew age la te ra ls  on p rivate  
p roperty  if done in con­
junction w ith the rep lace­
m ent or relocation of san i­
ta tion  sew er m ains serving 
the property . The am end­
m ent requires th a t  the law  
authorize the city  or town 
to affix  a  lien on the p ri­
vate  p roperty , w ith the 
consent of the owner, to 
cover the costs of the re ­
placem ent or relocation of 
the sewer la te ra ls  on the 
p roperty . The lien m ay not 
be enforced Until five 
years have expired since 
the date the lien w as a f­
fixed. The amendm ent 
provides, fu rth e r, th a t the 
law  require  th a t the costs 
of the replacem ent or re­
location of the sewer la t­
erals on the private prop­
e rty  be assessed against 
the property  w ith repay­
m ent to be am ortized over 
a period not to exceed five 
years and a t an in terest 
ra te  provided by law.

The proposed amend­
m ent will appear on the 
ballot as follows: “The 
constitutional amend­
m ent to perm it a city or 
town to expend public 
funds and levy assess­
ments fo r the relocation 
or replacem ent of sani­
tation sewer la te ra ls on 
private p roperty .”

PROPOSITION NO.
11 ON THE BALLOT

Senate Jo in t Resolution
13 proposes a constitution­
al am endm ent th a t would 
change the Board of P a r­
dons and Paroles from  a 
constitutional agency to 
a sta tu to ry  agency and 
would elim inate the Gov­
ernor’s power to revoke 
paroles. The L egislature 
would be authorized to 
establish the Board of 
Pardons and Paroles and 
to require it to m aintain 
records of its  actions and 
the reasons fo r its actions. 
The am endm ent would em­
power the L egislature to 
enact parole laws. Consti­
tu tional language specify­
ing the qualifications and 
term s of office fo r mem­
bers of the Board of P a r­
dons and Paroles is elim i­
nated. The constitutional 
language governing the 
composition of the Board 
of Pardons and Paroles 
and the m anner of filling 
vacancies on the Board is 
elim inated.

The proposed amend­
m ent will appear on the 
ballot as follows: “The 
constitutional am end­
m ent to change the 
Board of Pardons and 
Paroles from  a constitu­
tional agency to a s ta tu ­
tory  agency and to give 
the board power to re­
voke paroles.”
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
