Reporier-News Austin Bureau

AUSTIN — West Texas
farmers, county judges, drill-
ers and liquified petroleum
gas dealers turned out Mon-
day 1o urge railroad Commis-
sion examiners to assure sup-
plies of LPG to heat West Tex-
as homes and preserve the
area’s economy.

Otherwise, MidlandLPG
dealer Jack Walcher said,
“It's going to be terrible this
winter — there’'s no way we
can supply these people.”

WELCHER'S TESTIMONY
was echoed and ve-echoed by
numerous witnesses before the
examiners considering regula-
tions to ensure LPG supplies
1o areas where LPG is pro-
duced, but where shortages
have occurred or are likely.

Abilene LPG dealer Donald
Day said he will not have sui-
ficient gas for customers this
winter, although he has made
attempts to locate additional
supples.

Like several ‘other dealers,

Day said his contract with
Warren Petroleum for LPG
had nolt been renewed. And
dealer J.H. McCann of Big
Spring had a similar story
Walcher said he had lost 25
per cent of his supply — whiclt
goes to homes, agricultural
uses (such as irrigation
pumps) and drilling rigs —
and he has not been able to
replace. :

WALCHER TESTIFIED he
has attempted to lease under-
aroung cavern storage to hold
LPG for the *‘terrible™ winter
fie predicted — but said that
he has had little success with
the endeavor.

Citing the Marfa-Presidio
area as an example. Walcher
commented that five gallons
are used in the winter for
each gallon in the summer —
so if he is pro-rated by his
supplier on the basis of sum-
wer use. he will have inade-
quate amounts for customers
this winter.
