Sleep requirements vary
from person to perscr,
but it is easy for any
parent to lose sleep be-
cause of a young child's
erratic sleer: schedule.

with stressful events
as they occur, so the
stress dces not pile
up. Try some cf the
following re-

sit dcwn and rest or

close your eyes for a
few minutes.
* Share your frus-

tration with your spcuse
or teleprhone a friend
ard tealk triefly about
how ycu feel. Sharing
your inner feelings is
nct a sigr of weekness;
it is gocd therapy when
you are upset.

*Work cff your
by dcing something very
pbysical. Instead cf
hitting the child, pound
a mattress, - scruk the
flocx or dig in the gar-
der .

* Give in once in a
while. If the child re-
sists picking up
toys, for example, let
the toys- stay where they
are tempcrarily.

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SEEDS VULNERABLE
IN COLD SOIL

Crops often bave a
hard time becoming
established due to cold
socils and severe seed-
1ling cisease. Undex-
standing what is happen-
ing may help farmers
and gardeners deal ef-
fectively with the prokt-
lem.

First, seedling dis-
ease is mcre severe when
soils are ccld even
thcugh this is nct the
basic cause. When
plants are placed at
a disadvantage ard soil
borne disease organisms
are favored, an ideal
condition exists for the
seedling disease com-
plex.

Seed function differ-
ently in ccld scils than
they do in warm soils.
In cecld soils germina-
.tion is slow and seed-
lings emerge slowly,
mzking ther vulnerakble
to scil organisms cver

g e

a longer perioc of time.
During that time micro-
organisms may produce
seed decay, Or pre or
pcst emergence damping-
off. A skirpy stanéd may
result.

Seed quality is a most
important .consideration
High quality seed have a
better charce of produc-

ing a healthy seedling
in a cold soil. Weak
seed may lose nutrients
from their cell walls,
thus attracting soil
pathogens that feed cn
the nutrients. Gener-
ally, a ccld test is

used to tell which seed-

lots are of high qual-
ity.

Rerlanting is often
necessary when seedling
disease recduces the
stand below acceptatle
levels.

The American Cancer Society
has established. guidelines for
mammography in asymp-
tomatic women. (Women who
have no symptoms of disease).
Those guidelines have been
adopted by the American
Academy of Family Physicians,
American College of Obstetri-
cians and Gynecologists, and
The American College of
Radiology. Those guidelines
are:

I. 35-40 years of age - One
baseline mammogram.

Il. 40-50 years of age - A
mammogram every 1-2 years
depending on breast type and
risk factor.

Ill. 50 years of age and over
-An annual physical examina-
tion and annual mammogram.

IV. Asymptomatic women
under 50 years of age with

significant high risk factors
should be examined at ap-
propriate intervals. These risk
factors include previous breast
cancer and family history of
cancer. 3

V. A symptomatic woman
should have a mammogram at

‘any age when she experiences a

mass, nipple discharge, skin
changes or unexplained breast
pain.

A screening mammogram is
an x-ray of the breast using ex-
tremely low dosages of radia-
tion (usually comparable to den-
tal x-rays) and is designed to
find very early cancers.

A female technologist who is
highly trained in mammography
will perform the examination.
