DNA testing sought by 
Henry Watkins “Hank” 
Skinner, who in 1995 was 
sentenced to death for 
murdering Twila Busby 
and her sons, Randy and

Elwin “Scooter” Caler, 
confirms that Skinner, 
now 50, is responsible 
for the murders, accord­
ing to an advisory filed 
Wednesday by the Texas 
Attorney General’s Office.

Skinner is on death row 
at the Texas Department of

Justice’s Polunsky Unit in 
Livingston.

The advisory states 
evidence collected at the 
crime scene consistently 
indicates Skinner is guilty 
o f strangling and blud­
geoning Twila Busby in 
the living room o f her 
home on New Year’s Eve 
1993.

Crime scene evidence 
also shows that Skinner 
was responsible for the

Skinner maintains he is 
innocent, claiming he was 
unconscious on the couch 
at the time o f the kill­
ings and that real killer 
was Twila’s uncle, Robert 
Donnell. Skinner claims 
Donnell was abusive 
toward Twila and had sex­
ually assaulted her before 
he murdered her.

Recent DNA testing 
by the Texas Department 
o f Public Safety rebuts 
Skinner’s claim, showing 
that Twila was not sexu­
ally assaulted befoi? she 
was murdered. Six vagi­
nal swabs and smears col­
lected from Twila’s body 
found no semen or DNA 
from any other person, the 
advisory states.

BP oil agrees 
to pay $4.5B
■  Three company 
employees charged.

NEW ORLEANS (AP) —  A day of 
reckoning arrived for BP on Thursday 
as the oil giant agreed to plead guilty 
to a raft o f criminal charges and pay a 
record $4.5 billion in a settlement with 
the government over the deadly 2010 
disaster in the Gulf o f Mexico. Three 
BP employees were also charged, two 
o f them with manslaughter.

The settlement and the indictments 
came IVi years after the drilling-rig 
explosion that killed 11 workers and set 
off the biggest offshore oil spill in U.S. 
history.

The settlement includes nearly $1.3 
billion in fines —  the biggest criminal 
penalty in U.S. history —  along with 
payments to entities inside and outside 
government. As part o f the deal, the BP 
will plead guilty to charges related to the 
deaths o f the 11 workers and to lying to 
Congress. ,

“We believe this resolution is in the 
best interest of BP and its shareholders,”

presently serves as assis­
tant chief o f  the Pampa 
Police, was on duty with 
the department working 
as a detective the night of 
the triple slayings.

Skinner’s defense attor-

ney testified during a sub­
sequent evidentiary hear­
ing that he made the stra­
tegic decision not to seek 
testing o f all the crime 
scene evidence because 
he thought it would fur­
ther incriminate his cli­
ent.

Since then, however, 
Skinner, believing the 
tests would prove his 
innocence, '  reversed 
course and sought to test 
the remaining DNA evi­
dence.

In 2010, the U.S. 
Supreme Court stayed his 
execution less than a hour 
before he was scheduled 
to die.

In June, Skinner and the 
state agreed to the testing.

On Oct. 5, the DPS 
Crime Lab released a 
report and then an amend­
ed report on Oct. 14. The 
DPS test results do not 
support Skinner’s claim

By that, we mean “fixing” 
government the way we 
neuter a cat or spay a dog.

Term limits would be 
gcxxl. When we give politi­
cians power, they should 
know they don’t get to 
keep it forever. They have 
to bring that power right 
back to us and drop it at 
our feet. “Gcxxl boy. Now 
go back outside!”

Sadly, President Obama’s 
swcx)ning fans don’t want 
to tame politicians. They 
don’t even seem to think 
much about freedom. We 
attended Obama’s vic­
tory party in Chicago (we 
go .so you don’t have to) 
and asked his supporters 
what Obama’s reelection 
means for freedom. People 
reacted as if they didn’t 
understand the question.

“FreedomT’ one asked.
“Um, yes, 1 have no 

idea,” said another.
It’s not on their radar, 

and that’s upsetting. Some 
wouldn’t know freeclom if 
they fell over it. To many, 
“freedom” means getting 
the government to force 
women’s employers to pay 
for birth control.

Sorry, that’s not freedom. 
That’s force.

Obama’s supporters 
seem to think it’s enough to 
put this extraordinary man

in office. After that, he will 
take care of everything. 
Spare us the details.

“Obama is a classic 
example of this cult of the 
presidency,” said David 
Boaz of the Cato Institute. 
“But the idea that any 
politician can just ftx the 
problems in scx:iety — that 
there’s some magic there 
-  that doesn’t start with 
Obama. It goes a long way 
back.”

Leader-worship is 
unbecoming a fiée people. 
But are we a flee people 
today? I mean psychologi­
cally. Years of government 
impositions change people. 
At Obama’s celebration, 
people didn’t mention 
freedom, but they sure 
mentioned handouts, like 
taxpayer-finartced higher 
education. It’s as if their at­
titude is: What can govern­
ment give me? They don’t 
realize that “free stuff” 
only seems free because 
the real cost is hidden.

“When you have a $3.6 
trillion federal government, 
that money will absolutely 
benefit some businesses. 
That’s crony capitalism.
It takes money fixxn all of 
us and gives it to some,” 
said Boaz. “Maybe a 
clean-eneigy or green-jobs 
company that has not al­
ready gone bankrupt might 
get that money. Similarly, 
if you’re a defense con­
tractor, you’d be in favor 
o f Mitt Romney getting 
elected, because that would 
be good for your business. 
But it’s all bad for the 
American economy to tax 
some people and then dole 
the money back out.”

People say they like 
bipartisanship, but bipar­
tisanship usually means 
politicians conspire to take 
more of our money and 
freedom. Bipartisanship 
gave us the Department of 
Homeland Security, TSA, 
PATRIOT Act, Import- 
Export Bank, war on drug 
users, ethanol subsides, 
TARP, No Oiild Left 
Behind, foreign wars and 
an ever-rising debt. When 
Democrats and Republi­
cans come together, they 
put us deeper in debt.

The outcome of this 
election is a sea o f govern­
ment with a few islands of 
freedom. Gay people are 
freer in a few states, and 
marijuana consumers in 
a couple more.

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Attorney General: child support review 
process offers alternative to court stresses

A child needs and deserves bodi- 
parents to play an active role in his or 
her life. That’s vriiy it is inqx)rtant for 
moms and dads to work together to 
parent their children.

Most parents recognize the impor­
tance o f maintaining cordial relafion- 
ships for the good o f dieir children. 
They don’t want their children to suf­
fer because mom and dad can’t get 
along.

Under Texas law, the Office of the 
Attorney General is reqxxtsible for 
collecting and distributing child sup­
port In an effent to foster healthy re­
lationships, the parent who pays and 
the parent who receives support are 
treated as equal partners who are com­
mitted to doing what is best for ftieir 
children.

Services provided by the Attorney 
General’s Child Support Division in­
clude locating absent parents, estab­
lishing paternity, establishing, enforc­
ing and m o d if^ g  child and medical 
support orders as well as collecting 
aiKl distributing child siqjport pay­
ments.

In order to establish paternity and 
child support orders, parents have to 
make at least one trip to the court­
house. In court, the facts of the case

are presented to a ju ^ e ,  who then 
rules on the matter. Going to court can 
be a stressful experience for parents, 
vriio many tiines do not know what 
to expect fix)m ffie process. The for­

mality o f legal pro- 
ceedmgs can result 
in increased tension 
between parents who 
already may be at 
odds about the out­
come o f their case.

Child Support Re­
view Process (CSRP) 
is a tion-adversarial 
way parents can re-

__________  solve legal issues
about their child sup­

port without going to court, th e re^  
supporting inproved family relation­
ships. That is why parents are encour­
aged to use CSRP as an alternative to 
the courthouse. For mothers and fa­
thers who qualify, CSRP is a way to 
unite rather than polarize parents who 
must find common ground and resolve 
their child support obligations. Last 
year, nxMe thw  67,000 legal actions 
were resolved through CSRP.

CSRP is for diventred, separated or 
never-married parents who are willing

to negotiate orders to: establish pa-

temity, set current child and medical 
support, establish visitation rights, pay 
retroactive child siq>port, obtain judg­
ments for past due child siqrport, mod­
ify child support amounts and enforce 
the payment o f child siq)pott. With 
CSW*, both patents meet with a child 
support officer to establish an order in 
the privacy of an office. If  traveling to 
the office creates a hardship for eiftier 
parent, the meeting can be conducted 
by conference call.

Once an agreement is reached, a 
CSRP order is filed with the court and 
reviewed by a judge. After the judge 
has signed it, a CSRP order is legally 
binding and will be enforced just as 
any order obtained through a court 
proceeding. Parents should consider 
CSRP because it:

• Reduces stress. Because CSRP is 
less formal than a courtroom setting, 
parents are more comfortable and 
more willing to discuss issues related 
to the outcome of their individual case.

• Provides privacy. During the CSRP 
process, negotiations are conducted in 
the privacy o f a child support office.

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T he hiring h yp ocrisy  o f the New Y o rk  Tim es
Mark Thompson, a for­

mer director-general o f the 
British Broadcasting Cor­
poration, began his new 
job Monday as president 
and CEO o f The New York 
Times. The lack o f embar­
rassment was remarkable. 
Thompson claimed he was 
the worst kind o f ignorant

S c o t l a n d
Yard has been conducting 
a criminal investigation 
into allegations o f child 
sex abuse by the late disc 
jockey and TV personal­
ity Jimmy Savile over six 
decades, describing him 
as a “predatory sex of­
fender.” In mid-October, 
the metropolitan police 
stated they were ptusuing 
over 400 lines o f inquiry 
based on the testimony 
o f 300 fx)tential victims. 
Chris Patten, the head of 
the BBC’s government 
body called it “this great 
tsunami o f filth.” BBC’s 
“Newsnight” was about 
to broadcast an expose 
last December — but BBC 
bosses spiked it, and, in­
credibly, aired Christmas 
tributes to Savile instead.

The New York Times 
has routinely found it im­
plausible that a Pope or a 
Republican president or 
a Rupert Murdoch could 
ever be unaware o f grave 
scandals or allegations of

scandals beneath them. 
The paper consistently 
telegraphs that some­
one so unaware o f such a 
scandal must be the worst 
kind o f knave or dolt. So 
the newspaper’s hiring of 
Mark Thompson is the 
height o f corporate hypoc­
risy.

And that’s the best 
that can be said. What if 
Thompson was not un­
aware, as common sense 
dictates?

The corporate state­
ment that matters most 
(and sickens most) came 
from publisher “Pinch” 
Sulzberger. He insisted 
against all the evidence 
that Thompson “abides 
by high ethical standards” 
and “is the ideal person to 
lead our company.” How 
in blazes do Thompson’s 
assertions o f ignorance 
o f censorship and child 
sexual abuse in the hall­
ways of his own network 
constitute “high ethical 
standards” and ideal lead­
ership qualities?

It’s perfectly obvious 
that the Times editors have 
followed Sulzberger’s 
moral judgment and giv­
en the BBC a kid-gloves 
treatment, especially when 
you compare it to the pa­
per’s aggressive campaign 
o f coverage against Rupert 
Murdoch in the News of 
the World phone-hacking 
scandal. The differing lev­
els o f  aggression are no­
table in the number o f sto­
ries, the tone o f  stories and 
the allergic-tp-front-page 
placement o f BBC stories. 
Reporters covering Savile 
seem forced to use qualifi­
ers that they would not use 
for subjects they dislike.

As in “Whether through 
a series o f near misses or 
a more deliberate avoid­
ance, the executives failed 
to confront questions 
about Mr. Savile and the 
possibility that, in decades 
past, the BBC was some­
how complicit in his be­
havior.” Somehow?

Or: “For the moment, 
the Savile case has shaken 
the solid reputation Mr. 
Thompson had when he 
left the BBC on Sept. 14.” 
For the moment?

The Times has mostly 
buried Mark Thompson’s 
role in the ignorance 
and censorship, largely 
consigning it to official­
sounding paragraphs of 
denial buried late in its 
BBC scandal stories, deep 
inside the paper.

M att Philbin and Clay 
Waters o f the Media Re­
search Center did some 
counting. Between Oct. 
14 and Nov. 6, the Times 
ran just 16 stories on the 
BBC sex-abuse scandal, 
and only one ran on the 
front page. By contrast, 
in a two-month period 
in 2010, the Times pub­
lished 64 news stories 
on Catholic sex abuse 
scandals, 13 o f  them on 
the front page. Twenty o f 
these accusatory articles 
began with sentences 
linking Pope Benedict to 
the scandal with phrases 
like a “growing pressure 
to address his role” in al­
lowing abuses.

The Times would like 
to think there is no one to 
apply “growing pressure” 
to them when they look 
askance at sexual abuse 
at the BBC. The BBC, 
in their eyes, is a global

enterprise in enlighten­
ment, while the Catholic 
Church is a global con­
spiracy o f sexual repres­
sion and male chauvin­
ism .

In an Oct. 15 column, 
former Times executive 
editor Bill Keller sneered 
at Murdoch, the “BBC- 
hater,” for making this 
an issue. “So far no evi­
dence has surfaced that 
Thompson, his successor, 
or anyone else up top had 
anything to do with drop­
ping the Savile documen­
tary.” Keller even tried 
to smear the stain over 
all o f  Britain. He quoted 
one BBC insider as say­
ing there was ” a kind 
o f  national conspiracy 
which united all o f  us ... 
and together we colluded 
with him .”

Keller, by contrast, wrote 
a scabrous column in 2002 
insisting that the Catholic 
sex abuse scandal was “o f 
the pope’s making.” And 
“The fact that the pope’s 
passing reference to the 
rape o f children as a ‘crime’ 
was treated as a bolt o f di­
vine enlightenment reflects 
just how eager we are to 
let him off the hook ... The 
scandal is the persistent 
failure o f the church hierar­
chy to comprehend, to care 
and to protect.”

The scandal today is 
the persistent failure of 
Thompson and/or The 
New York Times hierarchy 
“to comprehend, to care, 
and to protect.” Keller and 
Co., heal thyself Thomp­
son must be dumped.
