McLeroy begins 21st year at Borden County

(Lamesa Press Reporter)
Enrollment is expected to 

remain about the same this year 
at Borden County School, 
according to Superintendent 
James McLeroy, who expects 
the student body to number 
about 210.

McLeroy, who this fall will 
begin his 21st year with the 
school district, said they should 
have about 65 students in the 
high school level, with another 
55 in the middle school grades. 
The e lem en ta ry  grades, 
including kindergarten, he said, 
should have about 100 students.

The increase in the number of 
kindergarten students, along 
with the state-mandated 22-1 
student-teacher ratio, will 
require them to have not one but 
two kindergarten classes this 
year, stated McLeroy.

Assisting McLeroy in running 
the school system are high 
school P rinc ipa l M ickey  
McMeans, who has 27 years'

experience at borden County 
and Ben Jarrett, who has been 
with the school for 23 years.

A newcomer to the school's 
staff this year is Joe Bond, who 
will serve as the Coyotes' new 
head football coach. A graduate 
of North Texas State University, 
Bond has 18 years' coaching 
experience and comes to Borden 
County from Carbon, where he 
was head coach for seven years.

Teachers at Borden County 
School are paid $1 ,500 above 
the state base salary of 
$15,200, said McLeroy, and 
t h e i r  b e n e f i t s  in c l u d e  
school-provided teacherages. 
Personnel is the key to providing 
a good curriculum, said 
McLeroy, and he placed the 
number of professional  
educators at the school at 28.

The school district serves the 
students of Borden County, a 
task which entails sending a fleet 
of 12 buses out onto routes 
which result in round-trip

mileage of 1 ,500 miles per day.
Few changes are foreseen in 

the curriculum this year, said 
McLeroy, as they expect to 
continue administering the 
curriculum and programs 
initiated last year as a result of 
state wide school reforms. 
Language arts are the strongest 
part of the school's curriculum, 
which is aimed at preparing 
students for college, he said.

"We had 100 percent of our 
students pass the TEAMS exam 
(last spring), so I feel that w e’ve 
had a marked improvement in 
m athem atics," commented  
McLeroy. The school also 
provides courses in vocational 
agriculture and homemaking, he 
added.

The budget for this year is 
down about $200,000 from last 
year, said McLeroy, giving them 
about $2 million to work with 
this year. The value of their tax 
base, which is dependent on oil,

C A N  R E D U C E  B A R K Y  
COTTON

A lot of hard work during the 
growing seasoncangodownthe 
drain if cotton farmers fail to 
take the proper steps to get their 
crop ready for harvesting.

Lack of proper harvest 
preparations can lead to barky or 
trashy cotton which, in turn, can 
resutl in price discounts.

Giving attention to the 
following practices can help 
reduce barky cotton:

--Use chemicals to prepare 
cotton for harvesting to suit your 
schedule. Waiting too long for a 
frost when the crop has matured 
can result in yield and quality 
losses in the field.

--Use harvest-aid compounds 
according to label instructions 
once fiber and seed have 
matured.

--Start harvesting only after 
harvest-aid chemicals (or frost) 
h ave c a u s e d  a d e q u a t e  
defoliation and plants have dried 
out.

--Defoliants used before 
desiccation can reduce foreign 
material going to the gin, 
especially in rank cotton. This 
practice can improve grades and 
reduce ginning cost.

--Don't spray more acres than 
you can harvest before regrowth 
starts or stalk deterioration sets 
in.

--Don't spray when there is 
clear evidence that the next four 
or five days will be cool or rainy; 
boll openers, defoliants and 
desiccants need warm weather 
for good plant response.

minerals and real estate, has 
dropped from a high of $613  
million three years ago to its 
present level of $395 million. 
Despite the drop in values, the 
tax rate will be the same as last 
year, 40 cents per $100  
valuation.
