Halloween, Our Oldest Celebration
HALLOW EEN: O R IG IN S
A N D  H ISTO RY

The Celtic tribes that lived 
in Ireland, Scotland, and 
Wales some 2 ,0 0 0  years ago 
celebrated Novem ber 1 as 
the first day of w inter and the 
beginning of the N ew  Year. 
M ost of the customs we  
associate w ith  Halloween  
can be traced directly to the 
rites and beliefs of these 
ancient peoples.

The Druids, w ho were the 
Celts' religious leaders, 
believed that the Lord of 
Death perm itted ghosts, 
witches, goblins, and other 
spirits to spend N ew  Year's  
Eve--O ctober31 --wandering  
freely. The Druids lit 
bonfires, gave gifts of sweets 
and special foods, and made

offerings to ward off these 
spirits of the dark.

The Druids also disquised 
themselves in masks and 
costumes, believing that the 
spirits, who were free for 
only one night, would not 
recognize them and thus 
could do them no harm.

W h e n  t h e  R o m a n s  
conquered Britain in the First

century A .D ., they made a 
strong effort to  civilize this 
Celtic holiday. As a result of 
the Julian calendar, the 
Roma n  N e w  Year  was  
January 1.

The Romans saw the Druid 
practices as barbaric and a 
threat to their role as rulers. 
The R o m a n s  t r i e d  to 
eradicate Celitc beliefs, and 
in place of the cruel and 
superstitious rites, they 
substituted tw o  of their own  
celebrations: Feralia, the
Roman day for honoring 
patriotic heroes, and the 
Harvest Holy Day associated 
with Pomona, goddess of 
Nuts and Fruit.

The Romans renamed the 
holiday " H a l l i g a n "  and

T.E.C. Office For Borden County 
Could Be Closed

The Texas Em ploym ent 
C o m m i s s i o n  o f f i c e  in 
Lamesa, closed tem porarily  
in 1981 due to a cut in 
funding, is in danger again, 
a c c o r d i n g  t o  J o h n  
Rodriguez, head of the local 
office which serves Dawson, 
Borden and Gaines counties.

In a meeting Tuesday of the 
local Job Services Employer 
C o m m itte e , a re c e n tly  
organized advisory group for 
th e  T E C  o f f i c e  h e r e ,  
Rodriguez said, there is a 
move on to turn some of the 
job  p lacem en t services  
performed by the TEC over to 
the private sector. If 
a c c o m p l i s h e d ,  s a i d  
Rodr i guez ,  such ac tion  
w o u l d  r e s u l t  in an  
em ploym ent services staff 
rediction that would close 
the Lamesa office.

A series of hearings are 
scheduled across the nation 
la te r th is  m o n th , and  
c o m m e n t s  a r e  b e i n g  
accepted through October, 
on a reexamination of the 
purpose and role of the 
federal em ploym ent service, 
which provides much of the 
funding for TEC operations 
here and elsewhere.

Those public hearings and 
the request for comments, 
according to Rodriguez, are 
to determine if em ploym ent 
services provided through 
the Departm ent of Labor 
should be kept or done away  
with by turning them over to 
p r i v a t e  e m p l o y m e n t  
operations.

" I'm  merely here to tell you 
there is a good chance the 
em ploym ent services could 
be done away w ith  at these 
hearings," said Rodriguez. 
" If  people do not get out and 
w rite and ask for it to be kept 
in place there is a good

chance that by 1 9 9 0  they will 
p u l l  a n y  f u n d s  f o r  
employment services."

Rodriquez said the push to 
m o v e  m o r e  o f  t h e  
em ploym ent services to the 
private sector is being made 
by a company which wants to 
handle th e  u p p er-leve l 
em ploym ent matters. He 
noted, however, the private 
job placement services do 
n o t  w a n t  t o  h a n d l e  
em ploym ent services for 
unskilled workers, seasonal 
workers, or many others.

Rodriquez estimated that 
of the 8 4  job placements 
made by the TEC office here 
last m onth, o v e f 7 0  percent 
of those individuals would  
not have been able to  afford  
to pay fo r the job placem ent 
services, which they would  
be required to do in a private 
operation.

Noting they place an 
average of 2 0 0  people per 
m onth in jobs during good 
economic tim es, Rodriquez 
said only about 1 0 percent of 
those would fall in the upper 
c a te g o ry  w h ic h  w o u ld  
interest the private services. 
If funds w ere cut and the 
local office elim inated, the 
other 9 0  percent would have 
to go to Lubbock or Midland  
fo r  T E C  e m p l o y m e n t
services.

HALLOWEEN

As the Romans adopted 
the Celtic harvest traditions 
and assiyned them a day on 
th e ir ca len d ar, so too , 
centuries later, did Christians 
adopt Roman celebrations. 
Hope Greyory III moved the 
C h r i s t i a n  C h u r c h ’ s 

celebration of All Hallows 
(Saints) Day from Springtim e  
to Novem ber 1, and in 8 3 5  
A . D .  Hope Gr egor y  IV 
decreed it a universal Church 
observance. Pagan revelries 
that form erly lasted four days 
w e r e  c o n t a i n e d  a n d  
celebrated in one night--the  
night before the solemn holy 
day of All Hallows.

Hallows Eve inevitably 
b e c a m e  A l l  H a l l o w s  
E’en--the night when ghosts 
and spirits came to life, and 
witches m et to speak with  
the devil.

The Church hoped that by 
s a n c tify in g  w h a t  wer e  
al ready p opu lar pagan  
celebration days it would be 
able to erase their pagan 
aspects and s u b s titu te  
C h ris tian  e lem en ts  and 
symbols.

Thus in Medieval times, 
elaborate and fully dressed 
sta tues  o f sa in ts  w ere  
paraded through the streets, 
w h ile  poorer churches  
dressed parishoners in 
costumes representing saints 
and biblical characters. 
Eventually this evolved into 
the modern-day tradition of 
Halloween masquerades.

In some ways, Halloween 
is the oldest celebration we  
have, reflecting as it does 
traditions and revelries that 
have evolved over 2 ,0 0 0  
years and through many 
cultures.

W ORLD

Halloween is also popular 
elsewhere in the world. For 
example, the Irish once 
believed it was the occasion 
w h e n  f a i r i e s  a n d  
goblms--ghosts of long-dead 
heroes and lungs -gathered 
together, and now the night 
is spent telling stories, 
feasting, and tellingfortunes.

The M e d i t e r r a n e a n  
countries take the night 
before the Feast of All 
Hallows quite seriously. 
Generally speaking, the night 
s e r v e s  t o u s h e r  in 
remembrances of the dead. 
It is a tim e of caring for the 
cemeteries and wearing 
black for all the souls and 
saints.

In the M iddle Eastern 
countries, October 31 (which 
they do not call Halloween) is 
a night tor parading and 
partying. Syrian men and 
boys roust about the towns, 
visiting friends, begging 
cakes, and drinking a holiday

trea t.’

HALLOW EEN IN A M E R IC A
Halloween was not a 

p a rtic u la rly  s ig n ific a n t  
holiday in the early days of 
the United States. M ost 
Hrotestant denominations do 
not celebrate All Saints Day, 
and the early settlers chose to 
h o l d  t h e i r  h a r v e s t  
celebrations on Thanksgiving 
Day.

But it was impossible to 
co m p le te ly  ignore the  
traditions of thousands of 
years, and in colonial times 
M is c h ie f N ig h t, w h ich  
occurred around October 31 ,

was a tim e of harmless 
p r a n k s  a n d  g h o s t l y  
storytelling, applebobbing, 
taffy pulls, and hayrides.

W ith the arrival in the 
1800s of the Irish and 
Scottish immigrants, the 
celebration of Halloween in 
this country took on its 
modern form . American  
pumpkins replaced Irish 
turnips tor jack-o-lanterns; 
trick or treating combined 

souling," visiting homes, 
and offering prayers for the 
dead in return for gifts of 
food, with parading to scare 
away evil spirits; and many 
people took up the practice of 
partying with appropriate 
harvest foods and games.

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county level is duplicated at 
the state level. It is 
time-consuming and costly 
to both the state and to 
county governm ents."

Currently, the department 
needs up to six weeks to issue 
vehicle titles, Lanier said, 
ihe new system will be 
designed to record title 
changes instantly at the 
county level.

" W e  a n t i c i p a t e  t h a t  
counties around the state will 
save more than $8 million the 
first year the system is in 
operation," Lanier said.

A study begun last January 
by the consulting firm of 
C o o p e r s  a n d  L y b r a n d  
determined that the present 
system has both reliability 
problems and increasing 
operation costs, he said.

"With 14 million vehicles 
registered in the state today 
and an increase expected, the 
question is not ’if’ we need a 
new system, but ’w hen ,’ 
said Lanier. "By eliminating 
much of the time-lapse in 
processing registration and 
title tees, w e ’re protecting 
about $ 6 0 0  million of our 
state’s highway revenues."

The new system, which 
will take about five years to 
design and implement, will 
place state equipment in 
each  c o u n t y ’s v e h i c l e  
registration office, said Dian 
Neill, with the highway 
department's Division ■ of 
M otor Vehicles in Austin.

"Some counties  have  
independently automated  
their registration and title 
process," she said. "This will 
free their equipment and 
ther uses, which is an added 

b e n e fit to th e ir in itia l 
savings.”

"Registration clerks in 
each county will key vehicle 
information directly into the 
state system ,” Neill said. 
"Every county in the state 

will realize a savings in both 
time and equipment. Direc* 
savings in processing tin 
will average about 60  cents 
per registration."

"The net savings to the 
highway department will be 
about $2.1 million for the 
first year,” said Neill.

Law enforcement agencies 
will also benefit from the new 
system.

"With no six-week delay in 
registration information, the 
reliability of our records for 
use by state and local law  
enforcement agencies will be 
greatly enhanced," Lanier 
said. "W e determined that 
this is a cost-effective step 
tor virtually every agency 
involved in the registration 
and title process."

TAX R EFO RM  M EA SU R ES  
OUTLINED

For farmers as well as other 
Americans, the tax reform  
bill cu rre n tly  a w a itin g  
President Reagan's signature 
will have m ajor impacts.

A brief summary of the 
changes that w ill result from  
the legislation follows:
-The tax reform bill would  
provide tax rates of 15  and 
28  percent beginning in 
1 9 8 8 . In 1 9 8 7 , there would  
be five tax ra tes--11 ,1 5 ,  28 , 
35  and 3 8 .5  percent. 
-Standard deduction for a 
jo in t re turn  w o u ld  be 
increased to  $ 5 ,0 0 0  in 1 9 8 8 , 
and the personal exemption  
would be raised to $ 1 ,9 0 0  in 
1 9 8 7 , $ 1 ,9 5 0  in 1 9 8 8  and 
$ 2 ,0 0 0  in 1 9 8 9 .
-Incom e averaging and the 
deduction for a tw o-earner 
married couple would be 
repealed.
-S tate and local sales taxes 
w o u l d  no  l o n g e r  be  
deductib le  as item ized  
deductions.
- D e d u c t i o n s  f o r  I R A  
contribu tions  w o u ld  be 
repealed for joint filers with  
adjusted gross income in 
excess of $ 5 0 ,0 0 0  
-About 8 0  percent of all 
farmers would be in the 15 
percent bracket.
-For farm corporations, tax 
reform retains a graduated 
tax rate structure w ith a top 
rate of 3 4  percent. The tax 
rate would be 1 5 percent on 
the first $ 5 0 ,0 0 0  of taxable 
income, 25  percent on
taxable income between
$ 5 0 , 0 0 0  and t a x a b l e  
income, 2 5  percent on
taxable income between  
$ 5 0 ,0 0 0  and $ 7 5 ,0 0 0  and 
34  perdent for taxable 
income above $ 7 5 ,0 0 0 . 
-Investm ent tax credit would  
be repealed. Only 6 5  percent 
(8 2 .5  percent in 1 987} of 
unused in v e s tm e n t tax
credits could be carried 
forward. Farmers earning 50  
percent or more of their gross 
income from farming would  
be a llo w ed  a 1 5 - year

c a r r y b a c k  of  e x i s t i n g  
investment tax credits. The 
am ount available for refund 
would be limited to the lower 
of (1) 5 0  percent carryovers, 
(2) the taxpayer's net tax 
liability for the past 15 years, 
or (3) $ 7 5 0 .
-The Accelerated Capital 
C ost Recover y  S ystem  
d eprec ia tio n  w o u ld  be 
retained w ith  modifications. 
Autos, light trucks and most 
l i v e s t o c k  w o u l d  be  
d e p r e c i a b l e  o v e r  a 
s e v e n - y e a r  p e r i o d .  
Single-purpose agricultural 
structures would also be 
w ritten o ff over a seven-year 
period. Deductions fo r most 
fa rm  assets w o u ld  be 
computed using a 2 0 0  
percent declining balance 
method. M ulti-purpose farm  
structures would be w ritten  
off over a 3 1 -Vi-year period 
at a straight-line rate. The 
option to expense up to 
$ 5 ,0 0 0  would be increased 
to $ 1 0 ,0 0 0  fo r businesses 
w h ich  invest less than  
$ 2 0 0 , 0 0 0  per  y e a r .  
D e p re c ia tio n  dedu ctio ns  
would not be adjusted for 
inflation.
-The exclusion for long-term  
capital gains would be 
elim inated, and capital gains 
would be taxed at rates of 15 
or 28  percent. Farmers could 
continue to use the cash 
method of accounting w ith  
some limits. A restriction is 
that taxpayers could not 
deduct amounts paid for 
feed, seed, fertilizer or other 
supplies prior to  the year 
consumed if they exceed 
more than 5 0  percent of 
e x p e n s e s  f o r  w h i c h  
economic perform ance has 
occurred.
-The bill would require the 
c a p i t a l i z a t i o n  o f
preproductive expenditures 
f o r  a s s e t s  w i t h  a 
development period of more 
than tw o  years. However, 
f ar mers could  e le c t to  
c o n t i n u e  d e d u c t i n g  
p r e p r o d u c t i v e  p e r i o d  
exp end itu res , inc lud ing

If such an election 
were made, however, gains 
from sales of developed 
assets would be taxed as 
ordinary incom eto the  extent 
o f p r i o r  d e d u c t i o n s .  
Straight-line depreciation  
also would be required on all 
depreciable farm  property. 
-Expensing for soil and w ater 
conservation expenditures 
would be allowed only for 
conservation activities in 
connection w ith  a plan 
approved by the U SD A 's  Soil 
Conseration Service or a 
comparable state authority. 
The provision fo r expensing 
land-clearing expenditures 
would be repealed. 
-Self-em ployed individuals 
would be perm itted to deduct 
50  percent (25  percent for 
tax years beginning before 
1 9 9 0 ) of the cost of health 
insurance.
-Solvent taxpayers could 
exclude from  income the 
discharge of any qualified 
farm debt. Basis in farmland  
is added to the list of tax 
atrributes w hich may be 
reduced by the discharge of 
indebtedness income.

Federal Crop
Insurance Terms
Discussed

Big Spring, TX. -October 
31 ends the 1 9 8 6  year 
insurance period for barley 
and w heat grown in Borden, 
Texas and insured by the 
Federal Crop Insurance  
C o r p o r a t i o n  ( F C I D )  
according to D ottie  Sampley, 
a representative for the 
Federa l C rop  Insurance  
Corporation.

"Under the terms of the 
policy, any acreage on which  
harvest w ill not be completed  
must be left intact until an 
inspection is made. Any 
claim for indemnity may be 
re jec ted  if these loss 
reporting requirements are 
not m et,"  Sampley stated.

"Any notice of loss must 
be given promptly after the 
total destruction of the unit, 
completion of harvest, or 
O c to b e r 3 1 , w h ic h e v e r  
occurs earlier," according to 
Sampley. The producer who  
anticipates a claim should 
n o tify  his or her crop  
insurance rep re s e n ta tiv e  
immediately.

R ED U C IN G  VISIBLE A N D  
H ID D E N  FATS IN THE DIET

Consumers may associate 
fa t w ith  m eat because it is 
visible and tend to ignore the 
hidden fats in other types of 
food:

There are three types of fa t 
in food:

--Polyunsaturated fats are 
liquid at room tim perature. 
These fa ts te n d to lo w erflo o d  
cholesterol. Vegetable oils, 
such as corn, cottonseed, 
safflow er and soybean are all 
polyunsaturated fats.

-N om ounsaturated  fats  
s e e m  t o  l o w e r  b l o o d  
cholesterol, but still provide 
fat-based calories. Peanut 
butter and peanut oil, nuts, 
avocados and o live  oil 
contain monounsaturated  
fats.

--Saturated fats are solid at 
room tem perature and tend 
to raise blood cholesterol 
levels. Animal products, 
such as cheese, m eat, butter 
and lard are a main source of 
saturated fats. However, 
vegetable products including 
cocoa butter, coconut oil and 
palm oil also contain large 
amounts of saturated fats.

Unless people read food 
ingredient labels, they are 
often unaware that coconut 
oil, palm oil and other 
saturated fats are frequently  
used in baked goods and 
other processed foods.

One w ay consumers have 
tried to cut back on saturated 
fats is to  choose lean meat.

Results of a recent national 
study conducted by Texas 
A & M  University showed that 
consumers evaluate the 
leanness of a cut of beef 
primarily by the am ount of 
trim m able fat, or the "plate  
w aste" fa t that would be cut 
away and not eaten.

The degree of marbling in 
the m eat also contributes to

its fa t  c o n te n t. So, 
consumers may wish to  
select beef on that basis as 
well. In general, U SD A  
"choice" grades of beef have 
more marbling than those 
labeled "good ."

About three to  six percent 
of fa t from  marbling is 
necessary for tenderness and 
taste appeal in beef. A 
th re e -o u n c e  serving  o f 
cooked lean beef has 1 9 2  
calories.

Som e of the leaner cuts of 
m eat include flank steak, top  
sirloin steak, bottom  sirloin, 
top loin steak, top round 
steak, chuck top blade steak, 
beef tenderloin steaks, round 
tip roast and bottom  round 
roast.

Both the D U .S . Dietary  
Guidelines and the American  
Heart Association Dietary  
Recom mendations advise 
Americans to cut back on 
their consumption of fa t so 
that it is no more than 
one-third of their daily 
calories. In addition, the 
H e a r t  A s s o c i a t i o n
r e c o m m e n d s  r e d u c i n g  
saturated fats to under ten 
percent of daily calories.

That means consumers 
need to be thinking in terms 
of their total fa t intake. They 
may w ant to  w atch their 
intake of saturated fats from  
processed foods and baked 
goods as well as select lean 
meat.

Using a minim um  of fats 
and oils and choosing to 
broil, bake, poach or steam  
foods instead of frying will 
also help reduce total fat 
consumption.

Lemon juice and ground 
lemon peel help to ten ­
derize chicken.
