as well as an annoyance, on the 
farm. They often cause livestock 
to lose weiirht by drivinir them 
away from lush pastures and may 
also cause poultry to lost weiirht 
anil lay fewer ejnt«. any rntomnl»- 
Itists of the Texas Ayrirultural Kx- 
tensiun .'service.

To iret rid o f mo.squitoes, the 
rntiimolitirists - uytirests that you 
first look for standinir water on 
or near you rpro|>erty. .Mosquitoe« 
lireed in such places a- temporary 
rain |hh>Is, flooded areas, irriir:it- 
rd pa.sturei, -alt marshes, ponds, 
•ind even in water <au».'ht in tin 
cans, ram butters, or discarded 
tire-

Wherever possible, eliminate 
these lireedinir places by remov- 
inir the water. In the case of 
ponds, and irriirated pa.stures, the 
entire water surface should he 
prayed or dusted with an insoc- 

ticide.
The fullowinir spray» are re- 

commendsMl for contndlinit mos­
quitoe larvae in sLandinir water: 
( I )  A one per cent emulsion or 
oil solution of DDT, rhiordane, 
toxaphene, TDK. or methoxy- 

ichlor; or (2 ) a 0.5 (five-tenths) 
per rent emulsion or oil solution 

; of lindane, dieldnn, or heptachlor.
I Each of these should be applied at 
!a rate of I ounce per 100 square 
feet, or about 10 quarts per acre 

i o f water surface.
If it is «M ier to dust the water 

I surface, a ready-mixed 5 or 10- 
1 per cent DDT dust may be applied 
I at a rate of 2 to 6 pounds i>«r 
acre. A very liKht mist of pyre- 

' thrum is recommended to kil 
mosquito larvae in fishponds and 

I ornamental pools without poison- 
I init fish or plants. This also is 
availahte reaiiy for use from in- 

j sectiride dealers. No more than 1 
I ounce of spray should be applied

I per 100 square feet of water sur- 
I face.
j It may be necessary to us a 
I rasidual spray on areas where 
adult mosquitoes rest or hide. For 
thia purpose a 6 per cent DDT, 2- 
per rent Ihlonlane, or ]-per cent 
liniiatie spray, appliasi to fouiula- 
tions and underparts of buildiiiipi, 
tree trucks, loirs, and vcKetatiun 

j will be effective for a week or 
more.

County .AfcnU can irive direc­
tions for mixitiir these recuni 

; mended sprays at the proper 
strcnirth. Oil solutions and eniul- 
.-ions should not be used on vcire- 
tution bei au..e they may burn the 
leaves, .-ay the eiitomoloirists.
