In Livestock

Grazing of certain
frost-damaged pastures
and forages can lead
to russic acid poisoning
in livestock.

Although many plants
contain the toxic
material that causes
poisoning, those causing
the highest mortality
in livestock when
grazing after they have
been frozen and wilted
are Johnson and Sudan
grasses and  sorghum or
hybrids of these.

The most = dangerous
time as far as the
grazing of theses
plants is concerned is
following frost when
the plant material
begins to wilt. Live-
stock should not be
allowed access to the
wilted material until
it has dried completely.
This unually thakes
three or four days of
good sunlight. New
plant growth usually
becomes nontoxic and
can be grazed within 10
days to two weeks
following a rain.

As far as the actual
poisoning is concerned,

the poison acts rapidly‘

"and can kill animals
within minutes. In most
acute cases, animals
become affected within
10-15 minutes after
eating . toxic material

and can die in two to
three minutes.
Symptoms of

acid poisoning may

include a brief period

of stimulation followed
by depression and
paralysis. Signs of

prussic )

Animals that are
not hungry will not be
affected as seriously
by toxic material since
their intake will be
limited.

3. Remove all animals
from the pasture if one
in the herd shows any
signs of poisoning.

4. Call a veteri-
narian. immediately if
an animal apppars to be

poisoned. An antidote
to treat affected
animals is highly
efficient if given
early. This product is
available from veteri-
narians.

Pecan Crop

.One Of Best Ever

While not a bumper
harvest, the 1988 Texas
pecan crop has the
makings of one of the
best ever. And that
should '‘be good news for
consumers.

This year's pecan
crop should total about
50 million pounds and
be of high quality.That
pro'fiected yield does
not include backyard
trees that are not
harvested for commercial
sale.

The 1988 crop came a
long way from a poor
start in the spring and
a season-long = drought
that caused considerable

nut shedding in July
and August.

However, disease and
insect problems were
only minor in this

year's crop. For example
pecan scab disease was
virtually nonexistent
due to the dry weather.
And pecan nut casebearer,

pecan weevils and
aphids did mnot cause
major problems.

The dry weather early

in the season reduced
nut size, but, because
of this, the kernel

filling or percent meat
is generally good over
most of Texas.

Because this year's
crop is plentiful, of
good quality and at a
favorable price, con-
sumers should stock up
