Conservation irrigation is an 
important practice to the farmers 
in the Hall County Soil Con-«erva- 
tion District. To get the moat out 
o f an irrigation system the farmer 
need« to know how much water to 
apply.

The frequency o f irrigation ia 
determined by soil texture, depth, 
and the rate that a certain type o f  
plant uses water. The aoil texture 
and depth together with the plant 
root development should govern 
the asiiount o f water applied each 
irrigation. If the irrigation is not 
started at the proper time or if 
enough water is not applied, the 
crop may suffer for water before 
the field can l«e covered in one 
irrigation.

The design o f  an irrigation sys­
tem is very important and should 
always be followed as cloaaly a« 
puasible to get the bast results. 
The system should never be run 
to put water on the soil faster than 
the intake rate o f the soil. The 
.'ystem should be run long enough 
tc put on the required amount o f 
water. This may mean in some in­
stance.« that it woulil be best Ui 
irrigate lev. lanil so that the field 
can be covered in the required 
time.

If any farmers in the Hall Coun 
ly Soil Con.servation Ih.trict would 
like assistance on the design o f 
tl.eir irrigation system, they «hould 
contact the technicians o f the 
.Soil ('onservation Service.
