Accreditation

Borden County Schools were
visited recentlybya team from
the Texas Education Agency for
the purpose of accreditation,

On December 10, superinten-
dent McLeroy received the
following report.

The Borden County Independ-
ent School District was last
visited for accreditation pur-
poses in 1953, and was contin-
ued and carriedasfullyaccred-
ited for twelve grades.

The district encompassedap-"
proximately 889 square miles of
properties used primarily for
oil and gas production. The
assessed valuation was $31,020,
350, estimated to be 20 percent
of actual value. The tax rate
of $1.59 was divided to provide
$1.42 for maintenanceand oper-
ation and 17 cents for retire-
ment of the district’s $348,880
bonded debt.

The district operated a pro-
gram of instruction for grades
K-12 on one campus for an en-
rollment of 200. The district
employed 23 professional per-
sonnel and two teacher aides,

The  professional person-
nel were graduates of colleges
and universities approved by the
Texas Education Agency for
teacher training programs and
were properly prepared for
their current assignments with
one exception,

One teacher in the system was
placed out of their grade level
of teaching, The teacher in
question was teaching some High
School and some Elementary -
classes, but had only a second-
ary certificate.

For the professional growth
and development of its staff
members, the district parti-
cipated in training workshops
sponsored in cooperation with
the Region XVII Education Ser-
vice Center as well as inser-
vice meetings withother schools
and a nearby junior college,

The district’s physical facil-
ities consisted of a modernbrick
building - housing grades 1-12,
the administrative offices, a
central library, sciencelabora-
tory facilities, and a cafeteria;

a2 modern gymnasium building
nearby housing the physical edu-
cation andband programs;ano-
ther = large building nearby
(known as ‘“The original white
building’), which wasno longer

in use except for one or two
classes; and a small frame
building, across from the park-
ing lot, which housed the kinder-
garten,

The  instructional organi-
zation of the district consisted
of self contained classes' in
grades K- 5 and department-
alized classes in grades 6-12,
Individualized and small group
instruction was observed in
grades K-8, while the lecture
method was observed in grades
9-12, Instruction generally ap-
peared to be of highly accept-
able quality,

There was a good supply of
audio-visual materials and
equipment available and in use
by the teachers and students,
The district was reported to be
a member of the Region XVII
Education Service Center and
was making use of its services
to reinforce the instructional
program,

The vocational courses of-
fered at the high school were
Agriculture I, II, III, and IV.
Four years of general home-

. making were taught on a non-

vocational basis, In addition to
the required courses, a wide
variety of other electives were
offered at the high school.

Elective courses offered in
the seventh and eighth grades
included band, art, homemaking,
science, health and, physical
education, The district was ex-
ceeding the 450 clock-hour re-
quirement in electives for
grades 7 and 8.

Science was being taught by
the laboratory method in grades
7 'and 8 using the laboratory

_ facilities provided for the high

school students; The supplies
and equipment in the laboratory

+ appeared adequate to support the

teaching of science by the lab-
oratory method, and also pro-
vided adequately for pupil ex-
perimentation,

One central library was pro-

vided for grades 4-8,
another served grades
Room book collections were fur-
nished in grades K-3. The lib-
rary facilities were attractive
and the materials were well dis-
played. However, the library
for grades 4-8 containeda num-
ber of books which appeared to
be in need of repair, as well
as some. that were old and no
longer used by the students-
(Principle VI, Standard 21),
Board and administrative pol-
icies had been developed and
appeared to be in good order.
The minutes of school board
meetings were adequarely kept
and properly signedby the pres-
ident and secretary of the borad,

The most recent system-wide
self-evaluation had been con-
ducted in September 1973, and
the written report was made
available to the wvisiting team.,
The guidance and counsel-
ing program was outlined in
writing and approved by the
school board. The program was
under the supervision of the ele-
mentary and secondary princi-
pals with assistance from the
professional staff,

_The district’s immunization
program was under the super-
vision of a school nurse, em-
ployed by the district on a full-
time basis, who maintained the
necessary pupil health records.

Pupil attendance account-
ing information appeared to be
in good order. Information con-
cerning pupil attendance, health,
and academic progress were
adequately kept.

The district’s administra-
tors, staff, board, and patrons
are to be commended for their
success in providing a quality
education program. In view of
the conditions found on the day
of the visit, the following rec-
om:nendation is made,

Recommendation: It is rec-
ommended that the Borden
County Independent School Dis-
trict be continued as fully acc-
redite: for gradeskindergarten
through twelve.

If anyone is
unrealistic enough to still be-
lieve we are in only a tempor-
ary crisis, you have a better
kite than Benjamin Franklin ha«
and a bigger wood pile than I
have. You even have gasoline and
fuel oil vats buried deep in the
south forty, a pantry stocked
with dehydrated food, a goodly
supply of panty hoseanda draw-
er full of lipsticks withanew
brush, This energy crisis is
mighty serious and not to be
short lived,

Even if all the stupid econ-
omic controls were lifted at
midnight tonight and the Arabs

Oberammergau is the site of
the Passion Play, whichis per-
formed every ten years during
the summer months, The last
play was done in 1970 and it
will bedone again in 1980, People
from all over the world have
already made reservations for
the 1980 performance. Hundreds
of years ago, the area suffered
a terrible plague and they prayed
that if God let them live, they
would dedicate -their lives to
telling the world about Christ,
Now every ten years, they per-
form the Passion Play, a story
of Christ, his crucifixion and
resurrection,

We visited the 7000 seataud-
itorium where the Passion Play
is held-the seats are protected
by an overhead roof but the stage
is set well back and there is an
D=2 2ir spacebetweenitand the
audience, I was in awe of the
set-up as great care is taken
to preserve everything from the
severe winters, The trappings
connected with the mamoth stage
are stupendous and I am sure
they have been made especially
for this particular stage, I
found backstage to be equally
fascinating as the guide let us
peek into the numerous dress-
ing rooms. The rooms are
spotless and every item of wear-
ing apparel has its place, All
the actors’ robesare hand woven
and the rough hewn sandals are
made *by hand., . Many. of the
articles are hundreds of years
old and greatly treasured.
There, is a special dressing
room for the actor who plays
Christ, one for Maryand Martha
and so on. The colorful robes
of the Roman (soldiers. hang

neatly on one long rack, the hel-
mets for each placed neatly on
a rack above with sandals di-
rectly beneath, Sabers and
swords hang in a particular
place withnumbersbeside each-
thereby preventing mix-ups
duriiz a play,

We were told that all the
actors are groomed for their
parts from early childhood,
Some can’t be chosen until their
facial features have maturedbut
as soon as one is chosen, he
or she begins to understudy the
one now playing the part, One
continues in his part until he
becomes ill or grows too old,
Many actors keep taz2ir roles a
lifetime, depending on the type
of character each portrays, A
great deal of study goes into
each character until the person
seems to be living that life over
again, Wha! an unusual place
Oberammerygau is and what a
marvelous gift these people give
to the world!

We drove on to Schloss Lia-
derhof, one of the three castles
bui't by King Ludwig of Bavaria
in the 1850’s, Ludwig was also
known as the ‘mad King of Ba-
varia’, He literally broke his
country by spending so mich
money building castles,  The
gardens and fountains surround-
ing the castleareawe-inspiring,
Linderhof is small as castles
go, but it is a dream house,
especially if you like gold,
Everything is overdone-com-
pletely enhanced with gold or
gold trim andIdon’t meanimi-
tations! Ludwig didn’t fool a-
round with anything except the
genuine! The castle is filled
to overflowing with valuable art,

crystal, china, bric-a-brac and
furniture-some solid gold----
other things touched with  it.
Everything is in perfect con-
dition, Ludwig didn’t like to
have the kitchea nelp around,
so he devised a movaple din-
ing room floor., When the
King was ready for a meal,
he merely pushed a button and
the dining. table sank to the
lower floor, where maids load-
ed it with food and sent it back-
all laid out beautifully, Ludwig
also built a Grotto not too far
away, This is an unbelievably
beautiful house witha tiny lake,
The walls and ceiling are cov-
ered in murals resembling the
outdoors, They say when Lud-
wig was troubled, he went to
the Grotto and had his manser-
vant paddle him around in his
boat for hours.,

On our way back to the hotel
in Garmisch, I marveled at the
magnificence of the Alps and
the countryside, now shrouded
in late afternoon haze, Ber-
chtesgaden, the birthplace of
Hitler, was not too far away,
and I wondered how such beau-
tirul country could have produc-
ed this mad mni2-and how could
Ludwig lose his mind sur-
rounded by such splendor!

That avening we attended a
concert, The orchestra con-
sisted of local artists. The
music hall was amodern build-
ing and the thirty-foot glass
walls on each side revealed a
breathtaking scene. While we
listened to the music. of Bach
and Beethoven, we looked out
into a panorama with the snow-
capped Alps in the background,
trees and flowers in the fore-
ground, and silver clouds float-
ing by, It was truly a perfect
way to end the day!

A USTIN-—Excellent hay
production in Texas
combined with a two per
cent decline of the
commodity nationwide may
create an out-of-state
demand - for Texas hay,
Agriculture Commissioner

John C. White has
announced.
Dr. Roland Smith,

Extension Service
grainmarketing specialist,
reported this conclusion in
the Texas Livestock Market
News, a publication of the
Texas Department of
Agriculture.

- Dr. Smith also noted that
the outlook for feed grain
prices in 1974 ““will be quite
sensitive to export demand
and prospects for next year’s
crops both in this nation and
abroad.”

Production of grain
sorghum is up 20 per cent
from last year, Smith said.
“If this is realized, less corn
and barley may be needed in
western cattle rations than
earlier predicted. The feed
self-sufficiency is  another
indication that prices may:
soften in early fall,” he said.
