WOOL' INCENTIVE

Producers are encouraged to file wool, lamb and
mohair sales receipts by January 31, 1990. For
shorn lambs producers must file an original sales
receipt signed by the purchaser, showing the
number of head shorn, the month the lambs were
shorn, and whether or not they were purchased or
raised. For unshorn lamb purchases, the place of
purchase must be on the original sales receipt.
To be eligible for wool and mohair incentives, a
producer must have owned the animals for at least
30 days.

1990 PROGRAMS

Cotton - Producers who participated in the cotton
program can plant no more than 87.5% of their
base. ACR requirements are 14.29% of the acres
plarited for harvest. Provisions for 50-92 will be
in effect. The target price is 72.9 cents per
pound with a national loan rate of 50.27 cents a
pound.

Sorghum - Producers who participated in

sorghum program can plant no more than 90%
their base for harvest. ACR . requirements: are
11.11% of the acres planted for harvest. Provi-
sions for 0/92 will be in effect for 1990. The

target price is $2.61 a bushel.

Wheat - Producers who participate in the .wheat
program can plant no more than 95% of the base.
ACR reguirements are 5.26% of the acres planted
for harvest. Provisions for 0/92 will be in
effect. The target price is $4.00 a bushel and
the National loan rate is $1.95 a bushel.

Wheat producers also have the option of participa-

ting in what is called MODIFIED CONTRACT OPTION.

Wheat acreage may exceed 95 percent of the CAB or
the permitted acreage, but shall not be more than
105 of the CAB. 0/92 provisions are not applicable
on the modified contract option. Advance payments
will be issued to 1990 wheat modified contract
option participants that request an advance
during the signup period equal to 40% of the
projected deficiency rate up to 95% of the CAB.

Provisions common to all programs:

1. The effective payment yield will be the same
in 1989. : :

2. The base acreage will be calculated the same
as in 1989.

3. Limited cross compliance will be in effect.

4. No paid diversion will be in effect for
1990.

1989 DISASTER PROGRAM

Signup for the 1989 Disaster Assistance Program
is underway and will continue through April 2,
1990. Producers who harvest crops must provide
production evidence for all farms they have an
interest in before disaster payments will be
issued. This means all farms in all counties.
