The Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service and the Texas Sheep 
and Goat Raisers Association are 
going to co-sponsor a Lamb 
Evaluation and Judging Clinic 
on July 18 and 19 at the Texas 
A&M Research and Extension 
Center in San Angelo. The 
Clinic will be open to all in­
dividuals who are interested 
in market lamb evaluation and 
judging. Special invitations 
have been sent to judges of 
Texas lamb shows and to indi­
viduals involved in the lamb 
packing and processing indus­
tries. The Lamb Evaluation 
Clinic will allow county agents 
adult leaders and merchandisers 
an opportunity to stude to par­
ticipate in market lamb evalu­
ation both on hoof and on the 
rail. It is hoped that the 
clinic will stimulate all seg­
ments of the industry to ex­
press their thoughts and con­
cerns in an attempt to increase 
the proficiency of market lambs 
selection in Texas.

The Clinic will officidly 
open on Friday morning, July
