The Morning Glory can be grown as a
temporary house plant, (to be dis-
carded after blooming) It can be
easily raised from seed on a warm
window sill in early spring. A tem-
perature of 68 degrees is best for
germination. Seedlings appear with
2-3 weeks. With larger seeds, soaking
in tepid water for 2 days before sow-
ing willhelp speed up germination.
The old favorite "Heavenly E 1e
has larger vivid blue flowers and
blooms freely. Train with canes,
or some type of support, as these
are vigorous climbers. Snipping off
the top growth tips will produce a
bushier plant and force new shoots
to grow from the bottom. Position
your Morning Glory in a sunny win-
dow, and keep the foil moist at all
time. The flowers open in the morning
and fade in the afternoon, but there
are usually an abundant supply of
buds for a long succession of color-
fu 1 mornings!

The second session of the 97th Congress
convened last week, highlighted by the
annual State of the Union message by
the Presidnet before a joint session
of the House and Senate.

As a member of the House
Armed Services Committee, I am well
aware of the need for a strong, modern
defense force and the best personnel
to maintain it. I will support, a care
fully--considered effort to locate any
fat and waste in our military system,
but I am prepared to fight
that threatens the muscle.

Here comes the sun.

The Texas sun which shines
brightly on the state can take the
chill off those wintery days. It
has also been taking the bite out
of the energy bills for hundreds
of homeowners and businesses.
People who have been tapping
into the sun’s energy and into
conservation measures have
been keeping themselves warm
and comfortable, and have been
keeping their utility bills under
control.

Since 1970, the cost of natu-
ral gas has risen around 7,000%
for Texans. By 1990, it's ex-
pected to at least triple — by
conservative estimates; electric
rates are estimated to double.
The cost of heating and cooling
is turning into quite an expen-
sive proposition.

But the means for heating
and cooling, which account for
30-50% of the total energy de-
mand can be satisfied through
conservation measures and solar
energy, so that precious fossil
fuels can be saved for other en-
ergy needs.

The federal government rec-
ognized that people were using
much more fuel than was neces-
sary to heat and cool their
homes and businesses. This put
the entire country in the perilous
position of depending on oil
from foreign countries (some
with very unstable govern-
ments). It also drained U.S. dol-
lars out of the country. So, to
loosen the U.S. from the
clutches of other governments,
and to help keep U.S. dollars at
home, Congress decided to en-
courage people to use renewable
energy sources and to start con-
servation programs through tax
credits.

With the tax credits, the IRS
lets homeowners deduct from

their income taxes 40% of the
cost of implementing solar en-
ergy, and 15% of the cost of
conservation techniques, and
gives businesses tax credits for
using renewable energy and con-
servation.

In his efforts to balance the
budget, however, President
Reagan may recommend to
Congress that these tax credits
be abolished. The administra-
tion doesn’t think the credits are
necessary.

The credits are giving home-
owners and businesses a break
they don’t need, the administra-
tion cortends. With oil and gas
prices on the rise (and possibly
about to skyrocket if natural gas
is decontrolled soon), people
will have an incentive to start
weatherizing and using solar
without the credits.

Facing a utility bill in 8 years
that is three times what it is now
is definitely an encouragement
to weatherize, tax credit sup-
porters agree. But not everyone
has the money to put out the
cash outlay right now. Tax
credits help make it affordable.
They also help our overall utility
situation. An average house, for
example, leaks enough air each
day to fill three Goodyear
blimps; proper retrofitting can
cut that in half — that saves the
homeowner money, and the util-
ity company fuel. Less fuel use
means less dependencyson for-
eign oil.

Letting the marketplace set
the true price of solar energy and
conservation is the most effi-
cient way to operate, though,
the government responds. Tax
credits are simply inefficient
business subsidies, and the gov-
ernment must become more effi-
cient in order to balance the
budget. Taking away credits

does not cost anyone more
money; homeowners and busi-
nesses just start paying the full
cost of the service.

Tax credits do, though, assist
the new renewable energy busi-
nesses get started, the sup-
porters say. Producers in other
energy areas — oil, gas and nu-
clear — get huge government
subsidies. In fact, over 75% of
the Department of Energy’s
budget goes for nuclear work,
much of it for research on nu-

clear energy. After solar .and
conservation research and assist-
ance budgets have been cut by
over 75% two years in a row, the
tax credits, a tiny $1.8 billion in
1979, is the last bit of incentive
the government left to encour-
age the development of new, re-
newable energy markets. If we
are serious about saving our
scarce natural fossil fuels, these
incentives are vitally necessary.

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Armadillos Join Lio

Once mainly the subject
of jokes and zoological curi-
osity, armadillos have re-

cently joined with a group -

of Texas Lions in the search
for a curé to one of ‘the
world’s most misunderstood
and feared diseases: leprosy.

The Lions of the Ballinger
Noon Lions Club have
teamed with Sam Lewis, a
local armadillo enthusiast, |
to provide the armor-clad
critters for research at the
University of Hawaii. Lewis,
who raises the animals and
trains them to eat in cap-
tivity, gives them to the
Ballinger Lions, who then
arrange for their shipment
to Hawaii.

After being alerted to the
need for armadillos by a
fellow-Lion from Hawaii,
the Texas Lions contacted
Lewis and the partnership
was formed.

Researchers say that arma-
dillos—common in West
Texas and other parts of the
Southern United States—
have a natural characteristic
that makes them ideal for
leprosy research: a lower
than normal body tempera-
ture that enables them to
carry the disease and de-

notes

velop anti-bodies. Research-
ers hope to extract the
anti-bodies and develop a
vaccine.

The World Health Organi-
zation estimates that a mil-
lion new cases of leprosy
occur each year. The disease
can be found in 90 coun-
tries, and in 70 is a major
health problem :

In addition to supplying
armadillos, Lions have given
a research grant to Johns
Hopkins University through
the Lions Clubs Inter-
national Foundation. And
Japanese Lions have built
and equipped a modern hos-
pital in Agra, India to aid
those already stricken by
leprosy.

Other Lions’ programs in
developig countries include
provision of pure water sup-
plies, nutrition programs,
health screenings, and voca-
tional training.

Metal Finishers Pinching Pennies For U.S. Mint

An often overlooked man-
ufacturing process is about
to change the character of

- the American red cent—and

save the government $20
million per year.

The process is called metal
finishing, a step whereby a
metallic or plastic object is
coated with one or more
layers of another metal,
paint or plastic. Beginning
in 1982, U.S. mints will
replace the traditional cop-
per penny with a zinc coin
finished in copper. The new
pennies will be identical in
appearance and texture, but
will weigh 19 percent less
and contain only 2.4 per-
cent copper.

According to  William
Wiggins, president of the
National = Association of
Metal Finishers (NAMF),
the government decided to

old coin when the fluctuat-
ing copper market threat-
ened to raise the total
production cost of a penny
to more than a cent.

‘“Metal finishing will lower
the manufacturing cost of
the penny from eight-tenths
to six-tenths of a cent.
Government mints usually
manufacture 13 billion pen-
nies a year, which amounts
to a savings of approxi-
mately $25 million annu-
ally,” Wiggins said.

The copper finished
penny has brought metal
finishing to the attention of
many Americans for the
first time, but Wiggins is
quick to point out that the
process has long been an
integral part of the automo-
tive, jewelry, medical equip-
ment and airline industries.
Many manufacturers prefer
metal finishing because it
diminishes the need for
precious metals and reduces
production costs. Others
utilize- the technique be-
cause it can strengthen a
product’s structure or en-
hance its cosmetic value.

“Virtually all manufac-

tured goods—everything
from soup spoons to aero-
space and computer cir-
cuits—are metal finished,™
Wiggins explained. ‘“‘Most
Americans come into con-
tact with a thousand metal
finished objects every day
without realizing s

Metal finishers also like
to emphasize their indus-
try’s invaluable role in the
U.S. economy. Yet, even
though hundreds of indus-
tries are dependent on their
metal finish the 188-year- services, most of the coun-

try’s 5,000 metal finishing
firms employ 15 to 20
neople and generate less
than a million dollars in
annual revenues. “We're
small businesses, but if
every metal [inishing shop
in the country closed its
doors and took a vacation at
the same time, the economy
of this country would come
to a virtual standstill,”
Wiggins said.

Recently metal finishing
organizations spearheaded
by NAMF have begun
working with federal bodies
including the Environmental
Protection Agency, the Vice
President’s Task Force on
Deregulation and the Senate
Small Business Committee.
Even though they’re fight-
ing for industry deregula-
tion, the metal (finishers
want the country’s environ-
ment to remain protected.

“Metal finishers are con-
vinced that industry and the
environment can exist in
harmony,” Wiggins con-
cluded. “We just want a
chance to put in our own
two cents worth.”
