Library News
Well, ju s t when you husbands 
think you are ready to sit down 
and watch Friday night football, 
you are informed that it is time to 
do your fall yard preparation and 
plant your fall garden. Yes, it is 
tim e. H ow ever, w ith  our 
characteristically mild falls, you 
can plan these activities over the 
next few weeks. We suggest you 
begin your fall garden preparation 
im m ediately . T here  is an 
excellent book available at the 
library entitled: Bugs, Slugs & 
O ther Thugs which has excellent 
suggestions for solving some of 
your garden  p rob lem s. F o r 
example, did you know that corn 
oil mixed with warm water suffo­
cates nematodes when sprinkled 
near plant roots, used as a soil 
drench, or used as a root dip for 
transplants. Also, African mari­
golds release nematode poisons 
through their roots and discourage 
other harmful insects as well. As 
far as your lawn is concerned, if 
there has been a build up of thatch 
because you haven’t been using a 
grass catcher, rem oving it will 
help  d ra inage and d iscourage 
in sec t h ab ita tio n  through  the 
w in ter. A close m ow ing ju s t  
before winter will encourage basal 
shoots, which w ill thicken the 
grass. I f  your lawn is heavily 
compacted, aeration will improve 
the lawn structure. A slow release 
fertilizer is critical to your lawn to 
a ss is t it in  going th rough  the 
winter with minimum stress. This 
and other information regarding 
y o u r law n and garden  can be 
found in the National Gardening 
Association's book: G ardener 's  
Questions Answered.

F o r your ro ses, c lem atis , 
hydrangeas, crepe myrtle, hibis­
cus, woody vines and most trees 
o f  th is  a rea , fa ll p run ing  is 
recom m ended. L ater w in ter 
pruning is not prohibited provided 
it is not excessive. Later winter 
pruning will result in faster re- 
growth of wood often at the 
expense of fruit and flowers.

Other pruning information can be 
found in the book: P ru n in g  
Simplified by Lewis Hill.

To avoid  being  labeled  
"sexist”, let us quickly add that all 
the above du ties w ith  p roper 
equ ipm ent, can be perfo rm ed  
equally well by women. Perhaps 
one person could obtain the proper 
in fo rm ation  from  the above 
sources so that they might suitably 
superv ise  the o th er in  h is /h e r 
activities. (This is always most 
appreciated by the person being 
supervised, we are told!)

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Did you ever think you would 
like to trace  your fam ily 
history—to see where you came 
from: whether you are related to 
royalty or your ancestors help 
fight for America's independence?

F o r Hannah 
C astellaw  her m isconcep tions 
changed when a member o f the 
Southwest Texas Genealogy Socie­
ty invited her to attend their June 
1991 meeting. What she expected 
is certainly not what she encoun­
tered! She met a very friendly, 
enthusiastic group of people eager 
to help her d iscover her past. 
When she explained that she was a 
tenderfoot, several people offered 
suggestions and advice. The first 
place to go, they said, was to the 
Church of Jesus Christ of Latter- 
day Saints Family History Center
on R uth  S tree t in  U valde.

Monday morning she was there at 
9 a.m. when the doors opened. 
What a gold mine for genealogists, 
and it was so easy and so interest­
ing! The volunteers working at 
the C en ter w ere frien d ly  and 
helpful. There was a plethora of 
information on microfilm, micro­
fiche, and ROM computer discs. 
The volunteers taught her how to 
look for her family roots and how 
to use their equipment. She was 
also told to go to El Progreso 
L ibrary 's Genealogical Section. 
There she found many books to 
help her in her search.

One o f the best p ieces o f 
advice C astellaw  received , 
however, was to contact other 
family members who are working 
on genealogy. She made several 
calls and found a cousin, whom 
she had never met, who had al­
ready made tremendous headway, 
and was delighted to help, and sent 
a library's worth of research data. 
Now, C astellaw  is find ing  all 
kinds of cousins she never knew 
existed.

On one occasion, as a case in 
point, Castellaw 's husband was

staying at a hospital in San Anto­
nio. While he rested, she worked 
feverishly on her genealogy notes. 
His roommate noticed how en­
grossed she was and how passion­
ately she was working. He was 
intrigued and asked what she was 
doing. She explained that she was 
tracing her family history. He 
said, "I'm  very interested in trac­
ing my family history - the Win­
ters. " Recognizing the name from 
her family tree, Castellaw asked 
"Does the name James Winters 
ring  a bell?"  He responded , 
"James is my great-great grandfa­
ther." "Well, hello cousin! James 
Winters is my great-great grandfa­
ther," she exclaimed. As soon as 
her new-found relative was re ­
leased from the hospital and re­
turned home, he sent her all the 
m aterial he had gathered about 
th e ir  fam ily. You, too , may 
discover that your neighbor, you 
co-worker, or an acquaintance is 
really another branch off your old 
family tree.

In the past th ree  m onths, 
C astellaw  has made many new 
friends and has been able to trace 
h er fam ily  back to E ng land ,

Scotland and France. She has 
found out that not only did her 
ancestors fight for the independ­
ence of America but in the War of 
1812, the C iv il War, and the 
Battle of San Jacinto. History has 
come alive. Now, when Castel- 
law 's  g ran d d au g h te r w rites  a 
history report, the facts will have a 
whole new meaning for her. She 
will take pride knowing that her 
family was actually there and took 
part in many o f the events that 
shaped our history.

If  you are at all interested in 
finding out who you are and where 
you came from, you will want to 
attend Southwest Texas Genealog­
ical Society's Beginners Workshop 
on September 28, from  1 to 4 
p.m. in the Reading Room of the 
Uvalde Civic Center.

Consolidated County Education 
District #18 adopts property tax 
rate and chooses Bank Depository

The C onso lida ted  C ounty 
Education District #18 met in Ft. 
S tock ton , Texas on T hursday, 
September 5, 1991. The CED #18 
adopted a budget o f #37,100 to 
cover operating expenses for the 
1991-92 school year. The CED 
T rustees then chose a bank 
depository for the next two years. 
Pecos State Bank of Ft. Stockton 
was selected as the depository of 
CED funds.

The most controversial item on 
the agenda was the adoption of a 
property tax rate for the CED. A 
motion to set the rate at seventy- 
five cents (.75) per $100 of value 
failed by a a six to four vote. 
Another motion to set the rate at 
0.745 failed with a tie vote. The 
motion for a rate of 0.7425 also 
failed with a tie vote. Finally, the 
representative o f Juno ISD was 
persuaded to vote for the .7425 
rate and the rate was adopted on a 
six to four vote. Two CED dis­

trict representatives, fromMarfa 
and Valentine, were absent.

The tax ra te  is designed to 
raise $34,102,824.00 for 1991- 
1992 at a .9285 percent colfection 
rate . Of this am ount, Brickett 
ISD w ill rece ive  an estinated  
$1,826,501.00 to offset a lass in 
education funding from the slate of 
Texas. It is estim ated thit the 
Brackett ISD tax payers will con­
tribute $555,389.00 to theCED 
revenue. This is ro u g h ly .314 
percent o f total CED revalue. 
B rackett is scheduled  to 
receive .5356 percent of CED 
revenues.

The local tax rate that wil be 
set by Brackett ISD Trustees on 
Monday, September 16, 199lwill 
range between $0.29 and $033. 
This rate generates money t< be 
used fo r bonded  debt andfor 
enrichm ent o f the basic schiol 
program.

SIN VERSUS TABOOS 
PART II

"T herefore, concerning the 
eating of things sacrificed to idols, 
we know that there is no such 
thing as an idol in the world, and 
that there is no God but one" (I 
Corinthians 8:4).

As we saw in Part I last week, 
there was a problem among the 
Christians in the church at Corinth 
concerning a taboo. If a husband 
wanted to take his wife out to a 
steak dinner on Saturday night, the 
best steaks were served in the 
restaurant in a pagan temple, and 
the meat came from an animal that 
had been sacrificed to an idol in 
the temple. If a Christian house­
wife wanted to buy some choice 
cuts of meat to cook for her family 
at home, she had to purchase the 
meat in a butcher shop in a pagan 
temple, and again, the meat came 
from an animal sacrificed to an 
idol. And since the Old Testament 
did not specifically say that eating 
meat from an animal sacrificed to 
an idol was a sin , this question 
was causing  a d iv is io n  in the 
church; some said it was a sin, 
others said it wasn't.

The Apostle Paul tackles the 
taboo of the meat sacrificed to 
idols in chapters 8, 9, & 10 of I 
Corinthians, and in so doing he 
gave us four principles that we can 
apply to any taboo! T he f irs t 
principle is that of Christian Liber­
ty. In chapter 8, verses 4-6, Paul 
states that we all know that an idol 
is nothing, that there is only one 
God, the Father, and one Lord, 
Jesus C hrist, by whom are all 
th in g s, and we by H im . And 
therefore, with this knowledge we 
know that it is not a sin to eat the 
meat sacrificed to an idol. To 
paraphrase the notes I took from 
my first Bible teacher, "The Chris­
tian has the liberty to do certain 
things on the basis of the Word of 
God and his advanced understand­
ing of Bible doctrine."

However, Paul quickly states 
that our liberty is controlled by a 
second principle; it is that of love 
for a fellow Christian. In verses 7 
through 13 o f chapter 8, Paul 
gives us the principle o f not of­
fending the "weak" believer. In 
verse 7 he says, "However not all 
men have this knowledge (that an 
idol is nothing); but some, being 
accustomed to the idol until now, 
eat food as if it were sacrificed to 
an idol; and their conscience being 
weak is defiled." Then in verse 9 
Paul says, "But take care lest this 
liberty of yours somehow become 
a stumbling block to the weak." 
The argument Paul uses in verse 
10 is that if a strong believer who 
knows there is nothing wrong with 
eating  the m eat is seen in the 
temple restaurant by a weak be­
liever who thinks it a sin to eat the 
meat, the weak believer m ight 
become tempted to eat the meat,

and then for him it does becoie 
sin . In P a u l 's  term inology,a 
"weak" believer is immature, ad 
lacks knowledge of Bible doctrin. 
Usually, the weak believer is vey 
legalistic; he has made himselja 
sort of New Testament Law, wih 
a list of things you do and thins 
you don't do if you are a Christin 
(the d o n 'ts  are alm ost always 
taboos). You see, we are not b 
offend a weak believer, but rathr 
help him become a strong believr 
by learning a maximum amount f 
Bible doctrine.

A nother princip le  that Pail 
introduces that modifies our pri - 
ciple of liber! / is that of expedie- 
cy toward tae unbeliever. Ini 
Corinthians 10:23-33, Paul us> 
the example o f the temple met 
m arket to illustra te  our prop • 
behavior towards unbeliever 
Verse 23 say, “eat anything th a t; 
sold in the meat market, witho 
asking questions forconscienc 
sake...."  Then in verses 27 to 'j. 

Paul uses the example of an unb 
liever inviting you over for suppi 
where meat from the temple wi
be served, ”If one of tke vmbelie>
ers invites you, and you w !sh t 
go, eat anything that is set -efoi 
you, without asking questions fc 
conscience sake. B t if  anyon 
should say to you, 'T h is  is mea 
sacrificed to idols,' do not eat 1 
for the sake o f the one who it- 
formed you, and for consciene 
sake; I mean not your own co- 
science, but the other m an's..." 
In other words, Paul says that yu 
are in v ited  to an unbelieve is 
house for a steak dinner with mtt 
from a pagan temple. If your hit 
does not make an issue of wh^e 
the meat came from, then doit 
you make an issue of it either; it 
your steak and enjoy it. Buff 
your host makes an issue of lie 
meat, that is, he knows you area 
C hristian  and he taunts you b 
stating the meat was sacrificed to;

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Letter to BISD Board from nurse applicant Letter to Citizens of Brackett, BISD and Texas
August 19, 1991

To: Superintendent McCall
and Honored Members of the
School Board

First of all, I would like you to 
know I am very honored to have 
been considered for the position of 
Brackettville ISD 's school nurse. 
I was also ra ther exhilarated to 
discover that my qualifications 
were looked at favorably by some 
members assembled here. It goes 
without saying, that any profes­
sional with a background of serv­
ice in a fie ld  o f endeavor that 
m easures success or failure on 
one's consideration of the health 
and well-being of others, would 
probably also feel a similar sense 
of pride.

I am relatively new to this city 
and s ta te . My career as a 
registered nurse has been as varied 
and personally rewarding as any 
occupation could possibly have 
been. Throughout this period I 
have always attempted to conduct 
myself in as professional a manner 
as is possible. Thus, to have been 
judged capable of handling such an 
important position as this on the 
basis of my past accomplishments 
and professional record has filled 
my heart with warmth.

The circumstances that led me 
to Brackettville may have already 
been brought to your attention. 
The recent amputation of my right 
leg due to a diabetic infection may 
have hastened my arrival here, but 
I remain undaunted in my belief 
that even such a loss may have 
been a part of God's plan for me. 
While recovering and planning for 
my return to work as a productive 
citizen of this community, I have 
never used my leg as a physical 
excuse for remaining dormant. I

continue to practice my artwork 
and try to find useful ways to uti­
lize my other skills.

One o f my f irs t concerns 
voiced during my initial interview 
was whether my physical condition 
would be detrimental in any way 
towards the complete fulfillment of 
my du ties. I was assured by 
Superintendent McCall that such 
was not the case. If I felt that my 
ability  to perform  any nursing 
functions that might be expected of 
me would in any way jeopardize 
the health  o f a sing le  ch ild , I 
would not have applied for the 
position. My primary concern is 
for the students.

During a subsequent interview 
last week, Mr. McCall informed 
me that he wanted me to work for 
the School District. However, he 
very kindly suggested that there 
was opposition to my employment 
bases on the length of my hair. 
He suggested that I meet with the 
School Board. I want you all to 
know that dealing with the same 
question is not a new experience 
for me. I understand  and 
commend you all for expressing 
your concerns.

I come here not w ishing to 
change any o f your minds 
regarding your decision. I wish 
only  to c la rify  my p o sitio n . 
Through my nursing career I have 
attempted always to present myself 
to the public in a clean and profes­
sional manner. Personal hygiene 
is required in my capacity as a 
public figure. I personally would 
be ashamed to present an image of 
slovenly dress or neglect of my 
outward appearance.

My reasons for wearing my 
hair the length that you see it now 
are based on my culture and reli­
gious beliefs. I am an American 
Indian man. By custom, through­

out history my people have worn 
th e ir h a ir in the m anner I do. 
Among my e ld ers , it is also  a 
belief that a mans hair is a natural 
part of his body. For me to cut 
my hair would compare to another 
amputation. As I said, I do not 
wish to change your minds. I do 
not approve, nor do I advocate, 
long hair among my fellow citi­
zens, or their children. I realize 
that the g rea test m ajority  o f 
American society wears their hair 
sh o rt as a m atter o f  accepted 
custom . Long hair by faddist 
societal elements in past genera­
tions was a m atter o f personal 
revolution against the norm. Of 
this, I am well aware. However, 
my hair length has never been a 
fad, or an attempt to revolutionize 
or militarize a style, but more a 
m atter o f  sp iritu a l honor and 
personal cultural integrity.

From time to time throughout 
my life, my hair length has been 
addressed. In nursing school there 
was a dress code. I did not 
request special consideration. The 
nursing  facu lty  board  at the 
university spontaneously requested 
me to meet with them and explain 
my hair length. They subsequent­
ly requested me to continue Wear­
ing my hair according to my stated 
principles. I went on to attain the 
position of President of my class. 
Since that time hair has caused 
more problems and questions for 
me than any of my employers or 
clientele. But, I feel that a man 
must be guided by spiritual and 
reasonable principles. Therefore, 
I w ill con tinue to respect and 
honor your position and I pray that 
you understand mine.

To profess concern 
for the health and well-being of 
the d istric t's  schoolchildren and 
continue for several weeks without 
a school nurse due to the excuse 
that I may in some way negatively 
influence the adm inistration or 
staff's ability to enforce the dress 
code for your children impresses 
me as the grossest form of hypoc­
risy. I must further state that such 
action as this not only endangers 
the health and safety of your chil­
dren, but also places limits and 
constraints on o n e 's  ab ility  to 
ob ta in  em ploym ent due to a 
somewhat narrow view of constitu­
tional rights and freedoms.

The standard equipment of the 
Union Army was muzzle-loading 
Springfield or Enfield rifles and 
the type o f cannon now so often 
found on courthouse lawns. Many 
early regiments, however, went to 
the front with arms of their own. 
Other hundreds of thousands of 
rifles were furnished by contrac­
tors who took all the old castoff 
weapons which European govern­
m ents could  drag from  th e ir 
armies junk heaps.

A lot of these rifles sold to our 
War Department at extravagant 
p rices and had to be scrapped 
immediately. Others proved to be 
more dangerous to the man behind 
the breech than the enemy before 
the muzzle.

Before 1861 American compa­
nies were making breech-loading 
repeating rifles which would fire 
15 times as fast as the best of the 
muzzle loaders, with equal accura­
cy and force and were easier to 
load. But for some reason the 
War D epartm ent w ouldn 't use 
these weapons.

In the closing months of the

Civil War a new C hief o f O rd­
nance, A lexander B. D yer 
equipped a few companies of the 
Southwest with repeating rifles 
and these weapons enabled the 
men to have better results. When 
the war was over the same arms 
w ere adopted for the regu lar 
Army. Even Gatling guns, firing 
250 shots per minute were not 
adopted for general use till after 
the War.

The m unitions o f the 
Confederacy were inferior to those 
of the North. Battlefield captures, 
raiding runs, imports from Europe 
and arms from Southern munitions 
plants kept the southern troops 
armed.

The south was alm ost 
completely cut off by the blockade 
o f E uropean supp lies. W hile 
saltpeter and sulfur in the raw state 
were plentiful in the confederacy, 
they lacked machinery and labor.

But by 1864, lead-sm elting 
works, foundries, canon, rifle, 
carbine and pistol factories were 
operating. Now the big problem 
for the South was the lack o f 
proper transportation.

else in the fu tu re  from  being 
controlled in like manner?

I am sorry if I offend anyone 
on the school board who may have 
been voted down on the decision 
not to hire me. Though disillu­
sioned by the belief that life in this 
sm all w est Texas town was 
somehow more special and beauti­
ful than life in the M etropolis, I 
continue to have many friends who 
have welcomed me here and greet 
me with kindness and civility. 
Why some members of the school 
board have not been able to greet 
me in the same manner after this 
act o f th e irs  is beyond me. 
Perhaps it may be that th e ir 
consciences are afflic ting them 
somewhat. W hoever you may 
eventually employ to serve in this 
capacity, I hope they can serve 
your children well regardless of 
what administrative constraints the 
respected members of your elected 
school board may place on them.

R elig ious freedom s are 
guaranteed by the Bill of Rights 
and m ust be p ro tec ted  for 
everyone. It is almost 500 years 
since Columbus' arrival on this 
co n tin en t. Yet, the o rig in a l 
American's traditional religions 
have historically been denied and 
legislated against. In 1978, a

Native American Religious Free­
dom Act was finally approved as 
F ederal Law. Yet, today our 
views though misunderstood and 
unorthodox some are still alive and 
viable among my people. I would 
be morally bankrupt if I denied 
religious tradition and principle to 
work for your school officials. I 
shall consider myself not poorer 
but wiser. D espite my d is illu ­
sionment I will continue to attempt 
to become a productive citizen of 
this community.

B rack e ttv ille , and the 
surrounding area, is filled with 
peop le  o f s trong  and u p rig h t 
religious conviction. I read with 
great interest the views of all of 
them . The fact that each can 
express their learned opinions and 
w orsh ip  as they choose had a 
major influence in the making of 
the greatest of all countries on the 
face of the earth. When, and if, 
the people recognize the voice of 
in d ig n a tio n  o f my peop le  as 
similar to those of our founding 
fathers who fought for freedoms 
inalienable to all of humankind, 
perhaps we will truly achieve a 
sense of "Liberty and Justice for 
all."

Senate Joint Resolution 102 
Public Law No. 95-341

August 11, 1978

Whereas the freedom of religion for all people is an inherent right, 
fundamental to the democratic structure of the United States and is 
guaranteed by the First Amendment of the United States Constitution; 

Whereas the United States has traditionally rejected the concept of a 
government denying individuals the right to practice their religion 
and. as a result, has benefited from a rich variety of religious heritages 
in this country;

Whereas the religious practices of the American Indian (as well as Native 
Alaskan and Hawaiian) are an integral part of their culture, tradition 
and heritage, such practices forming the basis of Indian identity and 
value systems;

Whereas the traditional American Indian religions, as an integral part of 
Indian life, are indispensable and irreplaceable;

policy has often resulted in the abridgment of religious freedom for 
traditional American Indians;

Whereas such religious infringements result from the lack of knowledge 
or the insensitive and inflexible enforcement of Federal policies and 
regulations premised on a variety of laws;

Whereas such laws were designed for such worthwhile purposes as 
conservation and preservation of natural species and resources but 
were never intended to relate to Indian religious practices and, there­
fore, were passed without consideration of their effect on traditional 
American Indian religions;

Whereas such laws and policies often deny American Indians access to 
sacred sites required in their religions, including cemeteries; 

Whereas such laws at times prohibit the use and possession of sacred 
objects necessary to the exercise of religious rites and ceremonies; 

Whereas traditional American Indian ceremonies have been intruded 
upon, interfered with, and in a few instances banned: Now, therefore, 
be it
Resolved by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United 

States of America in Congress assembled, That henceforth it shall be the 
policy of the United States to protect and preserve for American Indians 
their inherent right of freedom to believe, express, and exercise the 
traditional religions of the American Indian, Eskimo. Aleut, and Native 
Hawaiians, including but not limited to access to sites, use and posses­
sion of sacred objects, and the freedom to worship through ceremonials 
and traditional rites.

Sec. 2. The President shall direct the various Federal departments, 
agencies, and other instrumentalities responsible for administering rel­
evant laws to evaluate their policies and procedures in consultation with 
native traditional religious leaders in order to determine appropriate 
changes necessary to protect and preserve Native American religious 
cultural rights and practices. Twelve months after approval of this 
resolution, the President shall report back to the Congress the results of. 
his evaluation, including any changes which were made in administra­
tive policies and procedures, and any recommendations he may have for 
legislative action.

PROPOSITION NO. 1 

ON THE BALLOT
House Joint Resolution 114 pro­

poses a constitutional amendment 
that would authorize home rule cities 
having a population of 5,000 or 
fewer inhabitants to amend their 
city charters by a majority vote of 
a city’s qualified voters at an elec­
tion held for that purpose. The 
amendment makes clear that home 
rule cities that have declined in 
population below the population re­
quired to initially adopt a charter 
may nevertheless continue to amend 
their charters.

The proposed amendment will be 
described on the ballot as follows: 

“The constitutional amendment al­
lowing home-rule cities with a 
population of 5,000 or less to 
amend their charters by popular 
vote.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 10 pro­
poses a constitutional amendmentthat would allow the legislature to
authorize the Texas Department of 
Transportation to expend money, 
from any source available, for the 
costs of the turnpikes, toll roads, or 
toll bridges of the Texas Turnpike 
Authority, provided that any monies 
expended from the state highway 
fund shall be repaid to the fund 
from tolls or other turnpike rev­
enue.

The proposed amendment will be 
described on the ballot as follows: 

“The constitutional amendment 
mandating the repayment to the 
Department of Transportation of 
monies expended to assist the 
Texas Turnpike Authority in the 
construction, maintenance, and op­
eration of turnpikes, toll roads 
and toll bridges.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 26 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would authorize the Veterans’ 
Land Board to invest, as authorized 
by law, moneys of the Veterans’ 
Land Fund which are not immedi­
ately committed to the payment of 
principal and interest on bonds 
issued by the Veterans’ Land Board, 
the purchase of lands, or the pay­
ment of expenses. Investment of 
such moneys would no longer be re­
stricted to investments in bonds or 
obligations of the United States. The 
proposed amendment would also 
authorize the Veterans’ Land Board 
to invest, as authorized by law, 
moneys of the Veterans’ Housing 
Assistance Fund which are not im­
mediately committed to the payment 
of principal and interest on general 
obligation bonds issued by the Vet­
erans’ Land Board for the benefit 
of the Veterans’ Housing Assistance 
Fund, the making of home mor­
tgage loans, or the payment of ex­
penses. Investment of such moneys 
would no longer be restricted to in­
vestments in bonds or obligations of 
the United States. The proposed 
amendment gives the legislature 
power to implement the amendment 
and to delegate such duties and au­
thority to the Veterans’ Land Board 
as it deems necessary.

The proposed amendment will be 
described on the ballot as follows: 

“The constitutional amendment to 
authorize the legislature to further 
implement and enhance the ad­
ministration of the veterans’ 
housing assistance and land pro­
grams and to expand the invest­
ment authority of the Veterans’ 
Land Board.”

PROPOSITION NO. 4 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 4 proposes 
a constitutional amendment that 
would allow the legislature to au­
thorize the issuance of a maximum 
of $1.1 billion in general obligation 
bonds. The proceeds of the bonds are 
to be used to acquire, construct, or 
equip new prisons and substance 
abuse felony punishment facilities, 
mental health and mental retarda-

In 1990 the Texas Agricultural 
E x tension  Serv ice in itia ted  a 
program to try to assist in reduc­
ing the amount of material going 
onto landfills. The "Don't Bag It" 
program is designed to have an 
a ttra c tiv e  lawn that is mowed 
more frequently with the shorter 
grass clippings left on the lawn. 
These clippings left on the lawn 
contribute to lawn nutrient needs 
and do not need to be hauled away 
to fill precious landfill space.

There are a variety of materials 
placed in landfills. Some of these 
materials are recyclable and some 
are not. One significant solid 
waste product that does not have 
to go into a landfill at all and is 
certainly recyclable is grass clip­
pings. Across this country, ton 
a fte r ton o f  g rass c lipp ings is 
deposited each year in city and

county landfills. The clippings not 
only take up space, but cost thou­
sands of dollars to transplant.

Grass clippings are a valuable 
resource. They contain approxi­
m ately 4 percen t n itro g en , 2 
percen t po tassium , .5 percent 
phosphorus and the essen tia l 
m icronutrients. Each cutting of 
grass blades decomposes quickly 
to serve as a season-long nutrient 
source.

When the clippings are sup­
plemented by a 5 pound per square 
foot lawn application o f 3-1-2 
ration slow release fertilizer on 
May 1 and a similar application 
with a quick release fertilizer in 
October, there will be fewer, if 
any, lawns that look as good.

Golf courses are characterized 
as the optimum example o f turf 
management. Golf courses do not 
bag their lawn clippings. Instead 
they are left on the tu rf and pro­
vide nutrients to the existing grass. 
Remember, the key to this concept 
is mowing more frequently.

Remove your lawn bagger and 
put the chute door in place. Some 
mowers have an automatic door 
that falls in place when the bagger 
is removed. Other mowers have a 
manual guard that must be bolted 
in place.

Mow the lawn every four to 
six days whenever the grass has 
added one h a lf  o f its  mowing 
height. (2 inch mowing height - 
mow at 3 inches)

Water to keep the lawn green 
and only when it needs it. The turf 
needs w ater when your foot 
impression lingers in the grass or 
when you notice a slight color 
change.

In this county, you will need to 
water about every five to six days. 
M ost hose sprinklers put one- 
fourth to one-third of an inch of 
water per hour. If the water runs 
o ff, let the w ater soak in , for 
about one hour, then continue 
watering. The best time to water 
is early in the morning.

The bonds and interest 
on the bonds would be paid from the 
first money coming into the state 
treasury that is not otherwise ap­
propriated by the constitution, less 
any amount in a sinking fund at the 
end of the preceding fiscal year that 
is pledged to payment of the bonds 
or interest.

The proposed amendment will be 
described on the ballot as follows: 

“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the issuance of up to 
$1.1 billion in general obligation 
bonds for acquiring, constructing, 
or equipping new prisons or other
punishmen t r a - c i l i  Hob to coiifJno

criminals, mental health and men­
tal retardation institutions, and 
youth corrections institutions, for 
major repair or renovation of 
existing facilities of those institu­
tions, and for the acquisition of, 
major repair to, or renovation of 
other facilities for use as state 
prisons or other punishment fa­
cilities.”

PROPOSITION NO. 5 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 39 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would allow a county, junior 
college district, or municipality to 
exempt tangible personal property 
from ad valorem taxation if: (1) 
the property is acquired or brought 
into the state in an enterprise zone 
to be forwarded outside the state, 
(2) the property is assembled, 
stored, repaired, maintained, manu­
factured, processed, or fabricated 
in the enterprise zone, (3) the prop­
erty is transported outside the state 
not later than 175 days after being 
acquired or brought into an enter- 
prize zone, and (4) the person who 
acquired or brought the property 
into an enterprise zone is a qualified 
business. A county, junior college 
district, or municipality may exempt 
such property by entering into a 
written agreement with a qualified 
business that states the duration of 
the exemption and the terms on 
which the exemption is granted. Any 
action to exempt property must be 
taken before April 1 of the first 
year in which the property would 
otherwise be taxed. The term “enter- 
prize zone” means an area that (1) 
has been designated as such by a 
state agency responsible for econom­
ic development, and (2) has per­
vasive poverty, unemployment, and 
economic distress. The term “quali­
fied business” means a business that 
meets the qualification established 
by general law. and requires that 
the qualified business is actively en­
gaged in a new business in the enter- 
prize zone or is expanding a business 
that is already active in the enter­
prise zone. An enterprise zone is 
created to foster economic develop­
ment in an area of pervasive pov­
erty and unemployment.

The proposed amendment will be 
described on the ballot as follows: 

“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the exemption for ad 
valorem taxes of certain property 
in an enterprise zone.”

PROPOSITION NO. 6 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 8 proposes 
a constitutional amendment that 
would establish a Texas Ethics 
Commission with the powers and 
duties provided by law. The com­
mission would consist of eight ap­
pointed members selected as fol­
lows : two members of different 
political parties appointed by the 
governor from a list of at least ten 
names submitted by the members of 
the house of representatives from 
each major political party; two

members of different political par­
ties appointed by the governor from 
a list of at least ten names sub­
mitted by the members of the senate 
from each major political party; 
two members of different political 
parties appointed by the speaker of 
the house of representatives from a 
list of at least ten names submitted 
by the members of the house from 
each major political party; and two 
members of different political par­
ties appointed by the lieutenant 
governor from a list of at least ten 
names submitted by the members of 
the senate from each major political 
party. A major political party is a 
political party required by law to 
hold a primary. With the exception 
of the initial appointees, commission 
members would serve for four-year 
terms. A member who has served for 
one term and any part of a second 
term would not be eligible for reap­
pointment. The commission would 
be authorized to recommend the 
salary of the members of the legis­
lature and may recommend that the 
salary of the speaker of the house 
of representatives and the lieutenant 
governor be set at an amount higher 
than that of other members. If the 
commission recommends a change in 
salary, the voters would be autho­
rized to accept or reject the salary 
change at the next general election 
for state and county officers. If the 
voters approve the recommended 
salary, that salary would take effect 
January 1 of the next odd-numbered 
year; if the voters reject the recom­
mended salary, no change in salary
wouM occur. The commission would

set the per diem of the members of 
the legislature and of the lieutenant 
governor. The per diem could be 
raised or lowered biennially as 
necessary to pay members’ costs, 
but could not exceed the amount al­
lowed as of January 1 that year as 
a federal income tax deduction for 
living expenses incurred in a legis­
lative day in connection with a mem­
ber’s business as a legislator, disre­
garding any federal income tax ex­
ception for legislators residing near 
the Capitol. The commission would 
have other powers and duties pro­
vided by the commission’s enabling 
act (Senate Bill 1, 72nd Legislature, 
Regular Session). The amendment 
would also provide that an increase 
in the emoluments of the office of 
Lieutenant Governor would not make 
a legislator ineligible to serve in the 
office of Lieutenant Governor.

The proposed amendment will be 
described on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment 
creating the Texas Ethics Com­
mission and authorizing the com­
mission to recommend the salary 
for members of the legislature 
and the lieutenant governor, sub­
ject to voter approval, and to set 
the per diem for those officials, 
subject to a limit.”

PROPOSITION NO. 7 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate J oint Resolution 6 proposes 
a constitutional amendment that 
would allow the board of trustees of 
each statewide public retirement 
system to invest the funds of the 
system in such manner as the board 
considers prudent. The board would 
no longer be limited to investing the 
funds of the system in securities.

The proposed amendment will be 
described on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment 
to allow the board of trustees of 
a statewide public retirement sys­
tem to invest the funds of the 
system in a manner that the board 
considers prudent.”

PROPOSITION NO. 8 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 21 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would permit the legislature to 
create debt by or on behalf of the 
state if the legislature submitted 
the debt question to the voters of 
the state in the form of a proposi­
tion and a majority of those voting 
approved the proposition. The legis­
lature may call the election, by joint 
resolution approved by at least two- 
thirds of the members of each house, 
during any regular session or dur­
ing any special session if the subject 
of the proposition is included in the 
Governor’s proclamation for that 
special session. A proposition must 
clearly describe the amount and pur­
pose for which debt is to be created 
and must describe the source of pay­
ment for the debt. The amount of 
debt stated in the proposition may

not be exceeded and may not be re­
newed unless the right to exceed or 
renew is stated in the proposition. 
The legislature may enact laws 
necessary to implement the authority 
granted by a proposition. A law en­
acted in anticipation of the election 
on a proposition is valid if, by its 
terms, it is enacted subject to ap­
proval of the related proposition. 
State debt that is created following 
voter approval of a proposition and 
that is approved by the Attorney 
General is incontestable for any 
reason.

The proposed amendment will be 
described on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the voters of this state 
to consider state debt questions in 
the form of ballot propositions 
that must clearly describe the 
amounts, purposes, and sources of 
payment of the debt only after 
approval of the propositions by a 
two-thirds vote of each house of 
the legislature.”

PROPOSITION NO. 9 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 11 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would authorize the commis­
sioner of the General Land Office 
to issue patents for certain public 
free school fund land for which 
there is not a valid transfer of title 
from either the State or the Republic 
of Texas to a private party. A patent
is t x  docum ent o £  title  iqaued by the

state. On application to the School 
Land Board, a person is entitled to 
receive a patent if: (1) the land is 
surveyed public free school fund 
land, (2) the land was not patentable 
under the law before the adoption of 
this proposed amendment, (3) the 
person acquired the land without 
knowledge of the title defect out of 
the State of Texas or the Republic 
of Texas and held the land under 
color of title, the chain of which 
dates from at least January 1. 1941, 
(4) the person has a recorded deed 
on file in the county courthouse 
and, in conjunction with his prede­
cessor in interest, has claimed the 
land for at least fifty  years as of 
January 1, 1991. and (5) the per­
son, in conjunction with his prede­
cessor in interest, for at least 50 
years has paid taxes on the land 
together with all interest arid pen­
alties associated with any delin­
quency. If the applicant is denied a 
patent, the applicant may file suit 
against the School Land Board in a 
district court in the county where 
the land is located within 60 days 
from the date of denial. The pro­
posed amendmerit does not apply to 
beach land, submerged land, or 
islands, and may not be used to 
resolve a boundary dispute. The pro­
posed amendment also does not apply 
to land found by a court to be state- 
owned or to land on which the state 
has given a mineral lease that is in 
effect when a patent is sought. A 
patent under this proposed amend­
ment for land within five miles of 
mineral production shall reserve 
minerals to the state in the manner 
provided by law for reservations of 
minerals in sales to claimants of un­
surveyed school land within five 
miles of production. An application 
for a patent under this proposed 
amendment must be filed with the 
School Land Board before January 
1,1993.

This proposed constitutional 
amendment is similar to the version 
of article VII. section 4A, that was 
in effect between 1981 and 1990. 
The main difference is that under 
the earlier version the applicant for 
a patent to land had to have a chain 
of title that dated back to at least 
as early as January 1, 1932.

The proposed amendment will be 
described on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the commissioner of 
the General Land Office to issue 
patents for certain public free 
school fund land held in good faith 
under color of title for at least 50 
years.”

PROPOSITION NO. 10 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 15 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would allow the legislature to 
pass general laws to exempt proper­
ty owned by a nonprofit corporation 
organized to supply water or pro­
vide wastewater service from ad 
valorem taxation. A nonprofit cor­
poration would be eligible for the 
exemption if its bylaws provide that

on dissolution, the assets remaining 
after the discharge of the corpora­
tion’s indebtedness will be trans­
ferred to an entity providing water 
supply or wastewater service, or 
both, which is exempt from ad 
valorem taxation. The transferred 
assets must be property that is rea­
sonably necessary for and used for 
water supply and wastewater ser­
vices.

The proposed amendment will be 
described on the ballot as follows: 

“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the legislature to ex­
empt from ad valorem taxes cer­
tain property of a nonprofit 
corporation that supplies water or 
provides wastewater service.”

PROPOSITION NO. 11 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 8 proposes 
a constitutional amendment that 
would allow the legislature to pass 
laws to authorize the State of Texas 
to operate lotteries and to enter into 
a contract with one or more legal 
entities that will operate lotteries on 
behalf of the State of Texas.

The proposed amendment will be 
described on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing a state lottery.”

PROPOSITION NO. 12 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 34 pro-
poses a  constitutional amendment
that would increase the total amount 
of bonds that may be issued by the 
Texas Water Development Board to 
provide wholesale and retail water 
and wastewater facilities to eco­
nomically distressed areas of the 
state. The proposed amendment in­
creases the maximum principal 
amount of the bonds from 20 per­
cent to 50 percent of the $500 million 
amount authorized by article III, 
section 49-d-7, of the Texas Constitu­
tion. The proposed amendment would 
increase the maximum aggregate 
dollar amount of bonds that the 
Texas Water Development Board 
could issue from $100 million to 
$250 million.

The proposed amendment will be 
described on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to 
increase from 20 percent to 50 
percent the percentage of Texas 
water development bonds previ­
ously authorized by Texas voters 
that may be issued for economical­
ly distressed areas.”

PROPOSITION NO. 13 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 2 proposes 
a constitutional amendment that 
would allow the legislature to pass 
general laws authorizing Texas 
Higher Education Coordinating 
Board or its successor to issue and 
sell up to $300 million of general 
obligation bonds to finance educa­
tion loans to students. The maximum 
net effective interest rate to be 
borne by the bonds would be set by 
law. The amendment would also 
authorize the legislature to provide 
for the investment of bond proceeds 
and to establish an interest and 
sinking fund to pay the bonds and 
provide for the investment of such 
fund. Bonds authorized under this 
amendment would be paid from the 
first money coming into the treasury 
in each fiscal year that is not other­
wise appropriated by the constitu­
tion, less any amount in an interest 
and sinking fund established at the 
end of the preceding year that is 
pledged to the payment of the bonds 
or interests.

The proposed amendment will be 
described on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment 
providing for the issuance of gen­
eral obligation bonds not to exceed 
$300,000,000 to continue existing 
programs to provide educational 
loans to students, with repayments 
of student loans applied toward 
retirement of the bonds.”
