' erute Army; fri Co. E 21s* Texsw 
Infantry. At the bombardment 
ci Sabine Pass he with 4* com­
rades repulsed ever 1500 Feder- 
hIs. He was married three times 
and lost his first wife during the 
w ar. Three er four years after 
tke war he moved to Brown Co. 
and it was there the Indians 
brutally murdered hie wife and 
two children. Several years 
after this- sad misfoi U * he 
moved to Coke County and 
settled on what is known as 
Willkms Ranch. He died in 
Gail on the morning of 6th Inst, 
at the age of 72 years having 
been converted nearly five years 
before his decease. He left 
threb children to mourn his loss.
