Depends Upon What It Will Buy
and is Practically Worthless
Expect For its Purchasing
Power.

Wall Street Journal;

The value of the dollar depends
upon what it can buy. Itis prac-
tically worthless, except for its

purchasing power. In Septem-
ber, 190o, the average price of
commodities, according to Dun’s
index number, was ¢0,714. In
Scptember. 1905, it is 100,308. 1t
has increased 9.594. or about 10.5
per cent. Hence, it takes about
$1.10 to purchase today what
could be bought for $1 five years

ago. The value of the dollar
bas, therefore, materially de-
clined.

A fixed income that has not
changed in five years, such as a
salary ur the'interest upon bond
investments, is worth less today
than it was in 1900, because its
purchasing power is less, The
$1000 clerk discovers that, in
some mysterious way, his income
has shrunk. although there has
been no reduction in his salary.
The widow who has $1ooo in-
come from bonds, discovers now
go well off as she was five years
ago, although she 'receives the
same amount of interest regular-
ly.

THE PRESIDENT RECEIVES MES-
SAGES. FROM MONARCHS.

HIS SHARE RECOCGNIZED BY CZAR

The Russian Emperor Speaks of His
Co-Operation in Attainment of
Result.

» Washington, Oct. 20.—Formal, but
none the less hearty, expressions of
thanks of the Russian and Japanese
Emperors to President Roosevelt for
his efforts in the course of peace
were made public by Secretary Root
last night.

The Russian Emperor’'s message con-
tained the followin instruction to Bar-
on Rosen, the Russian ambassador:

“The Russian ambassador is order-
ed to express to the President in the
name of the Emperor the sincere satis-
faction experienced by His Imperial
Majesty at the re-establishment of
peace for the good of all the people
and their future prosperity. At this
historical hour, the Imperial Sover-
eign cannot but recollect with great
pleasure the sincere efforts put for-
ward by the President in order to co-
operate in the attainment of that re-
sult. These efforts have been most
highly appreciated, as they entirely re-
spond to the sentiments of riendship
and regard which animate His Imperi-
al Majesty toward the President per-
sonally and toward the American peo-
ple.”

" The note from the Emperor of Japan
reads:

Tokio, Oct. 18.—To Theodore Roose-
velt, Washington: The formalities nec-
essary to bring tbke. treaty of Ports-
mouth into full force and vigor having
been accomplished and peace having
been definiately re-established be-
tween Japan and Russia, I desire again
to' express my very high appreciation
of your distinguished and important
services in the cause of peace, and
also to thank you most sincerely for
the gracious hospitality to my plenipo-
tentiaries by which they were ena-
bled to perform their labors under the
most favorable auspices. Mutsuhito.

In the rear and between and all about
these bales were displayed several va-
rieties of grain and feed crops, and
above this the streamer read: “To
the Union Yard for 11 Cents. I Di-
versified. 1 Can Keep My Cotton.
Don’t Have to Sell.” Dr. Preston was
shown ,these wagons on the fair
grounds, and he pronounced the dis-
play the richest idea on the grounds.
Capt. Maltby of Calhoun county said:
“Good, boys! Good! Stick to it. You
are on the right road.”

The Journal man did not have op-
portunity to inspect the carpenters’
floats closely, but the designs were
splendid. A house was in process of
erection on each float, but the non-
union, $1.50, 10-hour men did not seem
to be earning their salt, while the
up-to-date workmen finished their
building before the procession reached
the south edge of town.

There was a fairly good turn out of
farmers on the fair grounds, and union
badges were mucA in evidence, and as
no speaker arrived, the day was spent
in social converse and looking at the
exhibits,

Houston Shippers’ Guids.

About Potato ﬂot and Farmers' Views.

Commenting on the reports of wide-
spread rot in potatoes, a New York
merchant who is one of the largest
factors in these goods, says that he is
not at all discouraged, or even influ-
by the reports. All
farmers, he says are pessimists at this
time of the year, especially about their

| crops.

“This is putting it mildly,” he says,
“for we know that many farmers are
outrageous llars, which is also true of
other classes. You cannot believe all
you hear now about potato rot. A
farmer will find a few rotten potatoes
in the hills the examines and he will
say that he hasn’t got any potatoes at
all. Another man will find that his
crop is sounder than hig neighbor’s,
and he will say that his crop is fine,
but everybody elses in his viclnity js
a failure.”

“The farmers don’t know just how
the rot is going to turn out now, be-
cause it is eatirely too early and it
will take two or three weeks yet for
them to see where they are at. There
is always more or less rot at this time
of the year, particularly after a rainy
season; but there is always a good
deal more talk of it than there is actu-
ally the disease.”

“It is significant of this peculiarity
of the farmers to bé very pessimistic,
that when they have unquestionably a
good crop, they are very optimistic.
At such times you will hear a farmer
say that his crop os the largest and
best he ever saw, when as a matter
of fact it is just about an average
yield. In other words, you have al-
ways got to look out for the average
farmer’'s exaggeration of the condi-
tions.”

Note—It is a fact, from all reports,
than on account of wet season all
norwiern potatoes are attacked by the
rot and will not keep in storage, and
potatoes will be higher ,and when it
comes to a showdown' the New York
merchant is a bigger liar than the
average farmer.

Wortham's Peach Farm.

Houston, Tex., Oct. .—Hon. L. J.
Wortham and Prof. F. W, Mally came
in yesterday from Fitze, a growing
place on the Houston East & West
Texas Railway in the center of the
peach belt of Eastern Texas. Through
the latter it was learned that Mr.
Wortham has a valuable tract of fruit
land and a pretty residence in that lo-
aclity. Of this tract he has just put
165 acres in peach treés. In fact that
was what took them out there. The
planting included 6,000 peach trees of
the yellow flesh varieties. They are
the Art Beauty, the Guinn and the EIl-
berta. The plants are a year old, and
the history of these delicious and most
valuable of peaches is to the effect that
in three years they will begin to bear,
and then will begin tge&ppear the rich
résard to which Mr. Wor his
family wil! clearly be entitled. The
tract has a prettily varied surface and
a bounteous water supply. It is a fact
that Mr. Wortham has a son taking a
horticultural course at the Agricultur-
al and Mechanical College., This may
be the inspiring motive that caused the
purchase, and the young man may In
the years to come be a great factor in
the pomological greatness of Eastern
Texas. Fitze is a small station four
miles south of Garrison and fifteen
miles north of Nacogdoches, and has
the altitude that is considered by the
orchardists as ideal for peaches. The
place is in easy reach of Houston.

California Canteloupes.

The writer a few days ago had the
pleasure of a pleasant chat with Mr,
A. McComas of the famous Coach-
ella Valley of California; where the
canteloupe is king. This valley js be-
low sea level and arid. The tempera-
ture reaches 130 in the shade in sum-
mer and the place is not by any means
a pleasure resort, but by means of ir-
rigation with artesian water, which is
increased in flow by large pumps, and
their attendant early season, they are
getting rich growing ecanteloupes. The
gentleman says they netted $1.91 per
standard crate for their entire crop this
season.

He was, however, very much surprised
to learn that we put our first “cants”
out this year from Raymondville on
May 7, just 13 days ahead of Coachella
Valley, and admits that with our ear-
lier season, abundance of artesian wa-
ter for irrigation, exceedingly fertile
goil, as well as a saving of 1500 miles
in freight haul to market, and one
of the pleasantest climates in the Unit-
ed States, that we will no doubt get a
great many of the principal growers
from Coachella located in the Ray-
mondville-Brownsville country in the
next four or five months. Early water-

‘melons here the past season netted as

much as $275 per acre. This is a coun-
try of diversified crops. Cotton is
making one to one and a half bales to
the acre. The third crop if corn on
the same land this year is growing
here and in tassel now. As much as
75 bushels to the acre for only one
crop, by measurement, was made at
Raymondville this season.

Purify Water by Electricity.

Phil:delphia’s notoriously bad wate.
I no— washed and made clean by
ozone. Water from the Schuylkiil
river contains as much as 2,500000
bacteria per cubic centimeter: but
after a pre..minary straining this roi
some populace is reduced to 700,000
anc after the ozone treatment to from
5 to 55, and these few survivors are
said to be innocents. The water is also
deodorized and freed from color. It
is ali done in this wise: A motor
generator, prodycing a current of 100
alternations, is operated by a current
taken from the city supply. The cur-
rent from the generator is raised by
transformers and condensers to a volt-
age of 10.000. Voltage ares are pre-
vented and sparks are limited by
means of resistance coils and con-
densegs, and the current in form of a
pencilof blue light passes from each
of some millions of metallic discharge
points across a short air gap to nickel
receivers. By means of a pump air
is drawn across this gap, ard in its
passage is partially converted into
ozone; it is then forced through a
stand pipe in wkich it meets a cur-
rent of water flowing in an opposite
direction. The bacteria contained in
the water are instantly destroyed by
the ozon¢ and the water is purified.

Catching Mail From Flyers. !

Rapid delivery in mails is one of
fowa’'s blessings from a fast mail train
that races over its prairies. The long
vexed puzzle of discharging mail from
meving trains without hazard to the
mail, the train, and the bystanders is
now solved by an antomatic device
operated by air from the brakes of the
trains and the instantaneous action
thus secured. A platform is arranged
on the car door on which the sacks
of mail to be delivered are placed.
Contact between the crare on the sta-
tion platform and a trigger on the mail
catching arm on the ecar puts the
mechanism in operation; the mail
sacks are thus ejected into a receiving
box placed at the side of the track so
constructed that the air is forced into
either end By the momentum of the
This acts as a cushion, pre-
venting damage to the pouch and its
contents. The process is equally good
for trains running at fifteen or those
at seventy-two miles per hour.

inventor, who claims that the ship will
be able to cross the Atlantic in three
days. According to Mr. Painton's
design, the present single or double
propellers are replaced by rows of
propellers, from sixteen to twenty in
number, placed along the sides and
stem of the vessel, and worked by in-
dependent motors connected by wires
with the generating dynamos. As the
engine will occupy considerably less
space than the present type of en-
gire, a much larger quantity of coal
can be carried.—London Telegraph.

Zorene's Wonderful Property.

Zorene is the new chemical wonder,
and it is a wonder. Hungaria has
found it, and states through Prof
Brunn that a piece of ordinary and
easily breakable slag, after immer-
sion in the new liquid compound, de-
fies the blow of a hammer. The sama
effect was produced on ordinary brick
and on a block of red jarrah wood.
When immersed in water for a long
time none of the three when taken
out shows the slightest increase of
weight by the addition of moisture.
Two pieces of steel which had been
soaked in the liquid were submitted
to an ammonia test equal to five years’
exposure to the air and emerged from |
the bath as they entered it. Prof.
Brunn states that he can make roads
germ, dust and waterproof from slag
which is now useless, and that he can
double the life of metals exposed tc
the air.

New Building Material.

The new building material known as
“kremnite” is made in a factory near
St. Petersburg and consists of pow-
dered clay sand and fluorspar melted
together at a high temperature. The
molten mass may be used like iron
for molded castings as well as blocks.
The material can be colored in a vari-
ety of shades, may be ground or pol-
ished, takes glaze well, and gives a
good imitation of colored marble; or
other natural stone. It may be cast
in large pieces of any desired form. It
Is well adapted for architectural and
artistic purposes, yielding such prod-'i
ucts as hollow bricks for buildings and
stoves, fancy marble-like bricks, tiles
for floors and sidewalks, and even thin
corrugated plates for roofs.
