Galveston, Texsa, July 22.—Texas 
has quarantined against New Orleans. 
Dr. George R. Tabor, State Health 
Officer, yesterday received a telegram 
from Dr. Souchon, president of the 
state Board of Health of Louisiana, 
stating that yellow jack has invaded 
the Crescent City, and yesterday af­
ternoon Dr. Tabor promptly put an 
embargo against passengers coming 
from New Orleans. He will leave for 
that point this morning and make a 
personal inspection, after which fur­
ther plans will be evolved for the 
establishment of detention camps at 
the railroad entrances to Texas, if 
these are deemed necessary. Pend­
ing this, however. Dr. Tabor has by 
wire instructed the ticket agents at 
New Orleans of the Texas & Pacific 
and Southern Railroads not to sell 
tickets to Texas points, and he has 
also through the same medium ap­
prised Vice President Fay of the 
Southern Pacific that he has placed 
in effect the quarantine mentioned.

Dr. Tabor says that passengers des­
tined to Texas points may pass 
through New Orleans, but they will 
be required to show the proper cre­
dentials.

An inquiry was made of Dr. Tabor 
as to the number of yellow fever cases 
in New Orleans, and in reply he stat­
ed that he did not know, and also 
could no: say from whence it came. 
He said, however, that he had pre­
viously received information of sus­
pected cases being there, and yester­
day received confirmation from the 
Louisiana State Health Officer of the 
report. He said that for some time 
he had been afraid that yellow fever 
would invade the port from Central 
and South America, as the authori­
ties have been utilizing too much of 
their efforts in watching Texas and 
Mexico, and possibly neglected their 
own port.

The State Health Officer urges that 
all Texas towns immediately institute 
a campaign of cleaning up, as he says 
this is the best precaution toward pre­
venting such disease. He states that 
while so far as he knows there is no 
cause for alarm, an ounce of preven­
tion is worth a pound of cure.

Last night Dr. Tabor communicated ' 
to the City Health Physicians of Gal­
veston, Houston, San Antonio, Orange 
and Beaumont the information he 
has received.

The telegrams sent out by Dr. Ta­
bor yesterday were as follows: 

“Galveston, Texas, July 21.—City 
Ticket Agents Texas & Pacific and 
Southern Pacific Railroads, New Or­
leans, La.—Do not sell tickets from 
New Orleans to any point in Texas.

Dr. Tabor has been here during the 
past few days relieving Dr. McClen­
don, the ¡ocal quarantine officer at 
this point. The latter is expected 
home about the latter part of this 
monh. During the absence of Dr. 
Tabor the local station will be in 
charge of an assistant.

Dr. Tabor called attention yester­
day that last year about this time he 
was called trom Galveston to Browns­
ville upon a similar mission, but in 
%hat case founu that the suspected 
cases were not yellow fever. In com­
menting upon Galveston’s sanitary 
conuition, he paia a high compument 
to City Healin Physician 'ITueheart, 
and said that Galveston is doing well 
in its efforts to exterminate me mos­
quito and ciean up generally, and 
urged mat every 'iexas city do like­
wise. Not tnat he apprehended an in­
vasion of the state, but he said it is 
always a good thing to be prepared 
for any emergency.

“ Mails from New Orleans,” said 
Dr. Tabor, “ will not be affected, as 
they do not become infected by mos­
quitoes. After 1 go there and size 
up the situation I wilL decide what I 
can do about disinfecVon of cars car­
rying freight should I consider this 
nessary.”

THE TEACHER'S FOE
A LITE ALWAYS THREATENED BY 

NERVOUS PROSTRATION.

TERRIBLE N A V A L  DISASTER.
Boiler Exploded on the Gunoat Ben­

nington at San Diego, Cal.
San Dieg o.Cal., July 22.—Twenty- 

eight dead bodies are lying at the 
morgues, on piers and on a deck of a 
ruined vessel of the United States 
navy, scores of men are lying griev­
ously or painfully injured in sanitar­
iums and hospital and fifteen sailors 
are missing and have probably found 
death in the waters of the harbor as 
the result of an explosion of a boiler 
on board the United States gunboat 
Bennington at 10:10 o’clock yester­
day morning.

The Bennington at the time of the 
accident was lying in the stream, just 
off the Commercial whajf, at the 
foot of “H” street. The warship had 
received orders from the Navy De­
partment at Washington to sail yes­
terday morning for Port Hartford, at 
which place she was to meet the mon- 
ior Wyoming and convoy the vessel 
to Mare Island Navy Yard.

Steam was up and everything was in 
readiness for sailing, when suddenly 
and without any warning whatever 
the starboard forward boiler exploded 
with a deafening roar.

It was immediately apparent that 
an awful .disaster of some kind had 
happened on board the warship. The 
ferryboat Ramona was coming across 
the bay at the time of the accident. 
Capt. Bertelsen of the Ramona im­
mediately gave orders to change the 
course of the boat and instead of 
continuing his trip to the San Diega 
side of the bay hurried to the aid of 
the stricken warship. The tug Santa 
Fe. the launch McKinley, the govern­
ment launch Gen. de Russey and a 
great number of other launches and 
water craft which were near the 
scene at the time also rushed to the 
assistance of the Bennington and en-

sible.

On board the Bennington were pre­
sented terrible scenes. The force of 
the explosion had torn a great hole 
in the starboard side of the ship, and 
the vessel was already commencing 
to list. A section of the upper deck 
was carried away from stem to stern. 
Blood and wreckage were distributed 
over thé entire ship.

Over it all hung a cloud of white 
smoke. Every physician who could 
be reached by telephone was called to 
the water front. Within a compara­
tively short time nearly a dozen phy­
sicians were on the scene and attend­
ing to the wounded.

A dozen or fifteen were blown over­
board by the force of the terrific ex­
plosion. Capt. Wentworth, who was 
looking at the Bennington when the 
disaster occurred, says he saw hu­
man bodies hurled over a hundred 
feet upward.

A boat was lowered from the ves­
sel’s side and most of those thrown 
into the water were picked up and 
taken on board. ,

The shock of the explosion pene­
trated every section of the ship. Por­
tions of the upper deck were carried 
away and great damage was done in 
all sections.

Cloudburst in Indiana.
Louisville, Ky.: Georgetown, Ind., 

a town twelve miles west of New Al­
bany, was almost washed away yes­
terday by a cloudburst. The water in 
the main street o f  the town was three 
feet deep and great damage was done 
to stores and other property.

Little Indian Creek, which runs 
near the town, became a torrent and 
rising out of its banks spread over the 
surrounding country doing much dam- 
age. As far as can be learned no lives 
were lost.

Governor Sayers Tells Some Things 
Not Generally Known.

In the reports of the Railroad Com- 
mission of Texas It is shown that the 
average annual capital stock of the 
railways of Texas during the five 
years ending June 30, 1904, aggregate 
ing $131,801,776, upon which were paid 
dividends amounting to $1,929,698—» 
that is, a percentage on $131,801,776 ol 
one dollar and forty six cents on tho 
one hundred dollars, or an annual per» 
centage of twenty nine cents on the 
one hundred dollars. The dividends 
so paid, however, were not on the en­
tire capital stock of all the railways, 
but only on that of four roads in 1900, 
five in 1901, three in 1902, six in 1903, 
and six in 1904; five of the roads pay­
ing dividends were not bonded. It, 
therefore, seems quite certain that 
the capital stock of the railway com­
panies In Texas, with but rare ex­
ception, is altogether valueless for any 
purpose other than to give to Its hold­
ers the control of the properties; and 
that the only profit which went to 
tne owners of the railways from their 
operation during the past five years 
was the amount applied to dividends, 
and whatever enhanced value that 
may have resulted from the improve­
ment of the properties in the way ol 
betterments.

The number of roads showing de» 
flcits during that period were nine­
teen in 1900, thirteen in 1901, twenty» 
three in 1902, twenty-four in 1903 and 
twenty-four in 1904.

The average of bonds outstanding 
on an average of 10,548 miles of rail­
way during the period of five years 
amounted to $234,092,547, an average 
of $22,247 per mile. Deducting bet­
terments, rents and taxes, the net rev­
enue to the roads was $49,785,566 
The interest accruing upon the bonds 
amounted to $57,593,786, which ex­
ceeded the net revenue, as found, by 
$7,808,220, to say nothing of the de 
finiency that existed prior to July 1 
1899, which * was $14,074,455. Th« 
bonded indebtedness of the ralloradi 
of Texas Is not so heavy per mile ai 
that of other States. The last report 
of the Interstate Commerce Commis­
sion is that for the year 1903, accord­
ing to which the average in bonds for 
the United States for that year was 
$32,317 per mile. Comparing Texas 
with Group V., which consists of East 
Louisiana, Florida, Alabama, Georgia, 
Mississippi, Kentucky and Tennessee, 
we find that of those States the aver- 
age bonded indebtedness of the roads 
for 1903 amounted to $25,596 per mil^ 
while that of’ Texas for the same year 
amounted to /$21,543 per mile, and for 
the year 190-4 to 021,191 per mile. All 
of the States named, it will be observ* 
ed, have had for years Railroad Com­
missions. Li space would permit it 
would be easy to show a like favorable 
comparison in respect to railway 

(bonds with the other states of the 
Union.

So, it would seem, that the railway 
companies were, during the period 
named, altogether unable out of their 
earnings to pay the interest on their 
bonded indebtedness, unpaid deficits 
and floating indebtedness not being 
considered. U may be urged that this 
deficiency may have been partly, if 
not entirely met by. postponing the ex­
penditures for improvements and bet- 
trements. To have done this would, 
it must be apparent to all, have been 
detrimental to the character of the 
service which the roads owe to the 
public as well as to their own preser­
vation.

It is a fact, well known to every 
one, that railways in this State have 
been constructed with funds derived 
from the sale of stocks or bonds, or by 
both, and with such assistance as has 
been given them in some instance by 
the State and the communities 
through which they run, in the way of 
lands, rights of way and depot grounds 
When constructed, it is insisted that 
they should be allowed to earn a fair 
return upon the value of the proper­
ties, unless exorbitant or excessive 
rates be required; and, further, that 
In the matter of taxation they should 
■be dealt with as are other properties.

Sawyer is shot 
through the right lung, and the doc­
tors say he has barely a fighting 
chance for his recovery.

Yesterday afternoon the negro was 
seep in Gunter, and information was 
given the officers that he had a pis­
tol. The Constable of Gunter ap­
proached him, when the negro fled, 
drawing his pistol. As the officer 
gained on him he fired back, shatter­
ing the jaw of* his pursuer and safely 
gaining the brush between this place 
and Gunter. A posse was formed and 
the negro was surrounded in the thick- 
et in which he had hidden. The fug­
itive emptied his weapon, one bullet 
crashing into Sawyer’s breast.

Breaking through the circle of arm­
ed men, the negro secured a horse and 
dashed off, followed by shots. One 
bullet killed the horse in his tracks, 
throwing the negro over his head, and 
three others found lodgment in the 
negro, one in the neck, one in the 
back and one in the leg. Escorted by 
100 men, the wounded negro was 
brought into Celina and put in the 
hank building until he could be taken 
to Sherman, while the wounded mail 
carrier, almost in a dying condition, 
was brought here on the train. There 
is considerable danger of an \ attack 
on the bank building, but the major­
ity of the citizens will try to pre­
vent violence. The situation is crit­
ical.

KOREA WANTS A HAND.

Will Send Two Representatives to 
Peace Conference.

Seoul, Korea, July 20.—Against the 
advice of members of ’the foreign le­
gations here, Korea has decided to 
send two representatives to Washing­
ton to attempt to secure a hearing 
before the peace plenipotentiaries. 
Both of the men were formerly stu­
dents In America. They are young, 
without public standing, and bear no 
credentials. The Emperor’s private 
purse supplies them with 10,000 yen 
to “ inaugurate a newspaper campaign 
to interest Americans in Korea's 
plight”

Japanese Minister Hayashi has pro­
tested and suggested ap ersonal con­
sultation before tfce departure of tl» 
Koreans which, It is asserted, they 
have tried to avoid.

The scheme is considered here by 
the Japanese as a useless expense and 
not as a serious attempt to interest 
the world.

Fraud Order Upheld.
St. Louis, Mo.: Judge Smith Mc­

Pherson in the United States Circuit 
Court handed down a decision yester­
day upholding the fraud order issued 
by Postmaster General Cortelyou 
against the People’s United States 
Bank, and E. G. Lewis, the presi­
dent, and denying the application for 
an injunction to restrain the postmas­
ter in St. Louis from carrying out 
the instructions of the Postmaster 
General. Postmaster Wyman will re­
sume stamping “ fraudulent” o n 1 mail 
addressed to the bank and to Lewis 
and will return it *0 the senders.

Tender Trucks Off the Track.
Bay City, Texas: The Houston train 

from i*alacios was wrecked here yes­
terday morning, the locomotive ten­
der trucks leaving the rails soon af­
ter the train left Midfields. One of 
the trainmen walked to Markham and 
secured another engine by the help ol 
which the derailed trucks were pulled 
onto the track, and the train pro­
ceeded. No serious damage was done.

Falls Bridge Bonds Voted.
Marlin, Texas: The election in this
