The Government reserves as a
monopoly the right to carry the
mails. For the convenience of the
public letters may be transmitted
by express upon the payment of
the regular express charges pro-
vided they are enclosed in Govern-
ment stamped envelopes. It isa
violation of the law for an express
company or individual to transport
mail upon which the postage has
not been paid in that way. An
adhesive postage stamp will not do.
Imprinted postage stamps can not
be cut from one envelope and used
upon another. Should a Govern-
ment stamped envelope be defaced
any postmaster may redeem it if it
bears no mark of having been pre.-
viously used.

Express companies are not
authorized to cancel imprinted
stamped envelopes which they are
permitted to deliver, but it is ex-
pected that the receiver will in
opening the envelope render it unfit
for further use. It is apparent
that wholesale frauds could be
practiced were it permissible to cut
imprinted stamps from envelopes
used in forwarding mail through
express companies and use them
in paying postage upon mails
transported by the Government.
