Assassin’s Bullets Not Poleoned.

New York, Sept. 18.—Physicians in
this city are still much interested in
the report of the post mortem examin-
ation made by the doctors who attend-
ed President McKinley. Several ex-
perts upon gunshot wounds are guoted
as to President McKinley's death in
the Times. One of these, Dr. Robert
H. M. Dawbarn thinks that Czolgosz
shot the president with a dirty revol-
ver and that the bullets fired from
such close quarters carried a consides-
able amount of the filth into the wound
poisoning the missel's entire track. He
further thinks that ordinary microbes
were introduced into the wound and
that @@actically a culture cabinet for
such microbes was supplied by the in-
jured tissues. The result, he thinks,
was the poisoning of the president’s
flesh through ptomaines and toxins.
He doubts that the assassin inten-
tionally poisoned the bullets as has
been suggested in some quarters.

Fishermen Complain.

Beaumont, Texas, September 18.—
Fishermen at Port Arthur and Sabine
Pass have a grievance against the oil
gusher. They complain that the oil
that finds its way down the Neches
river into Sabine lake and finally into
the gulf is killing fish and oysters,
and Fred Plummer, deputy fish com-
cissioner at Sabine Pass. has written
County Attorney Gray-asking if some-
thing can not be done to abate the
damage to the fish dand oyster crop.

Buffalo, N. Y., September 18.—Leon
Czolgosz, the assassin of President Mc-
Kinley was arraigned before Judge
Emory in the county court at 3 o'clock
Tuesday afternoon on the indictment
of murder in the first degree for shoot-
ing President McKinley in the Temple
of Music at the Pan-American exposi-
tion on September 6. The stubborn
prisoner refused to plead or even utter
a word or sound, and Hon. Lorain T.
Lewis, ex-supreme court justice. en-
tered a plea of not guilty. The accused
will be tried in the supreme court
Monday. '

Strikers Resume Work.

Pittsburg, September . 18.—After
taking time to think it over, President
Shaffer of the Amalgamated associa-
tion has announced that there will be
no public statement of the terms of
the settlement .of the strike of his
organization with the steel corpora-
tion. He decided to issue a circular
to return to work and after all the
lodges have received it, the circular
will be made public. Today the of-
fices of the Amalgamated association
were quiter than they have been for
some weeks, a large majority of the
strikers having returned to work.

NATIONAL POLICY.

[ROOSEVELT SAYS THERE WILL
BE NO GREAT CHANGES.

Liberal and Extensive Reciprocity Ar-
rangements Are Desired--Favors Aboli-

Certain Foreiga Goods

Buffalo, N. Y.. September 17.—
President Roosevelt has outlined in
some detail the policy he will follow
during his incumbency in office. It
will be remembered that when
took the oath of office he stated with
much definiteness: “It shall be my
aim to continue absolutely unbroken
the policy of Pres'dent McKinley for
the peace., (and he emphasized the
word), prosperity and honor of the
country.”

Yesterday the president gathered to-
gether personal  friends and
those members of the cabinent who
were here and gave to them such ideas
as he had already formulated for the
conduet of public affairs and his own
policy. In no sense are they diver-
gent from what has been understood
as Mr. McKinley’s policy.

This policy as outlined to
friends at yesterday’s conference will
be for a more liberal and extensive
reciprocity in the purchase and sale
of commodities so that the overpro-
duction of this country can safely be
disposed of by fair and equitable ar-
rangements with foreign countries.
The abolition entirely of commer-
cial wars with other countries and the
adoption of reciprocity treaties.

The abolition of such tariffs on for-
eign goods as are no longer needed
for revenue, if such abolition can be
had without harm to our indusfries
and labor.

LAST SAD RITES.

THE BODY VIEWED BY THOUS-
ANDS AT BUFFALO.

Flaming Decorations of the Pan Ameri-
oan Exposition Gave Way to Symbeols of
Sorrow--Mrs. McKinley Speat an Hour
Alone With Remain.

Buffalo, N. Y., September 16.—Buf-
falo yesterday became a city of mourn-
ers.
of the Pan-American exposition gave
way to the symbol of sorrow. The
black drapery of the city's streets muf-
fled the tolling bells of the churches.
Bits of crepe appeared on every street.
Sorrow was everywhere apparent. In
the morning a simple serviee took place
at the residence on Delaware avenue,
where the martyred president died.

A hymn was sung and prayer was
offered over the dead body. That was
all. Only the immediate family and
friends and the political associates of,
the late president were present. The
scenie was pathetic in the extreme.
Then the body was borne out to the
waiting cortege on the brawny should-
ers of eight sailors and soldiers of the
Republic. The cortege passed through
solid walls of living humanity, bare-
headed and grief stricken, to the city
hall, where the body lay in state dur-
ing the afternoon. There a remarkable
demonstration eccurred. which proved
how close the presidet was to the
hearts of the people. Arrangements
bhad been made to allow the public to
view thie body from the time it arrived,
from about 1:30 o’clock. until about 5
o'Cirek, bt the people were wedged
into the streets for blocks. Two lines
were formeGa. They extended literally
for miles. Waen 5 o'clock came 40,000
people had already passed and the
crowds waiting Ylow in the streets
seemed undiminishg-'. When the doors
were closed at mii\ .ght it was esti-
mated that 80,000 Dop'> had viewed
the remains, | but thousands of disap-
pointed ones were still in the streets,

Folly of forest destruction is a fact
slowly gainiag belief. The tree-felling
ax has tnrned some S,OO0,00Q once fer-
tile miles ‘nto deserts and has made

one-third of the eastern continent an
unfiL. abede for the -human Dis-

appearance of arboreal vege®ion is
the main cause of many sad changes
on our planet, according to Health
Culture. ' Spain in the glory of her an-
cient woodlands was the Eden of south
Burope, treeless Spain is a wilderness.
When Sicily had forests it also had
poets, philosophers, heroes and mer-
chant princes; without her trees ban-
dits and beggars are the chief prod-
ucts. The same story could be told of
southern France, Portugal, Asia Min-
or, Persia and Hindustan. Forests of
shady trees mitigate climatic condi-
tions and there is no doubt they attract
rain showers. Leaves generate oxygen
and absorb noxious gases, forming a
natural antidote to grievances of
crowded cities. Shade trees prevent
sunstroke and they also prevent
ophthalm®=, the curse of lower Egypt
and Southern Italy. Where there are
no trees the glare of the sun on the
sand and white buildings is equal to its
shining on snow. Malaria in many of
its forms is a result of forest destruc-
tion. The clearing of the woods that
once protected the slopes of the south-
ern Alps has avenged itself upon the
valleys of the north Italian rivers.
Millions of cubic feet of mud are car-
ried down hill, swamping the fields
and forming pestilentiai marshes at
the mouths of streams once healthful.
Then fevers ripen every summer and
coast dwellers are short-lived.

She is said to be one
of the wisest elephants in the world.
And equal to her wisdom is her con-
stancy. She loved a man once and she
never has forgotten him.

The man whom Marly loved was the
elephant keeper of the garden. He
knew her thoroughly and understood
all her moods. In return she gave
him her unquestioning obediente and
affection. There was nothing that he
could do to her that Marly would not
suffer in silence. Twice he operated
on her foot and each time she bore it

Death Caused by Heart Trouble.

The Presidents heart gave trouble
from the beginning, but its erratic ac-
tion was at first thought to be due to
the shock of the wound, but when the
would had begun to progress favorably
the heart gave more trouble and anxi-
ety than ever.

But
the people were wedged into the streets
for blocks. Two lines were formed.
They extended literally for miles.

When 5 o'clock came 40,000 people
passed and the crowds waiting below
in the streets seemed undiminished.
When the doors were closed at mid-
right it was estimated that 80,000 peo-
ple had viewed the remains. But thou-
sands of disappointed ones were still
in the streets.
