He 
denies having any confederates and 
says that he decided on the assassina­
tion on the president three days ago 
and bought the revolver with which 
the act was committed.

Orange, Texas, September 10.—Yes­

terday morning at 9:45 o’clock the new 
Thompson brick building on Front 
stieet, which was rapidly nearing com­
pletion, without warning suddenly 
collapsed and tumbled in a heap, one 
man being killed and four injured by 
the falling debris. Pete Lausen, a 
promient citizen, who owned a res­
taurant and confectionery store, was 
on the rear gallery of his restaurant 
making ice cream when the accident 
occurred, and before he could move 
the west wall of the Thompson build­
ing came tumbling down on him and 
he was buried two feet deep beneath 
brick and other debris. When his 
body was recovered life was extinct, 
his right leg having been almost 
completely severed at the thigh, al­
most every bone in his body broken 
and badly bruised and crushed about 
the face and head.

L ak e H uron  Storm .
Washington, D. C., September 9.— 

Dispatches received by the life saving 
service today indicate that a very seri­
ous storm raged yesterday and last 
night on Lake Huron. These dis­
patches report a number of disasters 
to lake craft, and show that, all told, 
fifty-six seamen were rescued at dif­
ferent life saving stations on the lake. 
The first dispatches came from Huron, 
and said that last night the schooner 
Pauly, with a crew of 12; the schoon­
er Amaranth with a orew of 7; the 
schooner Paige, with a crew of 10, 
and the schooner S&rnia, with a crew 
of 8, stranded about three miles south 
of Port Huron life saving station, and 
that all the seamen were rescued by 
the life saving service. The dis­
patches added that the steamer Quito 
also stranded, but released herself, and 
that no lives were lost.

verts to the Mormon faith. A confer­
ence district has been established and 
the first meeting of the conference will 
be held shortly, at which it is ex­
pected there will be In attendance fif­
teen elders and one apostle.

tions threatened his life.

“ Of course we will all feel easier 
when a week has passed,” said Dr.

“We would like to see ever door 
locked aud double locked but, the dan­
ger from possible complications is now 
very remote.”

Buffalo, September 11.—Within the 

sick room many evidences of the pres­
ident’s improvement are apparent. 
The president himself began to show 
confidence In hds ability to care for 
lilmself and from time to time he 
would carefully turn himself to get 
a more restful position. Yesterday he 
took the precaution to ask if he might 
be permitted to move, but today he 
changed his position on his own voli­
tion without difficulty. The president 
asked for the papers again today and 
also asked when he would be allowed 
to sit up.

B u lle t W ill B e  L e ft  In B o d y .
Buffalo, N. Y., September 11.—The 

little piece of lead in the muscles of 
the back is giving the physicians no 
concern whatever. Unless it should 
prove troublesome to the president 
later on he probably will carry the 
grim souvenir of the anarchist with 
him to the end of his days. The doc­
tors say that once encysted it can do 
no harm. The X-ray machine is ready 
for instant use, however, and if there 
is the slightest inflammation or pain 
in. the vicinity of the bullet, an opera­
tion will be performed.

E m m a G oldm a n  A rrested .
Chicago, Sept. 11.—Emma Gold­

man. tbe “ anarchist queen,” under 
whose red banner Leon Czolgosz claims 
he stands and whose -words claims 
fired his heart and his brain to at­
tempt the assassination of the presi­
dent, was arrested here shortly before 
noon yesterday. She disclaimed all 
but the slightest acquaintance with the 
president's assailant. She denied ab­
solutely that she or any anarchist she 
knew was implicated in any plot to 
kill the president. She said she be­
lieved Czolgosz acted entirely on his 
own responsibility and that he never 
claimed to have been inspired by her, 
as he is quoted as affirming.

Legislator* Takas Action.
Austin, Texa», September 11.—T h » 

senate today adopted a resolution sym­
pathizing with President McKinley 
and Mrs. McKinley In their great af­
fliction . The resolution also provides 
that the laws of the United States b© 
so amended as to make it an offense 
punishable by death to teach or advo­
cate the doctrine that it ia right to 
take the life of the chief executive of 
the national government or the gov­
ernors of the States. The following 
message on behalf of the senate was 
today wired to Buffalo, addressed to 
Secretary Cortelyou.

“The senate of the State of Texa» 
has learned with profound sorrow of 
the treacherous and cowardly attempt 
upon the life of President McKinley, 
and that we voice the sentiments of 
the people of Texas In expressing to 
Mrs. McKinley our sincere sympathy 
and trust that a kind Providence will 
speedily reatore the nation's chief ex­
ecutive to health, to his family and to 
our country.”

About a dozen resolutions of sym­
pathy for the president and condemn­
ing the crime of anarchists were of­
fered in the house. A resolution wa» 
also offered demanding the suppression 
and expulsion of anarchists from Amer­
ica. The whole matter was referred 
to a special committee to draw up »  
special resolution.

N ew  R a ilroa d  P ro ja c t .
San Antonio, Texas, September 11.— 

A letter has Just been received her» 
from J. J. Sporrow at Windsor Ont.* 
stating that a company had been 
formed there with a capital stock of 
$4,000,000 to build a railroad from Cor­
pus Chri8ti on the Texas Gulf coast to 
Brownsville, near the mouth of ths 
Rio Grande river. It Is understood that 
the company will not stop when th» 
line is completed from Corpus Christ! 
to Brownsville. It is a distance of 
nearly 100 miles, but the road will b® 
extended up the Rio Grande valley and 
across the Rio Grande to Matamoraa 
and other points in Mexico. At Cor­
pus Christi the proposed road will 
connect with the Pass and the Texas 
Mexican line. All that the new com­
pany asks is the right of way, which 
will be cheerfully given by tbe peopl» 
who live in the country through which 
the lfine is to be constructed.

The declaration was made in re­
sponse to a querry as to what would 
be done in regard to a number of an 
archlsts who are on their way here 
from England. Scotland Yard officials 
had cabled descriptions of these men 
and Jt was thought that their entrance 
to this country would be prohibited

“ These anarchists in most case» are 
not paupers and meet all the require­
ments of the immigration laws.” the 
commissioner said.

W il l  S eek  K e n a m p tlo n .
Paris, September 11.—It is expected 

here in official circles that the sultan 
of Turkey will ask the French govern- 
ment now that the Tubini claim has 
been settled by direct negotiations be­
tween the claimant and the porte to re­
sume diplomatic relations. France, 
however, will reject aDy such proposi­
tion and until the sultan has yielded 
in the case of the Lorando claim, 
which is nearly four times the amount 
of the Tubini claim.

■ver since the peace of 1815 the 
Turk has been maintained in Europe 
by the consent of the nations. The 
Christianity of the world has protested 
*talBst the presence of the Turk in 

•Europe. It has been regarded as an 
outrage that the metropolis of the 
eastern empire should have fallen into 
such hands. Even when maintained 
upon his throne by the swords of 
Christian Europe the Sultan has per 
mitted the massacres of Bulgaria 
which shocked the world. So far as 
Christian sentiment is concerned, 
there has not been a day during 
the past half century when the Turk 
•ould not have been run into the 
Hellespont But two obstacles stood 
in the way, grossly material and yet 
sufficient to protect the stronghold of 
Islamlsm.

The first and most serious obstacle 
^  been the balance of power. The 
safety of Europe, as long as it is con­
trolled by rival monarchies, lies in the 

^ malntainance of a certain number of 
powerful governments, each one a 
check upon the other. There is the 
western European idea, as repre­
sented by England and France, as 
against the eastern as represented by 
Russia. For years Austria stood as 
the buffer power between west and

east on the one hand and between 
both together and Turkey upon the 
other. England and France were the 
great commercial nations of 'the 
world, and the greatest scene of their 
activity was among the Moslem peo­
ples. Thus they became interested 
for commercial as well as political rea­
sons in the maintenance of the Turk­
ish empire. The growth of the Rus­
sian empire came as a menace to both 
these interests. The Russians right­
fully contended that as Constantinople 
had been the head of the eastern 
church, it was for the Russian gov­
ernment to carry on a holy crusade for 
the redemption of St. Sophia. If 
France and England had been solely 
concerned about the religious freedom 
of Constantinople, then the problem 
would have been settled. But they 
were jealous of Russian expansion. 
The Greek revolution resulted in the 
reestablishment of the old kingdom. 
The war of the Crimea, participated in

status quo.
Now another stage has been reached. 

Russia is militant as ever. Germany 
has , displaced Austria, complicating 
the old understanding. By the isola­
tion of England, France has made a 
Christian alliance with Russia. The 
material interests of England and Ger­
many are hostile. The Gladstones, 
Bismarcks, Andrassys, Napoleons and 
Gortschakoffs are dead. Are their 
successors, as yet untried, capable of 
meeting the problem Imposed on them?

There can be no doubt that the 
end of the Turk is imminent. There 
are but three courses open to the dip- 
plomacy of Europe.

1. Allow Russia to seize the em­
pire. This is the most likely.

2. Extend the authority of Greece 
over the Turkish empire, thus main­
taining the present balance; or (ex­
tremely improbable.)

3. General European war, the re­
sult of which no man can forsee.(Ex­
tremely feared.)

The situation is grave indeed, and 
the coming conflict is but a matter of 
time.

&be Danish W est Indies.
The announcement that Denmark 

has agreed to accept the offer of 16,- 
000,000 kroner by the United States for 
the Danish West Indies, if finally au­
thenticated, means the withdrawal of 
another foreign flag from the western 
hemisphere and the acquirement by 
this nation of the finest harbor and 
•Ite for a naval station in the entire 
Croup of islands.

Whether the United States drove a 
good bargain or not depends upon the 
value of the islands to this country 
strategically and commercially and 
the price paid for them. Commercial­

ly the transaction is a small one, in­
volving the payment of $4,000,000 for 
sovereignty over 144 square miles of 
territory, whose trade can never 
amount to much judged by our stand 
ards. But considerations of greater 
national import than commerce have 
controlled the action of the United 
States in making an offer for these 
islands. Our intervention in Cuba not 
only took our flag into the West In­
dies but the events of the war incident 
thereto made it very plain to the 
world that the United States must 
own and control the isthmian water 
way connecting the oceans.

With a 
naval base at St. Thomas we would 
command the Virgin Passage, which 
lies between the island and Porto 
Rico, while naval stations on the 
coast of Cuba and Porto Rico will give 
us the mastery of the highway from 
Europe to Central and South America 
and the absolute control of the eastern 
terminus of the Nicaragua canal.

We Americans are inclined to over­

do things. This inclination has fre­
quently been manifested -tn«
past few jkears. The war^With Spain 
viewed a», a matter of history, appears 
more and paore the result of sentiment. 
General Miles’ wholesale promisee to 
Porto Ricans, now seem to have been 
both unwarranted and unwise. Sena­
tor Hoar’s pronouncements against im­
perialism and expansion are now re­
garded as having been unnecessary. 
The osculatory assault of the South­
ern girls upon Hobeon seems ridicu­
lous and northern worship of Dewey 
appears an exaggeration of the esteem 
in which he was really held. The re­
ception of the Cuban teachers and 
the extraordinary attention given 
them during their first visit, stands in 
striking contrast with the treatment 
given them this summer. Regarding 
this latest illustration one of th« 
teachers says: “We thought when we 
went back home last year that we 
knew Americans pretty well but out 
impressions this year are different. 
The novelty of our coming had this 
year worn off and the conditions were 
normal.” I The whole Cuban people 
doubt very much whether Americans 
are sincere, in view of the different 
policy generally pursued regarding 
them.

excludes the chemical rays from his 
dark room. The suggestion was 
adopted and proved successful in many 
cues of skin disease. The treatment 
has been found especially effective in

of lupus or consumption of the 
skin. The apparatus for sunlight 
treatment consists of a large hollow 
plano-convex lense filled with an am- 
moniacal solution of sulphate of cop­
per, and a so-called cooling and com­
pressing apparatus, which is applied 
directly to the portion of the body to 
be treated.

When a question affecting the he­
gemony of the United States in the 
Americas has been brought to a con­
crete issue, England has always yield­
ed, as in the Venezuela case. But she 
persists in academic denials of that 
hegemony, as in Lord Lansdowne’s re­
cent note rejecting the senate amend­
ments to the Hay-Pauncefote treaty. 
Other European powers have been con­

tent with one experiment with Amer­
ican feeling on this subject. France, 
for example, has given no trouble 
since her Mexican experience. F.ussia 
wisely removed practically all chance 
of friction by selling Alaska and re­
tiring from the Americas. But Eng­
land is always getting in our way and 
blustering when politely asked to get 
out.

“ It is unfortunate,” as Mr. Moffett 
says, "that the obstruction on the 
track of the American express has al­
lhost always been an English one. 
But such is the fact, and it 1» to be 
hoped that Mr. Moffett’s article will 
lead Englishmen to some serious 
thought on the point.

Almost daily some well-meaning 

Englishman expresses sincere surprise 
that all his country’s efforts to con­
ciliate American friendship do not suc­
ceed. He really cannot understand 
why hostility to England should con­
tinually flame out in the United States. 
He attributes that hostility to “school 
histories," to "the Irish vote,” to all 
sorts of causes save the true one. The 
fact is that all the unpleasant frictions 
between the two countries arise from 
England’s perennial failure to take a 
definite position toward the American 
people’s fundamental principle of in­
ternational politics.

In the current Nineteenth Century 
Samuel E Moffett states that princi­
ple with a clearness that should carry 
conviction to the British mind. "The 
United States is," he says, “and in­
tends to remain, the paramount pow­
er of the Western hemisphere. This 
determination is ingrained in the fiber 
of the American people. It has passed 
beyond all possibility of alteration. 
For other powers the only question is 
whether they will accept it or collide 
with it. If this fundamental principle 
be once accepted, no country will have 
any trouble in maintaining harmonious 
relations with the United States."

As far as is known the first botani­
cal experiment ever performed was 
conducted by a Dutchman. He placed 
In a pot 200 pounds of dried earth, 
and in it he planted a willow branch 
Which weighed five pounds. He kept 
the whet* wa­
tered the eart, 
five years’ growth the pillow was 
again weighed and was to-have
gained 164 pounds. The earth in the 
pot was dried and weighed and had lost 
only two ounces! The experimental­
ist, therefore, looked upon this experi­
ment as supporting the theory that 
plants required no food but water. But 
he was wrong. Later it was discov 
ered that much of the increase in 
weight of plants was derived from car­
bolic acid gas in the air. Vegetable 
cells contain a liquid known as “ cell 
sap,” which is water holding in solu­
tion various materials which have 
been taken up from without by the 
roots and leaves. Thus it is in the 
living cells of the plant that those 
“ digestive” processes are carried on 
which were once believed to occur in 
the soil.

(Rt the fer­
ment of Socialism hw ©need the 
most. Here the peasabnre organ­
ized more or less compley into so­
cialistic groups. Whatev of worth 
there was In the old syan of labor 
in these provinces disappeed 20 years 
ago when many of the olaobles were 
forced to give up their lided estates 
because of the fall in pie of wheat 
and cattle due largely » American 
competition. With the lln of the 
nobles came that of mar of the ten­
ant farmers and small proprietors, 
who were compelled to Ire the fertile 
and smiling country an* go into the 
towns for work, or ela emigrate to 
America, there to begin fe anew. The 
field laborers of Italy af divided into 
two classes, the obblifti, who are 
hired by the year, seethe dlsobbli- 
gati, who are employe by the day. 
The former class, of coise, are a little 
better off than the latteifor their con­
tract runs longer, and hey can look 
further ahead. But in ther class the 
outlook is miserable enagh. For not 
only does thé peasant bud himself to 
work for his owner, btr he binds his 
whole family, with ths possible ex­
ception of babes, who would be In­
cluded, except that thv can produce 
nothing, and therefore*™ left in the 
corners of the fields. Jbr this reason, 
that an employer can fet the services 
of an entire family fir the price of 
one man, an unmarrbd man, or the 
man with a wife and no children, is 
at a great disadvantage, for work for 
him is not to be hadas long as there 
ire unemployed famfles at hand. Yet 
another hard featured! this system is 
that the head of the family must stip­
ulate, if he has unimrried daughters, 
that they shall not Barry for the pe­
riod of time which (he contract has to 
run. A day’s wo* in this part of 
sunny Italy is froffi''- in the morning 
to 9 at night—that is. from the first 
flush of dawn to the list light to be 

h« «siting aun. There is 
In th? „yodar of the Ital­

ian peasant. On t^ d a y  of ths week 
which sit - Okrts%^w,.u Observes, as 
on other days. If« is in the field at
4 o ’clock in the (aorning. and between 
7 and 8 has his breakfast; he gets an 
hour at midday and half an hour at
5 or 6 o ’clock and then he works on 
till he no longer can see. The women 
go into the fields wtth the men. They 
hoe in the maize fields, feed the cattle 
and cultivate the flax. If the children 
are babes they can do nothing—to the 
great sorrow of the employer, for they 
eat, if ever so little, but do not pro­
duce. But when they get to be a few 
years old they are useful in looking 
after the pigs, etc., and aa soon as pos­
sible they are sent to work with their 
parents. The wages of the peasant’s 
family are partly in money and partly 
In kind, and he has the privilege of 
rent fres. In cash he gets from |15 to 
|20 a year; in kind he gets 14 bushe;a 
of maize, seven bushels of wheat and 
from 200 to 250 bundles of firewood. IT 
he is in a vineyard section he receives 
In addition 800 to 900 pounds of grapes 
while in other sections he gets six to 
nine bushels of rye. He may get some 
rice, which he mixes with the millet 
to produce the indigestible bread 
which is responsible for the disease 
called pellagra. Then he may have 
the privilege of a little patch of ground 
on which he may raise maize, two- 
thirds of which goes to the employer, 
and he may raise silk worms, too. So 
the average peasant’s family of six 
persons may earn altogether from *120 
to |125 a rear. Of schooling for the 
children there Is none, except in the 
winter in the villages. Consequently 
many of these Italians who come to 
America in the hope of bettering their 
condition neither can read nor write 
their own language. Great wonder it 
U K  anything good can come out of 
modern Italy.

T h e  C anadian F la* .
Undoubtedly the only strictly ac­

curate and appropriate national flag for 
display in civil life, throughout the 
length and breadth of this Dominion is 
the Red Ensign, a flag of plain red, 
h a v i n g  the Union Jack in the upper 
“canton," or corner, next the mast, and 
the Dominion coat of arms in the "fly” 
Dr field of the flag. However, In civil 
life In Canada there is no written code 
either obligatory or prohibitory. The 
use of national flags or emblems—like 
so many other matters under the easy­
going British constitution, which wUe-

SOME BIRD SINGERS.
C h eery  N otea o f  S on s— S parrow , R ob in  

e n d  G ay B ob o lin k .
The song-sparrow’s sweet treble is 

the first full bird music to greet the 
ear in our early spring walks. Both he 
and his songs are so well known that 
little need be said of them. Few birds 
hkve so extensive a repertoire; none is 
more common, more lovable, more 
vivacious, modest yet irrepressibly 
happy. Heard after the long winter 
silence, his dainty, pure aria touches 
the heart like the smile of baby lips, 
and when he awakens In the beauty of 
a moonlit night, he will sing himself 
to sleep again with a joyous lullaby. 
The song-sparrow has a cousin called 
the grass finch or vesper sparrow. He 
is almost as common, and delighta in 
singing in the twilight, morning and 
evening. The robin’s cheery morning 
strain, his frank satisfaction with him* 
self, his almost aggressive neighbor- 
llness, make him a bird to be missed 
above most others. Certain individuals 
have something of the delicious tonal 
quality of their famed gray-brown 
cousins; but as singers they are ex­
celled in their own style of music. An­
other bird, too, the meadow lark, is a 
great favorite with almost everybody. 
His two or three common notes, which 
he almost but not quite whistles, are 
inexpressibly sweet, but I have never 
heard the sustained song of from ten 
to twenty notes which feood author­
ities in some sections report. In the 
June fields with the meadow lark 
(which is not a true lark at all) Is a 
bird of the same family, which, in its 
peculiar mode and tonal color, has no 
peer or even second. The bobolink we 
call him. South he is the reed bird 
and rice bird, so Protean are his ways 
and dress. He Is the true troubadour 
among birds; in summer the most 
riotously gay, the most madly merry 
of feathered minstrels. Gaily dressed

It 
has in it the bubbling of brooks; the 
tintlnabulation of metallic plates; ths 
resonant purity of xylophone taps. And 
if you have ever heard it, you can 
imagine the delight that once came to 
me, when awakened in the first flush 
of ths morning in a southern hunting 
camp, by a chorus of a hundred such 
songsters, northward bound on flash­
ing wings.—Outing.

SOME “EASY SURE THINGS.”
I t  1« Sa fe  to  B e t A g a in st th e  F o llow in g  

P ro  position*.
There are many things which at first 

thought appear to be easy enough of 
accomplishment that it is pretty safe 
to bet a man he cannot do. Most peo­
ple know that the human hands are 
not Btrong enough to break a new laid 
egg if the hands are clasped and the 
egg laid endwise between the palms. 
It is said) that the pressure required 
to break' an egg In this manner 
amounts to tons. Among other safe 
bets is a wager that man cannot rise 
from a chair without bending forward 
or putting his feet under the chair or 
outside of it  Many a man will back 
himself to give another a start of 50 
yards in a dash of 100. provided the 
man having the start hops all the way.

years old, was also present. The old 
myi made a speech, and in telling an 
anecdote made a slight slip, which 
his son corrected. Old Chevreul turned 
around quickly and said in a sharp 
tone: “ Hush, youngster, when I am 
talking,” and the “youngster" held his 
tongue.

Lib Vincent, one of Wyoming's old- 
time cow punchers and now riding on 
the Powder river range/*, says that the 
gray wolves of his section are legion 
in number and as fearless as they are 
ferocious. These gray and greedv 
scourges of the Powder river sto<̂ i 
areas do their raiding in bands rang­
ing in numbers of from six to thirty, 
each band being organised and dla- 
cipllned under the leadership of an old 
dog wolf especlany chosen for his 
wariness, speed and endurance. To 
this captain these gaunt and grizzled 
marauders yield an Implicit and un­
swerving obedience—a statement evi­
denced from the fact that if one of 
these wolf leaders is slain or crippled 
his band at once amalgamates with 
some other troop possessing a leader 
of like capacity. The age or size of 
their quarry is of little moment with 
these wolves, as they pull down and 
devour alike cows, calves, steers, 
mares, colts, and geldings. Their at­
tack is always strategical and system­
atic, one portion of the band assault­
ing from the front and fastening on to 
shoulder, ear or muzzle, and thus giv­
ing the big, wild gray dogs who are 
ever closing in from the rear the ob­
jective opportunity of hamstringing 
the victim. Once hamstrung it is all 
over with the quarry and the entire 
band feasts at leisure. Mr. Vincent 
has often seen on the Powder river 
ranges the mere empty hide and pol­
ished bones of what was one & lusty 
steer or polished gelding as sad sou­
venirs of the raid of a gray Wolf band. 
The cattle herds are open and easy 
prey to the bold canine bandits, the 
cattle fleeing from the pursuers and 
thus rendering individual attack easy 
and successful. The horses, however, 
with their superior Intelligence, very 
frequently beat off the wolves by 
forming on the open ground an equine 
square, with the mares and colts in 
the center, the gallant stallions on the 
corners and the best and bravest geld­
ings distributed in the outer lines of 
defense. Not only do these equine 
squares frequently beat off their assail­
ants. but they sometimes rout the 
wild dogs entirely, slaying numbers 
of them by striking, kicking and

trampling. This is an especial result 
when the horse herd has with it a 
stallion experienced in range life. Hs 
can smell a wolf farther than he can 
see him. and at his shrill and warning 
neigh the herd rushes together and 
quickly forms the protecting square. 
The wolves fully appreciate this fact 
and instances have been known of a 
gray band numbering scores of raid­
ers trotting leisurely around one of 
these embattled squares and then seek­
ing other and easier prey. The gray 
wolf reaches a weight of 125 pounds 
and boasts alike brain, brawn, a noise­
less, tireless foot, a sarSge ferocity 
and an insatiable appetite. It is said 
of him that he can run longer ana 
easier, eat oftener and more and dis­
play more cunning and terocity in a 
given length of time than any other 
known animal. He is a prolific breed- 
ér, eight or ten pups being a not un­
common litter, while there is a Pow­
der river instance of thirty-five pupa 
being slain as the progeny of thres 
wolf dams. Up to 6 months old the 
gray wolf pup is awkward and un­
wieldy, and it is a favorite cowboy 
practice of the Powder river ranges to 
locate a gray wolf litter on the prairie 
and shoot the pups from horseback as 
they skulklngly roll and tumble from 
tneir covers in the grass and sage­
brush. Crack shots with the pistol 
have been known to get a pup with 
every bullet from their six-shooters.— 
Rocky Mountain News.

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Eastern Russia a Land 
ot W onderfu l P ossi­
bilities.

Robert Lebaudy, who is one of the 
largest landowners in France and who 
has Investments in industries In vari­
ous parts of the world, has returned 
from a trip on the new Trans-Siberian 
railway across Siberia where he went 
(or the purpose of familiarizing him­
self with conditions in the tar east.

He said in part that all of the Trans- 
Siberian railway Is now finished with 
the exception the East Chinese road, 
which will carry the line through Man­
churia, with branches to Port Arthur 
and Pekin. This part of the road is 
being built under a separate conces­
sion.

Siberia is a magnificent country, full 
of resources and possibilities. Natur­
ally one would think that there is 
much snow in Siberia, but, although 
the cold is Intense, there is little snow.

Many immigrants are settling in 
that country, but Siberia is scr vast that 
it will be many* years before it be­
comes settled. The immigrants con­
sist mainly of the poorest Russian 
classes, who lack to a great degree that 
energy which is characteristic of a suc­
cessful people, and in consequence it 
will be a long while before Siberia's 
resources of coal, iron and marble will 
be developed.

Some persons are talking of revolu­
tion in Japan because of the great in­
crease in taxes, due to the cost of 
maintaining the army and the navy. 
Japan is borrowing money at the rate 
of seven and a half per cent. Her

bonds are held mostly at home. Th* 
Japanese are the best agriculturists in. 
the world and every available inch of 
their soil Is cultivated, but they have 
very little capital. The fact that for­
eigners cannot own land in Japan dis­
courages foreign capital from coming 
in, and this must be changed. For 
instance, as the law now stands the 
bondholders ot a railroad could not 
foreclose in case of default. Just now 
new taxes have been levied "or. 
and certain ether articles, and enor­
mous quantities of sugar were brought 
in before the tax went into effect. 
This is lying in the custom houses be­
cause the importer cannot raise money 
to get it out.

There is great fear of a revolt In 
China because the people, of whom 
there are 350,000.000 contained in 20 
provinces, have lost faith in their rul­
ers, and one should not be surprised 
by hearing that the Emperor or Em­
press had been assassinated. Not­
withstanding these deplorable circum­
stances, China offers a large field for 
enterprise and investment.

With all the ground possibilities of 
the far East, nothing would induce a 
quicker and more satisfactory develop­
ment of its resources than the adop­
tion of American methods of transpor­
tation, banking facilities, hotels and 
houses.

What costs nothing is worth noth­
ing.

The Mosquito's
Deadly Foe»»•

Petroleum will kill mosquitoes, but it 
is not the most practical method of de­
stroying the pest, as is stated by many 
persons, says a New Yorker. Besides, 
the cure Is worse than the ailment 
Petroleum destroys foliage, ruins water 
and Is disagreeable in odor. I would 
rather suffer mosquitoes than have our 
beautiful salt meadow lands, tide 
creeks and bays and fresh ponds and 
streams filled with kerosene. The real 
practical method of destroying mos­
quitoes is to encourage nature's reme­
dy—the breeding of mosquito-eating 
species of bird life. The nighthawk 
(-7hip-poor-will) and swallow live 
wholly upon mosquitoes, anu in dis­
tricts where these birds are abundant 
the human natives are never annoyed 
with mosquitoes. The salt meadow 
lands of the Great South bay of Long 
Island probably breed more mosqui­
toes than any other quarter in the 
world, yet the neighboring inhabitants, 
the occupants of beautiful mansions on 
the Merrick road, overlooking the bay 
and ocean—are not troubled to any an­
noying extent, because of the abund­
ance of swallows. The purple martin 
is bred by every gentleman's house­
hold along the great highway, and 
hundreds of them circle the homes and 
keep the grounds free of them through­
out the summer. A half-dozen bird 
houses are maintained in »he orchards 
and upon the lawns. Propagate the 
purple martin and the mosquito pest 
will disappear.—Utica Globe.

The formal wording of old public 
documents, contrasted with the brev­
ity and directness of those which now 
serve the purpose of official announce­
ment and certification, suggests th» 
inquiry whether the point of view hat 
changed or only the mauner of ex 
pressing facts of public interest. As- 
illustrating the appropriate phrase­
ology of a formal pub ic document of 
a century ago readers will be Interest­
ed In the following transcript of a bill 
of health issued to a ship leaving the 
port of New York In 1802, which Is 
preserved as a literary curl :sity in the 
archives of the Maritime exchange of 
that city:

DISTRICT OF NEW YORK.
To all the faithful of Christ, to whom

these presents may come:
Whereas, it Is Pious and Just to 

bear witness of the Truth, lest error 
and deceit overthrow It;

And WHEREAS the Ship Penman 
of which Alexander Coffin, Jr., under 
God. is master, and now ready to de­
part from the port of the city of New 
York and, if God p’ease. to sail from 
Canton and other places beyond sea. 
with twenty-six men. lnc'udiag the 
master of said ship;

We THEREFORE, to you a'l, ,by the 
Tenor of these Presents, do make 
known that (praise be to God the Most 
High and Good) no plague, or any 
dangerous or contagious disease, at 
present exists in the said port.

Given under our hands and seals 
of office, this twenty-third day of 
March. 1802, and In the twenty-sixth 
year of the Independence of the United 
States.”

The signatures are not quite legible 
but appe-ar to be those of John K?ar 
ny, D. C.. and D. S. Oglethorp. M. G

By following his rigid rule of for­
ever standing up for his rights. Uncle 
Sam becomes Involved in some peculiar 
cases. On numerous occasions, for in­
stance, he has sued inanimate objects 
and dumb animals, and as’a' result tbe 
treasury Is greatly benefited. He is 
busy. Just now, prosecuting numerous 
fraak suits against inanimate things 
and animals. These helplees lawbresk 
breakers are held as defendants, just 
as though they were human beings. 
They are Imprisoned in the custody of 
the court, and lawyers eloquently re­
cite their misdeeds, for they are of­
fenders in trhe unsparing eye of the 
law.

Uncle Sam made a snug fortune by 
suing fifteen packages of diamonds 
smuggled last June through Niagara. 
A few days ago the federal court of the 
western New York district sentenced 
them to be sold. Thirty-one thousand 
dollars were poured Into the treasury 
as the result of this auction. Uncle 
Sam lately sued “581 diamonds, cut, 
etc.”  suspected of having been smug­
gled Into Michigan, but tbe District 
court dismissed the case, and they 
were liberated from the custody of the 
United States marshal. “ The United 
States vs. one diamond and pearl 
bracelet, one diamond and pearl brooch 
witb pendant, one pair diamond and 
pearl earrings and one diamond 
brooch,” was the title of a case which 
lately went against the aforesaid Jew­
els In the district court of New Jer­
sey. They were held guilty for allow­
ing themselves to be smuggled and 
were sent down to the auctioneer. 
Misbehaving cattle have troubled 
Uncle Sam to a serious degree of late. 
He has arrested and tried no less than 
1,023 within the past two years. They 
were all accused of coming into the 
country in violation of the quarantine 
laws. In these caBes It was deemed 
impracticable to commit the defend­
ants to jail, like common human of­
fenders, or to lock them up In the 
marshal’s safe, as the diamond rings 
were treated. The government had to 
hire a pen wherein they could be kept 
under constant surveillancce and out 
of the way of the enterprising Jour­
nalistic interviewers. There being no 
docks in the courts to suitably accom­
modate them, they were denied an ear 
in their own trials and had to entrust 
their cases entirely to their counsel. 
The greater number were found guilty 
and sentenced to pass under the ham­
mer. “ The United States vs. 1.736 
pounds adulterated assafostida” was a 
sensational case which lately called 
forth an eloquent and profound opin­
ion from the circuit court of the east­
ern division of Michigan». The defend­
ant when produ#>rf eN»- dignified 
tribunal remonstrated a«* loudly’ that 
the spectators saw fit to clear the 
court and take to the fresh air of hea­
ven. The records show that the hon­
orable court sentenced the defendant 
“ to condemnation and destruction.” In 
the federal supreme court is pending 
the case of the United States vs. cer­
tain vessels painted white,” held for 
violating the law forbidding the impor­
tation of firearms into Alaska. A 
similar case “vs. one certain vessel 
painted light drab," was lately decid­
ed against the defendant, and she was 
sentenced to "forfeiture and sale.” But 
when Uncle Sam came to carry out 
the decree of the court he found that 
she had escaped from the custody of 
the authorities. The government has 
sued numerous schooners, tugs, steam­
boats and other water craft in recent 
years. Cases in which a schooner and 
a tug are held as defendants are pend  ̂
lng In the supreme court. Five photo- 
graphs'were recently sued In Califor­
nia, twenty-one In New Jersey and 
“ one lot” In Porto Rico. All of these 
pictures are accused of immorality, and 
were sentenced to “ destruction by 
fire.”  “ One gross of immoral articles,” 
recently defendants In a Porto Rican 
case, suffered like punishment.

Areas of land appear aa defendants 
in many cases before the federal 
courts. In the circuit court of Rhode 
Tsland was recently heard "the United 
States against certain lands in James­
town,” and “against certain lands In 
Boston Neck.” The’se properties were 
defendants in condemnation proceed­
ings, the government desiring their 
use.

WORTHY OF IMITATION.

Tne ostrich la monogamous and ux­

orious; a doughty defender of his nest 
and nestlings There never yet was a
oird. little or big. that felt self-suffi­
cient enough to build a nest aldne. 
That form of conceit they leave to the 
featherless bipeds of earth. But of all 
the bird world, not o»:e male in tbs 
whole lot is as willing as the ostrich 
to tuck up bis tail feathers and go to 
work. Mrs. Ostrich is not allowed to 
exert herself too much in the prepara­
tion of the house. Her criticism and 
advice are highly respected, however, 
so she usually stands near, ready tc 
be of assistance. If needed. An os­
trich’s nest Is really a dug-out. Just 
the kind of abode suitable for a coun­
try where wind and sand frequently 
get mixed up together. The ostrich 
digs his home with hls strong breast­
bone. kicking the sand out behind him. 
It takes strength and patience to do 
his work well, for be does not count 
It finished until he has hollowed out a 
hole about four feet in diameter and 
one foot deep. Sometimes his strength 
falls before the nest is done, and then 
Mrs. Ostrich, like a good wife, comet 
to hls aid and lends a helping breast­
bone, till he gets his wind again. The 
nest ready, Mr. Ostrich conducts hit 
mate gallantly to her seat of honoi 
there. Mr8. Ostrich, having a proper 
sense of her obligations to the world 
and the ostrlculturlst, proceeds to lay 
in the warm, sandy nest a big white 
egg that weighs about three and one- 
half pounds. Every other day she 
iays "one until twelve or fifteen are 
side by side In the hole In the ground. 
She and Mr. Ostrich look at them very 
fondly and often, and as a protection 
against the intense heat of the sun 
they scatter a little sand over the eggB 
From this thoughtful act arises that 
ancient superstition that the eggs’ o’ 
tbs ostrich are hatched by the dun 
without the bird's help. Ail the time 
that Mrs. Ostrich is performing hei 
delicate duty Mr. Ostrich keeps watch­
ful guard of her. Woe be to the un­
happy creature, be he brute or human 
who tries to come near. One blow ol 
his foot can dangerously injure; on« 
cut of hls sharp claw fatally pierces 
As defender of his family Mr. Ostrich 
is always on duty. He never stay» 
out late at night, or even leaves hi» 
spouse to spend a lonely evening while 
he swaps stories with the other birds 
As soon as the full number of egg* 
are laid he takes bis turn sitting on 
the nest.—Buffalo Enquirer.

A NATURAL WONDER 
RECENTLY DISCOVER­
ED IN ARKANSAS.

The largest cave in the United State«, 
not barring the mammoth cave in Ken­
tucky, is in Searcy county. Ark., ac­
cording to a traveler, who says: “ From 
some of the natives I understand the 
opening in the earth has been traced 
back for 10 miles, and it shows no 
end. When I left last week the owner 
of the land was organiizng a party 
of neighbors to make further explora­
tions. Tbe c*ve is entered from the 
top like the Marble cave. In Stone 
;ounty, which I have visited. You go 
down a rough ladder made of a tree to 
which slats have been nailed. The 
descent is perpendicular for 30 feet or 
more. When you reach that level a 
slant at an angle of 75^degrees con­
fronts you. This is made by means of 
footholes in the soft rock. At the bot­
tom the cav£ opens into a vast cham­
ber. It U probably 200 feet In length, 
and of an elliptical shape. The crown 

^ISes 50 or more feet al>ov  ̂ the floor at 
its highest point. In this room it is 
perfectly dry. The dust lies at least two 
Inches over the floor. Bats are found 
here by the thousands. It is almost im­
possible to carry a light through this 
room. The winged creatures tty so 
thickly about that their wings extin-

guish any torch. It’s an uncanny filflCe 
and In striking contrast with other 
portions of the cave. After you pass 
through this room it is necessary to 
crawl on hands and knees for quite a 
distance. Probably 100 feet farther on 
is another chamber, whicji is as clean 
as the other is dirty ,/This room is 
damp, and is filled With stalactites and 
stalagmites in abundance. I broke off 
an almost perfect specimen, which Is 
without tbe usual brown coloring mat- 

It is almost pure white. For • 
yards or so the passage Is 

rough, and at certain places seems as 
if it had beep hewn out of the «olid 
rock. For a mile or more comes a suc­
cession of rooms opening off from tbe 
corridor. In several of these rooms we 
knocked off chunks of perfect lead ore. 
It glistened on the sides of the room 
from the reflection of our torches. At 
that point I turned back, but from 
what the guide said the end has never 
been found, and the place has been 
traced for ten miles. The man that 
owns the land has a fortune if he can 
get that mineral out of tnere. I at­
tempted to purchase an interest in the 
mineral, but I couldn’t touch it with a 
10-foot pole.”

Twenty years ago it is 
questionable If there existed a single 
prune tree In the whole of that state, 
whereas now California 1« recognized 
as the largest producer of prunes In the 
world. At present about 73.000 acres 
are given ov*r to the cultivation of 
prunes, and last year’s prune crop 
amounted to 150.000.000 pounds. Dur­
ing the harvesting thousands of wom­
en leave their domestic duties (taking 
with them their families) to engage 
actively in the sheds of the ranchers, 
cutting the fruit for drying after th* 
men have collected It from the treag.

The second coal area is that of the 
Northwest. In Manitoba there are 15,000 
square miles of coal lands besides an 
area of 50,000 square miles along the 
base of tne Rocky Mountains, and in 
the Bow and Peace River districts. In 
the Rocky Mountains there is the very 
rich coal area of the Crow’s Nest Pass 
Several seams of anthracite of excel­
lent quality have been found. The 
fourth area is that of the Pacific coast 
which, according to the estimate of 
the late Dr. Geo. M. Dawson, contains 
about 1,700 square miles. Excellent an 
thracite is mined there. The production 
of coal in Canada during the year 19 o 
amounted to 5,332,197 tons.—Montreal 
Herald and Star.

R a ce  O ver M ils*.
Owing to the unusually large amount 

of passenger traffic this year between 
Paris and London, an effort has been 
made by the English press, seconded 
by a certain section of the Paris press 
to have quicker means of transporta­
tion and better traveling accommoda­
tions between the two capitals. The 
effort. iVs a measure, has been success­
ful. The other day the Nord. running 
between Calais and Dover, made the 
record run across the channel in fifty 
three minutes, forty seconds a feat 
which the Pas de Calais is now trying 
to excel. The French Northern rail­
way is also introducing vestibule cars 
for second-class coaches on all e* 
press trains from Paris. Other time 
saving devices will shortly be introl 
duced and the French Northern rail­
way has announced that vestibule car* 
for third-class passengers will soon b3 
run on afternoon and night trains.

The postal department has issued a 
bound book of receipts for rural mail 
carriers, which resembles In a general 
way a checkbook, Mich page containing 
a receipt and a sum, with a perforated 
line between tp facilitate separation. 
The book Is kept by the carrier, and 
the stubs show the disposal he made 
of the money intrusted to him by thé 
patron who holds his receipts. He is 
always supplied with blank applica­
tions, which the patron fills out him­
self and gives him with the money. 
The carrier’s receipt in this manner 
becomes the patron’s voucher, showing 
that he has given the carrier his money 
and his application; the stub becomes 
the carrier's voucher that money and 
application have been given to the 
postmaster, and that a money order 
has been made out in accordance 
therewith, aqd the postmaster's vouch­
er is found in his own money order 
book, where a carbon duplicate of the 
order he ha* drawn is preserved. The 
postmaster may, if the patron desires, 
and sends him by the carrier's hand an 
addressed envelope or letter, slip the 
order inside, and mail it himself, or he 
may give the order to the carrier to ! 
be banded over to the patron on his 1 
next trip past the latter’s place of rest 
dence.—Chicago Journal.

H and L oses C ann in g  s t  Forty.
The brain of a great man remains In 

fine working order long after his 
hands, directed by that brain, have lost 
their deftness. That Is one of the 
curious things of life. There are plenty 
of Instances of men who have reached 
the allotted age of life continuing In 
the activities of the world as long as 
those activities are of the brain and 
not of the hand. But the mechanic’s 
highest skill is shown when he Is be­
tween the ages of 30 and 40. After the 
latter age his hand loses its cunning, 
but if his brain has-been taught to 
work he can continue To labor and may 
even surpass the earning power of his 
hand. After 40 the muscles do not re­
spond nearly as certainly and readily 
to the orders and the willingness of 
the brain, and a man’s handwork be­
gins to flail off in its earning capacity. 
Yet in the case of the brain it is only 
after 40 that It really begins its best 
work—the work that endures and is 
called famous long after the man has 
ceased to be. A good instance of the 
early death’’of manual activity is seen 
In the button trade. A skillful button- 
maker in his prime, between 30 and 40 
years of age, can make 111 or $12 a 
week, being in ivory an output each 
.day on his lathe of 6,240 buttons. 
When he gets to be 46 years old if he 
can make $6 or <7 a week he is lucky, 
w k l le  tw e n ty  yoerm latec. qven If he 
still enjoy* ima
ties, all he can make la $6 a week, in 
thia trade, of course, one hand is used 
principally. In farming or seafaring, 
or in some other vocations in which 
the energy of the muscles is distributed 
equally over the body, the physical ac­
tivity does not dwindle as soon, and 
sometimes In these cases of equal de­
velopment and use of the muscles the 
physical being outlasts the mental, but 
these exceptional cases are not those 
of mechanics in these days of division 
of labor.

G laaa-W ork era’ W a ge  Heal«.
Several members of the Amalga­

mated Glass Workers' Union are em­
ployed in visiting the different firms 
engaged in the glass trade and present­
ing the new wage scale and working 
rules for their indorsement. The prin­
cipal features in the new agreement 
are: (I) A nine-hour day, with no re­
duction in wages; (2) time and a half 
tor overtime and double time after 10 
o ’clock p. m. and for Sundays and legal 
holidays, no wrork permitted on Labor 
Day; (3) only members of the union in 
good standing shall be employed; (4) 
all goods shall bear the union label; 
(5) all disputes shall be setted by arbi­
tration. A year ago the members of 
the union declared a general strike for 
the purpose of securing an agreement. 
No trouble has as yet been encoun­
tered, it is reported by the officers, to 
secure signatures of employers.—Chi­
cago American.

In ju ries  In s  F actory .
In an action for damages by a boy 

twelve years of age for injuries re­
ceived while employed In a factory in 
violation of a statute prohibiting the 
employment of children under fourteen 
years of age, the ow’ner of the factory 
sought to defend the action on the 
ground that the boy had waived the 
protection of the statute by remaining 
at work. But the supreme court (New 
York), appellate division, held that on 
the facts the boy had been put to w’ork 
by the manufacturer, and not by his 
own request, and that as a matter of 
law he had not waived his right under 
the statute. (Marine vs. Schmaier, 70 
N. Y. Supp., 790.)

I n  Ion L ab e l G ain in g  G round.
Sneer at the label as they will, its 

opponents are bound to admit that it 
Is daily gaining ground, and that it is 
now one of the most important factors 
in the labor movement. We quote the 
following letter to show the ever-in­
creasing demand for the label: "We 
desire to Inquire as to what we must 
do to be able to use the union label on 
work done In this office. We can do 
more work here in the mining country 
if we use the label on our printing, 
but the town is not a union town, 
neither is it large enough to organize 
a separate union. Please let us hear 
from you at once as regards this mat­
ter. While the town is not union, we 
are heartily in accord with the union, 
and believe we pay union wages Just 
the same. The only union printer in 
the town works in this office.” The 
letter comes from a small town In the 
west, and Is a fair sample of the many 
of its kind that are continually being 
received at this office from all parts 
of the country. The progress of the 
label is not confined to any section. It 
is finding its way into the villages and 
towns, and Is making friends for labor, 
wherever it is known.—Pennsylvania 
Grit

Manufacturing In Maaaaehusetts.
Massachusetts is one of the States 

that puts out statistics that have un­
usual value from their thoroughness 
and completeness. The figures for 
manufacturing Industries for 1900 re­
late to 4,646 Industrial establishments. 
Of these only 8.83 per cent, are con­
trolled by trusts, so more than 90 per 
cent of the plants still maintain their 
independence and are managed by in­
dividual enterprise. This calls atten­
tion to the fact that the staple in­
dustries of Massachusetts and for the 
greater part of New England have not 
been much affected by the trusts. T he 
leather and cotton goods industries a -e  
tbe staples in Massachusetts. T he es­
tablishments reported represent an in ­
fested capital of $456,000.000. T hey  
use $455,000.000 worth of stock and 
mad« goods worth $300.000.000. AU of 
these figures mark an increase over 
t̂fce similar figures for the previous 
year. The total amount of w->ges paid 
amounted to $167.00(0.000, w hich was 
received by 380.000 people. 254.000 
of whom were men and 126.000 women.

Buffalo, N. Y., Sept. 10.—Czolgosz, 

the assailant of President McKinley, 
went through another long examina­
tion Monday at the hands of the po­
lice officials, but emerged from it with­
out adding anything material to their 
knowledge of the case. The chief ef­
fort of the detectives was to draw from 
the prisoner some admission as to his 
accomplices, but he persistently stood 
to his denial that he was not assisted 
ha any way in the commission of his 
crime. Bvery possible device was re­
sorted to in the effort to obtain the 
Information, but the prisoner main­
tained his position and could not be 
shaken. Ia answer to his questions he 
agala went over the events of Friday 
and told substantially the same story 
as in the original oonfeesion made to 
Superintendent Bull and Dlstricct At­
torney Penny. Csolgosz carefully 
weighed his answer and when conclu­
sions that he did not approve were 
taken from his statements, insisted up­
on making explanations of his exact 
meaning. The police have about con­
cluded that nr'jre effective work on the 
plot theonr*can be done on the out­
side.

The general Investigation of the case 
progresses slowly, because the men on 
it must cover s large amount of pre­
liminary ground before they do ef­
fective work. According to the local 
authorities ''the police of the country 
know very liHJe about the anarchists. 
They say that the secret service men 
do not show anw special familiarity 
with them and that there does not seem 
to be a single police department in the 
country that has more than a general 
knowledge of them. Members of the 
Buffalo force admit that they have 
never given American anarchists se­
rious consideration and that they did 
not know that there were any here.

Since the president was shot they 
• have found there arq at least twenty 

avowed anarchists in the city. Here, 
as elsewhere, it has been necessary for 
the detectives to first satisfy them­
selves ss to the identity of a lot of 
men whom they never had occasion to 
watch before.
