Borden Relays return to Gail 
with a new look— a makeover 
that brings a resurfaced track, 
a new press box, and at last, an 
air-conditioned concession 
stand. For those of us old 
enough to know, this updated 
version will be greatly appre­
ciated.

Former BHS athletes can 
still recall the old cinder track 
and the days of travel to Snyder 
or Lamesa to work out on real 
high jump, pole vault, and long 
jump runways/pits. It was a 
time hassle for athletes and 
coaches, this 70-mile round 
trip commute, but it was not a 
bother: athletes such as John 
Paul Harris would have trav­
eled twice that distance to prac­
tice and compete. John Paul 
would do it again today.

If only he could.
The 1993 BHS graduate is 

now 33 years old; his body is 
going on 93. The young hus­
band of Deidre and father to 
Logan (7) and Breeley (3) 
faced more than just a few laps 
around the track. The same dis­
ease that shut down the stellar 
baseball career of Lou Gehrig 
in 1936 is now taking its toll 
on John Paul’s physical body. 
T h a t’s what ALS, or Lou 
G ehrig ’s d isease does— it 
weakens and eventually para­
lyzes the muscles of the limbs 
and trunk as well as those that 
control vital functions such as 
speech, sw allow ing, and 
breathing.

It isn’t easy to write that last 
line. No one really wants to 
think about happening to John 
Paul. But John Paul isn’t just

anyone. He remains typically 
positive, low key, laid back 
person he has always been. 
ALS has not and will never 
paralyze his spirit.

The Harris Family came to 
Borden County in the late 80’s. 
John was the band director— 
an outgoing and upbeat man 
who loved teaching his music 
and showing pride in his and 
wife Jackie’s three children. 
Jackie, much like her son John 
Paul, was the quiet and de­
pendable foil to her husband— 
content to work silently in the 
background as wife, mother, 
and teacher aide.

John Pau l’s sister Julie 
graduated valedictorian in 
1990, a state champion in edi­
torial writing. Jade, the family 
baby, is still legendary in these 
parts as “that little guy who 
showed up in everyone’s 
home” just to visit. The three 
Harris children made their 
mark. And it was John Paul 
who made his with both his 
athletic ability and his unas­
suming personality.

He led his teammates not 
vocally but with action. He 
drew attention to himself not 
with celebratory moves after a 
touchdown but with celebra­
tions with his teammates.

Dyeing Eggs Naturally
Every year around Easter, 

we get the urge to color Easter 
eggs. No matter your age, this 
is a fun tradition. Generally we 
pick up a dyeing kit at the gro­
cery store and come home and 
dissolve the tablets in the wa­
ter or vinegar and get to work. 
But, have you ever thought of 
using things around your 
kitchen for dye? Common 
food items such as red cab­
bage, onion skins, and coffee 
can be used to transform plain 
white eggs into colorful Eas­
ter gems. Kids will especially 
love discovering all the differ­
ent colors they can create - let 
them experiment using hard- 
boiled eggs and bowls of cold 
dyes.

Dye Recipes: Select the 
item you want to use for dye­
ing (see the color glossary be­
low) and then follow the steps 
listed here. Add 1 quart of 
water and 2 tablespoons of 
white vinegar to the pot (if 
more water is needed to cover 
the ingredients, proportionally 
add more water and vinegar). 
Bring to a boil and lower the 
heat. Allow the ingredients to 
simmer for 30 minutes. Strain 
dye into a bowl and let cool. 

Dyes:
Red Cabbage Dye: 4 cups 

chopped red cabbage
Turmeric Dye: 3 Table­

spoons turmeric
Onion-skin Dye: 4 cups on­

ion skins (skins of about 12 
onions)

Beet Dye: 4 cups chopped 
beets

Coffee Dye: 1 quart strong 
black coffee (instead of water) 

Color Glossary 
Deep Gold: Boil eggs in tur­

meric solution, 30 minutes 
Sienna: Boil eggs in onion­

skin solution, 30 minutes 
Dark, Rich Brown: Boil 

eggs in black coffee, 30 min­
utes

Pale Yellow: Soak eggs in 
room temperature turmeric so­
lution, 30 minutes

Orange: Soak eggs in room 
temperature onion-skin solu­
tion, 30 minutes

Light Brown: Soak eggs in 
room temperature black cof­
fee, 30 minutes

Light Pink: Soak eggs in 
room temperature beet solu­
tion, 30 minutes

Light Blue: Soak eggs in 
room temperature red cab­
bage solution, 30 minutes 

Royal Blue: Soak eggs in 
room temperature red cab­
bage solution overnight 

Lavender: Soak eggs in 
room temperature turmeric 
solution, 30 minutes. Follow 
with room temperature red 
cabbage solution, 30 seconds 

Chartreuse: Soak eggs in 
room temperature turmeric 
solution, 30 minutes. Follow 
with room temperature beet 
solution, 5 seconds

Salmon: Soak eggs in room 
temperature turmeric solu­
tion, 30 minutes. Follow with 
room temperature beet solu­
tion, 30 minutes

Cold Dipping Method 
With this method, the eggs 

and the ingredients for the dye 
are boiled separately. Using 
a metal spoon, lower cooled 
hard-boiled eggs into a bowl 
of dye, and let them soak for 
as little as 5 seconds or as long 
as overnight, depending on 
the depth of color you desire. 
Remove eggs with spoon, pat 
dry with paper towels, and let 
dry on a wire rack. The cold­
dipping m ethod produces 
subtle, translucent shades but 
can result in an uneven color 
unless the eggs are rotated 
occasionally while in the dye. 
For hollow eggs that will last 
indefinitely (used as decora­
tions on Easter egg trees or for 
cascarones (confetti filled 
eggs), cold-dip raw eggs then 
blow them out after they are 
dyed.

Boiled Method
This method involves boil­

ing the eggs with the dye; the 
heat allows the dye to saturate 
the shells, resulting in intense 
uniform colors. Set raw eggs 
in a pot of strained dye; bring 
to a boil for the amount of 
time specified in the color

Finish (optional)
Natural dyes tend to fade 

over time, so finish any eggs 
that you pan to keep (not ones 
with the insides left) with a 
matte or gloss acrylic spray 
varnish. To create an egg­
spraying stand, stick a 6-inch 
length of wire into a block of 
Styrofoam, prop the hollow 
egg onto the wire through one 
of its holes. Spray egg with a 
coat of varnish in a well-venti­
lated area and let dry.
