The Borden County Coy-
otes traveled to Westbrook
Friday and made short work
of the hometown Wildcats to
officially claim the 2008 divi-
sion II district 6 champion-
ship.

The Coyotes wasted little
time taking confrol of this
game as Michael Cooley re-
turned the opening kick-off 79
yards for the touchdown.
Flynn Chapman added the ex-

tra point, which was a perfect -

night for as he was seven for
seven on the evening.

The first team Coyote de-
fense of Chapman, Cooley,
Jake Cooley, Karl Lamming,
John Hensley and Tony Soto
along with the usual corner
rotation with Zach Telchik
playing every 2nd down
quickly forced a Wildcat 3 and
out. The Coyotes trying a new
wrinkle offensively managed
to quickly move inside the
Wildcat 20 yard line and then
Chapman followed the good
blocking in the Coyotes jumbo
package of Clay Harding cen-

Avoid Overspending During the
Holidays

Many of us will spend more
money than we intend during
the coming holidays. We have
all felt panic standing in the
middle of a crowded mall with
only a few days (or hours) to
find just the right gift for every-
one on our list. In some cases, a
distracted moment will result in
the theft of a credit card. By us-
ing the tips assembled here and
with a little care, planning, and
budgeting, we hope we’ll be
able to help you have a less
stressful holiday season.

Managing Your Money

Save in advance. It may be
too late this year, but commit
now to saving in advance for
next year. Discipline yourself to
save a few dollars from each
week’s paycheck during the
year. It’s simple. Look into join-
ing a “Christmas Club” at your
savings institution.

Moonlight. Taking on a part-
time job for a few months, or
working overtime, is one great
way to earn extra spending
money in time for the holidays.
Even better, work a little extra
here and there throughout the
year, saving most, if not all, fer
holiday expenses.

Make a list. It also helps to
stick to it! This may seem to be
a fairly basic thing to do, but
think of the. times you’ve gone
grocery shopping and found
yourself buying things that
weren’t on your grocery list.
Holiday displays are even more
enticing. Avoid impulse buying.

Hitting the Stores

Read sale ads carefully.
During the holidays, some mer-
chants may offer items at a sale
price for a limited time, for as
little as four hours or early in the
morning. Others may say “quan-
tities limited,” “no raiin checks,”
or “not in combination with
other offers.”-You may want to
call ahead to see if the item is
on the shelves.

Allow time for planning
and comparison shopping.
Keep your budget in mind and
shop carefully to get the best

selection and price. Some mer-
chants may offer a sale price for
a limited time on an item you
want.

Watch the scanner. During
the holidays, it seems like retail-
ers are announcing new sales
and markdowns every day. With
the extra workload, sometimes
the staff can’t keep up with all
the price changes and update the
cash register scanners with the
new prices. If you think the price
isn’t right, speak up. If you’re
going to go buy something you
saw advertised, take a copy of
the ad with you.

Be aware of distractions. It
sounds like basic advice but get
your receipt when you make a
purchase and put it away care-

fully. Don’t let yourself get into.

“Murphy’s Law situation” need-
ing that one receipt you tossed
in the trash. Make sure you’re
OK with the refund and return
policies for sale items, espe-
cially those on clearance. A mis-
placed receipt could contain
enough information for a crook
to misuse your credit card num-
ber to make a purchase!

Shopping from Home

Consider shopping by cata-
log or online. Many folks find
that catalog or online shopping
helps them stick to a budget be-
cause they’re not seduced by the
myriad choices available in
stores. Shopping from home of-
ten saves time, gas, and your
energy. However, shipping
charges will need to be included
in your budget.

Verify the delivery date.
When you place an order, the
vendor usually tells you when to
expect delivery. Sellers are re-
quired to ship items as promised
or within 30 days after the order
date, when no specific date is
promised. If the seller can’t ship
the goods within the promised
or 30-day deadline, the seller
must notify you, give you a
chance to cancel your order and
provide a full refund if you’ve
chosen to cancel. The seller also
has the option of canceling your

order and refunding your
money. It’s also a good idea to
plan for a couple extra days in
delivery time during the holi-
days - even the best retailers can
fall behind. Nothing’s worse

than giving someone an IOU be-

cause your gift is backordered.

Check out the terms of the
deal. Can you return the item for
a full refund? If you return it,
who pays the shipping costs or
restocking fees? Can the recipi-
ent return your gift? If so, ask:
that a gift receipt be included in
the package.

Keep a paper trail. Print and
save records of your online
transactions, including the prod-
uct description and price, the
online receipt, and copies of any
email you exchange with the
seller 2

Using Credit *

Keep an eye on your credit
card and account number
Never lend your credit card to
anyone, the Federal Trade Com-
mission (FTC) advises, because
you are responsible for paying
the bill. Problems with the bill
can damage your credit rating.
Also, don’t sign a blank charge
slip; draw a line through the
blank spaces above the total so
that the amount cannot be

- changed. Only carry the credit

cards you anticipate using, and
be very cautious about disclos-
ing your account number over
the telephone unless you know
with whom you are dealing. And
finally, never write down your
account number on the outside
of an envelope or piece of pa-
per. Also, be sure to retrieve your
credit card after completing a
transaction. It’s easy to forget it
after spending a frustrating half
hour in line. If your credit and
ATM cards are lost or stolen, the
FTC suggests that you report the
loss or theft immediately to the
card issuers. Many companies
have toll-free numbers and 24-
hour service to deal with such
emergencies. Always follow up
with a letter that includes your
account number, when you no-
ticed the card was missing, and
the date on which you reported
the loss. :

Keep good records. Save
your receipts, compare them
with your monthly bill, and
promptly report your problems
to the credit card issuer. If or-
dering by mail, phone or online,
keep detailed copies about the
transaction, including warran-
ties, or return and refund poli-
cies. :

Making Films For The Fun of It

I had the privilege recently
to judge the American Motion
Picture Society’s annual film
competition. Three of us
watched the entries for eight
straight nights. Some of the
sessions lasted up to four
hours. When they asked me to
be one of the judges, I said yes
without realizing what a gru-
eling time was ahead. It was

. fascinating, though. The 63
entries came from all over the
world. The categories were

nature, travel, experimental, |

documentary, adventure drama
and comedy. The length of the
entries ranged from two min-
utes to half an hour.

The first film we watched
was from Madagascar. It was
about lemurs, little creatures
that bounce from one point to
another instead of walking. It
was totally enthralling. The
second one’ we watched, also
in the nature category, was
titled “Wagtails” and showed
- some incredible footage of
birds in England carefully
building an architecturally su-
perb nest on top of a row of
fencing only to see it blown off
during an windstorm (it won
for best photography). One
entry from Africa was about
predatory animals and had
some gruesome shots of wild
dogs catching their prey and
eating it.

These filmmakers are all
amateurs, although some of
their work looked professional.
The rules state the entries must
be made strictly for the love of
the medium and not for any
commereial gain. Entries that
earned money were not al-
lowed. Now that the competi-

tion is over, I hope some of
these make their way to televi-
sion or movie houses because
they are of high quality.
Although it-is called AMPS
(American Motion Picture So-
ciety), very few entries came
from the United States. The
first night of judging there was
only one: a travel piece on
Chicago. Filmmakers from
other countries made movies
located in the USA. A group
from the British Isles made a

movié€ on forest fires in Utah. -

A group from Germany did a
piece on Indians. On the other
hand, some students from Iowa
State made a movie in Africa.
The topics were fascinating.
One was about body painting.
What appear to be girls wear-
ing shirts are actually girls
wearing only their painted
skin. We saw coppersmiths and
potters make incredibly beau-
tiful items by hand: Some of
the entries were about Venice
and Iguacu Falls. Others were
about penguins. We judged on
the story, photography, editing,
and sound.

When it was all over, the
winning entry was a piece from
Belgium on Flanders Field, the
American Memorial Cemetery
from World War One. The pro-
duction techniques involved,
using evocative music and his-
torical photographs and
archive film material, made it
truly remarkable.

It just barely won. Coming
in an extremely close second

“was a film from Poland on the

Auschwitz concentration
camp. It was riveting. Stun-
ning.” It won the best foreign
film award. :
