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USDA Announces
Buy-In Waivers

The recently approved Ameri-
can Recovery and Reinvestment
Act of 2009. (ARRA) includes
several agricultural disaster as-
sistance components designed to
enhance and extend assistance
available through the 2008 Farm
Bill’s Supplemental Revenue
Assistance (SURE) Program.

In accordance with the provi-
sions of the ARRA, Agriculture
Secretary Tom Vilsack an-
nounced March 17 that USDA
would extend to producers cur-
rently ineligible for the 2008
SURE program, because they did
not previously obtain the statu-
torily required policy crop insur-
ance from the Federal Crop In-
surance Corporation (FCIC) or
Non-insured Crop Disaster As-
sistance Program (NAP) cover-
age through the Farm Service
Agency for 2008, the opportu-
nity to pay a buy-in fee to estab-
lish SURE program eligibility
through May 18, 20009.

Paying the buy-in fee does not
provide the producer with crop
msurance or NAP coverage for
losses incurred during the 2008
crop year.

Producers who have not al-
ready taken the necessary steps
to become eligible for the

Supplemental Revenue Assis-
tance Program (SURE), Emer-
gency Assistance for Livestock,
Honeybees, and Farm-Raised
Fish (ELAP), and the Tree As-
sistance Program (TAP) may
now become eligible for such

programs by completing the
following steps by May 18,
2009:

(1) Paying a $100 buy-in
fee per crop. The maximum
fee for insurable or non-insur-
able crops is $300 per county,

er producer, not to exceed
5900 for multi-county pro-
ducers.

(2) In the case of each in-
surable crop (those for which
insurance is available from
FCIC), excluding grazing
land, agreeing to obtain a
policy or plan of insurance
for the next insurance year for
which crop insurance is avail-
able that covers 70 percent or
more of the yield at 100 per-
cent of the price.

(3) In the case of each non-
insurable crop, agreeing to
file the required paperwork
and pay the applicable admin-
istrative NAP coverage fee by’
the applicable state applica-
tion closing date for the next
available year.

Producers who choose to
buy in under the ARRA pro-
vision will be considered, for
insured crops for the 2008
Farm Bill disaster assistance
programs only, to have ob-
tained a policy or plan of in-
surance for the 2008 crop
year at a level of coverage not
to exceed 70 percent of the
yield at 100 percent of the
price.

Sprmg Cleaning With Young
Children

Spring is the time of year for
cleaning. Your young children
can help with cleaning tasks,
especially when they are mem-
bers of a team that works to-
gether. Such activities help
children focus on a task, talk
about what needs to be done,
and follow through until
completion. These experiences
can promote a sense of com-
petence and show children that
everyone benefits from team-
work.

In the March 2005 issue of
Young Children, Nancy Jones
writes that she uses big jobs in
her early childhood program.
She defines a big job as “a use-
ful, helpful task that requires
several people to work to-
gether.” Such tasks typically
involve physical activity, prob-
lem solving and communica-
tion for planning and directing.

During her 30 years as an
early childhood professional,
Jones says she has observed
that children benefit from com-
pleting big jobs. After finish-
ing group tasks, she says chil-
dren work more diligently at
challenging activities and are
friendlier with peers. Most im-
portantly, children experience
personal satisfaction by taking
charge of themselves and the
world around them.

Here are some ideas for in-
door and outdoor big jobs for
the home and early childhood
setting. With the right tools
(small buckets, sponges, rags,
child-size shovels and rakes)
and adult supervision, children
can work together to complete

* Try on summer clothes
and donate items that are too
small.

* Sort through toys and
books and decide which ones
can be donated.

* Vacuum and sweep clos-
ets.

* Sort items for recycling,
such as newspapers, card-
board, plastic milk jugs and
metal cans.

* Sweep patios and porches.

* Pick up sticks and leaves
from the yard.

* Spread new mulch on
flowerbeds.

* Turn over dirt in the gar-
den area.

* Spread grass seed and hay
over bare areas in the yard,
then water newly seeded areas.

* Dust toy shelves.

* Select new clothing items
for the pretend play area.

* Wash tricycles and other
toys for outdoor play.

* Clean outdoor play equip-
ment.

* Sweep outdoor play area.

* Pick up sticks and leaves
from the playground.

* Prepare an area for plant-
ing a garden.

* Spread grass seed and hay
over bare areas in the yard,
then water newly seeded areas.

* Fill a birdbath with clean
water.

For non-insurable crops for the 2008 Farm Bill disaster pro-
grams only, producers will be considered to have a level of cov-
erage equal to 70 percent of the yield. These levels of coverage
will be used to calculate the 2008 SURE guarantee. Producers
who buy in will not be eligible for actual crop insurance or
NAP benefits for the 2008 crop.

Producers who meet the definition of “Socially Disadvan-
taged, Limited Resource,” or “Beginning Farmer or Rancher,”
are not required to pay the buy-in fee.
