
Seminars To Discuss 
“After CRP” Land 
Use Alternatives 
With Landowners

Two conferences designed 
to explore the opportunities 
and alternatives available to 
landowners with expiring Con­
servation Reserve Program 
contracts have been scheduled 
in Amarillo and Lubbock. 
“After CRP: Wildlife, Farming 
and Grazing” conferences, 
sponsored by the Texas 
AgriLife Extension Service, 
will run from 8 a.m. to 3:15 
p.m. on June 17 and June 18, 
said Ken Cearley, AgriLife 
Extension wildlife specialist in 
Canyon. The conferences 
will be alike, varying only by 
regional differences, he said. 
Each will offer three general 
continuing education units to­
ward pesticide applicator re- 
certification. The June 17 
conference will be at the Texas 
AgriLife Research and Exten­
sion Center-Amarillo, 6500 W. 
Amarillo Blvd. The June 18 
conference will be at the Texas 
AgriLife Research and Exten­
sion Center-Lubbock, 1102 E. 
F.M. 1294. “If you’re think­
ing about the future manage­
ment of the land that you cur­
rently have under a CRP con­
tract, or you are starting to con­
sider various alternatives and

would like to know what oth­
ers exist, these conferences 
will provide some answers,” 
Cearley said. They both will 
address: compliance issues, 
cost-assistance programs, land 
management and economics 
with wildlife in mind, the eco­
nomics of farming and grazing 
alternatives, impacts on land 
value and the effect on future 
eligibility for federal farm 
programs. In addition to 
CRP contract holders, those 
contemplating or involved in 
buying or selling CRP land, 
agency personnel, educators 
and others with an interest in 
sound land management will 
likewise benefit from the pro­
gram, Cearley said. Confer­
ence partners include Farm 
Service Agency, Natural Re­
sources Conservation Service 
and Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department. Registration 
will be $40 through June 12 
and $50 at the door. Lunch, 
refreshments and conference 
materials will be provided with 
registration. Participants 
may register online at http:// 
agrilifevents.tamu.edu or by 
phone by calling 979-845- 
2604.

Preserve Foods at Home? 
Yes, you can, but do it safely

An abundance o f home 
grown fruits and vegetables 
often triggers the desire to can 
foods at home. While this can 
be a fim and rewarding way to 
keep foods long after the sea­
son ends, care must be taken 
to assure that foods canned at 
home are safe to eat.

Following research-based 
methods and using tested reci­
pes are just things to consider 
when canning foods at home. 
Not all recipes for home can­
ning have been tested for 
safety. Sources of tested reci­
pes include the National Cen­
ter for Home Food Preserva­
tion (http://w w w .uga.edu/ 
nchfp/), USDA, and manufac­
turers of home canning equip­
ment and supplies. Recipes 
from cookbooks, out-dated 
Extension publications and the 
Internet should not be used. 
The So Easy to Preserve recipe 
book is available for purchase 
in the Extension Office for 
$15.

Using the right equipment 
when canning also is impor­
tant. Some foods can be pre­
served using a water bath can- 
ner but others must be pro­
cessed in a pressure canner. If 
the right canning method is not 
used, then the finished product 
could make people very sick. 
Also, make sure that the equip­
ment you have is in good work­
ing order. Experts advise that 
dial gauges on pressure can-

ners be tested annually to 
make sure they are accurate. 
In addition, canners should be 
checked to make sure they are 
in good working order. There 
will be a testing clinic at the 
Scurry County Extensio Of­
fice (2605 Ave M, Snyder) on 
Wednesday, June 10 from 
1:00 to 5:30 p.m.

There are many other as­
pects to canning that one 
needs to consider, including 
jar size, headspace, and rec­
ommended processing (can­
ning) times. All of these can 
influence the safely of the fi­
nal product. The last thing 
that you want to do is tell 
someone that the food they 
have just spent hours canning 
has to be thrown away or re­
done. However, if one did not 
use a tested recipe, if unsealed 
jars were not identified within 
24 hours after canning, or if 
jars were not processed prop­
erly (i.e. using a water bath 
canner instead of a pressure 
canner) we may have no other 
choice. No one likes to throw 
food away, but no one wants 
to get sick (or worse) from 
eating unsafe food.

The Texas Commission On 
Environm ental Quality 
(TCEQ) has notified the 
Borden County Water System 
that the drinking water being 
supplied to customers had ex­
ceeded the Maximum Con­
taminant Level (MCL) for 
ARSENIC. The U.S. Environ­
mental Protection Agency 
(U.S. EPA) has established the 
MCL ARSENIC at .01 mg/L, 
and has determined that it is a 
health concern at levels above 
the MCL. Analysis of drink­
ing water in your community 
for ARSENIC indicates a 
level of .0102 mg/L based on 
a running annual average of 
quarterly samples.

This is not an emergency. 
However, some people who 
drink water containing AR­
SENIC in excess of the MCL 
over many years could expe­
rience skin damage or prob­
lems with their circulatory 
system, and may have in­
creased risk of getting cancer.

You do not need to use an 
alternative w ater supply. 
However, if you have health 
concerns, you may want to 
talk to your doctor to get more 
information about how this 
may affect you.

Borden County Water Sys­
tem has installed equipment to 
lower the level of ARSENIC 
to below the U.S. Environ­
mental Protection Agency 
(U.S. EPA) standards.

Please share this informa­
tion with all the other people 
who drink this water, espe­
cially those who may not have 
received this notice directly 
(for example, people in apart­
m ents, nursing homes, 
schools, and businesses). You 
can do this by posting this 
notice in a public place or dis­
tributing copies by hand or 
mail.

The Texas Commission On 
Environm ental Quality 
(TCEQ) has notified the 
Borden county Water System 
that the drinking water being 
supplied to customers had ex­
ceeded the Maximum Con­
taminant Level (MCL) for 
FLUORIDE. The U.S. Envi­
ronmental Protection Agency 
(U.S. EPA) has established the 
MCL FLUORIDE at 4mg/L, 
and has determined that it is a 
health concern at levels above 
the MCL. Analysis of drink­
ing water in your community 
for FLUORIDE indicates a 
level of 5.4 mg/L in the 1st 
quarter mg/L in 2009 and a 
level of 5.28 mg/L in the 2nd 
quarter of 2009.

This is not an emergency. 
However, some people who 
drink water containing 
FLUORIDE in excess of the 
MCL over many years could 
get bone disease, including 
pain and tenderness of the 
bones. Fluoride in drinking

water at half the MCL or more 
may cause m ottling of 
children’s teeth, usually in chil­
dren less than nine years old. 
Mottling, also know as dental 
fluorosis, may include brown 
staining and/or pitting of the 
teeth, and occurs only in devel­
oping teeth before they erupt 
from the gums.

You do not need to use an 
alternative water supply. How­
ever, if you have health con­
cerns, you may want to talk to 
your doctor to get more infor­
mation about how this may af­
fect you.

We are working to correct 
the problem by investigating 
the possibility of connecting to 
another system.

Please share this information 
with all the other people who 
drink this water, especially 
those who may not have re­
ceived this notice directly (for 
example, people in apartments, 
nursing homes, schools, and 
businesses). You can do this by 
posting this notice ina public 
place or distributing copies by 
hand or mail.
