Listen

“Itis the province of knowl-
edge to speak, and it is the
privilege of wisdom to listen.”

- Oliver Wendell Holmes,

“Much wisdom often goes
with brevity of speech.”

“Your need to talk does not
create in me a need to listen.”

Ask someone their idea of
good communication skills
and they will most likely say,
“talking.” However, for effec-
tive interaction to take place,
at least one person must be lis-
tening. Ironically, it’s not un-
usual to find neither partici-
pant listening to the other.

This happens whenever the
person who isn’t talking is oc-
cupied thinking about what
they are going to say next.
Then, although each takes a
turn speaking, no one takes a
turn listening. Without anyone
listening, there is no true com-
munication occurring.

A good listener doesn’t re-
gard conversation as a means
to impress or show off. A per-
son who has a desire to broad-
cast their ideas and knowledge
monopolizes the interchange,
preventing anyone else from
getting a word in. No one
wants to be lectured or be
thought of as inferior. Com-
munication is most effective

when all involved are treated
as and feel equal.

Have you found yourself in
aconversation where it seemed
as if the other person wasn’t
listening or wasn’t hearing
what you were saying? You
may have gotten frustrated or
maybe even angry. This is how
someone else might react if
they sense you aren’t paying
attention. When one or more
people get into this mode, com-
munication rapldly breaks
down.

Do you get defensive if you
feel someone doesn’t agree
with you or thinks you are
wrong? Do you feel the need
to prove yourself? If you an-
swered “yes” to either of these
questions, you may be talking
more than listening.

A good listener doesn’t be-
come defensive about what the
other person is saying. If you
are defensive, you will be for-
mulating a rebuttal while the
other person is talking. Ifyou
feel what the other person is .
saying isn’t true, you can only
counter it by first hearing ex-
actly what is being said.

A good listener doesn’t try
to prove he is right and-the
other person is wrong. No one
wants to be proven wrong and
they are not impressed even if
you do so. A good listener

Water Conservation Starts With
s Vg

Little kids ask for a last
drink of water before going to
bed. Food is boiled or sim-
mered or stewed. Clothes and
dishes are washed several
times a day. Sprinkler systems
come on automatically.

Water is such a fact of life
that it’s easy to forget it’s also
an absolute neckssity. That is
why conserving water at home
is so important.

Imagine what it would be
like to turn on the tap and not
get at least a drop of water.
People in some parts of the
country know this does hap-
pen. Water shortages are now
a local or regional problem.
Someday they may be a na-
tional problem. We even have
many families right here in
Borden County that know all
to well about hauling water for
daily living.

Conserving water does
more than preserve a vital

natural resource, she said. It

also conserves energy and
money. Energy is required to
pump, move and purify water.
Both energy and money are
required to heat water —
whether it is the water we heat
and use or the water we heat

and waste through poor man-.

agement practices.

Conservation begins with
awareness. Studies show wa-
ter use at home usually runs
between 66 gallons and 118
gallons per person per day,
with urban households more
likely to use larger amounts.

Any way you pour it, that’s
an enormous amount of water.
The best way to conserve it is
to stop wasting it. Some sug-
gestions are:

- Inspect the plumbing sys-
tem to check for leaks. If any
are found, fix them immedi-
ately.

- Install reduced-flow
showerheads.

- If leaving for a vacation or

trip, turn off all water. This will -

prevent anyone from turning
on outside faucets while you
are gone and will eliminate the

worry of burst pipes.

- To check for a leak in the
toilet, put a small amount of
food coloring in the tank. If
the color trickles into the
bowl, repairs are needed.

- Replace old toilets with
1.6-gallon flush toilets. Or re-
duce the amount of water used
in older toilets by filling a one-
quart plastic (not glass, which
can break) bottle with water
and putting it in the tank. This
will save a quart of water per
flush. (Don’t use a brick for
this purpose since particles
from the brick can damage the
valve.)

- Don’t wash partial loads
of clothes in high water lev-
els. If smaller loads must be
washed, change the setting of
the water level to low or me-
dium.

- Limit shower time to four
minutes per shower. Even
more water can be saved if
some showers are replaced
with sponge baths.

- Turn the water off while
shaving, brushing teeth and
doing other grooming tasks.
Turn the water on only when
it’s needed.

- When peeling and/or
cleaning produce, use a pan of
water instead of letting the tap
run.

- Limit the use of the gar-
bage disposal. Save scraps and
run the disposal unit once or
save the scraps for a compost
pile.

- Use a pressure cooker to
'save time, water and energy.

- Keep a bottle of water in
the refrigerator for instant
cold drinking water.

- Save leftover vegetable
juices to make stews, soups
and gravy. Use syrups and
juices from canned fruits for
making gelatin salads and for
drinking.

- Wash only full loads in the
dishwasher. Most dishwash-
ers use between 9 and 13 gal-
lons per cycle.

- Scrape dishes if necessary
before placing them in the

dishwasher. Avoid unnecessary
rinsing.

' - When washing dishes by
hand, use a pan of soapy water
for washing and a second pan
of clear hot water for rinsing.

- Wipe up small spills when
they happen so the entire floor
won’t have to be mopped.

- Do household chores to-
gether to save water. Clean
lightly-soiled surfaces first —
such as mirrors, walls and
woodwork — and floors last.

- Water indoor plants only
when needed.

- Wash the car less often. Or -

better yet, take advantage of a
soft summer rain — get out there
with a soap and sponge and let
the rain do the rinse job.

- Minimize landscape water
needs by planting native plants
and those that require less wa-
ter.

- Use trickle or drip irriga-
tion in outdoor gardens. These
methods use 25 percent to 50
percent less water than a hose
or sprinkler.

- Water the garden thor-
oughly but not as often. And
don’t let water run down the
driveway or into the street.

- When choosing new appli-
ances or plumbing fixtures, se-
lect models that are designed
to help save water.
