Make Your Own Luck

Hard Fought Victory Over

What exactly is luck? Why 
do some people appear to be 
luckier than others?

Keep your outlook flexible
Imagine the following sce­

nario. You are standing at one 
end of a long hallway. Your 
destination is a door at the 
other end. As you walk down 
the hallway, you pass other 
doors which are slightly open.

Unlucky people will direct 
all o f their attention on the 
door at the end. They will walk 
past the other doors without in­
vestigating what is on the other 
side. Behind the other doors 
lie potential opportunities. 
When they are bypassed, there 
is no chance o f benefiting. 
When they discover what they 
missed, unlucky people will 
lament how unlucky they were.

Lucky people will look into 
each room. They will still have 
the door at the far end as their 
destination, but they won’t ig­
nore the others. This strategy 
positions lucky people to take 
advantage of unexpected and 
unplanned opportunities along 
their journey.

To increase your luck, main­
tain an awareness of what is 
around you. Don’t go through 
life with blinders that hide op­
portunities.

Look for the upside

blocks by M att Roberson, 
Helio Rosales, Tanner Richey, 
TJ Basquez, and Quint Shafer. 
This 38 yard scamper by Fields 
was just one of his 36 carries 
on the day as the Coyotes strat­
egy on the evening was to use 
their size to their advantage 
and pound the smaller Bull­
dogs by running and more run­
ning.

The Coyotes only put the 
ball in the air six times, com­
pleting four of them. After the 
intial score, Rosales made the 
difficult kick into the wind to 
give Borden County a lead that 
they would not relinquish at 8- 
0. The Bulldogs however an­
swered right back by scoring 
on a 21 yard pass. The extra 
point was wide so the Coyotes 
had a slim 8-6 lead. On Borden 
County’s next drive, Richey 
found a w ide open H elio  
Rosales who did the rest after 
catching the Richey pass and 
turned this into a 56 yard scor­
ing strike. The Coyotes shifted 
out of their normal extra point 
position and moved to a jay­
bird set and went for one point. 
Fields reached the endzone 
again, with the extra point run 
to give them a two score lead 
at 15 to 6. The Coyote defense 
stiffened just short of their own 
goal line but on their first of­
fensive play, a Coyote fumble 
lead to a Bulldog fumble and 
the their lead was cut to three 
points at 15 to 12.

Borden County wasted little 
time answering the defensive 
score by the B ulldogs as 
Richey hit Shafer on a nice 38 
yard pass play for a 21 to 12 
lead. The Bulldogs again an­
swered as they scored on an­
other long pass play to cut the 
deficit to 21 to 18. Under two 
m inu tes later, R ichey  hit 
Shafer on a nice 17 yard scor­
ing strike. Rosales kick gave 
the Coyotes a 29 to 18 lead.

The C oyotes w asted  a 
golden opportunity to add to 
their lead as they forced the 
Bulldogs to turn the ball over 
at their own 8 yard line. Un­
fortunately, the Coyotes did not 
capitalize on this opportunity 
and as a result they carried this 
lead into the locker room.

The Bulldogs got the ball to

start the 2nd h a lf  and they 
quickly cut into the Borden 
County lead on another scor­
ing pass play to cut the Coyote 
lead to 29 to 24, but as had 
been the answer all game long, 
the Coyotes responded with a 
Richey to Fields 9 yard scor­
ing play to push the lead back 
to 35 to 24. Again the Bull­
dogs responded with another 
pass and throw that trimmed 
the lead to 35 to 30. Matt Ham 
blocked the extra point, but the 
spin created the perfect spin 
that allowed the ball to split the 
uprights to cut the lead to 35 
to 32.

A nother Borden County 
miscue allowed the Bulldogs 
the opportunity to take their 
first lead. The Coyote defense 
responded as they would the 
rest of the evening not allow­
ing anymore scores for Ira.

After the stop, Fields and 
the Coyotes began to march to 
pay dirt again. On the first play 
of the 4th quarter, Fields had his 
3rd score of the day and with 
the extra point kick they had a 
43 to 32 lead. The Coyote de­
fense again forced the ball over 
on downs, but again they were 
unable to extend their lead and 
were forced to punt from deep 
in th e ir  endzone. R ichey 
punted with the wind and the 
ball rolled 70 yards to pin the 
ball at the 5 yard line.

The Bulldogs managed a 
couple of first downs, but af­
ter their leading rusher left the 
game due to an injury the dogs 
were done. After forcing the 
first Ira turnover o f the day 
Borden County marched down 
field trying to bum as much 
clock as possible to bring home 
the quarter-final victory. Af­
ter a couple of nice Fields mns, 
Richey got into the act as he 
reached the endzone from 22 
yards out to seal the deal for 
the Coyotes. The final score 
allowed Borden County to play 
all varsity players on defense 
and gave them a 49 to 32 vic­
tory and a berth in the 2011 
Semi-final championship.

Leading the way for the 
Coyotes was the workhorse on 
the afternoon Austin fields 
with 36 carries for 255 yards 
and 2 scores. Also, 1 recep­

tion for 9 yards and a score and 
was in on 12 tackles. Quint 
Shafer had 2 receptions for 55 
yards and two scores. Quint 
was also in on 14 tackles. Tan­
ner Richey had 4 carries for 51 
yards and a score and was 4 of 
6 passing with 120 yards and 
4 scores. Tanner also had 15 
tackles and a pass break-up. 
Helio Rosales m ad 3 extra 
points and had a reception for 
56 yards and a score and was 
in on 13 tackles. TJ Basquez 
had 2 carries for 7 yards and 
was in on 11 tackles. Matt 
Roberson blocked extremely 
well. Austin Tyler was in on 
11 tackles and had a huge hit. 
Matt Ham had 4 tackles. Matt 
Proulx had a tackle. Jared 
Smith had a tackle. Collin 
Telchik had several nice kick­
off returns and was in on 2 
tackles. Kurt Shafer had a 
tackle. Tristen Benavidez had 
2 tackles.

The Coyotes will next face 
the Valley Patriots in the Semi­
final showdown in the west

half of the six-man play-offs 
with the winner reaching the 
final game of the season. This 
gam e w ill take p lace at 
Frenship high school in Lub­
bock, Friday at 7:30.

What a great 
effort in this game. Thanksgiv­
ing football, you gotta love it. 
I would like to thank all of you 
for traveling to Colorado City 
for this game and also a spe­
cial thanks to those that woke 
up early and helped send the 
guys off that morning.

Have Yourself A Safe Little Christmas

Decking the halls carelessly 
can lead to a memorable holi­
day season but not necessarily 
for happy reasons. That’s why 
safety should come first during 
this festive season.

W hen decorating for the 
holidays, make the first step be 
ladder safety. And then follow 
these steps :

- Inspect the ladder to make 
sure it is well maintained, clean 
and in tact. M ake sure the 
spreaders (the devices on the 
sides that hold step ladders 
open) function properly and 
never climb on a ladder that is 
slippery or shaky.

- Plant the base of the lad­
der on a firm, level surface. 
Spreaders should be open and 
locked before the ladder is 
used.

- When clim bing up and 
down, face the ladder, keep the 
body centered betw een the 
sides and have one hand and 
one foot on the rung at the 
same time. Don’t carry equip­
ment when climbing; instead 
have someone hand it to you 
or wear a tool belt.

- When on the ladder, keep 
w eight evenly d istributed; 
don’t overextend your reach.

- Don’t attempt to move a 
ladder while standing on it. 
Clear the ladder of people and 
equipment before moving it.

- Don’t stand on the ladder’s 
bucket shelf -  that is not de­
signed to hold people.

R ead and follow  
manufacturer’s guidelines and 
warning labels on the ladder 
itself. And make sure you’ve 
picked the right kind of ladder. 
Task determines which type 
ladder as well as the material 
the ladder should be made of. 
If  the ladder will be used near 
e lec trica l sources, use a 
wooden or fiberglass ladder to 
reduce the possibility of elec­
tric shock.

Be aware of other electrical 
hazards to holiday decorating. 
Don’t forget to check electric 
plugs, cords and outlets before 
hanging lights and other deco­
rations. Replace any damaged 
plugs or cords to reduce the

danger o f fire or shock.
When it comes to safe holi­

day decorating, Harris recom­
mended these tips from the 
U.S. Consumer Product Safety 
Commission:

- If buying an artificial tree, 
choose one that is fire resistant.

- When decorating with a 
fresh tree, reduce the risk of 
fire by placing it away from 
sources o f heat such as fire­
places or radiators. Trim the 
trunk and keep it in water and 
out of high traffic pathways.

- Use flame-resistant deco­
rations on the tree and child- 
friendly ornam ents such as 
plastic icicles and non-break- 
able balls.

- When using holiday lights 
-  both indoor and outdoor -  
look for those that have an in­
dependent laboratory’s certifi­
cation for safety. Make sure 
each set of lights, whether old 
or new, has no broken sockets, 
frayed wires or loose connec­
tions. Any damaged light sets 
should be thrown away.

- Plug in no more than three 
standard-sized light strings to 
any one electrical extension 
cord.

- To prevent a fire hazard, 
turn off all holiday lights, in­
cluding those on the tree, be­
fore going to bed or leaving the 
house.

- Do not use electric lights 
on a metal tree.

- Keep green branches, pa­
pers and other holiday decora­
tions away from fireplaces and 
other sources of heat.

- Do not bum wrapping pa­
per in a fireplace -  that could 
cause a flash fire.

- Don’t put candles where 
they can easily tip over and 
never use lighted candles to 
decorate trees.

A bove all, use com m on 
sense when it comes to safety 
during the holidays. The fes­
tive decorations can also be 
safety hazards if  not used with 
care and caution.
