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June Weather
May Force
Replant Decisions

When the skies opened up
Tuesday evening and Wednes-
day morning over some por-
tions of the PCG service area,
they produced a weather event
not seen in some time, leaving
anywhere from a few tenths to
more than 5 inches in rain

auges.

Rainfall totals varied widely
across the area over the past
week, but sources say that it
rained in Idalou, just east of
Lubbock, for seven hours
straight after midnight Tues-
day, flooding fields and even
closing down highways for a
short time.

According to Texas Tech
Mesonet data, rainfall amounts
for the month of June so far
range from .06 in O’Donnell to
5.22" at White River Lake.
Others with heavy rainfall for
the month include Abernathy
with almost 5", Tulia with
about 4" and Ralls with 3.63".

Limited hail and wind dam-
age has been reported in some

areas. Between that and the
heavy rainfall, some producers
may be facing decisions of
whether or not to replant. A
helpful resource for producers
is a publication by Drs. Randy
Boman and Robert Lemon ad-
dressing this issue. This publi-
cation, Making Replant Deci-
sions in Cotton - 2007 can be
found at http://
lubbock.tamu.edu/files/2011 ;

Dealing with People You Don’t Like

Why do you have an aver-
sion to certain people? Even
if you are a saint, not every-
one will be in harmony with
you. There are various reasons
why you may be dislike a par-
ticular person.

It may be because someone
dislikes you, treats you rudely,
disagrees with you, takes ad-
vantage of you, is inconsider-
ate, has different opinions, is
mean, acts unfriendly, is ma-
nipulative, is deceitful, or is
malicious. Although the
causes are virtually limitless,
the effects are typically the
same; stress and anxiety.

Never waste a minute think-
ing about people you don’t
like. This is the ultimate goal
but yet it seems difficult to
achieve. Why? What compels
people to fixate, and some-
times obsess, on those they dis-
like?

Should you believe a person
has mistreated you in some
way, you probably feel some
emotional pain. It’s normal to
want to eliminate the source of
distress. Since you view the
offending person as the cause
of your discomfort, he or she
becomes the target of your ire.

In addition to wanting to
stop the offending behavior,
you can harbor a desire to get

even or give someone a taste
of their own medicine. You
want to teach the other person
a lesson. This destructive ob-
session with someone will
drain your energy and detract
from the positive aspects of
your life.

The first principle when
dealing with someone you
don’t like is that you don’t have
control over the behavior or
attitude of another person. All
you can control are your own

actions and emotions. You ul-.

timately decide what your re-
action will be.

One of the worst reactions
you can have is harboring hate
and anger. These emotions are
far more destructive to you
than the person they are di-
rected at. Anger is a poison to
you. For the most part, the of-
fending person doesn’t care
how you feel anyway. Some
people are even encouraged if
you exhibit any kind of nega-
tive reaction.

So what can you do in re-
sponse to someone you don’t
like? Whenever possible,
don’t spend time with or speak
to them. At the very least,
minimize your interaction with
them as much as possible. It’s
surprising how much time

some people will spend with -

those they don’t like.

Don’t allow someone to get
a rise or reaction out of you.
An adverse reaction on your
part indicates a sensitivity that
may enceurage additional ab-
errant behavior. It’s normal for
you to be affected by the ac-
tions of another, just don’t ad-
vertise your emotions.

Many people will have opin-
ions that are at odds with yours.
You don’t have to change your
mind nor do you have to
change theirs. “You may not
care for a person whose beliefs
are radically different from
yours. It’s a big world. There
are more than enough people
with whom you will feel com-
fortable. Spend your time with
them.

What if you dislike a person
because they took advantage of
you? As much as it may be
unethical for someone to treat
you this way, no one can do so
without your permission. You
might get taken advantage of
once, but you don’t have to al-
low it to happen again.

Ithough someone may be
inconsiderate, mean, un-
friendly, manipulative, deceit-
ful, or malicious, more often
than not you can just walk

A Military Museum Like No
Other

We arrived at the National
WW2 Museum in New Or-
leans at 9 AM just as it was
opening for the day. There was
still some lingering excitement
from the previous day when
the three millionth visitor
walked through the doors.

Helpful volunteers, who
were the age of WW2 veter-
ans, greeted us. As soon as we
entered the display floor, we
realized we would probably
spend the day there because
there were so many things to
see and hear. We took time out
for lunch at the Stage Door
Canteen where we listened to
three women sing Broadway
songs from the war years. We
returned to the displays and
left just before 4 PM.

Visitors soon learn it is not
a place to rush through. Small
plaques on the wall contain
excerpts from wartime letters
written by servicemen or little
tidbits about the war. Numer-
ous oral histories are available
with the touch of a button.
Small rooms show short mov-"
ies about the experiences of
men who fought the war. Glass
cases hold everything from
ammunition and weapons to
uniforms, packs and equip-
ment. All battles of both the
European and Pacific fronts
are documented.

The glamour attraction is a
45-minute film, Beyond All
Boundaries, narrated by Tom
Hanks and directed by Steven
Spielberg. It is shown in a 4-D
theater where audiences expe-
rience the smell of gunfire, a
snowstorm, come face to face
with a large cannon, get caught
in the spotlight of a POW
prison guard tower and feel the
rumble of a tank during fight-
ing in Africa. The theater has
sound coming from 27 speak-
ers. The 250 seats are equipped
with full oscillating vibration.
The film shows 305 archival
photographs and more than
500 film clips. Some 6,000

hours were spent searching
through photographs and films.

The museum, which opened
in June of 2000, is in New Or-
leans primarily because of An-
drew Higgins and novelist
Stephen Ambrose (Band of
Brothers). Ambrose taught his-
tory at New Orleans University
and Higgins had a boat manu-
facturing facility in New Or-
leans that built the landing craft
used in most of the amphibious
landings during the war.
Eisenhower said the Higgins
boats won the war.

Congress has designated the
facility in New Orleans as the
Official WW2 Museum. It is af-
filiated with the Smithsonian
and is in the midst of a 300 mil-
lion dollar expansion on its six-
acre campus. The museum was
closed for three months after
Katrina. During the storm the
gift shop was looted.
I asked one of the volunteers
what the D stands for in the
phrase D-Day. He told me that
is the second most frequently
asked question at the museum,
just behind “Where are the
restrooms?”’ Historians and ety-
mologists are still trying to fig-
ure out the answer. Some say it
just stands for Day: any impor-
tant invasion or military opera-
tion. There were several D-
Days all during the war in the
Atlantic and Pacific. Other sug-
gestions are disembarkation
and decision. General
Eisenhower said it stands for
departure date, shortened to D-

Day.
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Children and Sun Safety

A Brief Summary

Skin cancer is the most com-
mon form of cancer in the United
States. Excessive and unpro-
tected exposure to the sun’s ul-
traviolet radiation (UV light) is
the primary risk factor for skin
cancer. However, skin cancer is
one of the most preventable types
of cancer! The damaging and cu-
mulative effects of UV light be-
gin when an infant’s or toddler’s
unprotected skin is exposed to
sunlight. Protecting the skin from
ultraviolet radiation can prevent
approximately 80% of skin can-
cers. You, as a parent, are impor-
tant to helping prevent skin can-
cer! Teach your children early
about sun protection to decrease
their potential for future skin can-
cers.

UVA and UVB Are Two

Types of Radiation that Dam-
age Skin

It’s important to shield your
children’s skin from the damag-
ing effects of the sun. No matter
what they’re doing or what time
of year it is, if they’re outside,
your children need to be pro-
tected.

The sun’s rays can penetrate
deeply into skin and damage the
skin’s lower layers. It can cause
sunburn, wrinkles, freckles, sun-
tans, precancerous skin condi-
tions, and skin cancer.

One severe sunburn early in
life doubles the chances of future
skin cancer!

Build Safe Sun Habits

Build safe sun habits into your
family’s daily routine. Lead by
example—children will respond
better when they see you protect-
ing your skin. Begin by teaching
them to:

Use sunscreen.

Wear protective clothing.

Wear sunglasses.

Wear a hat that shades the
face, neck, and ears.

Reduce time outdoors be-
tween 10 a.m. - 4:00 p.m.

Sun Screen

Children and adults should
use sunscreen every day—even
on cloudy days. Seventy to 80%
of the sun’s damaging rays can
penetrate though clouds and wa-
ter.

Sunscreens work in two
ways.The chemicals in most sun-

screens absorb ultraviolet radia-
tion before it can damage the
skin. Some sunscreens block ul-
traviolet rays by scattering or re-
flecting them away from the skin.

Apply a sunscreen and lip
balm with an SPF of 15 or greater
every day!

Apply sunscreen at least 30
minutes before going out in the
sun to allow time for it to work.
Use broad-spectrum sunscreen
products that block out both ul-
traviolet-A and ultraviolet-B
rays.

Use waterproof sunscreens
that will not be washed off
through perspiration, and to be
sure you’re protected, reapply
sunscreen every two hours if
swimming or sweating.

Sunglasses

Overexposure to the sun can
cause short- and long-term dam-
age to the eyes. Protection of the
eyes is especially important for
young children since the lens of
the eye is not able to completely
protect the retina from the harm-
ful effects of ultraviolet radia-
tion.

Buy sunglasses that block 99
to 100 percent of UVA and UVB
radiation. i

Darker sunglasses are not nec-
essarily better because UV pro-
tection comes from an invisible
chemical applied to the lenses—
not from the color or darkness of
the lenses.

Buy large-framed wraparound
sunglasses with velcro adjustable
headbands to protect your child’s
eyes from all angles.

Clothing and Hats

Clothing can block out the
sun’s harmful rays and should be
one of the first lines of defense
against sun exposure.

Fabric is full of tiny holes that
can allow ultraviolet light
through. The fewer the number
and the smaller the size of the
holes in the fabric, the more it
blocks ultraviolet radiation.

Lighter colors may feel cooler,
but darker colors actually absorb
ultraviolet light and promote
more protection for the skin.
