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USDA Authorizes

Emergency Haying

and Grazing of
CRP Acres

(POST, TEXAS) — July 23,
2012 — Garza-Borden County
USDA Farm Service Agency
(FSA) Executive Director Vic-
tor Ashley today announced
that in response to drought
conditions, Agriculture Secre-
tary Tom Vilsak authorized
emergency haying and grazing
use of Conservation Reserve
Program (CRP) acres.

“The 2012 CRP emergency
haying period ends on August
31, 2012, and the emergency
grazing period ends on Sep-
tember 30, 2012,” said Ashley.
“CRP land previously hayed or
grazed, either managed or
emergency use, during the pre-
vious 12 months is excluded
from the FY 2012 haying and
grazing authorization,” he said.

Secretary Vilsak announced
that because of the current se-
vere drought, all counties with
a drought level of DO or higher,
as measured by the US
Drought Monitor, are approved
for emergency haying and

grazing of CRP. Participants
may sell hay harvested under
this authority. Borden and

Garza Counties are approved:

for haying and grazing of CRP
under these provisions.

The FY 2012 CRP emer-
gency authorization permits
haying and grazing. Addition-
ally, there will be a 10 percent
CRP payment reduction on the
2012 annual payment for CRP
acres used for haying and graz-
ing under these emergency pro-
visions.

To take advantage of the
emergency haying and grazing
provisions, authorized produc-
ers can use the CRP acreage for
their own livestock or may
grant another livestock pro-
ducer use of the CRP acreage.
The eligible CRP acreage is
limited to the acreage located
within the approved counties.

Eligible producers who are
interested in haying or grazing
CRP under the emergency au-

Borden County L.S.D.
Dress Code 2012-2013

The Borden County
School’s dress code is estab-
lished to teach grooming and
hygiene, prevent disruption,
and minimize safety hazards.
Students and parents may de-
termine a student’s personal
dress and grooming standards,
provided that they comply with
the following:

Borden County’s students
shall be dressed and groomed
in a manner that is clean and
neat and that will not be a
health and safety hazard to
themselves or others. Cloth-
ing and grooming that in the
principal’s judgment may rea-
sonably be expected to cause
disruption of or interference
with normal school operation
is prohibited.

The Borden County School
prohibits pictures, emblems, or
writing on clothing that

1.Is lewd, offensive, vulgar,
or contains obscene language

2. Advertises or depicts to-
bacco products, alcoholic bev-
erages, drugs, or any other sub-
stance prohibited by the school

3. Refers to satanic, cult,
prison wear or gang activities

The following guidelines
will be used to determine ap-
propriate dress:

1. Dresses, skirts, split skirts
and shorts should not be
shorter than two inches above
the knee. A student will lose
the privilege of wearing shorts

for the school year upon a third
offense. Parents will be noti-
fied when the second offense
occurs. Shorts must be tailored
(hemmed with no frayed
edges). No spandex biker
shorts or wind shorts are al-
lowed (loose-legged, athletic
running shorts) and shorts shall
not be too tight.

2. Wearing of oversized or
baggy pants and/or jeans is
prohibited at school or at any
school-sponsored activity on
or off campus. No “saggin,
baggin, or draggin.” Pants
must be an appropriate length
and not drag the floor. Boys’

pants will be worn at the waist °

and properly fit the waistline.
No excessively wide legged
pants will be allowed. No
trench coats, dusters, jail attire
or para-military attire will be
allowed. No chains will be al-
lowed on school property or at
school sponsored functions.
3. Shirts and blouses must
be buttoned appropriately with
midriff and back covered at all
times. (Tops must be long
enough that skin does not show
when arms are lifted.) Cloth-
ing shall be designed, con-
structed, and worn in a man-
ner that is not suggestive or
indecent, and that shall pro-
mote proper decorum. The
opening on any type of shirt
shall not exceed the equivalent
of the first button below the

collar of a dress shirt.

Tank tops and “see-through
chiffon blouses” will not be
allowed unless they are worn
with a crew neck T-shirt under-
neath it or a shirt worn over
them during all school hours
and activities. Tailored shirt
shirttails must be tucked in un-
less you have a crew T-shirt
underneath the shirt. (All tai-
lored shirts will be buttoned
and tucked into the pants or
skirt when representing Borden
County in any extracurricular
activity.)

Sleeveless blouses are per-
missible but must be in good
taste. Appropriate undergar-
ments must be worn and must
not be exposed at any time.

4. Footwear shall be a part
of regular attire. House shoes
are not acceptable footwear.
No metal cleats or plates on the
soles of shoes shall be worn in
the building.

5. Hair shall be clean and
well groomed at all times while
attending school, school func-
tions, and school sponsored
activities. It will be styled in a
manner that will keep it out of
the student’s eyes and not ob-
struct one’s vision. No unnatu-
ral or bizarre hair colors or hair-
cuts will be permitted. Eye-
brows must not be notched or
shaved in an unnatural manner.

Male students’ hair may be
worn no longer than the top of
the collar. In addition: geomet-
ric or unusual patterns will not
be allowed to be shaved or cut
in the hair, and boys may not
wear ponytails, rat-tails, or
braids.

Students are to be clean-
shaven at all times. Mustaches
and beards are not allowed.
Sideburns shall not be worn
lower than the bottom of the
ear lobe and no wider than one
inch at the base.

6. Boys will not wear
piercing jewelry. Girls may not
wear exposed piercing jewelry
other than earrings. No tongue
piercing will be allowed for
boys or girls.

7.  Sunglasses may not be
worn in the building during
school hours or events inside
the building unless prescribed
by a doctor.

8. = Students may not wear
hats, caps, bandanas, or hoods
inside the building during the
school day unless approved by
the school administration. In
addition, they may not wear
such headwear when partici-
pating in basketball games,
whether actively participating
or sitting on the bench.

9. Any clothing or
grooming not listed above that
1s determined by the school
administration to pose a dis-
ruption, interference, or safety
concern to the normal school

operation or Borden County
School Community will be
prohibited and addressed as
appropriate.

10. Students may not wear
gloves or arm sleeves in the
school building.

A student who violates the
dress code shall be given an
opportunity to correct the prob-
lem at school. Ifnot corrected,
the student shall be assigned to
in school suspension either for
the remainder of the day or
until a parent or designee
brings an acceptable change of
clothing to the school. Repeat
offenses may result in more
serious disciplinary action.
The principal, in cooperation

with the sponsor, coach, or
other person in charge of an
extracurricular activity, may
regulate the dress and groom-
ing of students who participate
in the activity (for example:
cheerleader uniforms may vary
from normal requirements ac-
cording to principal/sponsor
approval). Students who vio-
late these standards may be re-
moved or excluded from the
activity for a period determined
by the school administration or
sponsor and may be subject to
other disciplinary action.

Violations of the Borden
County Dress Code may be
handled through the Student
Code of Conduct.
