United States Due to Drought, 
Opening Door to Assistance

WASHINGTON, Feb. 10, 
2015 -  The U.S. Department 
o f Agriculture (USDA) has 
previously designated natural 
disaster areas in 256 counties 
across Arizona, California, 
Colorado, Idaho, Kansas, Ne­
vada, Oklahoma, Texas, and 
Utah due to drought conditions 
in 2015. USD A wants to re­
mind producers affected by di­
saster that the 2014 Farm Bill. 
which was signed into law one 
year ago by President Obama, 
has paved the way for qualified 
farmers and ranchers in af­
fected counties to apply for a 
variety of safety net programs 
and loans.

Farm ers and ranchers in 
designated areas may qualify 
for low interest emergency 
loans through USDA’s Farm 
Service Agency. Farmers in 
eligible counties have eight 
months from the date o f the 
declaration to apply for loans 
to help cover part of their ac­
tual losses. Each loan applica­
tion is considered on its own 
merits and based on the extent 
o f losses, security available 
and repayment ability. Visit

In add ition  to drought, 
USDA’s Farm Service Agency 
also provides assistance for 
natural disaster loses resulting 
from flood, fire, freeze, torna­
does, pest in festation , and 
other calamities. These pro­
grams include:

Livestock Indemnity 
Program, which compensates 
eligible livestock producers 
that have suffered livestock 
death losses in excess of nor­
mal mortality due to adverse 
weather. Eligible livestock in­
cludes beef cattle, dairy cattle, 
bison, poultry, sheep, swine, 
horses, and other livestock as 
determined by the Secretary.

Livestock Forage Di­
saster Program compensates 
eligible livestock producers 
that have suffered grazing 
losses due to drought or fire on 
publicly managed land.

Emergency Assistance 
for Livestock. Honev Bees. & 
Farm -Raised Fish provides 
emergency assistance to eli­
gible producers o f livestock, 
honeybees and farm-raised fish

that have losses due to disease, 
adverse weather, or other con­
ditions, such as blizzards and 
wildfires, as determined by the 
Secretary of Agriculture.

• Tree Assistance Program 
provides financial assistance 
to qualifying orchardists and 
nursery tree growers to replant 
or rehabilitate eligible trees, 
bushes and vines damaged by 
natural disasters.

• Emergency Conservation 
Program helps farmers and 
ranchers to repair damage to 
farmlands caused by natural 
disasters and to help put in 
place methods for water con­
servation  during  severe 
drought.

• Emergency Forest Reha­
bilitation Program helps the 
owners o f non-industrial pri­
vate forests resto re  forest 
health damaged by natural di-
oo ctpfC

The 2014 Farm Bill also 
significantly  im proved the 
Noninsured Disaster A ssis­
tance Program by giving pro­
ducers the option to select

Do you th ink  Edm und 
Hillary was passionate about 
climbing Mt. Everest?

Could he 
have accomplished all he did 
without passion? In fact, is it 
possible for any major achieve­
ment to be realized by an indi­
vidual who lacks passion?

No. Passion is an essential 
ingredient necessary for the at­
tainment o f a significant goal. 
Passion is the drive that en­
ables a person to keep going in 
spite of the odds o f success 
being small. Passion is the fuel 
that powers an individual to 
overcome hardships. Passion 
is the difference between suc­
cess and failure.

It’s difficult, if  not impos­
sible, to fake passion. Also, at­
tem pting  to be passionate  
about something that doesn’t 
resonate with you is just as fu­
tile. True passion has to come 
from the heart. True passion 
is hard to repress. The chal­
lenge is to identify that which 
you are passionate about.

Do you know what your 
passion is? It m ight be a 
hobby, a sport, a recreational 
activity, or even your occupa­
tion. When you are passion­
ate about something, it really 
excites you. You want to spend 
as much time as possible with 
it. When you are engaged with 
your passion, time goes by all 
too fast.

Some people have no idea 
what their passion is. This hap­
pens when they have given little 
thought as to what they really 
like. They may be so caught 
up in the “practical” aspects of 
life that they don’t pay enough 
attention to the inner voice that 
everyone has. When the inner 
voice is ignored long enough, 
it becomes obscured. But it is 
always there below the surface.

Another syndrome is when 
people know deep down what 
their passion is, but deny it.

higher levels o f risk protec­
tion for crops and commodi­
ties that do not have crop in­
surance available. Producers 
can determ ine w hether 
Noninsured Disaster Assis­
tance is available by visiting 
their local FSA office or us­
ing a Web-based tool.

The Farm Bill builds on 
historic economic gains in 
rural America over the past 
six years, while achieving 
meaningful reform and bil­
lions of dollars in savings for 
taxpayers. Since enactment, 
USD A has made significant 
progress to implement each 
provision of this critical leg­
islation, including providing

disaster relief to farmers and

A Book About Down Home Cooking
I have a good friend who 

makes wonderful chocolate 
chip cookies. She says she got 
the recipe from her grand­
mother. She keeps that recipe 
in a secret place in her kitchen. 
One day she was reading the 
recipe for chocolate cookies on 
a package of chocolate chips. 
It was exactly the same as her 
grandmother’s recipe. I have 
since learned that happens a lot 
on everything from cakes to ice 
cream. A treasured recipe turns 
out to be one that anyone can 
have.

Mary Bonham o f Sulphur 
Springs makes fabulous peanut 
brittle. I get a bunch o f it ev­
ery year. This year it was bet­
ter than ever and I found it dif­
ficult to share. It was delicious. 
“I ’ve been m aking peanut 
b rittle  for about fifty -five  
years,” says Mary. “The recipe 
never changes. What works, 
you stay with it.” Mary is not 
sure where she got the recipe, 
but it probably came from her 
mother. The recipe is in a 
cookbook she wrote last year 
titled Ms Mary’s Down-Home 
Cookin

Mrs. Bonham, age 86, is a 
busy lady who says, “Sittin’ at 
home is for the birds.” She 
helped her husband in their 
company, J-B Weld and has 
been involved in numerous 
civic endeavors. She raised 
horses for a while and now 
she’s into another type of live­
stock. “We buy and sell tiger- 
stripe cattle. They’re a cross 
betw een a H ereford  and a 
Brahma bull and have stripes 
that look kind of like a tiger. 
Some o f  them  have m ore 
stripes than others and they’re 
very hard to find.”

A few years ago she started

growing pecans and shelling 
them. “I’ve had the orchard for 
a number o f years and it has 
about 400 trees now,” she says. 
A couple of years ago she was 
wondering how she was going 
to get her pecans cracked. “I 
looked around and decided to 
buy some crackers and now I 
crack my own and crack for the 
public, also.”

M ary is a good cook. 
“Mother taught me to cook on 
a wood stove when I was a 
little bitty girl. I would stand 
on an old apple box and she’d 
say, ‘now Mary, you watch me 
and remember what I’m put­
ting in this recipe’ as she put 
the ingredients together. Later 
on I was amazed that I remem­
bered so much of what she told 
me.” After Mary started a fam­
ily she enjoyed cooking some 
of her mother’s recipes. When 
she carried a food item to a 
church social or other function, 
people always asked her for 
recipes.

So she decided to write a 
cookbook. “I started asking 
my brother and sister for some 
of their recipes and I used some 
that my mother had. I think 
th e re ’s 335 rec ipes in the 
book.” It is divided into sec­
tions: appetizers and bever­
ages, soups and salads, veg­
etables and side dishes, main 
dishes, breads and rolls, des­
serts, cookies and candy.
