WASHINGTON.—It is entirely 
possible that many people have 

failed to piece to- 
Great Wealth gether several de-

On Grill velopments of na­
tional import late­

ly, and may have missed the signif­
icance of an action of congress in 
its closing days. The two incidents 
o  which I refer are the federal 
grand jury indictment at South 
Bend, Ind., of a number of automo­
bile manufacturing executives and 
the action of congress in adoption 
of a resolution providing for a 
broad-gauge inquiry into big busi­
ness. The two, when pieced togeth­
er, spell a sensational drive against 
the “ malefactors of great wealth.”

The result? Well, let’s examine 
the scheme, the pattern and the 
prospects.

There was a period in 1936, it 
will be recalled, when business in­
terests felt that President Roosevelt 
was preparing to follow a middle- 
of-the-road policy as far as govern­
ment relations with business was 
concerned. During that period, there 
was a considerable improvement 
in general business. In that interim 
of time, as far as any observers 
could reach a conclusion, the Presi­
dent was relying on advice from 
many mer. in whom business had 
confidence. But there came a sud­
den end. Out of the clear sky, Mr. 
Roosevelt proposed reorganization 
of the Supreme court of the United 
States and the addition of six 
justices whom he could appoint at 
once. Through weeks of battle 
when it became apparent that one 
guess was as good as another wheth­
er the President would win, business 
•%en and women again became 
* ¿’raid. That was when the present 
depression began. It was also the 
time when Mr. Roosevelt turned 
awray from his previous close ad­
visers and began listening to the 
new brain trust which has come to 
be known as the “ board of 
strategy.”

As the depression became sharp­
er and the numbers of unemployed 
increased with startling rapidity, 
the board of strategy sought means 
to offset the condition. The group 
also had to find a goat—which is 
always done when plans go awry. 
There followed then the vicious and 
intemperate attacks on “ big busi­
ness”  by the trust-busting Robert 
H. Jackson, then favored at the 
White House as the next Democratic 
candidate for the New York gover­
norship. Secretary Ickes also let 
loose his vocabulary and none can 
deny the interior secretary’s capac­
ity for speaking biting words. For 
weeks and weeks, we were treated 
to a barrage of words in which “ big 
business”  was pictured as beyond 
the pale of good citizenry and ought 
to be destroyed.

The trust-busting drive was not 
as successful in gaining public ac­
claim as had been hoped for. The 
truth is that it failed to get the 
country excited at all and the profit 
to the trust busters did not materi­
alize as had been the case when 
“ Teddy”  Roosevelt wras swinging a 
oig stick of demagoguery in the 
same field of political endeavor, 
indeed, this drive flopped at the start 
whereas the drive by the earlier 
Roosevelt was good politics for 
several years.

It was here, according to the best 
information available, that the tac­
tics changed. The change in meth­
ods is the real reason for the story. 
Thus, it can be said that the trust- 
busting drive is still going on as 
strong as ever but it is going on in 
several fields without any apparent 
connection because the board of 
strategy has lost none of its de­
termination to convince the nation 
that it is being ruined by those 
same malefactors of great wealth 
toward which Teddy Roosevelt 
waved his fist and bared his teeth.

The other phase of the continuing 
drive against “ big business”  takes 
the form of a great inquiry, thinly 
disguised as a general study of busi­
ness practices.

The committee that will 
do the job is made up of three sena­
tors and three representatives, and 
a representative from each of a 
number of executive departments 
and commissions. And the impor­
tant fact in addition is that the 
$500,000 which the investigation will 
cost will be expended under the di­
rection of President Roosevelt.

To bring it own to simple terms, 
when congress adopted the resolu­
tion for the inquiry, the board of 
strategy was able to turn on enough 
political steam to force adoption of 
an amendment placing the funds un­
der the direction of the President, 
rather than under control of con­
gress, as usually is done when con­
gress participates in an investiga­
tion. That action means that inves­
tigators for the committee will be 
able to rely upon laws covering in­
quiries and searches made by the 
department of justice, the federal 
trade commission, the securities 
and exchange commission and the 
national labor relations board, 
among others. The combined pow­
ers will be all-comprehensive.

To explain further the full mean­
ing of these broad powers, it is nec­
essary to cite constitutional provi­
sions prohibiting illegal search and 
seizure. The investigators for the 
committee must be able to dig deep 
into private records of any bank or 
corporation or individual if they are 
to accomplish fully the desire of 
the board of strategy for complete 
exposure of all the secrets of busi­
ness. When they get all of those 
records, of course they can analyze 
them and place their own construc­
tion on the business practices. That 
is today, by inference and innuendo, 
hint or open charge, the investiga­
tors can smear anything or any­
body—and the newspapers will 
spread the information. It being 
an official investigation, it will be 
followed closely by the press and, 
as usual, there will be little chance 
for the individuals to reply. When 
they are marked to be smeared, 
they will be smeared, whether justly 
or unjustly. It is a deplorable 
thing that our government stoops 
to that sort of thing but it has 
done so in a number of instances.

1 
mean, they intend to break up the 
combination of men and money in 
two instances. The banking house 
of J. P. Morgan and company, and 
the huge industrial setup of the 
DuPonts are marked. Whether they 
like it or not, those two groups are 
to be made the goats of the depres­
sion of 1937-38, and those on the 
inside recognize that it is a fight 
to the finish. There will be other 
corporations, other individuals, 
whose business lives will be laid 
bare, but the Morgans and the Du­
Ponts are the real targets. The 
board of strategy believes the Mor­
gan bank and the DuPont interests 
are chiefly responsible for the refus­
al of business to yield on many of 
the crackpot ideas of the professors, 
and so it is inevitable those two 
groups will be cast as the villains.

There arises, next, the question 
whether such an investigation and 
such a prosecution as has been start­
ed at South Bend will do the country 
any good. One ought not prejudge. 
It may be that the motor magnates 
and their corporations are guilty as 
pups. It may be that the Morgans 
and the DuPonts and scores of 
others among families with great 
fortunes have set about to wreck 
the New Deal. But the question in 
my mind is: why has it not been 
discovered before? It seems to me 
that if there was so much corrup­
tion, so much improper influence be­
ing exercised and such illegal use 
of moneyed power as is represent­
ed by those who were pushing the 
investigation, it should have been 
several years ago. Mr. Roosevelt 
has been in office five years and 
it appears strange that there was 
no effort to uncover these demons 
until the business of the country as 
a whole lost confidence in the poli­
cies of the national administration.

These developments have come 
along as the depression grew worse. 
They reach their climax of prepara­
tion at a time when another fed­
eral agency, the board of governors 
of the federal reserve system, says 
that the industrial depression in th* 
United States now is the worst is 
the world. Neither England nor 
any other industrial country abroad 
has experienced a depression that 
has been as precipitous as the Unit­
ed States is experiencing, the 
board said in an official statement.

The power is not given to me to 
determine the numerous and varied 
facts, but the processes of deduc­
tion eliminate many possible causes 
for our nation’s condition—most ol 
them, indeed, excepting govern­
mental meddling and the harassing 
of business, big and little.

Sometime 
after this, Paris of Troy, a hand­
some youth, came to visit at the 
palace of Menelaus. When he re­
turned, he took Helen back to Troy 
with him. Thus all Greek chieftains 
were called upon to fulfill their 

j vows and go to reclaim Helen.
Pretends to Be Mad.

Ulysses, happily married, did not 
wish to go on such a quest. He 
pretended madness, and plowed the 
fields, sowing salt.

When the boats were ready to sail 
for Troy, the winds stopped. An 
oracle explained that a maiden of 
royal birth must be sacrificed. So, 
Iphigenia, daughter of Agamemnon, 
was made a human propitiation to 
the god of winds.

Nine years of encampment then 
followed with neither side gaining 
much advantage.

Time passed, yet they fought 
furiously, neither gaining advantage 
over the other. A goddess favoring 
Achilles flew down from Olympus 
and clouded the eyes of Hector, so 
that Achilles succeeded in smiting 
him a powerful stroke with his 
sword. Hector lay in the dust, his 
plumes and fine clothing despoiled. 
A wail went up from the tops of 
the walls of Troy as Achilles 
fastened thongs in the heels of Hec­
tor and tied him to his chariot, 
then drove madly round the walls 
of Troy.

.Yanks and Johnny Rebs
CEVENTY-FIVE years after they 
L-* faced each other in deadly con­
flict, some 2,000 old soldiers gath­
ered in friendly concert to celebrate 
the great Battle of Gettysburg. The 
Stars and Stripes and the Stars and 
Bars flew side by side on the once 
bloody field, and the veterans of 
the Northern and Southern armies 
that fcpght there in one of history’s 
biggest battles wandered together 
over the hills and meadows or sat 
in their tented city, exchanging rem­
iniscences and renewing old friend­
ships.

The war department had done ev­
erything possible to make the now 
feeble old warriors comfortable and 
safe, and the Pennsylvania National 
Guard and Boy Scouts attended 
carefully to their every want. There 
were feasts, parades, and military 
displays in plenty, but the veterans 
were not called on to do the enter­
taining. They were the entertained.

In the Gettysburg National Mili- 
tery park, comprising the battle­
field, had been erected a beautiful 
peace memorial, and President 
Roosevelt was there to dedicate it 
on the afternoon of July 3. At 
the top of the monument’s shaft is a 
burner for natural gas that sup­
plies “ The Flame of Eternal 
Peace.”  This was kindled by the 
President as the climax of the day’s 
celebration.

There were no re-enactments of 
battle scenes. The observance was 
all of peace, and peace and harmony 
of all the land breathed all through 
the talks made by Mr. Roosevelt 
and other speakers.

From a common platform Com- 
mander-in-Chief Overton H. Mennet 
of the Grand Army of the Republic 
and Commander-in-Chief John M. 
Claypool of the United Confederate 
Veterans spoke to their comrades.

Politics in Relief
pHAIRM AN SHEPPARD of the

In a statement accompanied by 
exhaustive documentary evidence, 
Hopkins challenged 22 charges that 
his agency has subjected WPA 
workers to political pressure. He 
said the facts do not substantiate 
the charges, but reiterated his 
promises of summary and stringent 
action in all cases where political 
coercion could be proved.

“ Every charge in which a WPA 
worker or official was named has 
been thoroughly investigated and 
documentary evidence conclusively 
establishes that out of more than a 
score of cases in which political ac­
tivity was alleged, only two in­
stances of improper conduct could 
be found,”  he said.

Hopkins’ statement referred to a 
series of articles on the Kentucky 
senatorial primary fight between Al- 
ben W. Barkley, senate majority 
leader, and Gov. A. B. ( “ Happy” ) 
Chandler. The articles enumerated 
specific instances where, it was as­
serted, political pressure was being 
exerted on relief workers in behalf 
of Barkley.

------&------

Real Drive on Depression
W ITH the start of the new fiscal 

year the administration began 
what the President calls “ the real 
drive on depression.”  In the com­
ing fiscal year relief agencies, army 
and navy, public works departments

and federal lending corporations 
may pour out approximately $8,500,- 
000,000. Some of this money is re­
turnable to the treasury.

Administration officials said this 
huge sum—equal to more than $66 
for every person in the nation—was 
needed because there are approxi­
mately 10,500,000 unemployed in the 
country. This estimate, furnished 
by a federal economist, was 4,500,- 
000 higher than last October, when 
the recession’s effect became visi­
ble.

Officials left little doubt they hope 
to get business positively on the up­
grade by Labor day, although econ­
omists estimated it would take a 
year from the upturn to recover 
the ground lost since last summer.

Upholds Free Press
PRESIDENT ROOSEVELT deliv- 
1 ered two speeches in New York, 
on the site of the world’s fair that 
is being built. First he spoke at 
the laying of the cornerstone of the 
federal building at the exposition 
after dabbling in cement with a sil­
ver trowel.

Then the Chief Executive ap­
peared before a convention of the 
National Education association, and 
declared that the mission of Amer­
ica is to carry the torch of free 
thought and free learning in a world 
in which dictators have smothered 
the fires of freedom.

He did not mention Nazi Germany 
oi* Fascist Italy by name, but he 
condemned in most positive lan­
guage such purges as burned libra­
ries, exiled scientists, artists, musi­
cians, writers and teachers, dis­
persed universities and censored 
news, literature and art.

“ If in other lands the press is 
censored,”  Mr. Roosevelt declared, 
“ we must redouble our efforts here 
to keep it free. If in other lands 
the eternal truths of the past are 
threatened by intolerance, we must 
provide a safe place here for their 
perpetuation.”

In his address to the teachers the 
President warmly defended the 
spending of his administration on 
the ground that the outlays of fed­
eral money had increased national 
and human resources.

“ The only real capital of a nation 
is its natural resources and its hu­
man beings,”  he said. “ So long as 
we take care of and make the most 
of both of them we shall survive as 
a strong nation, a successful na­
tion, and a progressive nation— 
whether or not the bookkeepers say 
other kinds of budgets are from 
time to time out of balance.

“ This capital structure—natural 
resources and human beings—has to 
be maintained at all times. The 
plant has to be kept up and new 
capital put in yearly to meet in­
creasing needs. If we skimp on 
that capital, if we exhaust our na­
tional resources and weaken the ca­
pacity of our human beings, then 
we shall go the way of all weak 
nations.”

Strike at New York Fair
\ / f  ORE than 6,000 workers were 

1 affected by a general strike of 
construction men at the New York 
world’s fair, called by the Building 
Trades and Construction council, 
an affiliate of the American Federa­
tion of Labor. All construction work 
was tied up except structural steel 
work. The strike was precipitated 
by a jurisdictional dispute.

HOW TO W R E C K  A 
V ILLA G E

DIE-A-POT and Long Lodge, Cree 
* chieftains, audacious warriors 
and veterans of many a scrap with 
other tribes, ruled their villages 
with an iron hand. They were hap­
py, prosperous and had very little 
trouble. Shortly after the coming 
of the “ red coated pcny soldiers of 
the Great White Mother,”  the Pie-a- 
Pot and Long Lodge tribes of Crees 
had been given a splendid reserva- | 
tion with timber and game and fish 
in abundance. There they had set- , 
tied down peacefully.

And then one day, to the astonish- 
ment of all concerned, Pie-a-Pot and 
Long Lodge ordered their tribesmen ! 
to pull stakes, for the two tribes ; 
were going for a ramble across the : 
country without having any particu- ' 
lar destination in view. The hand­
ful of white settlers became a bit 
alarmed, but their alarm subsided 
when they observed the Pie-a-Pots 
and Long Lodges were orderly.

In time the Pie-a-Pots and Long 
Lodges came across a large party 
of white men digging up the ground 
arid also laying thin strips of iron 
or steel across the flat prairie. 
“ What is all this?”  inquired the 
majestic Pie-a-Pot. “ Oh . . . just 
building a railroad,”  replied one of 
the workmen. The Crees moved 
on into the west and when they were 
about a mile or so past the end of 
steel the two chiefs ordered the 
tribes to pitch camp.

Slowly but surely the end of steel 
crept closer and closer toward the 
Cree encampment and it was later 
discovered that the camp was situ­
ated on the right of way of the rail­
road. As the end of steel moved 
closer and closer, engineers and 
foremen parleyed with Pie-a-Pot 
and Long Lodge, entreating them 
to move either to the right or left, 
off the right of way, so that the 
work could go on without unneces­
sary delays. The chiefs stood firm, 
and in time refused to parley fur­
ther with the engineers in charge.

Then, one fine morning Pie-a-Pot 
and Long Lodge were visited by two 
red-coated horsemen, a sergeant 
and constable of the Northwest 
Mounted Police. The argument was 
soon going again, and matters 
reached such a stage that the ser­
geant informed them that they had 
better move or he would do the mov­
ing for them. Pie-a-Pot let out a 
ninety horse-power howl, and soon 
the sergeant and constable were 
surrounded by hundreds of howling, 
painted Crees out for blood and 
scalps and the complete destruction 
of the white invaders. During a 
lull in the melee, the sergeant took 
out his watch and told Pie-a-Pot 
that he would give him exactly 15 
minutes to move off that railroad 
right-of-way. Instantly there was 
another demonstration of anger and 
truculence, and the two Men of the 
Mounted sat their saddles as best 
they could in the milling mob. As 
the last tick of the fifteenth min­
ute passed into eternity, the ser­
geant of the Northwest Mounted Po­
lice dismounted right into the midst 
of that bloodthirsty mob. He forced 
his way through it and walked right 
over to Pie-a-Pot’s teepee and 
kicked the keypole down. While 
squaws and children howled and 
screamed under the collapsed tepee, 
the sergeant walked to the next 
tepee and kicked the keypole of 
that one down. From one to the 
other that lone sergeant strode, 
kicking keypoles down until every 
tepee was flat. Young bucks and 
so-called “ braves”  followed close on 
his heels, pushing against him, mak­
ing faces at him, cursing him, and 
doing all they could to annoy or 
frighten him, but the sergeant just 
kept right on going until all tepees 
were flat, and in spite of their prox­
imity, not one Cree had dared to 
strike a blow at the courageous ser­
geant. With everything flattened, 
the sergeant mounted his horse and 
gave his last order.

“ Orlright . . bustle abaht a bit 
. . .  On the move . . . shove orf 
abaht your blurry business, wotever 
it is,”  all of which was his cock­
ney way of saying “ Git goin’ .”  
Meanwhile, Pie-a-Pot and Long 
Lodge were so angry they were 
stumped for words. Never had they 
seen such audacity. One lone man, 
wearing a red coat, had literally 
wrecked their village. It is highly 
probable, moreover, that Pie-a-Pot 
and Long Lodge realized that if the 
other men of the Mounted were any­
thing like this sergeant, perhaps the 
Pie-a-Pots and Long Lodges had 
better not get into any more argu­
ments with them. These red coats 
were bad medicine. At any rate, as 
the chieftains saw the hopelessness 
of further resistance, they muttered 
a few words to nearby tribesmen, 
and within two hours the Pie-a-Pots 
and Long Lodges were heading for 
their reservation. En route Pie-a- 
Pot chanced to remember that if 
he didn’t behave himself the Great 
White Mother would stop sending 
supplies of food and flour and cloth­
ing and that little bit of treaty mon­
ey now and then. “ Oh well, what a 
day it’s been, anyway,”  he might 
have said, as he arrived at the res­
ervation, _

Science Hunts Yardstick for Energy
Displayed by Both Man and Animals

The first known clinical museum 
in the world for the study of com­
parative glandular effects on body 
energy has been established in 
Cleveland.

A year’s research by three expe­
ditions, two within the United 
States and the third to Africa, led 
by Cleveland’s Dr. George W. Crile. 
renowned brain surgeon and gland 
specialist, are the basis for its foun­
dation.

The exhibit, containing thirty- 
eight specimens, is composed of 
everything from a guinea hen to an 
elephant. Each is mounted and ac­
companied by life-size models, tak­
en from actual organs, of its thy­
roid gland, adrenal glands, brain 

| and heart.
Dr. Crile believes the research 

will result in a definite step toward 
mathematical measurement of the 
relationship between gland size and 
animal energy.

Of most interest to the surgeon is 
the fact that man is the only animal 
in whom the thyroid gland is pre­
vailingly larger than the adrenal.

Dr. Crile disclosed that he has dis­
covered a specific relationship ex­
isting between the size of energy- 
producing glands and the speed with

which the chemical process controll­
ing activity in animals takes place.

“ Animals that are alert or travel 
great distances, such as the deer or 
ostrich, have relatively large thy­
roid glands,”  Dr. Crile observed, 
“ while animals which depend on 
outbursts of speed or of great ac­
tivity, such as rodents and lions, 
have large adrenal glands.”

Almost every known species of 
African wild life is represented in 
the exhibit. Among these is a 
complete specimen of an African 
lion.

can identify the many varieties of 
this sweet by taste? The true hon­
ey-lover begins to recognize types as 
soon as he sees it. By its taste he 
can tell what part of the world it 
came from; and from which flowers 
the bees drew the nectar. Red and 
white clover honey, orange and 
raspberry blossom flavored honey, 
Grecian hymettus, Australian and 
New Zealand honey butter, peanut 
butter honey—these are some of the 
epicures’ favorite varieties.

Fourth: It contains every knowm 
vitamin in some degree and is 
abundantly supplied with the vita­
mins that are necessary to 
growth, to the smooth running of 
the body machine, and to the pre­
vention of many types of infec­
tion.

Milk for Pep and Power

A quart of milk daily supplies 
from two-thirds to three-fourths of 
the total calories required by a 
year-old child. For a five-year 
old. it provides about half the 
day's fuel requirements, and for 
a ten-year old, one-third. Even a 
moderately active man could ob­
tain one-fourth of his energy re­
quirements from a quart of this 
precious fluid. It is also interest­
ing to note that five-eighths cup of 
milk is equivalent in energy value 
to one and one-third eggs, or two 
and one-fourth ounces of lean 
beef.

A quart of milk yields more 
than an ounce of pure protein of 
the highest quality. Moreover, nu­
trition authorities hold that under 
normal conditions, it is the most 
completely digested and absorbed 
of all food proteins.

— ★ —

Milk for Minerals
As a source of calcium, milk is 

indispensable. Without milk, it is 
practically impossible for the 
body to obtain enough of this cap­
tain of the minerals for normal 
skeletal development.

It has teen estimated that when 
the calcium requirement is met 
through the use of milk, the need 
for phosphorus will also be ade­
quately provided.

Though milk is not as good a 
source of iron as of calcium and 
phosphorus, the iron is present 
and in a form that can be easily 
utilized by the body.

— ★ —

Milk fsr Vitamins
Milk is so rich in vitamins A 

and G, that the addition of a quart 
of rr.ilk daily to a good mixed diet 
practically guarantees against a 
deficiency of either of these pre­
cious substances which promote 
growth, help build resistance to 
disease, prolong the prime of life, 
and help to ward off old age. 
It also furnishes a considerable 
amount of vitamin B, which pro­
motes appetite, aids digestion and 
helps to prevent a nervous dis­
order.

Milk contains a relatively small 
amount of vitamin D, but this can 
be remedied in both bottled and 
evaporated milk by irradiation, or 
the addition of a vitamin D con­
centrate. It is less dependable as 
a source of vitamin C than any 
other vitamin, as the amount it 
naturally contains varies with the 
diet of the cow and is reduced by 
pasteurization or evaporation. 
This deficiency is easily made 
good, however, by adding to the 
diet fresh fruits and fruit juices 
and raw leafy vegetables.
