H arry Potter is A live and Well in 
London

While in Scot­
land, by the way, we took pic­
tures o f the Elephant House 
Cafe, where JK Rowling sup­
posedly w rote some o f  the 
Harry Potter books. In the hall, 
the actual long dinner table 
used in the movie was set with 
silverware, food, plates and 
serving dishes.

Perhaps the main reason we 
were there was so our twelve 
year-old grandson Caleb could 
see it.

With Victory Over 
Grandfalls-Royalty

The B orden C ounty 
hoopsters earned another gold 
basketball with a decisive, 94- 
34, v ic to ry  over the 
Grandfalls-Royalty Cowboys 
in the Area round of the U.I.L. 
State Basketball playoffs.

In the nice confines o f 
M ustang Arena, located at 
Andrews High School, the 
Coyotes put the throttle down 
early. Hunter Jones scored 10 
points in the first quarter and 
Trace Richey, who scored a 
triple-double in the contest, 
added seven points. Borden 
led 24-8 and never looked 
back. Jaren Brooks, for the 
Cowboys, did heat up in the 
second frame scoring 11 of the 
team s 13 po in ts. E aston 
Edw ards knocked  in five 
points in the quarter to give 
Borden a 40-21 halftime lead.

The Coyotes came out on 
fire in the th ird  period  
outscoring Grandfalls 33-13. 
Four different Coyotes hit a 
three point bucket. Borden tal­
lied 11 buckets from behind 
the arc for the game. The Coy­
otes blew the game wide open 
with a comfortable 73-34 lead. 
The impressive part was when 
Borden held the Cowboys 
scoreless in the final period to 
secure the victory and a spot 
in the Regional Quarterfinals 
for the second year in a row.

“I am so very proud of this 
team and what they accom­
plished throughout this game,” 
Coach Edwards exclaimed. 
“We are m aking shots and 
playing great defense. That is 
a pretty good combination to 
make a long run in the play­
offs.”

The C oyotes w ill face 
Buena Vista in the Regional 
Quarterfinals at New Mexico 
Junior College in Hobbs, New 
Mexico.

Jones led the team in scor­
ing with 22 points. Jones also 
had three steals. R ichey’s 
triple double consisted o f 17 
points, 10 rebounds, and 12

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Be Roadwise in the Dark
Safety Tips fo r  Driving at Night

According to research from 
the National Safety Council, 
driving at night is more danger­
ous than any other time of day, 
with traffic deaths three-times 
greater at night compared to 
daytime hours. The reason for 
this is that driver vision —  the 
most important sense neces­
sary for driving —  is compro­
mised at night, including depth 
perception, color recognition, 
and peripheral vision. Addi­
tionally, the glare from an on­
coming vehicle with their high 
beams on can temporally blind 
a driver.

Headlights on vehicles can 
only illuminate about 500 feet 
(with high beams), and 250 feet 
for normal headlights. With 
visibility limited, there is less 
time to react to something un­
expected in the roadway. Driv­
ing at high speeds at night with 
reduced visibility makes the 
situation even more dangerous. 
Drivers should not “out-drive” 
th e ir  head ligh ts . In o ther 
words, do not drive faster than 
you can stop within the dis­
tance illum ina ted  by your 
headlights. At 50 miles per 
hour it takes about 268 feet to 
slow down, including the dis­
tance traveled during reaction 
time. That would easily “out­
run” the illumination of your 
normal headlights. Remember 
that the posted speed limit is 
the highest legal limit under 
ideal conditions and not nec­
essarily the highest safe speed. 
One of the best plans for night 
driv ing  is to sim ply drive 
slower.

Age is also a factor when it 
comes to night vision, which is 
the ability to see in .low light. 
At 50 years o f age, a driver 
needs twice as much light to 
see as well as a 30 year old 
driver. At 60 years o f age and 
older, night vision is further 
reduced, making evening driv­
ing a risk —  especially on un­
familiar roads.

Nighttime also brings on fa­

tigue, and with the fatigue 
comes reduced alertness. Driv­
ing long periods o f time late at 
night can further reduce reac­
tion time. The only safe cure 
for fatigue is to get some sleep. 
Driving while sleepy is not 
only dangerous for the driver, 
it also puts other drivers and 
passengers on the road at risk.

Drivers should follow these 
safety tips for nighttime driv­
ing from the National Safety 
Council.

Aim  veh ic le  h ead ­

lights correctly, and make sure 
they’re clean

Dim lighting on dash­
board

Look away from on­
coming lights

I f  eyeg lasses are 
needed, make sure they’re anti- 
reflective

Clean the windshield 
to eliminate streaks

Slow down to com­
pensate for limited visibility 
and reduced stopping time

Stop driving when you 
are fatigued

Older drivers
Have annual vision

Reduce speed 
Take a driving course; 

even experienced drivers can 
benefit from a refresher course, 
and some o f the rules have 
probably changed

Borden County Appraisal District Reminds 
Businesses to Render their Taxable Property by

April 15
If you own tangible personal property that is used to produce income, you  

must file a rendition with the Borden County Appraisal District by April 15.
A rendition is a report that lists all the taxable property you owned or con­

trolled on Jan. 1 o f  this year. Property includes inventory and equipment used 
by a business. Owners do not have to render exempt property, such as church 
property or an agriculture producer’s equipment used for farming.

“The appraisal district may use the information submitted in the rendition to 
set property values,” said C hief Appraiser Judy Harris

You can also file a report o f  decreased value to notify the appraisal district 
o f  significant depreciation o f  your property. “For example, i f  your property 
was damaged by a storm, flood or fire last year, you should file a report o f  
decreased value. The appraisal district w ill look at your property before as­
signing a value,” said Harris

T h e  last day to file a rendition or report o f  decreased value is April 15. A  10 
percent to 50 percent penalty may be imposed if  a rendition is filed late, in­
complete or not at all. Property owners who need more time to file their rendi­
tions may file a written request with the chief appraiser on or before April 15 
to receive an automatic extension to May 15 or the next business day. The 
chief appraiser may also grant an additional 15 days after the postponeddead­
line, ifnecessary.

whopping 56 percent, the cot­
ton industry is facing an exis­
tential threat.

It is against this back­
drop that Secretary Vilsack 
wrote a column this week stat­
ing he does not have authority 
under the Farm Bill to declare 
cottonseed as an other oilseed. 
I submit there are a variety of 
reasons why that is simply not 
the case.

The Secretary argues 
that Congress removed cotton 
from Agriculture Risk Cover­
age (ARC) and Price Loss 
Coverage (PLC) in the 2014 
Farm Bill and, thus, his hands 
are tied. Here’s what Congress 
actually did in the 2014 Farm 
Bill: As a result o f a WTO 
settlement with Brazil, Con­
gress effectively removed cot­
ton lint from ARC and PLC. 
Cottonseed has not historically 
been a covered commodity, 
and Congress never discussed 
adding cottonseed to the list of 
covered commodities. Rather, 
C ongress left in tac t the 
Secretary’s authority to desig­
nate any oilseed as an “other 
oilseed.”

The Secretary has else­
where argued that canons of 
statutory construction prevent 
him from acting. That is not the 
case. The statute in question 
plainly states that an “other 
oilseed” includes “any oilseed 
designated by the Secretary.” 
There is only one canon of 
statutory construction neces­
sary to move forward with des- 
ignating  co ttonseed  as an 
“other oilseed”: the ordinary 
meaning of the statutory lan­
guage. This is the canon the 
U.S. Supreme Court looks to 
before all others.

The Secretary has also 
argued he cannot designate 
cottonseed as an oilseed be­
cause the provision is reserved 
for “emerging oilseeds.” That 
is also not the case. The Farm 
Bill defines an oilseed as “a 
crop of sunflower seed, rape- 
seed, canola, safflower, flax­
seed, mustard seed, crambe, 
sesame seed, or any other oil­
seed designated by the Secre­
tary” (emphasis added). The 
Farm Bill does not restrict this 
authority to “emerging oil­
seeds.” The Secretary imposes 
this limitation on himself.

The Secretary further 
claims he cannot designate cot­

tonseed as an oilseed because 
USD A already made a deci­
sion to make cottonseed eli­
gible for STAX instead. While 
USD A may have accommo­
dated the industry’s request, 
that does not change the fact 
that the law says nothing about 
cottonseed being eligible for 
STAX.

Finally, the Secretary 
has argued that Congress did 
not designate cottonseed as a 
covered commodity because 
of the cost of doing so. That is 
simply not correct. Congress 
never considered adding cot­
tonseed as a covered commod­
ity. That prospect arose long 
after passage of the 2014 F arm 
Bill and only after the preda­
tory trade practices of China 
and India started decimating 
world cotton markets, render­
ing STAX ineffective.

To his credit, the Secre­
tary is not without solutions to 
offer. However, there are real 
problems with the solutions 
the Secretary has laid out.

The first solution in­
volves Congress lifting a pro­
hibition on his ability to use 
what are called Section 32 
funds in emergency situations 
like the one we are in today. I 
was neither active in remov­
ing this authority nor do I 
solely possess the ability to 
restore it. This requires an act 
o f  C ongress, w hich takes 
time— something we are very 
short on if we are to provide

timely help. This is also unnec­
essary in the current circum­
stances because, as I have 
pointed out in this reply, the 
Secretary already has all the 
authority he needs to act now.

The second solution re­
garding ginning cost share is 
temporary in nature and, I am 
afraid, much more a band-aid 
than a cure. While the Secre­
tary has the authority to deliver 
that assistance now, it would 
not stop the b leed ing  and 
barely cover the wound.

I confess that all of the 
smoke and mirrors have been 
very frustrating to those o f us 
who are deeply concerned 
about the crisis that is unfold­
ing in farm country and for all 
o f the livelihoods that are at 
stake. I am committed to stand­
ing up for A m erica’s farm 
families. We would appreciate 
the Secretary fully leveraging 
the authorities currently avail­
able to him.
