Record Sailing V oyage
That Astonished W orld

Historians of the Yankee merchant 
marine grow boastfully eloquent when 
they write of the peerless clipper. In 
fairness, permit the Canadian to blow 
his own horn. One of the fastest ships 
that ever sailed was the Marco Polo, 
launched In Courtenay bay, St. John, 
in 1850, and commanded by “Bully” 
Fori»es. Carrying a thousand immi­
grants, the ship left Liverpool for Mel­
bourne, Forbes Announcing that he 
would be in the Mersey again within 
six months. He was laughed at.

With a willing crew of GO men the 
Mara* Polo reeled through the “ Roar­
ing Forties” and ran its easting down. 
Day after day the booming westerly 
gales of the high south latitudes drove 
it alone. It was ahle to heat the steam­
er Australia to Melbourne by a week, 
making the passage in 68 days. Home­
ward hound it made the record pas­
sage of 76 days. The round voyage had 
been sailed in 5 months and 21 days. 
The shipping world was astounded. 
Thousands of people came down to 
view the Marco Polo as it lay in the 
Salthouse dgfck. They were thrilled 
with pride when they gazed at the 
huge banner hung between the fore

and main masts, "The Fastest Ship in 
the World.”

Capt. “Bully” Forbes was the Brit­
ish sailors’ hero, a match for the fa­
mous masters of Yankee clipper ships. 
The saying "Hell or Melbourne” is 
credited to him—the yarn being that 
this was his reply to a committee of 
frightened passengers who begged him 
to shorten sail while lie was shoving 
his ship along in a wicked gale. Char­
acteristic of him was his boast to his 
cabin passengers as he sat at the head 
of the dinner table, “Ladies and gen­
tlemen. last trip I astonished the world 
with the sailing of this ship. This 
time I intend to astonish God Al­
mighty ¡"—Ralph D. Paine, In the New 
York Sun.

Most Famous Stoic
Epictetu- was a Greek Stoic philos­

opher Wiio lived approximately be­
tween the years 50 and 12.*. He was 
born a slave, in Phrygia, banished 
from Rome by Domitian and tnucht 
philosophy In Epirus. The nobility

Why Show Hogs at Fairs.
1'here are several objects to he at­

tained by showing hogs at community, 
county and state fairs, advises A. L. 
Ward, swine husbandman.

For one who is growing registered 
hogs, the value of exhibiting the herd 
at fairs cannot be over-estimated. Iu 
fact, under modern conditions, it is 
practically impossible to build a repu­
tation as a breeder w'ithout this meth­
od of advertising. Discriminating 
buyers like to visit the fairs and in­
spect, not only animals being consider­
ed for purchase, hut, also, the sires 
and dams of such animals. The pros­
pective buyer has the oportunity to 
compare various strains of breeding, 
and see them passed on by expert 
judges. The breeder who wants to 
grow welcomes the chance to measure 
his herd with other herds; for he 
knows that, by comparison, he can dis­
cover the weak points, as well as the 
good qualities, in his own herd. It 
serves to keep all breeders enthused 
and up on their toes for fear that some 
others may get inure publicity and pop­
ularity for their respective breeds. Ex­
hibiting develops a spirit of friendly 
rivalry that is a great stimulus for 
the breeder to put forth his best ef­
forts, not only in growing the correct 
type of his breed, but in showing far­
mers. as well as breeders, how to 
properly develop hogs and, then, how­
to fit them to make them show to the 
best advantage.

One feature of advantageous adver­
tising is overlooked by breeders in the 
South. This is the exhibiting of mar­
ket classes at the shows; for it is 
well to remember that the end of all 
pigs is the pork barrel; and a man 
should not only demonstrate that he 
lias the correct type of hog to please 
the judge in a breeding show, but that 
he has a herd that can produce the 
kind of hog that the packer wants. 
When I say packer, this means the ul­
timate consumer, for the packer wants 
that w hich he can sell to the best ad­
vantage as a finished product.

I know that some farmers will be 
saying it is too dry and that there is 
too little feed in Texas to think about 
showing hogs or any other livestock 
this year. It is dry and feed is scarce, 
hut the scarcer the feed, the more 
necessary for the farmer to exercise 
the utmost care and economy in the 
feeding of farm animals. Therefore, 
such conditions, as we now face, em­
phasize the need of better hogs to dis­
place the large number of scrubs and 
cold bloods that are now consuming 
more feed than they will pay for. 
Farmers in the Texas Ton Litter Club 
have found that purebred hogs can 
make money on a pork basis, when 
feed is as high as it is today. The 
purebred hog is a necessity for Tex­
as farmers, and the breeders in Ti.xtis 
should seize this opportunity, and ex­
hibit their herds to the farmers 
throughout the state this coming fall.

The State Fair of Texas is to be con­
gratulated on adding to the classes 
of hogs a class for junior market pigs 
iu each of the following breeds: Poland 
China, Dur.oc. Jersey, Berkshire, Tam- 
worth. Hampshire, Chester White. 
These classes admit either barrows or 
gilts farrowed between March 1st and 
June 1st. This market class should be 
a most attractive exhibit of swine, and 
farmers should avail themselves of 
this opportunity of showing the ability 
of their respective bretls to meet mar­
ket demands as to finish and quality 
of product.

Poultry in Jasper County.
The club women reports show that 

egg records have been good during 
May. Many are keeping the grocery 
bill with the sales of eggs.

Most trouble has been with mites, 
lice and fleas. Three cases of roup 
have b e e n  reported. No great loss.

Mr. B. Bishop's record shows that he 
had one hundred adults with a daily 
egg production of eighty to ninety. He 
has purchased two hundred baby 
chicks and incubated fifty baby chicks. 
The total 850 birds are growing rapid 
ly. Several cases of roup were report­
ed in this flock. Mr. Bishop is plan­
ning to trap nest this flock and ar­
range to take care of one thousand to 
two thousand birds.

Four demonnstrations were given in 
poultry judging and many girls are 
showing greater interest in poultry in 
this country than ever before.

It is planned to have a county w-ide 
poultry judging demonstration contest 
in July. The winners in the county 
will be sent to college to compete in 
the state contest.

More than two thousand white leg­
horn baby chicks have been placed in 
Trinity County this spring, and they 
are doing nicely. It is planned to 
form an egg marketing organization 
this fall, and to have a hundred hens 
on every farm in the county within 
the next two years. Many people are 
becoming interested in poultry now.

That he was ever a man of violence 
Is very doubtful.

He wore gloves 
on all occasions—to keep the germs 
off his hands; he had his massive ma­
hogany desk, in the office building 
across from the new hotel, wiped 
down every morning with an antisep­
tic ; long yeara before the practice had 
become a worthy fashion he had him­
self examined periodically by special­
ists. He was always fearing conta- I 
glon. He gargled. He snuffed. He 
sprayed. He read medical Journals 
He feared cancer above all other 
things. He loved his life so much that 
he had loved no woman for many 
years; the monopoly of this devotion 
excluded competition. He loved his 
his life with an unerdlng passion; he 
ruined it by fearing to lose it.

No class of people throughout this 
bread land enjoy less economic Inde 
pendenee than the farmer—the biggest 
business of all businesses—producing 
annually more new wealth than any 
other single business 1» provides, 
generally speaking, poorer standards 
o? living less opportunity to enjev the 
luxuries of life than any o*fj«r sing!® 
Industry, and yet is the v»vy heart, 
soul and backbone of the nation • pros 
parity

The farmers method of production 
may be unscientific and wasteful, but 
cost is variable—up or down by eft* 
cient methods on th* one hand, or in. 
efficient on the other—to only • troa'l 
degree. f*ne single Item of Texas 
farm products—cotton—within • per! 
od of les« than five years has ranged 
no and down 1n price more than sooc*.
I distinctly recall in one swift fluctua­
tion It dropped from URc per pound at 
high point down to lie  per pound at 
low point Make the cost of produc­
tion wha* you will, n o  busines» 0 «  
earth can w ithstand such violent flue 
tuations and downward depredations 
on its income. The Is«- of supply and 
demand is ever present and active. Its 
influence may be minimized by co­
ordinated efficient salesmanship By 
the same token, speculative raids up«o 
the farmers’ income can be averted

So long as the individual farmer 
with sample in his bands, peddles his 
crops from door to door, his individual 
economic independence will be de­
structively violated and ruination 
wrought to his business—th» greatest 
business of all—the business of farm­
ing.

Salesmanship has become a science.
In its most modern and advanced fora 
it la a science of co-operation through 
corporations. The stockholder buy* 
stock in a corporation—banking, manu­
facturing or ofherwise and immedi­
ately becomes a co-operative unit deal­
ing in some particular product and 
represented by scientific salesman­
ship.

Legislation can aid, but not cure the 
farmers' Ills

Co-operation of the farmer and the 
business man, whose interests are one 
and Indivisible, will make the farmer 
ealesman a familiar figure in the marts 
and markets of the w-orld, and bring to 
the farmer much needed economic in­
dependence The world's welfare lies *!
