SOME FINE COTTON GROWING
IN THE SPUR COUNTRY

Last week J. V. Mings, who lives
in the Dockum Valley northwest of
Spur, brought in a stalk of cotton
pulled at random from his field, and
which had twenty four grown, bolls.
Not a sign of worms was on this cot-
ton, and if nothing happens to it he
will make at least three-fourths of
a bale to the acre.

This week W. S. Hunter brought
in a limb from a stalk of cotton
grown on the Morris place in the
Duck Creek country. This stalk had
one hundred and thirty two bolls and
squares, and no signs of worms. If
nothing hits this crop, there is no tell
ing how much it will make, but the
amount on this one stalk assures a
bale or more to the acre.

CONTEST HEARD IN NOMINA-
TION OF COMMISSIONER

In response to the call by County
Chairman Williams for a meeting of
the Democratic Executive Commit=
tee to settle a contest filed by R. J.
Bateman in the nomination ot a can-
didate for commissioner. in the Afton
precinct, the committee met Tues-
|day and: Dickens and wecanvassed
the election returns from that com-
missioners precinct. In recanvass-
ing the returns from ‘both the Afton
and Buford voting poxes, it was
found that a total of sixty seven
votes were polled in the July primary
for commissioner n - precinct two.
Of this number R. J. Bateman receiv
ed 33 votes, which was not a majority
of the votes polled as was contended
in filing the contest. -In view of the
recount, and the fact that the com-
mittee had properly placed the two
names reéceiving the highest number
of votes on the ticket in the second
primary, it was decided that theé
name of Ben Middleton be certified
as the nominee, he having been given
a majority of the wvotes cast in the
run-off primary, August 28th.

In filing the contest Mr. Bateman
ailed to count two votes polled for
commissioner in the first election,
thinking there were only sixXty five
votes polled, when - in reality there
were sixty seven votes.

BOLL WORMS ARE WORKING

IN THE COTTON IN COUNTRY

The boll worms have been and are
now working in many fields in every
section of the country. While there
are a numebr of fields where there
is no sign of worms, yet in the major-
ity of the fields they are to ke found.

The extent of the damage by the
worms can not yet be estimated ac-
curately, but we are of the opinion
that the crop throughout the coun-
try may be cut short by one-half. We
estimated in the beginning that there
would probably be twenty thousand
or more bales ginned here this year.
The prospect now is that not more
thari ten or twelve thousand bales
may be ginned here. However, with
continued pretty, clear, dry weather,
the worms may quit working, the
crops ‘come out dnd make more than
a half crop.

The cotton not only 1n West Texas
is being cut short, but in every part
of the state. By reason of the short

crops in general, it fs very probable|
that a higher price will be paid for|

good grades of cotton.

THIS COTTON CROP ESTIMATED
TO COST FORTY SIX CENTS

At a recent meeting of the several
farmers organizations held in Dallas
for the purpose of uniting in an ef-
fort to get better prices for the sta-
ple, definite plans were formulated.

At the meeting it was figured that
it cost forty si xa pound to produce
this erop of cotton, and that it should
not be sold for less than two cents a
pound profit, or for forty eight cents
a pound, middling basis.

It is proposed that warehouses be
constructed in every community
where the crop may Ye stored and
marketed only when it Is needed—
the plan being to Issue negotiable
warehous receipts which may be us-
ed in lieu of the actual cash.

If all the farmers of the cotton
states would stand Pat together, they
could get a price of fifty cents a
pound—but they wont stand togeth-
er. We have always contended that
the only way the farmers will ever
be in position to ‘demand their own
prices for cotton, will be to produce
everything they consume at home,
and by so doing they will not be fore-
ed to sell their surplus crops. So
long as they are foreed to sell they
will never be in position to set the
price—because the buyer is going to
take advantage of the situation and
get it at his own figures.

Some time ago Mrs. Phebe K.
Warner paid Dickens county a visit.
Since that time she has become 3a
real booster for Dickens county,
having written a number of articles
referring to the progress of the coun.
ty and the progressiveness of our
citizenship. The following article
was taken from the Amarillo Tribune
and has been copied by other papers
of extensive circulation:

If we all knew more of the real
truth about our neighbors we¢ would
think more of them and be 2 happier
nation. Was it Patric Heurv who
said “Knowledge is powe:s?”’ Know-
ledge is happiness, too. The tazory,
“Where ignorance is bliss, it is folly
to be wise’” is a dangerous theo.y and
has been the cause of more unnappi-
ness than any of us will ever hnow..

One of the reasons for baing in
this world is to learn. Sometimes we
have to get away from home to find
out what good homes we have, And
again we need to get away from home

to discover that our home and our,

county and our folks are not th: only
pebbles an the beach.

It was our happy privilege tc spendd

last week in one of our sister couuties
on the South plains. Plains! It
-was a land of hills and valleys knit
together by the best public road sys-
tem in this country. If we hal gone
to Dickens county ten years agd it
would have been about w hat we ex-
pected. But the first lesson we
learned was the fact that we were
about a quarter of .a century be-
hind time with our ideas of the coun-
ty. Lest you may be suffering from
the same misconeception of one of
the best counties in the state, we of:
fer these facts.

If you want to find Dickens county
on the map, it is the second tier of
counties going south from the top of
the panhandle, and the fifth county
from the western border o f the pan
handle. If you want to find t he real
county itself you’d better send for
somebody to come and get you. Its
hard to get there but it’s good to be
there after you arrive.

Just ten shoert years ago, Dickens
County was still the home of the Spur
ranch, a few squatters a nd innumer-
able prairie dogs. About this time
the Spur ranch passed out of the
hands of foreign ecapitalists with the
possession of the Swensons. It was
a good day for Texas when this trans.
. action took place. If a few more
Swensons would buy out a few mora
of our million acre ranches the land
plank in our political platforms
would be adjusted. Of course the
Swensons bought the ranch to make
mioney. Buti they had a different
idea of money making than some mil-
ionaires. Their plan was to use the
ranch for the good of homeless peo-
ple and make their money by help-
ing: the people to transform Dickens
County into a county of homes in
stead of a cattle ranch. They rec-
ognized the fact that the soil possess-
ed all elements of food and clothing
for mankind and that it was a waste
to humanity to use it only for the
production of cattle.

The first vision of the county was
a county of homes, instead of a coun-
try of cattle and prairie dogs. But
one of the first tasks was to dispos-
sess the prairie dogs of their towns
and country. Poor little prairie dogs!
Suppose the Swensons had been as
tender hearted as some of our women
in east Texas are over the Jack rab
bits. The dogs would still be thriv
ing in Dickens County, and more than
five thousand people would have had
no homes, or h omes in some more

crowded place. It took a three year
war at a cost of $45,000 to wrestle
the land from the dogs. But the men
finally won victory over the dogs.
Which placed an added value on the
land and made it fit for homes for
the people.

The next vision was one not only
of the Swensons themselves, but of
the people. Now that they have
proven the agricultural value of the
land, the next task was to make the
land do ity best. There are few
counties in Texas that have a record
like Dickens County at the end of the
first ten years of agricultural ex-
perience. One of the greatest ac-
complishments is the location of an
A. & M. experiment station near the
town of Spur. This station covers
an area of 160 acres and at the pres-
ent time more than 3,000 different
experiments are being carried on in
cotton, kaffir, maize, feterita, so»-
ghums, sudan grass, orchards, shade
trees, sheep hogs, poultry and every-
thing that interests a farmer iiving
under similar natural conditions. Be-
jside the experiment station under
the efficient management of Mr. Dick
son and Roy A. Brewer, Dickens coun
ty has for several years s upported
a county farm demonstrator, who
has been of incalculable value to the
farmers in the terracing of the hill-
sides of their farms, directing the ro-
tation of their: crops, selection of
seed and the cultivation of the crops.
Besides what has been done for the
Besides what has ben done for the
farmers, much has been done fer the
boys of the county by the cooperation
(of the bankers and the county farm
jdemonstrator in furnishing reg:ster-
led stock to the farm boys on sale
{and stock raisers hat are beinz made
;‘terms for all. Dickens county - has
itoday one of the finest crops in the
(state, but the best crop in the coun-
ty is the crop of the scientific farmaors
of the Dickens county boys. And
Dickens county is one of ten counties
from El Paso to Texline thai sup-
ports a county home demonstrator for
the developement of their gir's
home production and home couserva-
tion of food. There are ouly ten
counties -in all this vast regior. that
have home demonstration agents and
Dickens county is one of tham. We
will tell the Panhandle girls more
about the Dickens County girls at an-
other time. ;

But the greatest surprise to the
Dickens county visitor is their paved
roads. A few years ago the county
after a hard struggle, put over a $12.
300 bond issue for good roads But
before they got started tha~ saw
their mistake. But mistakes ar.: good
teachers sometimes and in this case a
$400,000 bond issue was carri:d witn
less friction than the $12,000 one
Added to this, State and Federal help
brought the good roads fund up to
nearly the million dollar mark. Dick-
ens county had one advantage over
many of our counties. The natural
road building materials were stored
up by nature all over the county and
practically all the materials for these
faillion dollar roads were donated
by the Swenson Company and the
farmers along the roads. As a result
Dickens county has more than seven-
ty five miles of paved roads reaching
out in every direction from the coun-
ty seat, which is the town of Dickens.
These perfect roads link the different
communities together and make 1t
possible for the people of the county
to get together whenever an occasion
calls them. There is no way to esti-
mate the value these roads will be
to the people of the entire county.
