SECURITY

What is a "Welfare State” ? It's 

a nation whose citizens depend 
upon the government for their 
welfare. In the U. S. A. more 
than 42 million people are now 
getting checks from the federal, 
state ard local governments. 
Nearly % of the people are liv­
ing off the other %, completely 
or partially, lhat is a Welfare 
State. The subsidy-happy Amer­
ican people, with the enthusi­
astic cooperation of the Com­
munists and Socialists, within 
and without, are destroying the 
land of the free. We are becom­
ing slaves to a handout rather 
than masters of our own des­
tinies.

"Case History”
One of the greatest Americans 

liked to tell this “welfare” story: 
"1 used to know an old cod­

ger,” Abe Lincoln said, “whose 
cabin burned to the ground. The 
folks in those parts felt sorry 
because he had lost all his 
earthly possessions. So they be­
gan bringing him presents to 
get him back on his feet.

“Well, they made such a good 
job of it that, when they were 
through, he was far better off 
than he had ever been before. 
One day the old man was sitting 
on the stoop of his new cabin 
his neighbors had built for him 
and along came a friend from 
down the road with a bag of 
oats on his shoulder. T want you 
to have these oats, pardner,’ 
said the kind neighbor, setting 
the bag down on the front step.

“ ‘I ain’t takin’ no oats,’ said 
the old boy. T ain’t takin’ not­
hin’ but money’.”

Road To Success 
Several years ago an eighteen- 

year-old country boy left home 
to try out for a minor league 
ball club. He wrote his daddy 
shortly thereafter, saying he 
might be fired. The old man had 
probably never been on a psy­
chiatrist’s couch and learned 
how important a feeling of “se­
curity” is. He sent hLs son a five- 
word telegram: “Don’t come
home a failure.” The boy stuck 
it out — stuck it out to become 
the greatest ball player of his 
time. His name was Ty Cobb. I 
think his old man Is due F>art 
of the credit for Cobb’s records.

Practially every child today — 
farm and non-farm —> has a 
g)*eater opportunity than Ty 
Cobb — or than Abraham Lin­
coln. I can’t help but wonder, 
sometimes, what Lincoln would 
have done if he'd had the op­
portunities our children have. 
Hardship builds character, like 
forging makes steel. Character 
is neither married nor inherited. 
It’s a victory over one’s environ­
ment and one’s self.

Money and security are not 
synonymous. He who had mone­
tary security in 1939, now has 
less than 47 percent and in 25 
more years will probably have 
only 20 percent or less. Our 
government is d e l i b e r a t e l y  
cheapening the dollar in a plan­
ned inflation which robs every­
body who’s on a fixed income. 
In matters of money all power­
ful central governments are 
crooked. Ours is no exception. 
So the man who seeks seemity 
in money usually finds added 
insecurity.

Government Not Answer
Next to money, we look to gov­

ernment welfare for security. 
We cannot achieve security by 
voting for it. For in the end, all 
welfare states become dictator­
ships. The road to Socialism, 
like the road to Hell, is paved 
with promises. When a politici­
an promises you security, don’t 
fc.*get the price: dictatorship.

There is only one place secu­
rity can be found: Inside our­
selves. In character, not dollars; 
in principles, not pensions; in 
what we do, not what we Intend 
to do.

How can we make our own 
security? By reassuming our lo­
cal rights, responsibilities, and 
taxing powers; by retaking our 
individual liberties the govern­
ment has usurped; by being 
men instead of oysters.

HOUSE RULES FIGHT

Election of Speaker of the 
House Byron ’Tunnell, four^ - 
tenn representative from ’I^ier, 
took place at the cpenlng of the 
58th Legislature with only token 
opposition — nine votes cast for 
Rc^. John Alaniz of San Anton­
io.

But the rules fight that fol­
lowed ’Timneil’s ascension to 
the speaker’s stand was a dif­
ferent story.

If Reagan’s bill becomes 
lew, the merchant could file a 
complaint in his local justice 
court.

Rep. George Richardson of 
Fort Worth is preparing a bill 
which would allow justices of 
peace to try cases involving hot 
checks of less than $50. He feels 
that the peace court justices are 
closer to the people of their 
areas and can handle com­
plaints quicker than district at­
torneys.
INSURANCE LEGISLATION

Sen. A. R. Schwartz hopes to 
find a solution to a problem 
made apparent by Hurricane 
Csula. After the record force 
struck the Texas coast, many 
homeowners had difficulty col­
lecting for water damage be­
cause they had fled the scene 
and didn’t know exactly how 
tlie damage accurred.

Schwartz’s bill would require 
the State Board of Insurance to 
make insurance firms, instead 
of the homeowner, carry the 
burden of proof.

Another insurance bill is be­
ing drafted by Rep. Don Glad­
den of Fort Worth who will 
fight for legislation to protect 
persons injured in automobile 
accidents by iminsured motor­
ists.

His bill calls for a special 
state fund to pay for personal 
injury costs incurred in acci­
dents with uninsured drivers. 
Any car owner who couldn’t 
prove ability to pay liability 
when he registered his car, 
would have to pay $20 into the 
fund.

State Securities Board says 
Texas made cigniflcant grains 
as a source of public investment 
fimds in 1962.

Just as freedom 
has come to other caressed 
groups—grandparents no longer 
get stuck endlessly, because 
more often than not, they are 
also out enjoying themselves.

As a result baby sitting has 
grown Into what amoimts to a 
major-industry — practiced, all 
too often, by Inexperienced and 
sometimes xmquallfled young 
people.

Whether the youngsters are 
six months old or 10 years old, 
parents leaving them want to 
know the sitter Is someone they 
can trust.

It must be someone the par­
ents know is responsible and 
sufficiently mi ature,  one who 
win like the child and get along 
with him. This calls for a study 
of the sitter’s references if he 
or she is not already well known 
to the family.

To be In charge of one or more 
children and the home they live 
In Is a serious business. Careful 
arrangements need to be made 
between the parents and the 
baby sitter.

Both the parents and baby 
sitter have obligations in pre­
paring and carrying out the 
agreement.

Parents should make the re­
quest well In advance. A thor­
ough briefing should be made 
to the sitter—^preferably writ­
ten—explaining where the par­
ents will be including phone 
numbers, and the expected time 
of return.

The sitter should meet the 
child while he Is awake, espe­
cially on the first visit. The lay­
out of the home should be ex­
plained and emergency nxunbers 
listed.

The sitter ¡should be alerted 
for expected visitors or deliver­
ies otherwise the doors and win­
dows should remain locked. Fin­
ally the parents should have the 
correct change available to 
avoid confusion and 'provide 
.'¡afe transportation home.

The s i t t e r ’ s resix>nslbllities 
are similar. She should keep 
awake—even if parents allow 
napping, follow parents’ views 
on TV, phone, snacks and visit­
ors, and make periodic checks 
quietly on sleeping children.

Full Information on food, hab­
its, r i t u a l s  and nicknames 
should be obtained. Sitters 
should understand basic first 
aid and learn to suspect illness 
in a child. Safety should be a 
sitter’s first consideration. (A 
feature from Public Health Ed­
ucation, Texas State Depart­
ment of Health.)

Answers
Q—Is there a new law chang­

ing the disability rating for 
peacetime veterans to qualify 
for vocational rehabilitation?

A — One difference between 
the original vocational rehabi­
litation law and the new law Is 
that a peacetime veteran with a 
disability rated less than 30 
percent must have “a pronounc­
ed employment handicap” in 
order to qualify for vocational 
rehabilitation

Q — When can I expect the 
regular and special dividend on 
my OI insurance?

A — The regular and special 
dividend checks will be mailed 
In January. VA officials expect 
that 75 percent of all dividend 
checks will be In the mail by 
mid-January.

Q — Understand Income ques- 
tionaire forms will be mailed 
out earlier this year to veterans 
and dependents of deceased vet­
erans receiving pensions.

BY A COALITION of 28 Re­
publicans and liberal democrats, 
the House last week began the 
new session by packing the 
House Rules Committee, design­
ed to help force spending and 
welfare measures to passage. 
The Committee, which under 
existing law has 12 members — 
8 Democrats and 4 Republicans, 
has shown too much independ­
ence in past years, and so the 
coalition decided to up that 
number to 10 Democrats and 5 
Republicans. The two additional 
Democrats, who have been on 
the Committee the past two 
years on a temporary basis, are 
devout liberals who are beholden 
to do whatever they are told to 
do.

Two years ago, when the tem­
porary packing took place, 7 
Texans Joined in promoting the 
liberal cause. This time there 
were 9 of us, thus picking up 
two — Casey of Houston and 
Foreman of (Messa. Joe Pool of 
Dallas, the new Congressman at 
large, lined up with the liberals.

But while the liberals are 
gloating over the victory, it may 
not indicate the support for free 
spending and new welfare pro­
grams as appears on the face 
of it The 10-member Georgia 
delegation, for example, voted 
solidly for the packing this time, 
whereas only two voted for it

Yet, ordinarily most of the 
(Georgia delegation are fairly 
conservative. And tremendous 
pressure was put on some other 
members respecting committee 
assignments and other benefits 
the leadership dangled before 
them.

THERE WAS NO SECRET 
about the motives of the pack­
ing move. It was made clear 
that the liberal forces are going 
all out to force through the 
medicare bill, federal aid to 
education, a depressior^-type 
Civilian Conservation Co r p s ,  
and a parade of new social 
welfare proposals.

EVERY ONE OF THE 21 major 
liberal-radical organizations in 
the country urged the packing. 
Headed by the NAACP, the ADA, 
the AFL-CIO, the CivU Liberties 
Union, and 17 others, the organ­
ized drive was quite devastating 
—and apparenty very effective.

It remains to be seen how 
effective the same groups will be 
in influencirrg the members who 
lined up with them in this in­
stance. In any event there is 
sure to be some lively scraps in 
the months ahead.

Sheep Producers 
To Meet In Las 
Vegas Jan. 20-23

Las Vegas, Nev. — The na­
tion’s sheep producers, deter­
mined to maintain their hard- 
won hold on improved economic 
conditions, have booked experts 
on every phase of the industry 
for the 98th annual convention 
of the National Wool Growers 
Assn., in Las Veges, Jan. 20 thru 
23.

Production, marketing, taxes, 
research, domestic and iiiter- 
national influences are all on 
the agenda, along with brief 
fun sessions and Women’s Auxi­
liary events including finals of 
the Make It Yourself With Wool 
contest Monday night.

President Penrose B. Metcalfe 
of San Angelo, Texas, who re­
cently returned from a London 
Wool and Wool Textile confer­
ence will preside at business ses­
sions and report on his tw’o- 
year stewardship of the national 
association which has seen 
sheep producers move into a 
more favorable position.

Metcalfe said that Congress­
man Harold D. Cooley will key­
note the convention on Jan. 21.

Continuing, Metcalfe s a i d  
that the address “Selling Wool 
to the World’’ by William J. 
Vines, Managing Director Inter­
national Wool Secretariat Lon­
don, Eng., is expected to get 
tc^ attention from the 1,000 or 
more wool growers anticipated 
at the sessions. Factual inform­
ation given during the 3-day 
meet may well point the way 
growers may hang onto present 
gains, Metcalfe said.

New Guard Rail 
Now In Use On 
Texas Highways

Austin — Texas H^hway De­
partment design engineers have 
put ai- “end” to metal beam 
guard rails by literally adding a 
twist and burying the end of the 
rail in the ground.

The result is a new safety de­
sign feature which may result in 
making the guard rails doubly 
protective. They still will help 
prevent vehicles from leaving t’.ie

road at dangerous places, and 
the burled ends will help eli­
minate the possibility of a fatal 
accident which might occur If 
a car hit the end of the rail.

The new buried-end guard 
rails were developed by engi­
neers in the Highway Design Di­
vision at the main office in Aus­
tin. The first highway dis­
trict to use the new rails was the 
Lufkin District.

OWirdt rails originally were de­
s ir e d  to pitvent vehicles from 
leaving thft^ highway '*at any 
poinv where it would be danger­
ous for them to do so, such as 
along high embankments, by 
culverts, or <m the outside of 
ciurves.

The rails are parallel to the 
roadside, with the end of the 
rail projecting Uncovered. If a 
fast traveling car should leave 
the roadjuid crash Into the end 
of a guad;d tkll, the' rail« might 
be ■' driven part or all ’  piie way 
through the car-with fatal re­
sults.

L u f k i n  District engineers 
built two guard rails on U. S. 
Highway 59 over Laurellla Creek 
two miles south of Corrigan in 
Polk County, to test the con­
struction methods. This marked 
the first time the safety guard 
rails were used on Texas high­
ways.

Soon after this test project 
the Lufkin engineers incorpo­
rated the new design in con­
struction plans for Loop 224 in 
Nacogdoches County.

Other h i g li w a y districts 
throughout the state showed 
quick interest in the safety 
guard rails. Already the rails 
have been included in about 
half a dozen future construc­
tion projects

Installation of the new rails 
is relatively simple. Parallel to 
the roadside, the metal beam 
rail is laid in place and secured 
over its supporting posts. The 
weight of the overlapping beam 
will almost bend itself half way 
down. One man pressing witli 
his foot can bend it into posi­
tion. The end of the rail is at­
tached to a 6-foot anchor post 
and sunk into a hole, with con­
crete poured in around it for 
further stabilization.

This new method provides 
full impact strength at the end 
of the guard rail, a shortcoming 
of the old method.

EYE ACCOMMODATION

Eye accommodation means the 
ability of the eye to maintain 
focus at various distances. There 
is a focusing mechanism in the 
eye Itself which 
acts just like a 
zoomar lens. At 
distance, the eye 
has one focus or 
power, and at a 
close point, the 
eye accom m o­
dates or focuses 
at a d iffe ren t w -«,™
power. This is nesiey
done so quickly and automatically, 
we aU tend to take it for granted— 
imtil it is lost to us.

When this action is lost, the eye 
condition is called “ presbyopia” 
or farsightedness, and we require 
glasses, at least for reading.

You will notice that those who 
wear reading glasses do not have 
a range. By “ range”  we mean 
the abUity to maintain sharp focus 
,when the reading material is 
moved in or out.

You may have seen eye doctors 
check the “ range." They prefer 
to have the individual able to see 
closer and further away than the 
reading distance. The more you 
can do this, the greater range you 
have. The older we get, the less 
range we enjoy.

Accommodation, however^ is 
only one type of vision examina­
tion. There are many other tests 
:We must take to learn the true 
; condition of our sight.

The National Eye Research 
Foundation suggests eye examina­
tions regularly, preferably every 
six monUis.

or injuries that required a doc­
tor’s attention, dates of all vac­
cinations, dates a n d  reasons 
therefor of all stays in the hos­
pital.

The record should include a 
checklist of diseases contracted 
by each family member, parti­
cularly the more common in­
fections such as chicken pox, 
measles, mu m p s ,  whooping 
cough, scarlet fever. Frequently 
a light case of one of these dis­
eases confers immunity there­
after, and it could be import­
ant to know positively whether 
you have had measles or mumps 
should you be exposed again.

Full records of any known 
allergies or drug sensitivities al­
so are important. Some people, 

j for instance, react violently to 
‘ penicillin, but can safely be 
given other forms of antibiotics.

A careful study of your 
family’s health insurance cover­
age also is a part of the health 
record. Many of us have never 
bothered to read the fine print 
in the health insurance policies, 
and thus we aren’t certain 
whether we are covered in all 
situations or not. It also helps to 
make a note of all pasnnents 
received from claims against 
health insurance policies.

Record of vaccinations will 
"Serve as a reminder to get boost­
er shots at proper intervals. The 
smallpox shot should be taken 
every five years, and, if leaving 
the United States, every three 
years. Boosters are also recom­
mended for some of the other 
widely u s e d  immunizations 
Check with your doctor to see 
whether your family is fully 
protected against those contagi­
ous diseases lor which vaccines 
are available.

The record may be kept in an 
old ledger, a small notebook or

It also is advisable 
to carry an abbreviated version 
of the health record in purse or 
wallet. Should a medical emer­
gency arise in your family, the 
health record may even help to 
save a life or forestall serious 
illness.

Reds and Flounder 
Continue To Grow 
In Two Reservoirs

San Angelo — Fingerling salt 
w at e r redfish and flounder 
stocked in Imperial Reservoir in 
April, 1961 are growing more ra­
pidly than expyected, according 
to Henry Burkett, Region I di­
rector.

Two and one-half year old 
reds now weigh 12 1/2  pounds. 
Flounder have grown to 7>/2 
pounds in the last 21/2 years. In 
Red Bluff Reservoir, 2-year-old 
reds now weigh 71/2 pounds.

Larry Campbell, fishery bio­
logist in charge of the project, 
says rapid growth was hoped 
for, but so far growth has been 
well above expectations. Accord­
ing to Campbell, reproduction 
should occur next year.

Fishermen are urged to co­
operate with the Game and Fish 
Commission by promptly re­
leasing salt water fish caught in 
Red Bluff or Imperial Reservoir 
so they may reproduce.
More Duck Decoy Action

Duck decoys often are inclin­
ed to be sluggish, especially 
when the water is calm.

Speed up action by adjusting 
weight cords so they are about 
18 inches longer than water is 
deep. Decoys will then be live­
lier, swim faster, and look more 
natural.

Increase Efficiency
College Station — Tunlng-up 
your gasoline or Uqutfled petro­
leum gas tractor can Increase its 
power by 11 percent and fuel 
efficiency as much as 14 per­
cent, says Henry CYNeal, exten­
sion agricultural engineer, Tex­
as A&M College. And this in­
creased power and economy can 
mean savings In time as well, he 
continues.

LP gas and gsutoline engines 
usually require a tune-up every 
250 hours of operation and if 
these adjustments are not made 
when needed the engine cannot

deliver the power it was design­
ed to give and fuel will be wast­
ed. Improper timing and car­
buretor adjustment can serious­
ly harm an engine because of 
over heating and oil dilution 
from unbumed fuel, O’Neal 
says.

Some of these simple time-up 
procedures can be.performed by 
the fanner with only a little ex­
tra equipment and the hand 
tools he has available in bis 
farm shop. ’This equlisnent, a 
flat feeler gage, a round spark 
plug gap gage, ignition file, and 
a timing light cost a total of a- 
bout eight dollars, the engine­
er says.

According to OTIeal, the Op­
erators Manual which outUries 
the procedures and furnishes 
the proper specifications for 
the engine, is the best g^de to 
use when performing the engine 
tune-up.
