Invitations for bids are being 
circularized for construction of 
Eltes 17 and 20 Home Creek and 
Site 2 Northwest Laterals. Prin­
cipal Items In the Home Creek 
s i t e s  include approximately 
163,000 cubic yards of compact­
ed earth fill material on the 
embankments, principal spill­
way material involving approxi­
mately 56 cubic yards of con­
crete, 300(» pounds of steel bar 
reinforcement and 350 feet of 
24” spun pipe, topsoil salvaged 
and placed on embankments 
and spillways in the amount of 
approximately 20.000 square 
yards for growing grass and 
about 14,000 lln. ft. of fence 
around dams and emergency 
spillways. Principal bid Items 
for Northwest Laterals Involve 
approximately 175,000 c u b i c  
yards of compacted fill material 
In the embankments, principal 
spillway Involving approximate­
ly 3000 pounds of reinforcement 
steel In 84 cubic yards of con­
crete and 280 feet of 30”spun 
concrete pipe and approximate­
ly 10,000 cubic yards of rock ex­
cavation material for blanket 
on embankment.

Polio Vaccine To 
Be Given Sunday

The Coleman County Medi­
cal Society, In cooperation with 
the Santa Anna Lions Club and 
Santa Anna Parent-Teachers 
Association, w i l l  administer 
’Type III  Sabin Oral Polio Vac­
cine Sunday afternoon, March 
15. at the Lions Club meeting 
room, at 611 Wallis Avenue in 
Santa Anna.

The medical society has on 
hand about 800 oral vaccines. 
They hope everyone of them 
will be used in this mass vac­
cination program.

There Is actually no cost for 
the vaccine, but each person Is 
requested to contribute at least 
25 cents per vaccine to help 
cover the cost of the materials 
necess; ry to sponsor the pro­
gram. However, ̂  regardless of 
wnether the 25 cents Is contri­
buted or not, everyone Is urged 
to get the vaccine that has not 
already received it. Type I and 
’Type n  Sabin vaccine were ad­
ministered several months age, 
and about 200 vaccines of Type 
I I I  were administered. This pro­
gram Is actually a make-u" of 
the Type III  that was destroyed 
In the shipment when It wsis 
given previously.

’Those who have received 
Type III are advised tha’̂  they 
do not need this vaccine now.

It Is thought it 
can be completely controlled 
If every person between the 
ages of six months and up wlU 
take the vaccines. Everyone la 
urged to cooperate In the pro­
gram by taking the few minutea 
necessary to take the vaccine.

A pre-reglsteration form is 
published elsewhere in this is­
sue of The News. Families are 
urged to cut this form out and 
have It completed filled out 
when you arrive at the feeding 
station. This will save time for 
both you and those who are 
helping to administer the vac­
cine. The form must be signed 
by the parent or guardian of 
minor children.

'Fertilizing Grain 
Sorghum Pays

i  College Station — Fertiliza­
tion of grain sorghum has paid 
dividends for the past six years 

I at the Blackland Experiment 
I Station at Temple, according to 
I Dr. E. D. Cook, station agrono- 
!mist.
I On the Houston Black Clay 
soils, continuous cropping of 
grain sprghum has shown 

I little Increase In yields from 
I phosphorus alone, he says Ni- 
¡trogen alone gave some increase 
jin yields but the greatest in- 
I crease was produced with a 
combination of nitrogen and 
phosphorus. ’Thirty pounds each 
of phosphorus and nitrogen in­
creased yields about 700 pounds 
per acre, while an additional 
30 pounds of each element gave 
200 more pounds of grain. This 
last 30 pounds of each fertilizer 
element was Just about paid for 
by this Increase In yield, says 
Dr. Cook.

Results of fertilization were 
even more pronounced at Hills­
boro on Houston soils, says the 
agronomist. In these tests 30 
pounds of nitrogen and phos­
phorus gave 1,400 pounds ad­
ditional yield, and another 30 
pounds of these two elements 
produced 500 more pounds per 
acre.

At Hillsboro Increased yield 
from fertilization of grain sor­
ghum following cotton was not 
as large as that from sorghum 
following sorghum.

In other studies conducted 
at Temple it was shown that 
the source of nitrogen used on 
grain sorghum had little to do 
with yields of the crop, says 
Dr. Cook. Ammonium nitrate, 
anhydrous ammonia and urea 
were found to be about equally 
good In the tests. Also the time 
of application of fertilizer had 
little or no effect on grain 

I yields, but early application is 
I best from the standpoint of 
¡land preparation, he says.

A REPORT BY A TASK 
FORCE, appointed by Secretary 
of Interior Udall, on Golden 
Eagle depredations upon live­
stock In the southwest, made 
public last week, confirms the 
basis for complaint that has 
been lodged by a number of us 
during the past year. The Sec­
retary last January announced 
he would not approve any ap­
plication for oermlssion for the 
use of aircraft in protecting 
livestock against this predator.

’The task force, composed of 
five experts In the FLsh and 
Wild Life branch of Interior, 
was appointed by the Secretary 
to study the facts In the field 
after Congressman Poage and 
I  protested the Secretary’s pol­
icy In a conference with him.

The Report was dated last 
April, but was not made public 
until last week, and then only 
after our repeated demands. 
The Report completely agrees 
with our contention — that the 
only offectlve means of fighting 
the eagle menace is by the use 
of aircraft. The Task Force 
spent some 10 weeks In the field 
holding public hearings, observ­
ing and Investigating the pro­
blem. It confirms the serious­
ness of the eagle depredations 
on livestock, was factual, fair 
and Impartial.

After Secretary Udall receiv­
ed the report he proceeded to 
appoint another Task Force, 
composed of College Professors, 
which he labeled an “Advisory” 
Commission, to make another 
similar Investigation of preda­
tors. A report of the Professors 
is expected momentarily, and 
can be expected to disagree 
with the findings of the first 
Task Force. To us It has the 
earmark of a loaded committee, 
since some of the members of 
It are known by their prior 
statements to be opposed to the 
findings of the first ’Task Force.

’The second Task Force In­
cludes no one from the livestock 
Industry; no public hearings 
have been held by It. and its 
findings must be based largely 
upon hearsay and theory.

As a result of a committee 
hearing last week, during which 
Dan Auld of Kerrvllle appeared 
and gave very convincing evi­
dence concerning the serious­
ness of the problem, It is hoped 
the Secretary will change his 
attitude regarding the use of 
aircraft. We are continuing to 
urge that be done.

District Director of Internal 

Revenue, Ellis (?arapbell Jr., said 
that the percentage of correctly 
prepared returns has increased 
sharply In the past few years, 
but numerous simple mistake: 
continue to show up.

Mr. Campbell said: “The best 
advice we can give on filing a 
return Is when you complete It, 
resist the temptation to put It 
in the mail right away. Set it 
aside for a day or two, then 
give It a thorough review for 
omitted income or deductions, 
errors in arithmetic, printed 
name and current address, soc­
ial security number, correct 
copies of W-s’s, signatures.”

Quite often, Mr. Campbell 
pointed out. the taxpayer will 
find that a review of his return 
will turn up mistakes he did 
not notice previously. “ It ’s hu­
man nature to WEuit to put the 
return in the mail Immediate­
ly,” he said, “but a careful re­
view by the taxpayer now may 
prevent delays In processing 
your return or the Issuance of 
a tax refund check or savings 
bond.”

Mobile Feed 
Milling Studied

College Station — With the 
growing demand for custom 
milling of feed grain in Texas, 
mobile feed mills are becoming 
popular. Custom milling, which 
Involves grinding the farmer’s 
own grain and mixing It with 
balanced concentrates, has in­
creased greatly since 1939.

A new aspect was added to j 
the custom milling of grain i 
with the advent of the mobile I 
mill. With this complete procès- | 
sing unit mounted on a large : 
truck, grain and roughage can I 
be ground, feed concentrates | 
mixed and molasses blended i 
right on the farm.

The first mobile feed mill op­
eration was established in Tex­
as in 1955, according to MP- 
689, “An Analysis of Mobile

Feed Milling Operations In Tex 
as.” ’The new publication of the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station says that by 1961 the 
number had Jumped to 75. Even 
with this tremendous expan­
sion, many farmers, feeders and 
agribusinessmen are not famil­
iar with the mobile mill and 
the service it provides. There­
fore, the publication was pre­
pared to acquaint them with 
such mills.

MP-689 contains sections des­
cribing mobile feed mills, fac­
tors to consider In establishing 
a mobile operation, operational 
policies and practices and op­
erational expenses and receipts.

I f  you’re a gambler, you would 

win money betting that the 
other guy has defective vision. 
On the basis of statistics, tlie 
chances are slightly more than 
one in two that something is 
wrong with your eyes.

Close to 80 million Americans 
wear glasses. There are at least 
two million who have inade­
quate vision even with glasses, 
and about one million are blind. 
Elvery year another 30,000 A- 
merlcans become blind.

To point up the problem of 
protecting the nation’s vision. 
Congress has proclaimed the 
first week of March, 1964, “Save 
Your Vision Week.”

’There are many popular mis­
conceptions and myths about 
vision. Some of them are dis­
cussed in Today’s Health, the 
magazine of the American Medi­
cal Association.

Ophthalmologists (physicians 
who specialize in eye care) usu­
ally agree that there is no such 
thing as eye strain. TTiose pains 
and discomforts that sometimes 
follow long hours of watching 
a Jumpy television screen actu­
ally are due to eye fatigue. Your 
eyes need to re.st too.

Children do not outgrow 
crossed eyes, and this condition 
should be treated as early as 
possible. Otherwise some loss of 
sight could result.

Good vision is important to 
safe driving of an auto, but 
perfect vision is by no means 
required. The driver who has a 
few drinks under his belt is 
much more dangerous than the 
nearsighted driver whose defect 
is reasonably well corrected with 
glasses.

Carrots do not improve the 
vision. Carrots contain vitamin 
A, bui only a very small amount 
of it is needed and it is found 
in many of the foods we eat, as 
well as carrots.

The most common of the ser­
ious eye diseases, glaucoma, 
cannot be cured, but it usually 
can be arrested by treatment, 
and further loss of vision can 
be prevented. Regular checkups 
for glaucoma are most impor­
tant, particularly to those past 
40.

Cataracts, a lens disorder oc­
curring most often in older 
people, can usually be correct­
ed by surgical treatment. Loss 
of vision from a forming catar­
act can be slow and sometimes 
isn’t noticed by the patient at 
first.

Children should have their 
first medical eye examiatlon at 
the age of three or four, and 
should be re-examined each 
year, TTie small child may have 
grossly defective vision and not 
know it. ’This can wreak havoc 
with his schooling, in that he 
may not be able to read his 
textbooks, or to see the black­
board. Many a child labeled 
stupid by teachers and parents 
wa.s later found to be nearsight­
ed.

What can you do to protect 
your vision?

’The most Important thing is 
to have regular eye examina­
tions, preferably once a year. 
And make certain that everyone 
in your family gets a regular 
checkup, particularly the chil­
dren. Any noticeable change in 
vision also is a clear tip-off that 
something is happening to your 
sight and that an examination 
is needed.

Vets Can Borrow 
On Permanent GI 
Life Insurance

Veterans holding permanent 
GI life Insurance policies may 
borrow up to 94 percent of their 
policies' cash surrender value to 
meet financial emergencies.

This reminder comes from 
Glyndon M. Hague, manager of 
the Veterans Administration 
Regional Office in Waco.

Borrowing, while reducing the 
amount of protection, does leave 
the policy in force, the VA man­
ager said. On the other hand, 
if the pol'cy is surrendered for 
cash all protection under the 
insurance ceases and can not 
be renewed nor reinstated.

Annual Interest on OI policy 
loans is charged at feur percent 
on the unpaid balance. I f  not 
paid, it is added to the loan 
principal and begins to draw in­
terest.

Repayment of the principal 
on the loan may be made in 
amounts of $5 or any multiple 
thereof and at any time before 
default in payment of pre­
miums, Mr. Hague said.

In I960. The others are Juanita, 
Glen L..

Texas A&M Archives contain 
an estimated 10,000 items relat­
ing broadly to university history, 
but under the new program 
gifts are sought that will help 
future scholars better under­
stand many facets of the state’s 
history and development.

Library for the purpose of per­
manently preserving for refer­
ence and research manuscripts, 
documents, p 1 c t u re s , news­
papers, maps and records of all 
sorts," Library Director Robert 
A. Houze said.

Gifts or deposits of original 
records of people, families, busi­
ness firms and orgranizatlons 
are welcomed.

"Materials deposited will be 
listed under family name and 
carefully and properly protect­
ed," Langford said.

"TTie materials will be made 
available for public use under 
safeguards. For purposes of in­
come tax deductions, a mone­
tary value may be placed on 
gifts."

The University also collects, 
preserves and make available 
for study both books and per­
iodicals dealing with business, 
economic, literary, political and 
social development.

A lengthy list of the types of 
materials which should proper­
ly be placed in the Archives 
Collection and further Infor­
mation may be obtained by con­
tacting the collection ai; Cxish- 
Ing Memorial Library, Texas 
A&M University, College Sta­
tion.

Houze and Langford cited 
these as broad examples of the 
materials sought: bus i ness ,
civic, family, farm and institu­
tional records and materials 
about the people such as county 
histories, festival p r o g r a m s ,  
local customs anti folklore and 
military rolls.

“Family records, for example," 
Langford said, "might include 
diaries, letters, memorandum 
books, portraits and photo­
graphs, scrapbooks and travel 
accounts.”

Anti-Seive Compound 
Now On Market

College Station -  Anyone 
who has ever knocked the skin 
off his knuckles trying to un­
screw rusty nuts and bolts on 
farm machinery will appreciate 
anti-.>elze compounds now on 
the market.

The compounds won’t help 
joints that are already “seized” 
or "frozen." The idea is to smear 
the preparation on the threads 
or joints before installation and 
avoid trouble In the future.

Harold Weideman, assistant 
professor in the Texas A&M 
University Agricultural Engine­
ering Department, says rusted 
bolts on tractor and car muffl­
ers are good examples of two 
metal parts seizing to each 
other.

gas (LPO) as a tractor fuel may 
have experienced spark plugs 
strlcking," Weideman pointed 
out. "This Is called spark plug 
seizing, and is common in air­
plane LPO and natural gs^ en­
gines."

He said several companies 
have developed extremely high 
temperature-resistant graphite- 
base grease which will eliminate 
seizing.

“Some of you may have tried 
an ordinary grease in one of 
these high temperature condi­
tions and experienced no bene­
fit. This Is the reason for the 
special formula,” the engineer 
added.

He said the anti-seize com­
pounds are ideal for spark plugs, 
mufflers, tall pipes, manifold 
studs, cylinder head s tuds ,  
wheel lugs, agricultural imple­
ments, or wherever threaded 
joints tend to freeze and become 
difficult to separate.

Weideman added that the 
compounds are still not too 
common and may require per­
sistence to find.

INFORMATION 
FOR VETERANS 

Questions & Answers
Q. As an amputee I  have been 

receiving a pension for nonser- 
vlce-connected disabilities. Dur­
ing 'my present hospitalization, 
it was necessary to amputate 
my other leg. Can I receive a 
greater pension now?

A. You may now be eligible 
for an additional allowance for 
aid and attendance after dis­
charge from the hospital. ’This 
is not a general benefit but one 
made based on individual cir­
cumstances. You will have to 
apply to the VA for it.

Q. As a non-veteran, may I 
buy a OI home when it has been 
repossessed and again offered 
for sale?

A. 'The Veterans Administra­
tion has for sale to anyone who 
can qualify as to credit stand­
ing a large niunber of homes 
which have been foreclosed fol­
lowing non-payment by the QI 
purchaser. See your real estate 
broker, since most brokers are 
cooperating with the VA, to 
find out if any of these fore­
closed homes are In your area.

Q. Can 1 make a personal 
loan from the VA to meet a fin­
ancial emergency?

A. No. The benefits granted 
to veterans by Congress do not 
include provision for personal 
loans.

Q. My husband is quite in 
debt. I am afraid that in the 
event of his death his creditors 
may seize his OI Insurance pol­
icy which I am depending on. 
Can they do this?

A. No. Proceeds of a OI in­
surance policy are exempted by 
law from the claims of creditors. 
’The proceeds may not be seized 
or attached to pay your hus­
band’s debts.

Q. I  have just paid off my 
OI loan in full. Will this auto­
matically entitle me to another 
OI loan?

A. No. Repayment in full does 
not entitle you to another Ot 
loan.

Q. A friend of mine takes 
"War O r p h a n s  Education” 
courses and her mother is liv­
ing. How can she qualify as an 
orphan?

A. The War Orphans Educa­
tion Program (which now also 
includes children of peacetime 
veterans under certain condi­
tions) was set up for children 
whose veteran-parent died be­
cause of service-connected dis­
abilities. For the purpose of the 
program, such children are con­
sidered orphans even though 
the other parent still lives.

Q. Are there VA hospitals in 
Alaska and Hawaii?

A. These are the only two 
states that do not have a VA 
hospital within their borders.

Q. Are plans under way to 
honor survivors of the Spanlsh- 
Amerlcan War? There are only 
a few of them left.

A. This may happen in the 
future. At present there are still 
20,000 of these Spanish-Ameri- 
can War veterans alive.

Howard Payne 
Enrollment 
Remains Steady

Brownwood — For the first 
time in its history, Howard 
Payne College has maintained 
a fall enrollment total in the 
spring semester, said Mrs. B. 
O. Herring, HPC registrar.

Final total enrollment for the 
spring semester — as well as 
for last fall — is 1,016 students.

This is a most unusual cir­
cumstance, Mrs. Herring ex­
plained.

"For example,” she added, “at 
Howard Payne, the 1960-61 en­
rollment showed a 12 percent 
decrease in the spring semester 
over the fall semester; the 1961- 
62 enrollment, a 14 percent de­
crease, and the 1962-63 enroll­
ment, an 11 percent decrease."

Combining this report with 
the fact that the college is re­
ceiving a record number of in­
quiries and applications for 
next fall, Howard Payne offici­
als are predicting that the col­
lege’s "future is at its brlghest 
peak," and are anticipating an 
enrollment of 1,200 students for 
next fall.

Centuries ago, war, famine 
and infectious diseases plagued 
man and limited life expectancy 
to about thirty years of age. 
Now with social reforms and 
better health facilities, people 
are building their plans lor a 
lifespan of seventy to eighty 
years. Unfortunately, many of 
man’s greatest h o p e s  and 
dreams are swept away by sud­
den, unexpected death.

Although accidental death 
and suicide certainly accoimt 
for many unexpected deaths in 
America, the greatest cause is 
heart disease. In Texas, as well 

i as the nation, heart disease 
¡takes the greatest percentage of 
lives each year.

Presently, research personnel 
all over the world are trying to 
find the key that unlocks the 
gateway to a life free from 
coronary artery disease.

High blood pressure, elevation 
of the serum cholesterol, emo­
tional stres, obesity, cigarette 
smoking and decreased physical 
activity have each been identi­
fied as factors increasing the 
risk of heart disease. Heredity 
is probably a factor of equal 
lm{Mrtance.

Just as diabetes requires 
people to take certain precau­
tions to avoid serious trouble, 
it may be that people carrying 
a high risk of heart disease will 
one day choose to act accord­
ingly They could steer away 
from some enemies of a healthy 
heart such as Inadequeate ex­
ercise, overweight and cigarette 

! smoking.
Since emotional stress — call 

it worry if you like — may con­
tribute to the risk of heart dis­
ease, don’t do it. Have regular 
physical examinations instead. 
Your doctor can discover most 
forms of heart disease in their 
early stages, but only if you 
give him the chance to do so. 
More serious damage can usual­
ly be averted or delayed if the 
condition is foimd early and the 
doctor’s instructions are fully 
carried out.

Its Dangers & Effects

College Station — A safe ade­
quate supply of water is even 
more Important than food in 
case of a nuclear attack. We 
can survive several days with­
out food, but only a short while 
without water. For each family 
member, store at least Vi gab­
ion of water per day or 7 gal­
lons for 2 weeks for drinking 
purposes. Some liquid needs can 
be met by fruit juices and soft 
drinks. Water for bathing, 
brushing teeth and dishwashing 
should be of the same high 
quality and quantity. Plastic 
and glass jugs with tight fitting 
covers or stoppers are good 
storage containers, but must be 
protected from blast. Water for 
emergency use s h o u l d  be 
changed every 3 months as un­
desirable taste and odors may 
develop.

Stored water should be puri­
fied by one of the following 
methods: boiling 3-10 minutes, 
addition of household bleach, 
2% tincture of iodine or water 
purification tablets. ’ITiese are 
methods to kill bacteria only; 
not radioactive particles.

When it is safe to leave the 
shelter, contents of the water 
heater, water softener, toilet 
tanks, or melted ice cubes 
should be sources of safe water.

Following a nuclear attack 
water from unprotected sources 
such as streams, lakes, ponds, 
uncovered wells, springs, and 
cisterns may be dangerously 
contaminated with radioactive 
fallout. Such water would not 
be safe for people or livestock 
to drink, and it should not be 
used until civil defense, public 
health, or other monitoring ser­

vices have found it to be with­
in safe limits of nulioaetive 
contamination. Most of the con­
tamination would be in the 
form of suspended materials 
(dust) but some would be digH 
solved in water. These materials 
would be diluted in ponds and 
lakes and slowly would settls 
and be absorbed by clay and 
mud on the bottom. Whter from 
these sources should be used 
only in an extreme emergency.

Water from covered wells, 
imderground we l l s ,  covered 
cisterns, and storage houses 
would be safe, unless radioac­
tive fallout had contaminated 
the supply in some way. 
member — use water known W 
be safe first, check on contami­
nation of other water before 
drinking, and use water you 
are unsure of only in an ex­
treme emergency.

Do you realize that disabled 
workers and their families may 
receive as much as $254 a 
month in social security bene­
fits?
