Filing at last minute? CPAs advise an extension

To anyone who is scrambling to
file an income tax return now: The
Texas Society of Certified Public
Accountants recommends filing for
an extension.

CPAs point out thatin most cases,
taxpayers will benefit more from
applying for an automatic exten-
sion than by submitting a hastily

prepared return that may contain
errors.

There is no stigma attached to
requesting an extension of time to
fileareturn. In fact, about 5 million
taxpayers file for an extension ev-
ery April.

Filing an extension does not in-
crease the chances of an IRS audit,
either. The IRS is primarily con-

The form must be sent to
the IRS Center where the
return is to be filed.

If, for some reason, the
extended deadline of Aug.
15 for cannot be met, the
taxpayer can request an ad-
ditional extension.

Unlike the request for the
initial extension, though,
this request must include a
good reason for an exten-
sion.

The reason must be stated
in a letter to the IRS or in
Form 2688. CPAs point out
that taxpayers must file
Form 4868 before either fil-
ing Form 2688 or writing a
letter seeking more time, ex-
cept in cases of undue
hardship.

An important fact to re-
member when filing for an
extension is that taxes still
must be paid by the original
April 17 deadline. If they
are not paid by this dead-
line, the taxpayer will owe
interest on the unpaid tax

and may be charged penal-

ties.

The IRS charges a late-
payment penalty of .5
percent per month or part of
a month on any tax not paid
by the regular due date.

Anyone who cannot af-
ford to pay the taxes due by
April 17 you request a rea-
sonable extension of time to
pay the tax by submitting
Form 1127 to the IRS along
with documentation that
demonstrates why the tax
liability cannot be met on
time.

The taxpayer must show
a lack of cash, assets or the
financial ability to getaloan
to pay the taxes.

If one of the taxpayer’s
assets is a home, there must
be evidence to show that the
sale of the house would be
atasacrifice price and cause
a financial hardship.

Even if the taxes cannot
be paid, do not delay filing
the return. Alate-filing pen-

alty is usually charged if
your return is filed after the
due date. It is usually 5
percent of the tax not paid
by the regular due date for
each month or part of a
month that the return is late.

The is late. The penalty
for filing late is 10 times as
great as the penalty for pay-
ing late.

Africanized bees reach Fort Worth

SPECIAL TO THE JOURNAL
COLLEGE STATION —
Tarrant County (Fort Worth) has been
added to the state quarantine restrict-
ing the movement of commercial bee
operations.
The move follows the detection of
Africanized honey bees inthe county.
The addition makes 120 counties
(out of 254) in Texas now quaran-
tined for Africanized honey bees,
according to Paul Jackson, chief in-
spector for the Texas Apiary
Inspection Service, aunitof the Texas
Agricultural Experiment Station.
Bees were collected from a tree by
a Girl Scout camp near Pelican Bay in
the northwestern part of Tarrant

County. The hive apparently had been
there several months.

“Samples were collected and sent
to Texas A&M’s Honey Bee Identi-
fication Lab where they were
confirmed as Africanized,” Jackson
said.

“Apiary inspectors were sent . . .
to investigate the circumstances, and
todetermine whether the Africanized
honey bees had gotten to those coun-
ties through natural migration or
through some type of human-assisted
action,” he added.

In both cases, it was determined
that the bees had arrived on their
own, Jackson explained, so the
quarantin was expanded.

HOUSTON — The chro-
mosome that houses a gene
responsible for sudden death
has been identified, bringing
physicians closer to develop-
ing a tool for early diagnosis.

Researchers at Baylor Col-
lege of Medicine in Houston
recently narrowed down the lo-
cation of the gene responsible
for arrhythmogenic right-ven-
tricular dysplasia to
Chromosome 10.

“Making a genetic diagno-
sisof thisdisease is particularly
helpful because often the first
and only eventis sudden death,”
said Dr. Robert Roberts, Bay-
lor professor of cardiology and
the study’s principal investiga-

or. “Conventional diagnostic

techniques,  such  as
echocardiograms and cardiac
catheterization, are very insen-
sitive and extremely
inadequate.”

In patients with ARVD,

healthy heart tissue in the right
ventricle is replaced by fatty
tissue and scar tissue. The dis-
ease accounts for more than 17
percent of sudden death cases
in young people in the United
States.

The Baylor study examined
a 47-member, five-generation
family with ahistory of ARVD.
DNA was extracted from 40
living individuals. Postmortem
exams were also conducted. Re-
searchers then genotyped DNA
markers and analyzed them for
agenetic link. The results traced
the gene responsible for the dis-
ease to Chromosome 10.

“In order to perform genetic
screening or to develop better
therapies, you must locate the
gene andcloneit,” Roberts said.

Throughthe genetic samples
and clinical evaluations, re-
searchers diagnosed ARVD in
10 of the living individuals.
ARVD was confirmed in two
deceased family members who
had died suddenly.

Researchers also determined
that ARVD is autosomal-domi-
nant. That means only one bad

State suing Stephenville School Board

USTIN — Texas Attorney
(nncml John Cornyn filed suit
last month against Stephenville
Independent School District for
violating the Texas Public In-
formation Act.

Comyn is seeking a court
order to compel the school dis-
trict to release certain public
information “without any edit-
ing.”

Cornyn’s office earlier had
ruled that the information was
public. The lawsuit alleges that
the school district intention-
ally violated the ruling.

The case began when a citi-
zen requested a copy of some
of the school district’s legal
bills. The district wanted to
withhold the information un-
der exceptions to the Texas
Public Information Act,includ-
ing the
privilege.

ing within 30 days but chose
not to do so.

Under the act,

stead of appealing the ruling,
the school district chose to
black out some of the names
and other key terms in the bills
hefore releasing the documents.

“The newspapers of Texas
strongly support the attorney
general’s effort to hold gov-
ernmental bodies accountable
to the people of Texas,” said
Donnis Baggett, chairman of
the Texas Daily Newspaper
Association/Texas Press Asso-
ciation Legislative Advisory
Committee.

“Too many of our govern-
mental bodies have taken the
position that they are the own-
ers of the information they
possess.

“It’s refreshing to see the
attorney general take the posi-
tion that the citizen, not the
government, is the rightful
owner of this information,”
Baggett said.

“Asking the government to
supervise religious speech is
clearly unconstitutional, and I
will protect Texas’ position in
he added.

The school district’s policy
allows the student body to
choose by secret ballot whether
to have a student message dur-
ing pregame ceremonies at
home varsity football games.
That message may or may not
include a prayer in the discre-
tion of the student.

In February 1999, the U.S.
Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals
in New Orleans held that the
school district’s policy violated
the establishment clause of the
First Amendment.

Although the Fifth Circuit
held that the schools could al-
low students to deliver prayers
at graduation as long as they
are nonsectarian and
nonproselytizing, the court
ruled that student-initiated
prayers are never permissible
at school-sponsored football
games.

* Byron M. Tunnell, 64th
speaker of the Texas House of
Representatives, died March 7
at his Lake Palestine home af-
ter a long battle with cancer.

battle flag from the Texas Su-
preme Court building.

The National Association
for the Advancement of Col-
ored People has called for its
removal, saying the plaque
bearing the flag is offensive to
minorities and does not be-
long in the state’s highest
courts.

* The Texas Department of
Health will award almost
$500,000 in tobacco settlement
money to schools and commu-
nity groups throughout the
state, to pay for projects to
prevent or reduce tobacco use
or protect the public from sec-
ondhand smoke.

March 2 was a special day for
Texans. It is a day that fills our
hearts with pride, and it is a day
for remembering what we owe
to those who went before us.

On that day, 162 years ago, a
solemn convention of 54 men
met in the small settlement of
Washington-on-the-Brazos to
sign the Texas Declaration of
Independence.

The declaration stated:

“We, therefore . . . do hereby
resolve and declare . . . that the
people of Texas do now consti-
tute a free, sovereign and inde-
pendent republic . . .”

At the time, Texas was a re-
mote territory of Mexico, hos-
pitable only to the bravest and
most determined of settlers.
After declaring their indepen-
dence, the founding delegates
quickly wrote a constitution for
the newborn republic and orga-
nized an interim government.

My great-great grandfather,
Charles S. Taylor, was one of
the signers of the Texas Decla-
ration of Independence.

As was the case when the
American Declaration of Inde-
pendence was signed in 1776,
our declaration only pointed the
way toward a goal, the price of
which was enormous effort and
great sacrifice.
