' hasn‘t it.
i And when the illusion that we are
actually on a gold basis went to
smash what did the money lenders
‘and stock jobbers do? They imme-
!dlately hastened to congress and de-
! manded that the government issue to
them currency based on primises to
pay, like those they had already dem-
onstrated their inability to pay and;
congress acceded to the demand.
