MAIZE ENTERS MARKET.
Wheat receipts in Abilene for the 

^Mt wvek had a considerable decline 
wwc the preceding week. There were 
only twelve cars bought.

The rain, which was geqearl over 
die district was given as the chief 
cause of decline. A good portion of 
aha wheat has been threshed, accord­
ing to buyers, and there are very 
few graineries storing wheat on the 
fgrms.

The marketing of maize and feter- 
*ta opened up fairly well during the 
week, there being several cars of 
•ard maize bought. The price Sat­
urday was $22.50 per ton for the 
grain in the head.

Some speculation is being made as 
to whether the price for maize ia go­
ing to decline or rise. Buyers were 
predicting a decline while many 
fhraiers are stoutly declaring that a 
much higher price than the present 
market quotations must be paid be­
fore they can afford to turn loose. 
A number were in Friday and .Satur­

day getting material to prepare for 
storing their maize for higher prices. 
“I haven’t forgotten what I had to 
pay for maize to feed just a few 
months ago,” said one farmer Satur­
day and who has considerable acre­
age in row feed crops. “I’ll not take 
less than $40 a ton for mine. The 
big crop raised in Taylor county 
this year is not going to feed the 
entire world and it has cost too much 
to produce to give it away.”—Abi­
lene Reporter.

The boll weevil infestation which 
bids fair to be so disastrous to tho 
Texas cotton crop this year has faded 
into the background in most sections 
of the State, and the cotton boll 
worms are now doing great damage 
t > tho bolls and squares.

This insect has appeared in large 
numbers in almost every section of 
the F*ate. Infestations vary from 
25 rer cent to 90 per cent of the bolls 
This heavy infestation is probabl/ 
due to favorable climatic conditions 
during the springg and to the abund- 
ai ce of corn planted this year.

the mornings whil.e the plants are 
still wet with dew. London purple 
and white arsenic should never be 
used as a substitute for arsenate of 
lead for poisoning cotton, as these 
poisons will hum the plants and 
cause a reduction in yield.

Today the staple, 
measured by the price of manufac­
tured cotton goods, ia intrinsically 
worth more than thirty-five cents per 
pound and even at that price it is 
the cheapest commodity being sold 
in the world's market. As soon as 
the American Cotton Association is 
fully organized with its. million mem­
bers it will immediately begin an or­
ganized fight in behalf of cotton."

ASSOCIATION MEETING.

•>

Cisco— Realizing the advantages 
offered by this city in the matter of 
railroad transportation, water, and 
accessibility to their enormous oil 
lease holdings the Humble Oil Com­
pany is now at work with an army 
of men constructing various build­
ings in the city lim:ts at a cost of 
$2,000,000 to be used as their head­
quarters.

Included in those will be a machine 
shop, a garage, a ten-ton daily ca­
pacity ice plant, electric light and 
power house, a pipe shop used entire­
ly for threading pipe, a storage gar­
age, a warehouse, a commissary; all 
of which will be heated by a central 
steam heating plant, all of which arc 
now in course of construction.
