During the month of January 
1986, Yoakum County Voter 
Registrar, Wanda Smith, mailed out 
the new yellow voter registration 
cards.

Approximately 240 of the cards 
were returned to the Tax Office 
because the voters had moved and 
did not change their mailing ad­
dresses, or had moved from the 
county.

During M arch of 1986 a 
RETURN LIST was published in 
the DENVER CITY PRESS. There 
was good response to the list and we 
had a lot of voters come in and 
change their mailing addresses.

On August 16, 1986, a VOTER 
STRIKE LIST was published. The 
names that were not corrected 
earlier, were taken off the voter list.

Since the lists were not published 
in THE PLAINS PRIDE, Ms.
