He is one of Speaker Gib Lewis’ 
key lieutenants.

University school of law, Rudd is 
married to the former Brenda 
Rogers and they have three children.

Water Conservation 
Information Available

Water is a natural resource that 
cannot be replenished and must be 
utilized by the most efficient 
method. Waste and poor manage­
ment costs others than just farmers. 
It costs everyone. For this reason, 
the use of irrigation water should be 
the most effecient and cost effective 
possible says, Charles Oswalt, of the 
soil conservation service.

Several water conservation ser­
vices are available to farmers at no 
cost to them through the soil conser­
vation service, says Oswalt. Services 
include irrigation evaluations such 
as amount of water that the farmers 
are applying, pattern of the spray as 
it reaches the ground, bad nozzles,
leaks in the pipeline and the overall 
efficiency of the system. Pumping

systems can be evaluated for effi­
ciency.

Other services that the SCS pro­
vides are design work on irrigation 
systems and pipelines. Pivot points 
for irrigation systems are also 
located.

More information about water 
conservation is available through 
the soil conservation service at 
Plains.

Extension Agent Reports 
Sugar Misconceptions

During this time of year, sugary 
desserts and candy abound, to the 
delight of those who crave sweets 
and the concern of those who 
believe they are “ bad for you” .

People seem to have many 
misconceptions about refined sugar 
which influence their attitudes, if 
not their actions, when it come to 
what they eat, says Mary D. 
Williams, Yoakum County Exten­
sion Agent, Home Economics.

A common misconception is that 
natural sugar, such as that found in 
orange juice, is a better source of 
energy than the refined sugar you 
get from soft drinks, candy or 
desserts.

The fact is that sugar is sugar in 
whatever form. Each form contains 
four (4) calories per gram and is us­
ed by the body similarly.

The difference is that foods with 
natural sugars typically have other 
nutrients, like vitamin C, potassium 
and folic acid in orange juice. Foods 
containing refined sugar, such as 
soft drinks, frequently have no 
vitamins and minerals, but are also 
high in fat and sodium.

Another myth is that you are 
more likely to experience a “ sugar

high” from refined sugar than from 
the natural sugar in foods. The fact 
is that raisins and other foods con­
taining natural sugars elevate blood 
sugar and create a “ sugar high” just 
like refined sugar.

It is not necessary to avoid foods 
with refined sugar to maintain a 
nutritious diet. But, you should 
make sure that most of the foods 
you eat have a variety of nutrients 
and that you are getting enough ex­
ercise to burn off extra calories 
from sugar-rich foods.
